The President said he expects to
send the names of the new men to
the Senate before Congress ad-
journs,

“It seems to me that fears and
criticisms have been greatly exag-
gerated " he said. “Whenever &
new protective -tariff law has been
enacted gloomy prophesies have
been made, They have failed to ma-
terialize as far back as I can re-
member.

Did Not Hurt Trade.

This dif-
fars sharply from the old idea thal
tlectrons revolve in fixed orbit: like
ptiniature planets about a central
sunlight nucleus. Recently daring
prophets have hazarded that the
electrons are scattered and Dr.
Compton's work backs up this new
{dea. Addressing the American
Physicial Society at Cornell he said:
| “geveral weeks ago I noticed a
beautiful halé around the moon. Half
an hour later the halo was visibly
' smaller and rain began to falll. The
interpretation of such haloes, as
due to diffraction of the moonlight
¥ by droplets of water suspended in
% the air, is well known. The larger
the droplets the smaller the angle
of diffraction. So by observing the
diameter of the halo, we can estim-
te the size of the water drops
which cause it. A shrinking halo
means a growing drop, and hence
probable rain.”
Similar Method
. A method similar to observing
this halo was used to “gsee” the elec-
tron. For moonlight Dr, Compton
gubstituted X-rays and for vapor
 sed helium gas. The X-rays made
diffraction haloes in the gas and
from these, positions of electrons
were estimated.

of confidence.

The decision will be communicat-
fed to both Chamber and Senate at.
\Monday's session. Request for a

vote of confidence would have been
futile because of an overwhelming
Wafdist majority which is near an
open break with the crown.

The Wafdist Cabinet of Mustapha
Nehas Pasha resigned duving the
week after differences with the king
on & new measure to safeguard the
lconstltutlon. In a party conference
they voted to support no new gov-
_ernment which could not command
a majority—an ohvious impossibili-
ey for any government except their

Ismail Sidky Pasha, appointed
Thursday to get together a Cabi-
Inet. completed his government Fri-
day night. The new premier is a
member of ‘Tttehadist” or
King's Party.

In retiring Parliament Ismail Sid-
ky Pasha has done the very thing
to prevent which the undefeated
government of Mustapha Nehas
Pasha resigned. Nehas sought to
protect the Egyptian constitution
by two bills which would make any
minister suspending Parliament
liable to life imprisonment and a
heavy fine.

A most tense political situation
existed today, in which observers
believed anything might happen.
Considerable bitter talk was heard
and some threats against King Fuad
himself. His new Cabinet was term-
ed in some quarters “hand-picked.”

The great commission was the:
commission from our Lord to the
disciples to go forth into the world |
and make disciples of all nations in
His name and in His fellowship.

The power of thatl commission
has been manifest in the growth
and progress of the Christian
Church. Judged from the suprem-
acy of the Church’'s ideal, and!
from the standpoint of the condi-
tion of the world in which the
Church has to perform its work,
it might seem at times that the
progress of the Church and of the
Gospel has not been great. But
when one looks back over the years
and sees the conditions under which
the Christian Church began, the |
immensity of the forces of ignorance
and of evil with which the Church|
has had to contend. the marvel is
that even in 19 centuries such pro;
gress should have been achieved. |

Where Science Has Failed

In our own day it is true that,
the progress of sclence in its rev-|
olutionizing of life seems im-|
mense. But science has not been,
particularly successful in solving|
many of the deeper problems as-
sociated with its own service.'
Where it ought to be, in harmony,
with its own principles, construc-
tive, it has been, in large measure, |
destructive. Its implements and its)

The man of wealth who hears
the call of Christ becomes an hum-
ble and earnest servant of his fel-|
lowmen: the man of education a‘
teacher of his fellowmen.

With the secularization of -so
much of our life and education
today we are apt to forget the
source from which these deepest
influences in our civilization were
derived. We do not always find it
easy to see how closely the Gospel,

The Arkansan, who was one of the
delegates to the London conference,
delivered a radin address under the
auspices of the Nationa! Grange,
continuing the series of such
speeches by sponsors and foes of the
treaty that has kept the issue before
the public while it awaits consider-
ation in the Senate,

This address was confined al-
most entirely to an exposition of
the terms of the pact, in the course
of which he took the various cate-
gories one by one, explaining the
relative strength of the three signa-
tory nations as provided by the
treaty.

The controversy over the cruiser
clauses, he said, “narrows {itself
down to the choice between eight-
inch guns as against six-inch gun
armament on three ships under the
general bhoard's proposal, and addi-
tional 8,500 ton six-inch cruiser un-
der the treaty.

“It is respectfully suggested that
the choice so far as combat power
is concerned, is in favor of the
treaty arrangement which gives us
the additional ships.

“The claim, advanced by some
high authorities, that eight-inch
cruisers are so much more desirable
for the uses of the United states
that six-inch cruisers loses the
greater part of its force when it is
recalled that under the treaty the
cruising radius of the latter may
equal that of the former, and that
six-inch guns for the United States
will presumably carry as far and
hit as hard as they will for any
other power.”

As between the United States and
Great Britain, he said, the net dif-
ference in cruiser tonnage was
15,500 tons in favor of the latter. He
termed this difference trivial in
view of America’s advantage in
eight-inch gun cruisers.

The series of radic addresses was
begun by Secretary Stimson who
headed the delegation at London.

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OUR OWN DRY LAWS

A much discussed phase of the
prohibition problem in this state is
whether or not Connecticut, which
has never ratified the Eighteenth
amendment, should repeal the en-
forcement act which the Legisla-
ture—it seems to many persons in-
consistently—adopted in 1821. We
are not among those who permit
themselves to be greatly excited
over this question, one way or the
other, but we cannot see the force
of the argument that, should the
enforcement act be repealed, Con-
necticut would necessarily be left

.~ - without any state control over the
~w> liquor traffic.

It is true that the enforcement
act repealed all the old state laws
but it is quite as true that any
measure that might be adopted un-
doing the enforcement enactment
could perfectly well re-establish the
original statutes, even if the repeal
of the enforcement law would not
do so automatically, on which lat-
ter point we are without opinion.

The old liquor statutes, in their
various sections, contemplate two
opposite conditions and alternative
provisions are made for operation
under either. One where a town has
voted to license the liquor traffic,
the other where it had voted mnot
to sanction licenses. Reasonable
penalties are provided for the un-

licensed sale, or keeping with in-

tent to =ell, intoxicating liquors of
any sort.

Obviously we could not re-estab-
lish, in practice, all the old laws
because they provide for licensing
the liquor traffic under local option,
and such laws would be in direct
conflict with the amendment to the
federal constitution. But we could
at least re-emact the prohibitive
clauses and possibly the licensing
clauses as well with the provision
that they be suspended for such
& period as the Eighteenth ameénd-
ment to the Constitution of thHe
United States shall remain in force.

Whether the Legislature adopted
one or the other of these courses,
re-establishment of the old prohibi-
tive sections of the statutes with-
out restoration of the licensing pro-
visions or re-enactment of the

, Whole set of laws with suspension

‘.of the Ilicense authorization, we
should have pleanty of law under
which the state could prosecute
persons engaged in the liquor traf-
fic. Simpler and betfer law than
that contained in the enforcement
act which is modeled upon Vol-
steadism,

It is perhaps doubtiul whether
Connecticut has ever adopted this
scheme of suspending a statute,
but if there is any constitutiondl
obstacle to doing so it i# not ap-
parent. And if it should pass mus-
ter among the legal minds it would
not only give us all the necessary

WEST POINT FOOTBALL

Representative Hamilton Fish of
New York, once an outstanding
football player, is pressing the
charge that West Point Academy
gridiron teams are being packed
with college players. He gives the
football history of 21 recent letter
men, showing fhat thirteen of them
had averaged more than two years
of college play before entering
West Point, while in the 1826 game
with Notre Dame nine of the first
string eleven were men who had
played college football. But the
| most telling disclosure made by Mr.
| Fish is that six out of nine football
captains resigned from the acad-
emy before completing their course
—which fact brutally exposes the
snap.

The people of the United States
do not maintain the military and
naval academies for the purpose of
having their football teams win
victories. It is perfectly
that the practice of admitting
cadets or midshipmen for the pur-
pose of playing games is a demor-
alizing onme which cannot fail to
operate to the disadvantage of the
serious work of the schools.

The problem at West Point
very simple compared- with that of
civiian colleges and universities
confronted by the same situation.
The military academy does not
have to cater to its alumni or po-
tential donors of endowments. It
has no use whatever for students
who do not intend to become sol-
diers. It can eliminate football al-
together without in any way af-
fecting its well being.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

(Hair on Face)

Question:—D. G. writes: "I am
troubled with hair on my face, but
cannot afford an electric needle, as
you advise. I pull the hairs out,
but they keep coming back. Also,
I am only 18 and very much
ashamed of my appearance. Can
you help me!”

Answer: The electric needle meth-
od is the only one I know of for
completely destroying the hair root,
but there are many preparations on
the market which you can use to
discourage the hair growth. The
rosin and wax preparations are put
on the face while the preparation is
hot, then jerked off after it has
cooled, carrying the hairs away with
the hardened wax. Sometimes some
of the hair roots come completely
out, in which case those particular
hairs will not return. By keeping
up this treatment regularly there
is a tendency also to discourage the
growth of the other hair.

(Goitre and Weight)
Question: M. K. writes: “I have

been taking a fast to overcome my |

goitre. I have lost considerable
weight, during which time the goitre
became smaller, but since I started
to eat solid food it seems to be get-
ting large again. I haye worried
about my loss in weight, and hesi-
tate to fast again on account of
that. What is your advice?"
Answer: You should not worry
about the loss of weight through
fasting and dieting you can reduce
your thyroid so that it functions
normally. After a complete cure
your weight will gradually come
back to normal, but the gain will be
slow, owing to the fact that you

Can Be Done At Small Expense

|

Do you need additional room inghall ‘will doubtless be situated with |

your house? Is it becoming:
cramped and crowded? You can|
have that extra space at small cost:
if your house is constructed similar .
to the average home. 1

Up in the attic is plenty of space
for several rooms, Ofter it is mot
necessary even to pierce the roof
with & dormer window or two. All
that is necessary is to finish off the'
fioor, ceiling and walls. ‘

Occasionally the home owner
finds it necessary to raise the roof
a few feet and construct new rooms
under this portion of the house.

Before proceeding with this work |
make a plan of the attic, drawing
in as carefully as possible the vari-
ous dimensions. Next, estimate the |
ceiling heights. Then draw in very
accurately the proposed rooms, in-|
dieating with pencil on the floor
i it is complete where wall are to
" pe. This will aid in giving a better
conception of the area of each room
and can more easily determine If
each room is large enough for prac-
tical living purposes.

At the top of the stairs & small

doors from the hall leading to one|
or two roofns that comprise the|
proposed third floor portion of the|
house.

Dormer windows may be neces-
sary to give plenty of light and air.
Do not go sparingly on this feature
for proper ventilation is important.

. Insulate Roof

When finishing off the attic make
certain that the roof is well insul-
ated. Good insulation provides well
heated rooms in winter and insures
cool quarters in summer. Fuel is
saved by insulation for the great
heat loss of the average house oC-
curs through the roof. Use &n ap-
rroved brand in insulation and plas-
ter over it. The side walls of the
rooms may be insulated in the same
way. The floors should be finished
similar to those on the floor lower,
hard wood being preferable.

The attic rooms may be fitted up
as bed rooms, lounging rooms, dens
or playrooms. To the smalil house
they may contribute important ex-
tra space which may pay for their
finishing many times OVer.

ICING DOORS FACILITATE
THE DELIVERY OF ICE

One of the big arguments of theg
electrical refrigeration agents is
that with this type of refrigeration
no ice man tracks dirt into the
kitchen. Neither is it necessary
for the housewife to remain at
home to let the iceman in with his
delivery.

The home owner who prefers
natural ice—and there are many
who have good reason for sO doing
—will find that by the addition of
an icing door and a new refriger-
ator they can still use the ice they
desire and at the same time elim-
jnate the bother of the ice man.

-Refrigeration with a side door
through which the ice may be
placed may be secured from any
dealer in refrigerators. It is besl
to purchase this new refrigerator
at the same time the icing door is
installed so that the two will be
suitable for each other. The icing
door is placed in the side wall of

sthe house at a point s0 that

when
this door is opened the side docr
or rear door of the refrigerator is
revealed. The refrigerator door 18
opened, the ice inserted and botn
doors closed. Most of the icing
doors use a standard key which is
carried constantly by the iceman so
that he alone may open the icing
door.

The newer refrigerators are well
insulated and the interior of the
box is maintained at a temperature
ranging from 42 to 47 degrees—
just the range indicated by engi-
neers and scientists as being the
most desirable for the preservation
of foods.

The lining of the interior of the
refrigerator should be constructed
of a one-piece porcelain so that it
will be absolutely sanitary. The
one-piece ‘lining eliminates cracks
and crevices in which moisture and
food may lodge.

FACE BRICK HOUSES
GIVEN ADDED BEAUTY
WITH COLORED MORTAR

Home Builders Offered Wide
Choice of Combinations from
Dealers Displays.

Choosing the right color of mor-
tar to go with any of the many
varieties of face britk now on the
market is becoming a much easier
task for the prospective home build-
er. Both manufacturers and dealers
are paying more attention to the
color of the joints used in their face
brick exhibits, with the result that
a wide choice of color combinations
is now included in their exhibits.

Of course there are far too many
possible combinations of both face
brick and mortar color to make it
feasible to show all, but care has
been taken to the preparaion of
most exhibits, whether they be
built-in or simply portable paneis,
to show the most popular combina-
tions.

Unless it is brought to their at-
tention, most prospective builders
give little though to the size and
color of mortar joint used in the

briekwork of their new homes, but
when it is realized that almost one-
seventh of a face brick wall con-
gists of mortar, the importance oI
care in its selection becomes appar-
ent,

For this reason, dealers now show
face brick as they actualy appear
in the wall. The color of the joiot
shown with each type has Dbeen
carefully studied , to produce tae
most pleasing effects, both by
blending the joint with some types
of brick, and by contrasting the
joint color with other types. Some
of the larger dealers have several
exhbits of the same face brick, each
with a different colored mortar, as
an aid to the buyer.

After a choice of face brick and
mortar joint has been made from
the display, the prospective home
owner may ask his builder or con-
tractor to match his cholce with
the actual face brick to be used and
with the mortar materials available.
A small section of wall made up in
advance of the actual work will as-
sure the owner and the contractor
that the final resuits will be ap-
proved, for he can experiment with
the small amounts until the exact
result desired is obtained.

i Only mineral coloring materials
should be used in making the mor-
tar, as those of organic or analine
base are likely to fade under the ac-
tion of the lime in the mortar, A
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g FURST FLOOR PLAN

NOSE AND EAR
INFECTIONS OFTEN CAUGHT
AT BATHING POOLS

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor, Journal of the American
Medical Association, and of Hygeia,

The coming of warmer weather
means for the physician an increas-
ing number of infected ears due to
carelessness in swimming and bath-
ing. British authorities group pa-
tients according to two types—those
who have infected noses and those
subject to recurrent infections in
the ear.

The swimmer must breathe cor-
rectly if he is to be secure &gainst
an involuntary rush of water into
the nose. People with chrouically
infected noses or with ear drums
that have permanent perforations
because of infection should avold
bathing in public swimming pools,

The American investigators have
found that swimmers who are most
frequently affected with infection of
the nose and ears are the beginners,
the expert divers and the polo play-

their noses than they shouid; the
expert divers and polo players are
under the water so much that they
overtax the ability of the system
to take care of the extra demand.

An investigation revealed the fact
that infection of the sinuses and of
the ears occurred in about 20 per
cent of those doing plain swimming
and in about 50 per cent of divers
and polo players. One observer re-
ported that out of 10 expert divers,
eight had some form of infection of
the sinuses or the ear,

Most public swimming pools in
America provide for the use of
chlorine in the water, for rcgular
draining, and for the removal of
sediment and infectious material
Under these circumstances the
swimmer is not likely to be in-
fected, unless he comes in contact
with a heavy dose of infection from
some person who should not ke using
the pool.

It is important to realize that
there are few cases of infection
from swimming in the ocean or
from swimming in rivers or lakes
where people are few. In crowded
bathing beaches +v-here there is
hardly room to move the arms, peo-
ple are constantly exposed to the
excretions and secretions of their
neighbors. Indeed, civilization and
the overcrowding of human beings
bears the brunt of responsibility for
infection of the respiratory tract.

HOW TO SHOP

RINGS AND LINES IN
SILK HOSE EXPLAINED

By Willlam H. Baldwin

A perfect silkk hose, if there were
such an article, would be clear. It
would have neither rings going
around the leg nor lines running up
and down. All hose have either
rings or lines or both, but in the
better quality these are so slight
that they do not mar the appear-
ance of the hose.

Rings are due to the variation in
weight of the strands of raw silk.
The perfectly uniform skein of silk,
the desire of ever silk manufac-
turer, has never yet been found.
One reason for this is that the silk-
worm, spinning throughout his life,
does better work at one age than at
another, producing a thread of vary-
ing weight and the defective rings
in the stocking, or the rings may
be due to faulty reeling of the silk.

Add two
cups water and freeze. Serve in
tall glasses with a tiny sprig of
mint in each glass.
