. The general title of this lesson 
is “Abraham, a Pioneer o f Faith” . 
Abraham was a pioneer in more 
senses ♦><*" one. Even apart from  
the matter o f religious faith, he 
stands as the great prototype of 
those who have felt the urge to 
leave their old established home en­
vironment to go forth seeking new 
adventures and new opportunities 
in the building o f new civilizations.

It is interesting to note how 
much o f that pioneer urge and 
activity have been associated with 
religious aspiration and motive. 
^America was settled to a large 

extent by those ^ho came seeking 
liberty of conscience and o f wor­
ship; and the movement out from  
older communities has always had 
the Inspiration o f faith-inspired 
people seeking a larger field of 
fre^ om  and expression. Many of 
these interesting pioneer move­
ments have been associated with 
form s of religion that have been 
outside the range o f regular move­
ments of church life. The Mormon 
movement is a conspicuous example 
o f the association o f certain forms 
o f religious belief with the pioneer 
spirit.

Getting Away from  Idolatry
The distinction o f Abraham re­

ligiously, however, was as a pio­
neer o f faith. Whatever may have 
urged him to leave his home in 
Ur, seeking new opportunities in 
Palestine, it is religion that in our 
biblical record o f Abraham’s life 
is the dominant motive and in­
terest.

Many believe that this move­
ment was occasioned on Abraham’s 
part by the sensing of a nobler 
and clearer conception o f God than 
he found in the idolatrous environ­
ment of Ur. If the records suggest 
What was actually present in Abra- 
hdm’s mind rather than what was 
read in by a later writer, there was 
in him a sense of empire building, a 
consciousness that he was to be tiie 
head o f a great people.

But one o f the most noble things 
concerning Abraham is the founda­
tion upon which this empire was to 
bb built. He was not a m ilitary con­
q u e r ,  a man o f ruthless ambition. 
He appears, irather, in one of the 
most enlightening and beautiful 
paipsages o f the whole Bible as a 
man whose peaceful spirit and 
ideals rebuke the plans and pur- 
p o ^  o f nations stiU unduly oc- 
cuptod with-war and bloodshed.

Washington, July 6.—The report­
ed intention of Mayor Harry A. 
Mackey of Philadelphia to nm 
against Gifford Pinchot on an inde­
pendent ticket for the governorship 
of Pennsylvania indicates how the 
prohibition issue not only musses up 
party lines and befogs other im­
portant issues but also disconcerts 
VQters who prefer to vote for the 
mail rather than the party label.

It does look as if  the voters of 
the United States could already be 
divided into two classes—those who 
put their wet or dry sentiments 
ahead of idl other considerations 
and those who also weigh various 
other factors in maddng their 
choice. Predictions as to whether 
the future trend will be toward one 
type of voting or the other need 
not be made here, but the whole 
thing is a heck of a strain on any­
one with strong opinions who wants 
to be conscientious and public- 
spirited in his or her voting.

A  Perplexing Dilemma
Now you might think Pinchot 

who made a good record as an able, 
progressive official in his previous 
teem, would be a far better gover­
nor for Pennsylvania than Mayor 
Mackey. And yet you might be a 
sincere wet who bdieved that pro­
hibition was a terrible affliction 
from which it was supremely de­
sirable to rid the country and that 
the best way to tackle it was to 
vote for every wet candidate who 
came along.

Or you might have tremendous 
admiration for Mayor Mackey, who 
rose as the fair-haired boy of the 
'Vare machine. And yet you might 
be a feverish dry, hating to vote for 
any wet candidate under any cir­
cumstances.

In other words, you woiild be 
getting all hot and bothered about 
how .to vote—and there must be 
very many voters in just such a 
quandary at every election.

For there are splendid candidates 
who are wet and splendid candi­
dates who are dry. And yet candi­
dates who are terrible to contem­
plate and' dry candidates jiu t as 
bad. lYet candidates are sometimes 
ignorant, boorish, crooked, fanati­
cal, hyiKMuritical. And there have 
been d ^  candidates with those at­
tributes, too.

Elective public officials are gen­
erally irrors o f their constituents 
so it isn’t aurprising to notice that 
the more enthusiastic wets and diys 
also vary in quality. Wets and d r^  
are all kinds o f people. There are 
many fine. Intelligent wets, full of 
public spirit and many high-minded 
idealistic drys who believe that sucr 
cess fd f their cause is important to 
the world’s future happiness but 
who also work for humanitarian re­
fo rm  which do not restrict per­
sonal liberty.

In the lower strata of the wet 
ranks, however, one finds thugs, 
hoodlums and dipsomaniacs. And in 
the lower strata among the drys 
there are ignorant, bigoted men and 
women who mix their dry senti­
ments with religious hatred and 
whose greatest happiness in this 
world is found at a lynching party.

So no one can line up deflnitdv 
with either side unless he is will­
ing to put up with a lot o f good 
And bad fellow devotees.

In public life the drys can boast

Most people have been told often 
enough what to do when a person 
faints, and yet the usual procedure 
o f crowding around and supporting 
the head are exactly the wrong 
things to do.

Many cases of fainting are 
brouitii^ on by a lack of oxygen in 
a congested room, and in these 
cases it is important Xhat the indi­
vidual receive a large supply of 
fresh air. , Fainting is always 
caused by a lack of blood in the 
brain and can usually be relieved by 
moving the patient quickly to an 
open window where a plentiful sup­
ply of air may be secured, allowing 
the person to lie flat on the floor 
without raising the head. Tlie 
blood flows with gravity just as a 
liquid outside of the body dofs, and 
the head should be lowered to allow 
a flow of blood to temporarily crowd 
the brain. All of the clothing 
about the neck and throat should be 
loosened, and above all it ia import­
ant to avoid excitement when some­
one has fainted.

Fainting does not usually result 
in death even when nothing is done, 
but the return of consciousness may 
be hastened by dashing cold water 
on the face and fanning fresh air 

! toward the nose. If no cold water 
is available, slapping may be re­
sorted to, and k  is advisable, to raise 
the arms and legs slightly so that 
the blood will flow toward the head. 
Spirits of ammonia held to the nose 
will stimuate the breathing, but it is 
not advisable for one who has a 
tendency to fednt to resort to the 
Continu^ use of smelling salts, 
which is certainly an objectionable 
habit.

Fainting in a crowd of people is 
an embarrassing situation, and per­
sons who feel that they are going 
to faint can often avoid doing so by 
lowering the head so that a larger 
amount of blood will flow into the 
brain. If you are sitting, it is a 
good plan to lower your h ^ d  to be­
neath the knees. You can pretend 
to be searching for some object on 
the floor. If you are standing, and 
wish to avoid embarrassment, you 
can pretend that you are tying your 
shoelace, imtil the faint feeling has 
pcissed.
If you have a continual tendency to 

faint, youp may be sure that you

are lufferiag from some Mtiouf dis* 
faint, you may be lure that you 
should have a thorough eorawiinatiop 
to determine the cauM ot thia. Slaee 
yoim brain center controls all o f the 
functions of the body, It is import­
ant that it be supiuled with an 
abundance of pure, wholesome 
blood. Our eonseiousnesa stops if 
the blood supply is shut off, or If 
the blood becomes too toxio in na­
ture. ,__

Heart trouble and anemia are two 
of the most common causes of 
fainting, but any disease which low­
ers the vitality or causes a cooges- 
tlon of Wood to 'some other part 
than the head may produce this 
symptom. In every case the orig­
inal disease should be cured, and 
measures should be taken for im­
proving the circulation apd building 
the general health. It is important 
that the right foods be sued and 
that sufficient exercise be taken to 
encourage the circulation.

Answer: It is always better for 
anyone suffering from kidney com­
plaint to eliminate temporarily 
starches and sugars from, the diet 
A lemon or orange juice fast is often 
helpful in the cure of both hives and 
liver complaints, but it is not wise 
to lue the lemons with other foods.

A  filehd 67 
years of age is apparently in good

SkUtors, planters, Americana 
engaged in Haitian educational 
work, Haitian business men—all 
have appeared to describe the edu­
cational situation as they see it.

Moreover, the commission has 
sought information from the gov­
ernment and also intends to con­
fer with C a th ie  authorities.

Dr. Hubert, a specialist in agri­
cultural life, made a special trip to 
the south of the island for investi­
gation of Haitiar agricxilture. Later 
the entire commission visited outly­
ing sections of th-; republic, study­
ing the schools and living condi­
tions in general.

The commission occupies the 
quarters used by the Hoov^r-Forbes 
political commission last winter. It 
intends to sail for the United States 
July 7.

The aphorism that *̂a man's bouse 
is his castle^' cannot be held to be 
applicable unless the house Is one 
t t e t  provides^the fullest possible 
pleasure for him. The cenhStotion 
ol pleasun with all that makes for 
derivation of sweet rSfliction, con­
geniality ^  surroundings and that 
happiness thab comes from observt- 
tion, is what J  mean.' The pleasure 
that is transmitted to the subjective 
realm from the contemjMktkm of ob­
jective things should be the posses­
sion of those who have Sequired the 
house that they call their home.

We sometimes overlook the fact 
that a  home ought to reveal itself 
attractively to the eye; that, in the 
words of the poet, it  should bq “a 

: thing of beauty," a  'structure that 
‘ will cater, to our spiritual desires as 
well as our physical needs.

I t  shotdd be beautiful in line, 
form, proportion, and, most of an, 
i t  should live. I t  should be a source 
of animation and encouragement, 
conceived and made in such a  man­
ner as vto.stimulate lu  in our daily 
activities and those pursuits we 
value most.

U nlfonnl^ Often Desirable
'The best way to begin to plan a  

house is to go and stand on the 
plroperty itself, look a t the bouses 
roimd about, and decide what sort 
of architecture would look well not 
only on your particular lot but also 
in conjunction with the neighboring 
hctises, because you never approach 
your own house without seeing the 
others a t the same time.

A certain uniformity of architec­
ture on a  Street is desirable. One 
reason the old New Elngland towns 
qr the o l^  parts of such cities as 
Baltimore and New Orleans are so 
delightWl is that they present a 
imified, harmonious picture to the 
eye. An informal Etoglish cottage

The suddenness with which the 

errant prince was catapulted to the 
thrnnA when he returned to Bucha­
rest from exile recently shows that 
anything may happen in Rumania; 
and frequently does. By the same 
token, it probably explains much in 
connection with his departure near­
ly five years before.

■Viewed from one angle, Carol 
may be a reckless and irresponsi­
ble royal vagabond, more con­
cerned with feminine charms than 
with the welfare of his country.

"Viewed from another angle he 
may be a young man who was im- 
happy in a loveless royal mar­
riage that was not of his owTr 
choosing and disgusted with the 
machinations tlia,t surrounded the 
Rumanian throne and therefore 
sought to get away from it all.

Certainly his father, old IQng 
Ferdinand, was king in name only 
during his last,years when Carol 
was growing to manhood., The 
powerful Bratlanu family, which 
haft imported the royal family from 
Germany a generation before when 
Rumania gained its freedom from 
the Turks, really ruled the coun­
try. Ion Bratianu, prime minister, 
led the king aroimd by the nose— 
politically speaking.

Queen Marie, Carol’s mother, 
tried to buck this oufit when she 
came from England as the young 
grsmddaughter of Queen Victoria 
to become Ferdinand’s .wife. She 
failed and, being wise, promptly 
joined, them.

Cwwn Prince Carol, however, 
was imbued with more independent 
ideals. He looked forward to be­
ing his own.master when the time 
should come for him to take the 
throne, and made no secret of the 
fact that when his day arrived the 
Bratfahu Influence would perish.

Father Mallon believes he has found 
them all in the region o f Elaatem 
Ghor, in Trsmsjordania, a few  miles 
from the dead sea.

Begun Last November.
Excavations were begun last No­

vember on a plain between the 
Wady Gharbeh and the Wady 
Djarafa.
