ANNEXATION OF HAW AH

On July 7, 1898, toe United 
States annexed the Hawaiian Is­
lands in response to an appeal 
made by leading residents.

The first appeal for annexation 
was rejected by President Cleve­
land but President McKiMey ap­
proved toe second. The move for 
annexation was launched by the 
progressive party, consisting o f 
Americans and the better elements 
among toe foreigners and natives 
who were displeased w ito toe «X ' 
isting govem m oit. They objected 
chiefiy to toe -reign o f (toeon Liliu- 
okalani who sought to nullify toe 
constitution and secure, absolute 
power. The queen was ultimately 
deposed and a provisional govern­
ment organized. '

A fter the United States sent 
commissioners to toe island to in­
vestigate conditions it was decided 
at first not to interfere.

It 
is no concern of theirs that 'events 
in 'the ring recently have empha­
sized that they (the events) no 
longer come under the head of 
sport, of fighting or of boxing. The 
gate receipts are the main thing.

Tex Rlcluurd, at. one time several 
years ago when he was beset by the 
exorbitant demands of manaigeni, 
said to me: "These fellows make de­
mands all Qut of proportion. They 
want proteraon. They hedge and 
bicker. I never seed nothin' like it. 
I tell you they are going to kill 
the game that has made them rich."

Tex died a year and p half ago 
but ‘the manipulation of the heavy­
weights since then has been weird 
enough to make the great promoter 
turn over in his grave. There hasn’t 
been a first class hea'vyweight fight 
since Rickard died.
