On July 16, 1918, the Osar of 
Russia and his family u d  their at­
tendants were officially murdered 
in a house at Ekaterinburg, w here. 
they were held prisonisrs following 
the Revolution.

The first thought of executing 
the Romanoffs came when it was 
rumored that the monarchist 
groups wore plotting to  release 
them. With the growing anger 
o f soldiers and sailors and work­
ers toward the royal family, «t 
was decided to dispose of them a t ; 
once. I

The execution is described as | 
foUows by W. Duranty: ‘T hei 
Romanoff fam ily were informed | 
that they must move from  th e ' 
upper to the lower floor. A ll of 
them, the ex-Csar Nicholas Alex­
androvich, his w ife Alexandra 
Fedorovna, his son Alexei, daugh­
ters, Family Physician Botkin, 
the heirs, made nurse and the 
governess o f the princesses went | 
downstairs . . . where they were j  
directed to stand against the wall. 1

“Then the house commandant,! 
Avdeev . . . read the death sen- j  
tence, adding that their hopes of 
liberation were futile; all must > 
die.

about $1000 a.year for toe housing 
of their pupils in Ninth School Dis­
trict b u iid i^ . ’This privilege will 
continue until consolidation becomes 
effective, irtespective of toe gradual 
amorti^tipn of - toe , debt by toe 
Town.

It was brought oqt to toe report 
of a year ago that toe Ninth School 
District is contributing towards toe 
support of education in other dis­
tricts more. than one-third of toe 
cost, or an amount estimated to be 
$49,835.22. This year toe sum is in 
excess of $43,645, which toe Ninth 
District contributes towards toe 
other districts of toe ’Town for toe 
privilege of conOmftng toe <fistrict 
management of schools.

Broadway has countless intddefito.! 
expenses that make theatergoing 
as costly as it is.

Among these are the salaries ct 
the various employes whose pres­
ence is required by union rules. So 
many stage hands, carpenters and 
the like must be hired for eacn 
show and one man is not allowed 
to touch the rug or the table or the 
curtain that another is hired cc 
handle.

This has resulted in numerous 
curious situations.

Miss Ruth Draper, the mime, for 
instance, is a one-woman show. She 
uses thtoughout an evening’s per­
formance only one backdrop, a 
plain brown curfhln. The other 
properties in any one scene are 
never more than a chair and per­
haps a table. By her characteriza­
tions, the actress builds up imagi­
nary settings so that the audieiice 
sees a garden or an office or a liv­
ing room that is not there.
, Obviously, therefore. Miss Draper 
kas no need for a cerpenter. Yet 
she may not make an entrance 
without a carpenter on the back- 
stage staff.

The world’s featherweight fight 
between Bat Battallno, the cham^ 
pion, and Ignacio Fernandes, the 
challenger, in which the form er re­
tained his crown through a imoch- 
out in the fifth round of the sched­
uled fifteen before a crowd of 9,000 
at the Huiley Stadium in East 
Hartford last night, had an angle 
somewhat similar to the “pound of 
llMh” angle in “The Merchant of 
Venice.”

It appears that Fernandes had 
to spend three hours in a Turkish 
bath in order to make the stipulat­
ed poundage o f 126 and that the 
ordeal weakened him greatly de­
spite the day’s rest caused by the 
postponement o f the bout Monday 
due to adverse weather. The rug­
ged Filipino who makes his U. S. 
home In Los Angeles, said after 
the fight that he would never again 
attempt to get down to the feath­
erweight grade.

Had Time to Best 
It Is quite possible that the ef­

forts of Fernandez to make the 
weight were not beneficial to his 
cause, but at the same time a day’s 
rest, it  seems, should more than 
have offset this disadvantage. Fer­
nandez’s alibi about the difficulties 
makliig the weight may be only so 
much chmoufiage to attempt to 
cover up his biggest weakness— 
inability to stand up against a 
strong attack to the body. In a 
previous m eeting  ̂last February, 

discovereH altogether too 
late that the brown-skinned war­
rior did not particularly relish biffs 
in the midriff.

If there had been any doubt in 
the champion’s mind about this 
point, it was proved convincingly 
to his heart’s delight last night, for 
it was .this mode . of. attack that 
paved the way for the downfall of 
the challenger and re-elected Bat­
tallno to office.

Ney Says Fernandez W ed 
Down When ffit On Elbow 

' In Second Rennd.

East Hartford, Conn., July 16.— 

(A P )—Ignacio Fernandez, brown­
skinned little warrior from  the 
Philippines, haa made his bid for 
the featherweight championship o f 
the world and suffered the first 
knockout o f his career for his pains.

The Filipino went down for the 
count in the fifth round o f a 15- 
round battle with the titleholder, 
Christopher (Bat) Battalino, while 
many o f the slim crowd o f 9,000 
hooted In deiiaion.

In the second 
round, however, Fernandez caught 
one punch on the elbow that seam­
ed to have hurt him as much as if 
it landed squarely on his chin. Be­
fore the bell ended the round he had 
gone to the fioor six times fo r  
counts o f 5, 6, 3, 3, 1 and 4 .. The 
home-town crowd turned on Bat­
talino after this exhibition and rais­
ed loud shouts o f raucous laughter 
as Fernandez was staggered time 
and a^dn by the light hitting cham­
pion.

The end came after two xuinutes 
and 50 seconds o f the fifth round, 
j^ ttallno cornered Fernandez on 
the ropes and top p ed  hizai for the 
full coimt with a left hook to the 
head and a right to the chin.
