There 
are not nearly enough milk cows 
for the Island’s needs and goat’s 
milk is an im portant item for the 
poorer fEunilies.

Tuberculosis, rickets and other 
ailments of m al-nutrltion can be re­
duced, Gov. Roosevelt believes, by 
increasing the meat diet of the peo­
ple.

Season with hot cream (canned or 
fresh) and fill each turnip cup, 
topping with a lump of butter and 
a generous sprinkling of chopped 
parsley. Serve hot, with a garnish 
of pimento across each cup.

Vegetables prepared and served 
in small colorful portions have a 
distinct appeal to children, and 
mothers will find the extra effort 
required for such methods well 
worth while. The constant urging 
and forcing of children to “eat 
their vegetables” may be eliminat­
ed gradually by a little Ingenuity 
in the kitchen.

Answer: I consider the whisky 
treatment for diabetes to be funda­
mentally unsound in principle, al­
though it is used by a great many 
diabetic specialists. Liquor un­
doubtedly stimulates the flow of d i­
gestive Juice with some people and

I cretlon of pancreatic fluid which 
t the body uses in the digestion of 
starchy foods, but as 1 have dem­
onstrated conclusively that starch­
es of sugars are unnecessary for 
the human body, it is the height of 
fo(ly for any diabetic to use any 
drug or remedy to promote diges­
tion of the carbohydrates when the 
best and the simplest plan is to 
live mostly on proteins, non- 
starchy vegetables and fruits. Of 
course, all vegetables contain some 
starch, and all fruits contain sugar 
but the diabetic usually can con­
vert this small amount of starch 
and sugar without the need of 
drugs or stimulants.

Question:—Reader asks: “What 

causes sweating of the feet a t the 
' least exertion, and dryness of the 
mouth Immediately after lunch and 
dinner?”

Answer: Excessive sweating oi 
the feet may be caused from tlght- 
flttlng shoes or from not washing 
the feet often enough. ’Those who 
are toxic are liable to sweat exces­
sively a t times. The shoes should 
be changed frequently and permit­
ted to dry out thoroughly before 
being used again. Dryness of the 
mouth must come from some in­
flammatory condition present In 
jrour alimentary canal.

At first glance it seems that 

something must be wrong with the 
methods of federal examination of 
national banks. When a book­
keeper in a bank can successfully 
cover peculations through ten dif­
ferent and separate examinations 
of his books it might seem that was 
the case. But there was another 
examination by a ^putable audit­
ing firm and this bank bookkeeper 
in Providence successfully weath­
ered that Then came still another 
federal examination and the false 
entries that for five years this book­
keeper had been making to cover 
up the taking of money were dis­
covered. That of itself is proof 
that they should ha,ve been discov­
ered before. Undoubtedly the 
bookkeeper was clever. He had to 
be to get away with his tricky 
bookkeeping for five years. But fed­
eral bank examiners and reputable 
auditing firms who specialize in 
discovering errors and falsifications 
are clever. Their business is to 
look with siispicion upon every 
entry: to' take no man’s word for 
the presence in the vaults of securi­
ties. When a bank is in the hands 
of the examiners the employes and 
officers have no opportunity to 
cover up. The exainiuers suddenly 
appear and take command. A 
bookkeeper to be successful in cov­
ering his fEdse entries must be skill­
ful. The details are lacking and 
we probably wouldn't imderstand 
them if they were printed but there 
is this indisputable fact; this par­
ticular Providence bank bookkeeper 
was too clever for five years for 
the bank examiners of the federal 
government to catch or even hold 
suspicion against. The same is 
true of the specialists in auditing. 
Can it be that they are too methodi­
cal; that the manipulator of ac­
counts discovered something new 
in deceptive bookkeeping? We do 
not think so. Like all the rest of 
us, the examiner’s work becomes 
more or less routine. He methodi­
cally goes about checking accoimts, 
cash and securities as he has been 
taught to do. He, like the rest of 
us, is inclined to be methodical, 
looking only for the usual. It is 
the crook who invents the new 
methods. Not imtil the examiner 
stumbles across something new 
does this watchman of the public 
interests in the field of banking 
alter his methods. Then a new 
checking system is adopted until 
some clever bookkeeper shows the 
need o f still another.

the organs o f the League.”

The British reply was stated to 
be o f preliminary and tentative
character. .

the League o f Nations, and the 
hope that the French government
