When the lights
are mot so powerful and carefully
adjusted, even with the proper re-
flectors, they do not give satisfac-
tory illumination for the driver.
There is onme solution that would
overcome all this trouble—drive
only in daylight But try and do
it.

We have been quite successful in
illuminating the highways ot. the
air for the use of mail plane avia-
tors where this {llumination is most
necessary. We still have the
problem on the state highWays
which makes especially interesting
the proposition to experiment with
the illumination by powerful flood-
lights of & portion of the Hartford-
Berlin highway. More than a mile
of this road is to be lighted by
huge flood lights with their rays di-
rected down at the road. The flood
light system ought to be more sat-
isfactory for the purpose intended
than the usual system of street
lighting which, generally speaking,
serves merely to outline the edges
of the road.

The
advertisers had the bright idea of
saving the heavy expense of ad-
dressing envelopes with proper ad-
dresses by merely turning over to
the post office in each town and
city a plece of advertising for each
house and place of business and
letting the mail carriers distribute
it. It was a bright idea, this one
of converting Uncle Sam Into a
handbill peddler for any advertiser
who desired to circularize an entire
town or city. But it has npot
worked.

In a notification to. all post-
masters, Postmaster General Brown
says:

“While the department is desir-
ous of extending to ({ts patrons
every convenience and facility con-
sistent with the proper and efficient
conduct of the service, the objec-
tions to the suggested procedure
are many and it contemplates such
a radical departure from the long-
standing principle that all mail
shall bear & specific address that
the plan is regarded as wholly im-
practicable and inexpedient.”

In towns where thers is mo mail
delivery the plan has been in use
for years. Advertisers merely send
2 bunch of circulars to the post-
master, each addressed to “Box
Holder” with the name of the town.
This makes work for the post-
master and his clerks especially in
the emptying of the waste baskets
in the corridors of these small town
offices, for the bulk of this malil is
promptly thrown away. It does
not, of course, entail the houss to
bouse distribution but it does in-
crease the amount of mail handled
by carriers and it increases the
constantly growing cost of the
postal service with ({ts steadily
mounting deficit.

The exportable surplus, which
causes most of the wheat farmer's
problems and keeps prices down, is
about 200,000,000 bushels. If the

re-war capita consumption had

en maintained it would be taking
up about half of that wheat. The
Federal Farm Board apparently is
not very hopeful of persuading peo-
ple to eat more bread, so it is try-
ing to get the farmers to cut acre-

age.

Wardrobes “Two Feet Deep
With Shelves for Hats

Prove More Practicable.

BY WM. HARMON BEERS

The bathroom window should be
higher from the fioor than ordinary
windows. If you wish to secure good
ventilation, make the bathroom
window larger than usual Two
windows in each bathroom, especial-
ly if on opposite sides, are a great
improvement.

The best material for a bathroom
floor is tile, either of glass or the
more ordinary white tile. White tile
should be unglazed for floors, to pre-
vent slipping. On walls, white tiles
are glazed. A new enameled metal
wall covering which looks like tile
js in the market and it will be
found a good material for bathroom
walls. at a /somewhat lower cost
than tile. ‘Above the tile walls
should be of hard plaster, finished
smooth. They can be given three or
four coats of enamel paint.

Scientifically arranged
do as much toward lightening the
load of housekeeping as any other
house fixtures. Impractical closets
are fallures, for you cannot keep a
houuudyuthmunotopaoeot
just the right size in which to store
every article brought into it. Large
closets are sometimes worse than
small ones, since they make just so
much more to clean and take
up room needed for other things.
This is y true in small
houses, ch are like ships—ma-
terial of a certain amount has to be
stored in a limited number of places
—space must be utilized without
waste.

Waste Space Unnecessary

If your house iz well planned,
there will be no left-over space.
Every square inch of floor and wall
space should be accounted for in the
working Locate carefully
every closet, wardrobe, chest or
cupboard. Leave nothing to chance.
Plan for the scientific storage of all
supplies before beginning building
and your house will be comfortable
and serviceable.

In considering close\a and cup-
boards the most practical way is to
take an inventory of everything to
be stored. Next to size the cxact
location of every cupboard is the
most important thing to consider.
Place each where it will be nearest
to the articles to be stored. Have

' your dining room china either di-

rectly in the dining room or con-
veniently near. Place the cupboard
for kitchen dishware near the sink
and have the cupboard of pots and
pans as close to the range as it is
possible to get it.

Directions like these seem almost
trite, and yet it is surprising how
easy it is to forget the practical side
of closet . One should never
depend upon left-over space for
closets. Closets and cupboards
should always be incorporated in the
house plans from the beginning.

Large, old-fashioned closets are
wasteful because garments cannot
be hung in the standing the
space is extravagant, compared
with the number of garments ac-
commodated. Wardrobe closets are
storage spaces on a new principle—
to put away the most garments “in
the lesst space. Such closets are
only two feet deep and from three
to four feet long. You need mot
stand in & wardrobe closet, for dou-
ble doors reveal the entire space to
your view, and you can readily
reach in and remove garments hung
on forms without disturbing others.
In a wardrobe closet of ordinary
size thirty-five garments can be
hung without effort.

A shelf for hat boxes can be built
above, with a drawer or shelf below
for shoes and rubbers. An ingenious
hanger for utilizing waste space in
the upper part of an ordinary closet
can be fashioned from & handle
about three fest long with an ordi-
nary wire coat hanger screwed to

OLDER WORKERS LOSE
MOST TIME FROM -
INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENTS

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Many of the factors that control
accidents gre obvious. For instance,
accidents are more likely to occurl
at the time when workers become
most fatigued. They are more like-
ly to occur when operations are'
speeded up beyond the normal
speed. Automoblile accidents occur
more frequently on the days when
the most drivers are circulating
and when most amateur drivers are
circulating.

In a recent investigation by Al-
bert F. Stevens it is indicated that
in industry the age of the injured
worker i3 a definite faetor in the
number ' of accidents and in the
severity of the accidents that occur
to him. For some years there has
been a tendenoy to avoid the work-
er of advanced years in occupations
of great strain or hazard. A safety-
minded dlrector has this fact in
mind when- he selects workmen for
special positions.

In order to determine the facts,
Mr. Stevens studiéd 5000 cases of
accident im relationghip to the se-
verity of the accident, the time lost
and the age of the person concern-
ed. Out of 1711 cases of cuts and
lacerations, 6219 weeks were lost,;
the average weeks per case varying!
from 2.5 for those between 15 and
19 years of age to 9.7 for those 85
years snd over, and representing a
definite increase from the youngest
to the oldest.

The same observation was true | 48

regarding bruiges and contusions,
fractures’ and amputations, sprains
and hernias, ‘and’ indeed all other
accidents, except burns and scalds.

Just 'why burss-and scalds should
vary from all other types of acci-
dent is not explaingble, but prob-
ably merits some: study. It ia bare-
ly posstble that older men are more
careful regarding working with cor-
rosive acids, fire, hot liquids and
metals, and that this may explain
the unusual situation.

HOW TO SHOP |

REFRIGERATION IS |
IMPORTANT TO HOUSEHOLD
By Willlam H. Baldwin :

Although ice has long been the
accepted basis. of household refrig-|
eration, other effective agencies have
been developed. In considering
these, the shopper shduld remember
that the boxes are substantially the

same, whatever the chilling agent |

i may be. Therefore, the questions of

insulation, MNning, arrangement of,
food chambers, and design of doors
are just as pertinent whether one,
is selecting an old-fashioned ice box
or 8 modern mechanical refrigera-
tor for the important task of keep-l
ing foodstuffs cold. .

The refrigerating agent most"
nearly resembling ice is the so-called
dry ice, whici' has been introduced
to the public by soda fountains in
the packing of ice cream. This is!
