Washington, July 26.—The J\xm:':-T
{can level of intelligence and effl-
clency haa doubtless risen to & hiza
point, but 200 employes of the pos-
tal service are still kept workiog
all year around because the Amet-
fcan public annually sends neariy
25,000,000 pleces of undeliverable
mail,

At the Washington office where
dead letters and parcel post are
sent, one of five sectional recelving
offices, they get about 200 en-
velopes a day which are absolutely
blank, with no address and no idea-
tification of the sender. This is ths
most valuable class of dead madl
and contains & high proportion of
checks, drafts, money orders and
other valuable paper. A few
months ago one such envelope was
found to contain a check for §160,-
000 which a Cansdian rallroad was

to send to & lumber com-
pany in Mississippl. By the time
the error had been straightened out
a couple of -thousand dollars in in-
terest was involved.

More than 99 per cent of checks,
drafts add money orders received
by the dead letter division, how-
ever are restored to the senders.

In the fiscal year now ending,
nearly 26,000,000 pleces of dead
mail will have been received. Last
year it was more than 28,000,000
and 10,000,000 were destroyed Dbe-
cause there was nothing inside or
outside with which the postoffice
could find who sent them or who
was supposed to get them.

Envelopes are found to contain
all sorts of things—Ilegal papers of
all kinds, photographs, kid gloves,
silk stockings, bottled medicine,
fountain pens, face powder, locks of
Bair - with of-- without ribbén- and
things like that and unlike that.

‘A $10,000 bond was found recent-
Jy in & misaddressed letter. Tt
turned out to be part of the lont
in & robbery. Once & series of en-
velopes came in containing lots of
hundred-dollar bills totaling sever-
al thousand. The eavelopes were
addressed to &' girl in 8 middle-
western city who had left town
‘after receiving three of them and

‘ner sweetl had staged a profitable
holdup, The money will go into

the treasury if some lawful owner
isn't located.

The total value of enclosuras
found in dead mall last year Was
$5,425,000. The government's rev-
enue was only $250,000, however.
1t recelved $81,000 in suctioniug
dead parcel post, $48,000 in money
actually taken from letters, $32,00N
in postage stamps taken from lct
ters and $80,000 in fees it gets for
dead letter delivreles.
