WOODS FIRES RAGE

Cape Cod Countty Menaced;
Have Been-Fighting Blaze
for 18 Hours.

Plymouth, Mass.,, Aug. 6.—(AP)
—Fresh forest fires today menaced
lives and property over a large area
and on a widely scattered front in
the Cape Cod coufitry southeast of
here. :

Already exhausted by more than
18 hours of incessant battle against
a score of- blazes, which have de-
stroyed at least seven homes‘and a
sawmill besides sweeping many
square miles of parched brushwood,
firemen from & dozen communities
were forced this morning' to rasumo
They stretched new: linés along, a
five mile front near Hilisville, not
far from the center of this town.

Smoke Hides Sun

Dawn came unnoticed to'the fire
fighters. Huge  clouds of heavy,
smoke which rose from the burning,
countryside obscured the sum for
miles about. To add.to their dis-’

| comfitures ‘the. day promised to be

even hotter than yesterday when
temperatures in the 80's were re-
corded. hereabouts and thoge in the
actual fire area were much higher.

Every available call fireman was
called to duty at 6 a. m. at Bourne
and, at the same time, appeals were,
sent out by state authorities for
every city and town in- the entire
territory which could possibly @o so
to send at least one piece of appar-
atus.

Conditions north and west of the
CapeCod canal were duplicated by
those east and south of it. Excep-
tionally vigorous fires were sweep-
ing almost unchecked in Falmputh,
Forestdale, Pocassett, Cotuit and
Mashpee.

North and west of the canal, the
flames teached through parts of
Manomet, Cedarville, Wareham and
Carver and were endangering the
Miles, Standish reservation. At
‘Bourne and Sagamore, on the Canal,
the situation was equally bad.

Many of the sections blackened by
yesterday's fires and others swept
by those which raged today were 80
isolated that anything like an ac-
curate estimate of the area affected
was impossible.

Also why the Re-
publican leader in this state finds it
necessary to control the opposition
machine, when his own party is so
well organized that it can at all
times command any given political
situation in Connecticut.

We wonder somewhat precisely
what Professor Levitt means by the
term “Democratic machine,” since it
would cause some head-scrafching
on the part of many prominent
Democrats themselves if you were
to ask them who and what consti-
tuted the “machine” of theig party
in this state. There is, a8 & matter
of fact, a very strong suspicion  that

There is a type of political com-
mentator, common to cigar store
caucuses and most vocal when in-
spired by a couple of “shots,” who
finds an easy road to & reputation
for great wisdom in the dropping
of subtle hints of mysterious doings
in the realm of politice—"inside
dope,"” as itewere. Such mysterious
hints, he soon discovers, need have
absolutely nothing of fact behind
them, provided only that they are
sufficiently sinister and so perfectly
vague that by no possibility can
they be disproved.

Some wiseacre of this species
must have invented this yarn about
Roraback playing around with the
“Democratic machine”—at once &8s
needless and as unattractive an ac-
tivity as could well be imagined. At
any rate it has been floating about
through the atmosphers of Con-
necticut for a long time, seeking an
encouraging lodging place. At last

, it has perched on the political con-
sciousness of Professor Levitt. And
Mr, Levitt has seized upon it ds if
it were a fighting cock, armed it
with the spurs of his oratory and is
trying to fly it at the reputation of
the Republican chairman.

77" It needs more than oratory, how-
ever, to make it fight. It needs at
least a glimmering of specific fact.
It needs, at the smallest, 2 hint at
the identity o’ the personages in-
volved, other than J. Henry Rora-
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niblick and the patter!

After all, what boots it whether
one tees off with his mind on par
or on breaking a hundred and
twelve? He has his feet on the
ground—or perhaps it would be bet-
ter to say that the feet on the
ground have him, He perceives
dimly that it cannot be the job of
knocking a little ball into a little
hdle that has taken possession of
him and he tells himself and his
friends that it is the lure of the
outdoors-that draws him to the
links—the greenness, the open sky,
the bordering trees, the burble of
the little- brook that meanders
across the course. But it's his feet
that are bossing him, taking him
away from the office when per-
chance he might make a dollar by
remaining there, leading him and his
wearying legs for miles of unaccus-
tomed trudging. And all because
they have felt the amazing joy of
treading on sod—and their appetite
grows with what it feeds on.

AS TO SINCERITY

" Hayward Broun, famous New
York columnist, has come forward
as an announced candidate for Con-
gress, on the Socialist ticket, in the
so-called “Silk Stocking” district in
mid-town New York. He would
probably be the most disconcerted
man in New York if he were, by any
chance, to be elected.

Mr. Broun, in his unquestionably
superior intellectuality, has many
times assailed the insincerity of
politicians as well as their capacity.
He has been, habitually, immensely
scornful of all sorts of sham and
pretense. He is perhaps as good an
example as we have of that unpleas-
ant type of person who insists on
telling the truth—as he sees it—at
all sorts of times, opportune, inop-
portune or positively cruel and ruth-
less; apparently taking no ‘heed of
the possibility that the truth as he
sees it may not just always be the
truth as it is, and hence may be
unjustifiable as well as unkind.

Yet we make bold to question the
entire sincerity of Mr. Broun in
running for Congress. We read his
writings daily for many years and
we feel that we know something of
him. And if he wants to go to Con-
gress, or even if he would go to Con-
gress if elected—and stay there on
his job as he would have to do if he
were completely honest in the enter-
prise—then we are wholly mis-
taken in him, all at sea as to his
makeup.

As a matter of fact, it is our
Buess that if Broun were to find
himself elected to Congress he
would run as far and as fast as he
could before submitting to the or-
deal of qualifying for and associa-
tion with & group for which he has
an overmastering contempt.

And assuming that this is 80, we
wonder what assortment of terms
he would use to describe a Congres-
sional candidate, other than him-
self, who stood for election to a
body into which wild horses couldn’t
drag him. We are quite surs Mr,

this-right as very much more im-
portant to him than being rated as
the supporter of a law whidh he be-
leves to be vicious and in conflict
with the spirit of our institutions.

We admire the new director’s de-
termination to be-decent in-the en-
forcement of the phohibitory laws,
put we believe that he is futilely
whistling up the wind when he seeks
to shame the people of the United
States into obeying a law which
they intelligently abominate.

“SUCCESS IN WORLD
Russia, Italy and Other Like'

Nations Never Had It Pro-

The govern-
ment of these states is not demo-
cratic, nor is their power in national
affairs on & democratic basis, Sim-
jlarly, the government of India is a
dlctaytahip and so is the govern-
ment’of the colonial territories of
European democracies. i
’ All Dictatorships
«Where a small group controls
the government of large numbers,
without reference to the choice or
desire of these large numbers—even |
if the control is intended for their.
_there is dictatorship. But
modern dictatorship is not based
upon distinctions of birth or relig-
jon. It s a survival, in the western
world, from the period before demo-
cratic ideas became practical poli-
tics, Western democracy involved
both the direct political influence of
women and therefore Francé is not
politically a western democracy. -
“However, democracy is an expe-
riment and so far it has {mproved
human life and character wherever
it has been tried. Women's expérTi
ence in governmental affairs has
been too shart to warrant any con-

Last
winter after the hunting season was
over, an old cock stayed around my
barn and almost became & perma-
nent fixture there until I brought a
dog on the place.

My land is not posted as yet, but
it will be when I can conveniently
get to it. In common with & good
many others, I do not care about
having a small shotgun army roving
around shooting up the country agd
making a bloody mess out of a lot
of beautiful birds. I do not want any
more pheasants released on my land
with the idea of hunting them
later.
