Robért H. Lucas, execu-
tive director of the Republican N&-
tienrl cofimittes alréady “wids an
record  with condemnation of the
Democratic position.

-Shouse's Attack

Shouse’s attack centered on the
tariff blll, farm relief and business
depronion. President Hoover, in the
speech, Was made to share respon-
sibility with Congress for the form
taken by the tariff bill. He was
singled out also for individual criti-
cism in connection with farm relief
legialature ddopted and * for fallure
to check in advance the depression
which set in last fall

Tilson termed the Democratic
spéech “an amazing collection of
half truths, misstatements, abuse
and criticism.”

Shouse, said Tilson “failed to sug-
gest a cure for a single thing he
criticized. Instead of offering con-
structive program as his listeners
had every right to exect him to do
at’ this time, he presented the re-
grettable spectacle of the at least
verbal leader of a political party
literally gloating over the economic

The Democratic leader asserted
the people of the country “are aris-
ing to & political -overthrow-that
may assure . the proportions of &
cdtaclysm.”

Tilson replied that the overthrow
of the Republican party would be
a catalysm, because the party “a
definite well considered administra-
tive ‘and legislative program which
it is carrying: forward comple-
tion, déspite the determined obstruc-
tive ‘tactics of ‘the Democrats.”

URGES STERILIZATION
OF MENTAL DEFECTIVES

19.—(AP)—The
medico-legal committee of the
American Bar Association, in its
report presented to the criminal law
section today, said the coroner holds
“an anomalous place in the admin-
istration of our law.”

“No doubt the coroner has serv-
ed, and is still serving, a useful pur-
pose,” the committee said. “Scien-
tific medicine, however, was not
known when the office was estab-
lished. Today, science if given an op-
portunity, has much to contribute
on the problems which come-to that
office.”

-The committee, headed by Dean
A, J. Harno, of the University of
Illinois Law School, further report-
ed that the “sterilization of mental
defectives is worthy of study but
so-called reformers have made it
unpopular  for investigation at the
present time.

The report added however that
“there appears to be no convincing
evidence that sterilization of crimi-
nals is likely to produce substantial
results."

Cheyenne, Wyo., Aug. 19.—(AP)
—Wyoming's general primary today
ended a spirited campaign for the
Republican Senatorial nomination
for both the long and short terms,
in which the repeal of the Eight-
eenth Amendment was an issue,

The short term nominee was se-
lected to be a candidate for the un-
expired term of the late Senator

Francis E. Whrren, dean of the
Senate. Patrick Sullivan, Casper,
National committeeman, serving

through gubernatorial appointment,
did not seek the post in the primary.
" Charles E. Winter, Casper, former
Congressman, and W. L. Walls,
Cheyenne attorney, were the candi-
dates advocating repeal of the pro-
hibition amendment.

Other Republican candidates in-
cluded Robert D. Carey, former gov-
ernor and Walter C. Deming, Chey-
enne publisher and former president
of the United States civil service
commission.

The Democrats had only one Sen-
atorial . candidate, Harry H.
Schwartz, Casper, and were without
other contests. '

Governor Frank C. Emerson, Re-
publican, was opposed by W. H.

Col. Randolf, she said,
has declared that “the illicit liquor
traffic, born of prohibition (which
is absolutely unenforceable) is the
underlying cause of all crimes of
violence in Chicago.”

Attacking the statement made by
Prohibitionists that the working
man has been benefitted by the
present Prohibition laws, judging
by the increase in savings bank ac-
counts in the United States, Mrs.

| Cates said: “The U. S. Savings

Bank deposits have shown since
1920 an increase of 11 per cent,
whereas the average annual in-
crease in all countries outside the
U. 8. considered as & whole has
been 45 per cent.” As for the physi-
cal welfare of the working man,
Mra. Cates gave statistics gathered
by the Metropolitan Life Insurance
Company, showing that there has
been an increase of 600 per cent in
deaths from alcoholism among the
policy holders during the last - ten
years. Nor has the working man
been helped morally, Mrs. Cates
contended, quoting Mr. Barker,
chairman of the Northern Division
of the Salvation Army that “Prohi-
bition has diverted the work of the
Army from the drunkard in the
gutter to the boys and girls in thein
teens,” and Judge Hoyt of the Juve-
nile Court of New York “that it
was conservative to say that over
50 per cent of the neglected chil-
dren who come before the court
were there because of the intem-
perance of their parem{s.”

Mrs, Cates said: “In our fight for
the repeal of ‘the 18th Amendment,
we must remember that we are up
against a highly organized, often
unscrupulous and wholly militsnt
organization.” She called attention
to the recent investigations of the
activities of Dr. F, Scott McBride
and Bishop Capnon. "“Rev. Wm.
Bartlett of Chicago,” she said,
“made a statement to his congre-
gation that ‘Prohibition will never
be a real sugcess until you are will-
ing to teke up arms and go to war
for the cause.’” His remarks, she
added, were greeted with loud ap-
plause. ' ,

Mrs..Cates' deplored the -effect

Make furrows in  the soil
three inches apart and one-sixteenth
of an inch ‘deep in which to sow the
geeds. Cover the seeds very lighfly
and firm the soil with the hand or
a wood block. » L

After the seeds are sown, water
‘the soil with- a very fine spray so
that it does not wash the seeds
out of the soil. While the seeds are
germinating keep them shaded from
direct sunlight but avoid blocking
a‘free circulation of air by any
structure used for shading.

‘Must Be Watered

The ‘young seedlings must be
watched carefully and must not be
allowed to dry out at any time., Ex-
cess water is also detrimental and
may cause & “damping. off” fungus
to develop. Water  early in " the
mornings on clear .and only
when absolutely necessary in the
{ evenings or in cloudy weather, A
temperature of from 50 degrees to
756 degrees is ideal., .,
|- In summer it takes from eight
to 10 days for the seeds to germi-
nate. As soon as the seedlings are
large enough to handle, transplant
them into boxes of rich loamy soll.
Set the plants three.inchea apart if
they are to be again transplanted to
their permanent place. Again keep
the plants shaded from direct sun-
Jight ‘until they are, re-established.
As they grow, pinch off long growth
to.induce a bushy sturdy growth.

Reset In Ten Weeks

About 10 weeks after sowing the
jplants. will be large enpugh'to set
in places where they are to bloom
jithe following spring. After the
ground is frozen apply a!niulch of
straw, manure or leafmold to the
'plants, This serves to keep the
ground frozen and thiis preventa
alternate freezing and thawing
which is more harmful than intgnse
cold. Snow is a very good covering
to keep pansy plants from winter
injury.

Pansies so treated will be ready
to break into blossom as spon as
warm days arrive in early. spring.
