On August 28, 1828, Leo Tolstoy,
a famous Russian novelist and one

of the world's greatest.novelists, (P

was7horn in the government of Tula,
Russia.

| He 'went to the University of
Kazan but after-he graduated he
said vhe knew -“Iiterally nothing."
Induced’ by his brother, an army
officer, to visit in Caucasia, Tol-!
stoy Became so fascinated with the
life there that he, too, joined the
army. It was at this time he wrote
of his experiences in Sebastopol. Be-
cauge his skefches painted the hor-
rors of war with its false and real
heroes' with such realism, he soon
rose to fame as & writer.

Leaving the army after the Cri-
mean War, ‘Tolstoy decided to de-
vote himself to literature. He first
went to Germany to add to bhis
learning and culture but his experi-
ence there only intensified his doubts
and disappointinents. He bad lost
faith in modern civilization and be-
came a champion of the common
people; an enemy of the artificial up-
per classes.

Tolstoy wrote much-on education
and in his later years devoted him-
self to religious teaching. He made
“Resist not evil” the keystonme of
the Christian faith. His religious
views are set forth in ‘“My Confes-
sion.” His {War and Peace" is re-
garded as his aster-piece but his
“Anna Karenina," largely autoblo-
graphical, is the.more popular,

To this sort of political procedure
The Herald cannot and will not sub-
scribe.

If, as so suddenly appears, there

Fenn, the:congressman was entitled
to know it. Yet not until less than
a fortnight, and not until the candi-
dacy of Mr. Seymour had been
ribbed up by an extremely small
group, was a breath of such criti-
cism heard.

Geneva. —(AP)—Switzerland  has
fairly swarmed with tourists this
summer, yet the de luxe hotels are
having. & hard -time. :

Yet on the whole the Swiss hotel
industry, which, with clock and
watch making and embroidery mane
ufacture, is one of the three chief
money-making activities of the re-
public,” is flourishing. The “school
teacher” class of American tourists,
traveling in “caravans”, and thou-
sands:of French autoists are ‘keep-
ing the more modest inns full.
Economists are hoping that the
condition keeps up, as official sta-

tietics 'show that in the first six |

reonths of 1930 Swiss imports fell
by $4,600,000 and exports by $18,-
000,000 as compared with the first
half:of 1929. At the gnd of Jume
the balance of trade™wgainst Switz-
erland‘stood at $68,000,000.

It will take a lot of American
party tourists’'and French sojourn-
ers to make up such a sum as that
in the Swiss pocketbook. While the
unexpected development of a wan-
derlust among Fren en has bal-
anced numerically the loss in Amer-
ican visitors, the Swiss have found
it difficult to coax francs from the
pockets - of  their Gallic guests.
French prosperity has not under-
mined traditional French thrift.

Geneva, however, is one center in
which all of these conditions do not
obtain. ' This city, as headquar-
ters of the League of Nations and
situated on the beautiful lake of the
same name, is steadily growing as a
travel magnet. British and Ger-
man - visitors' have been noticeable
here'by-their numbers this summer
and French interest in the league
has served to send many sightseers

One of the unsolved problems of
medicine today is the cause, the
prevention and specific method of
ireatment of the rheumatic dis-
eases,

The term “rheumatism” covers s
wide variety of disorders, varying
from the rheumatic fever of child-
hood, which attacks the heart and
which usually proceeds to per-
manent crippling or death, to in-
flammatory rheumatic conditions
affecting the joints, general infec-
tions which affect the joints, gout,
and similar diseases.

Rheumatic conditions are re-
sponsible today for a vast amount
of disability, because a person with
inflamed joints is usually not able
to work very well There is no
question that germs from the
throat, the nose or the teeth may
be carried by the blood to the
joints and there set up secondary
infections.

No Specific Remedy Found

Obviously it would be desirable
to develop some method of injec-
tion into the body or some drug
that could be taken by mouth that
would overcome such infection. In
most instances, however, it is
necessary for science to do every-
thing possible fo put the body in
such shape that it will resist or
overcome the disease. There is as
yet no established specific method
of preventing or controlling rheu-
matic infections.

In addition to the rheumatic in-
fections and inflammations that
are . definitely associated with the
poison of germs, inflammations of
the joints sometimes arise through
what appear to  be chemical reac-
tions in the body, such as the re-
action to the injection of some pro-
tein substance to which the human
being may be sensitive.

There are certain condiflons fa
which & joint, jparticularly the knee
joint, suddenly fills with water.
After’ an interval the water dis-
appears, then perhaps after two or
three weeks the joint will suddenly
fill- with water again and after
three or four days recover. The
cause of this condition, called in-
termittent hydrarthrosis, which
merely means that & joint fills with
water at various intervals, is not
known and the method of treat-
ment is To endeavor to produce
some reaction in - the body which
will change the general condition.

The automobile operator must
know and be able to distinguish all
the directions given by’ different
officers, understand the lights and
signs, and be alert to obey and
properly interpret every ome of
them,

“The commonest form of traffic
violation in the cities.is not, need-
less to say, disobedience to an
officér. The policeman usually has
no trouble enforcing his commands.
In fact so few instances of disobey-
ing an officer are heard of that it
might be said that it never hap-
pens, Once in a while & man who is
irritated - will. talk’ back,-and oc-
casionally there is a slight™ misun-
derstanding as to.rights. In general,
I think that where honor i8'due it
is given the police,-and direction in
Connecticut is unexcelled' in the
United States. - \

“Most offenses occur in connec-
tion with signals or signs.’ Drivers
find it easy to stretch the ‘green
light into the  yellow and to go
across. It is very easy not- to see
& direction sign, unless one wants
to see it. Passing a red light de-
liberately 1is not uncommon: Such
offenses must, for the benefit of the
geperal public, be stopped.

““We in Connecticut, must not for-
get that the pedestrian is still 1n an
immense majority among highway
users, and thal he is entitled to care-
ful and meticulous care. In the
nature of things, he is the least able
to enforce his rights, having no of-
fensive or protective armor. Be-
cause of the very defenselessness
of the pedestrian these offenses of
popping past red lights, of stretch-
ifg -out the length of the run on a
light, of .disregard of signals, and
any traffic breach when the pedes-
trian-has a right to think the law
is going to be obeyed, are serious.”

Should - Act ~As  Peace-
maker in the Trouble.

Willlamstown, Mass., Aug. 28 —
(AP)—A suggestion that the Amer-
ican govérnment act'td protect the
life of Augusto B. Legula, deposed
resident of Peru, was gdvanced by
fessor' Jesse S. Reeves of the Uni-
versity of Michigan at’ the round
table on Pan American problems at
the Institute of Politics today.
