delphia, Mrs. Johanna Schurmann of
Cooper Hill street who wes born in
Crefeld, Germeny,  on the Jlower
Rhine, was prompted to write to the
Herald giving # short history of the
circumstances surrounding the emi-
gration from Crefeld of 40 persons,
18 families, including their domestic

gervants, believing that the story
will be interesting not only to peo-
pl+. who claim (Germany as their na-
tive land but others as well.

The facts .given by Mrs. Schur-
mann substantiated by her cousin,
Dr. Frederick Marks, who is & pro-
fessor in a boys' school in Crefeld.

The little band of 40 afier an
ocean journey of 76 days landed in
Philadelphia on the 6th of October,
1683. This was the beginning of the
German {immigration in America,
and the reason was the same as that
which impelled the Pilgrims to come
here from Eng'and—that they might
be free to worship God in their own
way. After the so-called “Thirty
Year War” the people were com-
pelled to worship in & manner which
they thought wrong. Many groups
were formed and each group had
different ceremonies.

Every grovlnoo had its ruling sov-
ereign who directed the form of re-
Lugion. and his subjects were obliged:
to obey. Some there were who ob-
jected. bout that time William
Penn ca to Europe.. He was a
traveling preacher, son of Ad-
miral Penn who discovered Jamaica,
Mr. Penn told the higher minded
among his listerers that in America
they could exercise their religioua
liverty and carry oni their ceremonies
in ady form they desired, ’

Crefeld was then overflowing with
deserters who came from Holland,
which is not for from Crefeld, and
from Enpgland came the Quakers,
Many of them turnec to the Men-
nonite religion, founded by Menno
Simons, a priest. who deserted the
church of Rome in 1586, The Men-
nonites from Crefeld joined Mr.
Penn, bought land from him and de-
cided by lot which tract of land each
of the .Crefelder families would oc-
cupy in-their adopted country.

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SEA-LAWYERS' STUFF
Oratory was never the long suit
of former President Coolidge. Tt
was not expected that his radio
address of last night, delivered

~ primarily in support of William M.
.~ Butler, Republican candidate for

the' United States senatorship in
Massachusetts, would be sensational
In fact it would be
rather difficult for anybody to make
a thrilling address on the Butler
candidacy. But whenever Mr.
Coolidge makes & speech he almost
invariably says some one thing
which hadn't occurred to other
speakers and which on examination
turns out to pregnant with signifi-
cance. The outstanding item of
that sort in last night's address
came when he said: “Issues have
a way of disappearing after a cam-
paign and never coming up for a de-
cision. There will be new problems
arising that have not been discussed
nor thought of.”

Nobody ever said anything any
truer than that in a political speech.
Nobody ever put his finger on &
more vital element of a two-years
future,

There will, indeed, be new prob-
lems arising in the second half of
President Hoover's administration—
pr9blems even now in flux but too
formless to be analyzed and syste-
matically attacked. It is more than
probable that they will take shapes
not mow accurately foreseen by a
single individual in* the United
States. They are likely to ecall
upon the mental and moral re-
sources of the entire nation for
their solution and for the sober and
unselfish co-operation of a Congress
as completely dedicated to lofty oh-
jectives as if we were in a great de-
fensive war.

Never was there a time when o
relapse of the government into in-
ternal partisan dissension would
have been accompanied by more ter-
rible risks than it would be in the
next two years if the people should
return & Congress antipathetic. to
the administration. We can afford
no such risks. The ship of state
is sailing through storms on the
edge of an uncharted sea. Her cap-
tain is in command for the full
voyage. The question before the
voters is whether or not he shall
be given a new crew whose fore-
most-interest is to prove that he is
a bad navigator—and none of whom
knows the nature of the perils

~ahead or what to do about them.

Mr. Smith {s witty, he is enter-
taining; but he doesn’t at all know
how to go to work to make times
better.

His remedies are simply
hopelessly inconsequential and fri-

BOULEVARD STOPS

Almost a hundred and fifty Man-
chester persons have contributed
two dollars. each for the privilege
of driving’ once past a boulevard
stop sign since the signs were erect-
ed a few weeks ago. We: doubt if
it is worth two dollars of anybody’s
money just to enjoy the very feeble
thrill to- be gotten out of so fleeting
a sense of law defiancg. And that
is not taking into consideration the
necessity of a trip to police head-
quarters to make the payment..

It is difficult to figure out a saving
of more than three seconds by the
motorist who feels that he is con-
descending sufficlently to the law
by slowing down a bit as he ap-
proaches & stop sign. He could
better afford to lose that many sec-
onds a good many times a day for
several weeks than to drive a mile
or two to the police station, put In
five or ten minutes explaining and
settling up and then go back where
he started from—even if one took
account of nothing but the passage
of time.

There is, however, more to it than
that. There is the matter of the
two simoleons, which may or not
be important to any particular in-
fractor but by and large i{s not to
be sneezed at. Two dollgrs in these
days is two dallars.  And more
serious by far than the loss of time
or the squandering of the money
is the smirch that the motorist has
put on himself as one refusing to
observe & srule which has been
adopted solely in the interest of
decency and public safety.

The man or the womsan who de-
liberately passes a boulevard stop
sign without complying with the
law stamps himself or herself as one
who does not care to co-operate
with the rest of soclety in friendly
mutual protection.

Let us be charitable and assume
that all of the hundred and fifty
who have been caught were the vic-
tims of sbsent mindedness. Their
experience may cure it.

" VISIT OF PREMIER

Angora, Turkey, Oct. 31.—(AP)
—Premier Eleutherios Vemizelos of;
Greece tomorrow will call upon the‘
Greek Patriarch Photius, en event
which is hailed here as one of the
most important in eastern Christen-

dom since the Turkish conquest of
Constantinople in 1453.

This will be the firat time in
nearly 500 years that the political
leader of the Greek nation will have
paid homage to the ecclesiastical
leader of eastern Christendom.

Observers point out that one
striking aspect is that Premier Ven-
ibelos will visit the patriarch with

approval of the Turkish govern-
ment. Only five years ago the ques-
tion of the patriarchate’s position
in Turkey flared up. At that time
Turkey expelled on 24 hours' notice
the Patriarch Constantine, on the
ground that he belonged in the cat-
egory of exchangeable populations,
and ‘conducted him under police
guard beyond her frontiers.

The Turkish :government's ap-
proval of tomorrow’s visit is re-
garded as assura®ce td the 100,000
Greco-Turkish citizens of Istanbul
that the government does not be-
lieve their religious .attachment to
the patriarchate is detrimental to
their loyalty to the Turkish state.

tion: -

The er addressed a dinner
rally at the Hotel Elton, which was
also attended by other candidates
on the state ticket, and ex-Stafe
Senator ‘Bdward W. Goss, Republi-
can nominee’ for Congress in the
Fifth District.

Lieutenant - Governor
spoke in part-as follows:—

“My Democratic opponent has
spent so much time in this cam-
paign eulogizing his party platform
and criticizing the Republican plat-
form that I cannot let this occasion
go by without calling your atten-
tion to a very amusing bit of recent
history as applied to Democratic
platforms. This history will un-
doubtedly prove beyond question
the fact that they are not to be
taken foo seriously.

“In the platform adopted by the
Democratic, State Convention in
September 1924, we find the follow-
ing statement: ‘We favor the repeal
of the personal tax, the unincorpor-
ated business tax, and the gasoline
tax.'

“Just a brief analysis of this. The
repeal of the personal tax in the
Democratic platform of 1924 was
purely and simply & bid for votes.

By
being one of the early states
adopt it, we avoided the necessity
of considering bond issues for high-
way construction, so widely used by
other commonwealths at the time.

“Today with one or two excep-
tions, every state in the Union has
a-gasoline tax dnd the amount col-
lected ranges from one cent to five
cents per gallon. The income in a
great many other states, as in
Connecticut, is devoted to highway
construction on the theory that the
person driving the automobile {s
contributing in this way toward his
share of construction and upkeep of
our modern roads. The actual pay-
ment of this tax is such a small
matter that it is a burden to no
one; the sum total of money collect-
ed is a substantial amount, and is
of definite and material aid in road
work.

“I would venture to make the
statement that no state feels that
the gasoline tax is anything else but
the most fair and the most equitable
tax.they impose, and I know that
in most states there has been little
or no objection to its gradual in-
‘crease and development. In other
words, it is considered one of the
best methods of producing income
in every state,

“I think such a record of course

compelled the Democratic party. in
Connecticut to drop this ‘issue’
from subsequent platfornis like a
hotcake,"
