No character in the Bible, out-
stdeoftheuutrhimselt.huso
appealed to bu life as Peter.
. John was a stronger and nobler
type; Paul far exceeded him in sus-
tained -impetuousness and consist-
ency. But Peter appeals to the aver-
age man because he was SO human
in his weakness and in his impul-
.siveness. He is an illustration of
what human nature has been sall
through the ages, and it is in such
types as Peter that the real power
of the Gospel is displayed. !
It was in the salvation of Peter
that Jesus understood him. He
understood Peter a great deal better
than Peter understood himself, for
despite - his weakness Peter was
something of a braggart. His im-
pulsiveness led him into declarations
4and p ses that his will and char-
acter, until Christ had strengthened

these, were not sufficient to carry
through.

. Never Lost Confidence

There is & world of meaning in
the words of Jesus to Peter, "I have
prayed for thee that thy faith fail
not.” Today we have lost much of
the reality of the doctrine of the in-
tercessor. Thers does not come into
our lives with the reality that it
ought to have, the fact that Jesus
is the mediator and intercessor,
making supptication for us that our
faith should not fail.

Like most of us, Peter did not
learn much from experience. Even
ir the moments when he was in the
greatest danger he felt the greatest
confidence in himself. When Jesus
spoke of him as being sifted as
wheat, he repiied with a deolaration
that nothing could overthrow his
faith.

It rare patience to deal
with suth & man, and the Master's
own huymanity in its gentleness and
love is'Pevealed nowhere more fully
than inthat loyalty and persistency
with which he stood by Peter and
lifted him whep ‘he fell. It is a hu-

How"s‘ She Hitting?

In order to get full power from
the automobile engine, it is es-
sential that the valves be timed
exactly right and that not a whit

of the motor’s compr&mon is lost.
Two important conSiderations, in
this respect, -besides proper timing
of the valves are ignition and car-
buretion. )

A faulty ignition system, or im-
proper carburetion, will work havoc
with the engine's power.

While both intake -and exhaust
valves may be working perfectly,
there will still be great loss of power
if the spark doesn’t occur at the
proper time, The spark plug must
|ignite the mixture atithe peak of
]compression, when the piston has
i reached the top of its compression
| stroke and poises for the fraction of
a moment before its downward
sweep.

If the spark occurs before or after
the piston reaches this point there
is loss of compression and of power.
Therefore the spark must be perfect-
ly timed to occur at just the right
momaent in each cylinder.

The breaker points of the timer
must hit accurately and the spark
must be just right—a)width apart
equal to the thickness of a thin
dime.

In the case of pre-ignition, the gas
ignites and explodes before the pis-
ton has reached the topof its stroke,
thus forcing tke piston against its
natural motion and causing a metal-
lic knock in the engine} .
| In the case of a retarded spark,
the mixture kas been' allowed to
expand by the receding piston be-
fore the explosion.

For 20 years it was unoccupled.
Then Louis'Lombard, railroad re-
organizer and mining {investor,
came from New York and opened
the place to musicians and eventu-
;iuy to dramatists from many coun-

es,

Lombard had gone to the United
States as a musician and started a
conservatory in New York City. He
turned to money making, but while
making a great fortune wrote verse
in four languages, published several
books, composed much music and
wrote a comic opera, He studied
law in Columbia University.

Lombard became American con-

sul here on his retirement from
business. During the war he came
to believe Switzerland would be
drawn in and urged Americans to
leave. He became ill in Italy, tried
to reach the chateau which had
been the ideal of his life, but died
in a hotel in Genoa.
The chateau is on an eminexnce
overlooking the Lugano lagoon,
with the Italian Alps beyond. Since
the war the great gates have been
locked and the garden has run wild,
but the palace remains one of the
fine places of Switzerland.
