Ignoring the latest compilation of
results wiich gave the Republicans
the nartfowest of majorities in both
Senate &nd House, they said the
Democrats, to the extent of their
ability would steer iegislation in the
next Congress.

Rickard Was Playing Both
Sides To Arrange Match.

New York, Nov. 8 —(AP)—With
only arguments remaining before
the case goes to the jury, trial of .the
suit in which Timothy J. Mara, the
sports promoter s seeking $500,000
of Gene Tunney's earnings as heavy-
weight champion, was recessed over
the week-end.

After Tunney had completed his
testimony in cross examination yes-
terday a series of telegrams between
the late Tex Rickard and Jack
Dempsey regarding a match with
Tunney were placed in the record
by the defense to support.its con-
tention that Mara, who claims 25
per cent of Tunney's earnings had
nothing to do with arranging the
Dempsey-Tunney match.

Tunney, in direct examination told
how Rickard assured him Dempgey
was & sick man, afflicted with boils,
was greatly aged and easy to beat.

The Rickard-Dempsey 'tglegrams
presented the other side of the pic-

Other Megaages

In his messages to Dempsey, o
tified from the. d by his confiden~
tial sec'y. Miss Naomi Lowensohn,
Rickard described Tunney as béing
easier to beat thin Harry Wills, told
Dempsey he could have full protec-
tion in New York State and assured
hHim he could pick. his own referee
and judges for ‘the fight.

The telegrams revealed that
Dempsey wanted to fight Tunney in
Jersey City where decisions were
not allowed, ‘and had no wish to
have the bout take place in New
York where Rickard wanted it.

After Dempsey had agreed to the
match Rickard wired him: “Say
nothing, because Tunney will want
more if he knows you have -agreed
to fight him. A Wills bout will be
awfully hard to put over, especially
in the sticks. You will have less
troubls with Tunney and there will'
be lesa trouble promoting it.”

The case is expected to reach the
jury Monday aftermoon.

“EXTRASESSION

Administration Plans To
Concentrate On " Short
“Term Beginning Dec. 1 To
Dispose of Appropriations

Washington, Nov. 8.—(AP.)—The
administration plans to concentrate
on enactment of emergency legisla-

tion and important pending meas-
ures at the short ferm of the pres-
ent Congress beginning Dec. 1.

Turning attention from the' elec-
tion, the government heads have de-
termined to make every effort to
secure passage of the nine great an-
nual appropriations bills by next
March 4, to avoid a special session
of the newly elected Congress.

Should any one of these supply
bills fail of passage, President Hoo-
ver would be forced to convene the
new Congress, the control of which
remains in doubt or the government
agencles not provided for would
have to suspend business at the
cloge of the fiscal year, June 30,
1931.

The Short Session

The short session is for three
months, but the legislative  days
probably will not exceed seventy in
view of the usual 'two weeks of
Christmas holidays and the Sun-
days. Night sessions of both Houses
are almost inevitable to complete
the business.

President Hoover is known to he
anxious that the present Congress
dispose of Muscle Shoals. At pres-
ent, legislagtion for this is deadlock-
ed in conference.

Naval Construction

The vast naval construction pro-
gram under the London treaty is to
be formulated. It may call for an
outlay of three quarters of a billion
dollars.

Unemployment legislation prob-
ably will be one of the administra-
tion’s greatest concerns. It also will
be faged by & farm. relief program
sponsored by export debenture ad-
vocates.in both branches.

MACDONALD DENIES
‘SPLIT IN CABINET

Rumors Say. Unemployment
Has Caused a Crisis—Say
Mgmbers Are Divided.

London, Nov. 8.—(AP)— Prime
Minister MacDonald today official-
ly denied reports that the Laborite
Cabinet was split over certain fea-
tures of proposed unemployment
remedies. i

A statement issued from No. 10
Downing street referred to the re-
ported Liberal memorandum on un-
employment and declared that the
idea that the Cabinet-was divided
on this issue was untrue,

Reports which have been publish-
ed mentioned Philip Snowden, chan-
cellor of the'exchequer, as declin-
ing to agree to development of a
loan to finance unemployment relief
work and national reconstruction.
This was a big feature of the
Liberal plan. The report suggested
the possibility, of his resignation on
this issue in which case Wedgewood
Benn Secretary of State for India
and A. V. Alexander, First Lord of
the Admiralty, would go with him.

When asked todsy about' the re-
ported division in the Cabinet Mr.
Alexander replied: “I know nothing
of this alleged crisis and I feel cer-
tain that my other colleagues know
nothing abhout it.”

That doubt has both its value and
its peril is amply illustrated in the
life experiences of those who doubt.
it is hardly too much to say that
there are certain people who should
not doubt, not because doubt in it-
self can always be avoided or be-
cause it is necessarily dangerous, but
because by dispcsition or habit they
are unwilling to deal with their
doubts honestly.

It is one thing to have honest
doubts and quite another thing to
deal with one's deubts honestly.
Honest doubt is never captious or
contentious. When the doubter be-
comes captious or contentious, he
ceases to be a doubter and begins
to express what are in reality ad-
verse prejudices or convictions. The
doubter has essentially an open
mind.

The doubter is still open to be
convinced.

at all, but 1s rather questioning or
negation. The attitude of the doubt-
er is that of the seeker. He ques-
tions only that he may know, not
that he may make a display of his
negations.

Thomas was a type of the honest
doubter. Here was & man whose dis-
position was to believe, whose heart
and migd were attuned to truth, who
desired to be in the compang of the
faithful, and all of whose lift trends
were positive. But Thomas wanted
to be sure that he was in the right
way, and there was every justifica-
tion in his desires to be sure of that.
1t was this that made him so open
to conviction once the evidence was
clear. He was not the sort of man
to hold back in the traces and refuse
to move stubbornly because he could
see nothing ahead.

On the other hand, he desired his
faith to be intelligent and well-
founded; and that ought to be the
right and privilege of every man.
Where faith 1s not well founded and
reasonable its reality may well be
questioned. What passes for faith
under such circumstances is in reali-
ty habit or superstition or conven-
tion. It is where conviction is found-
ed upon real belief and evidence that
faith is actually displayed.

Credulity s not in any sense a
virtue any more than incredulity is
a virtue. There are many people who
have interpreted the words of Jesus
to Thomas, “Blessed are they that
have not seen and. yet have be-
liéyed,” as a rebuke of Thomas.
These words, however, were not in
any sense a rebuke of Thomas' doubt
coneerning the outwara evidence of
the resurrection, They were rather
a reference to those moral and spir-
itual truths that were not affected
by the resurrection and that did not
depend on outward evidence.

What had happened to Jesus after
his death did not alter in any way
the beauty snd reality of his moral
example and teaching as Thomas
had known them during the time of

A SOUND ECONOMY )

One of the errors against which
‘the wiser heads are warning in

_these days of tendency to excessive
~thrift is the restriction of expendi-
| tures in directions where it dimin-
! ishes the demand for productive
{ effort. To such warning we unqual-
| ifiedly subscribe.
| It is not contrary to such preach-
' ments but rather in keeping with
. them to suggest that the sum of ten
thousand dollars expended in build-
| ing a plece of road goes a great
deal further toward solving the uun-
. employment problem than ten thou-
! sand dollars paid, say, to a single
artist for painting a picture of the
Municipal Building. We should say
+ that the former expenditure might
be not only justifiable but wise. We
should say that the latter would be
neither, at the present juncture,
though a ten thousand dollar pic-
ture of the Municipal Building
might be a very nice thing to have
if times were so flush that we
couldn't think of anything else to do
with our money.

In this connection we are think-
ing about the annual trip to Wash-
ington® of the Senior Class of Man-
chester High School. A very nice
thing—when times are flush. A
thing, it seems to us, of questionable
wisdom when times are as they
are.

As we understand it the Wash-
ington trip costs about $60 per
pupll. On an average the total ex-
penditure is about $8,000. Eight
thousand dollars taken out of Man-
chester today—not to be employed
in sustaining basic industry but to
be spent in the luxury items of rail-
road fares and hotel bills—is a mat-
ter of some conseguence. It repre-
sents nearly a month’'s wages for a
hundred men at the rate now being
paid for emergency labor in New
York. That is a sizeable item—
and it is one which must be met,
when all is said and done, by the
parents of the pupils; they are,
‘after all, the principal contributors
to most of the money raising pro-
Jects of the classes as well as act-
ing as the “deficit men.”

It is well, we should say, that
the boys and the girls of the Senior
Class already have some apprecia-
tion of all this and that they have
not too resolutely set their minds
-and hearts on the trip but regard it
as something to be realized “If
things pick up.” Perhaps it would
be fortifying themselves against
possible disappointment if they
were to go even a bit further than
this and decide right now not to
go.

If they are interested, any of
them, to know what The Herald's
candid opinion of these journeys is
we don't mind telling the boys and
girls and their mothers and fathers
that we don't believe they are
worth, in any kind of educational
value, all the trouble and expense
even in the best of times. Pleas-
ant recreation, if you can afford it;
nothing more. And distinctly not
part of a useful High School course.

About all that & reviewer needs to
say of “Pre-War America,” by Mark
Sullivan—the third volume of “Our
Timeg"—is that it is fully up to the
standard set by the first two vol-
umes. That ceméark both describes
it and praises it.

In this book Mr. Sullivan covers,
roughly, the years from 1905 to
1808. He follows his old, interesting
formula—describes four or’five de-
velopments of major conseguence
and an infinite number of little, half-
forgotten
American screen; and the result is
history of the finest sort. .

Charles Evars Hughes' insurance
investigations open the book: Roose-
velt's career in the White House is
discussed at 'ength, the fight against
the railroads is gone into in detail,
and humanitarian sclentific move-
ments such as the fight against
hookworm are taken up.

HIGHWAY HAZARDS

Load Thnt Projects From Side

of Vehicle ' Dangerous —
Warns:On Walking In Road.

Two. quesuone frequently asked at
the offfce of the State Department
of Motor Vehicles ‘were answered by

Commissioner Robbins B. Stoeckel
yesjerday afternoon. The questions
were whether:a box may be carried
on the side of ‘antomobile, if it pro-
jects beyﬁnd the . width of the
vehicle; “and ~whether - the law Tre-
quires: that.a’pedestrian walk with
or a.ga.lnst tra.fﬁc on the open high-
way.

Iln' regard to the first question,
Commissioner: Stoeckel stated that
the law prohibits the.carrying of a
load on the left side which projects
beyond- the board of an
autoniobtle. -TIt 'does not specifically
prohibit the carrying of packages on
the right side of d@utomobiles but the
act is bad practice. It often provides
a hazard. ' - “There might be a legal
question in:case of . an accident,”

he added. | “If a’ pedestrian was hit
by a box whlch ;projected from the
right side-of''a .vehicle, there might
be & damage suit against the owner
operator ‘for creating an unexpect-

“It appears reasonable to .argue
that everyone’ has a right to expect
that an.automobile will be equipped
in accordance with certain stand-
ards. The . public has becoms accus-
tomed o cash without projections
beyond ' - the regular lines. Conse-

quently, peaple are not. on the look-

out for that sort of thing”

In discussing the procedure of
pedestrians on. the .highways Com-
missioner Stoeckel said: “It is not
to be expected that there ever will
be anything excépt the most general
laws governing walking, on the high-
way.\ The highway. belonigs to all of
its users alike. That i§ a principle
in law well grounded on fact and
decisipns, -but of .course the duty
which. each user of the highway
owes to'all.the other users is intensi-
fied by-the.method of use. The duty
owed by" the pedestrian is to take
care.

“The practice of walklng against
traffic has been advocated for years
as a safety. measure. Statistics of
Connecticut séem fo show that it is
safer not do so. In’ three months of
1928 only three persons were injured
walking. agatnst ‘traffic, while twen-
ty-four were injured walking with
it.

The color of the skin of a new-’
born baby is;'of course, indicative of
theis “of heglth and of the na-
ture of:the diet'given to the child,
A gray color’of the skin should
not ke present in'a normal . child.
If, however, the volume of ¢he blood
is greatly decreased and if the child
receives an insufficient amount of
ultra-violet, the skin is likely to
have & gray sppearance.

The skin of a normal child is
resilient - and &pparenfly full of
blood. In the absence of a proper
diet the skin promptly becomes
loose, flabby and inelastic. In case
the child is receiving an insufficient
amount of iron ‘or of the necessary
vitamins, the skinl becomes exceed-
ingly pale, |

The normal baby also has a good
amount of fat under the skin. If
one picks up a fold of the.skin on
the abdomen, it will be found that
the fold will be at least one-half
inch thick, which is due to the fat
under the skin, If,” on the other
hand, the child is undernourished,
this fat disappears rapidly.

If, under these circumstances, a
fold of the skin is picked up, it will
be found to be no thicker than a
piece of blotting paper. Thus the
physician who is exa the child
to find out the state of its heaith
makes this test in order to find out
if the child is properly nourished.

Mothers .of new babies are likely
to be particularly worried about the
shape and size and other factors
about the head. The head grows
more rapidly during the first year
than at any other timg. This is be-
cause of the development of the
brain, which is housed within the
skull.

The head will continue to grow
not infrequently regardless of
whether the nutrition is good or
bad, so that in an undernourished
child the head appears much out
of proportion in relationship to the
rest of the body.

A normal child at birth has a
head circumference of about 13 to
14 inches. By six months, & tape
measure placed around the head will
reveal a circumference of 17 inches,
and by the age of one year 18 inches,
By the age of two years, the cir-
gumference of the head is 18%
inches. These measurements indi-
cate the rate of growth of the head.

A child born before its time has
a head that is smaller than a child
born at the usual time, but a child|
born previous to the full term has
a head which is even more out of
proportion to the rest of the body in
size. If the prensatal child is reared
under good conditions, the circum-
ference is approximately normal.

The factor which is likely to dis.
turb the mother more than others is
the closing of the soft spot at the
front and at the back of the head.
Ohviously, this soft spot is necessary
in order to permit the head to be
taken care of during the process of
birth.

The gridiron ware will still be on
but peace, good-will and understand-
ing, all hands hope and expect, will
hover over the weighty deliberations
in Washington this November, when
the forces of the Amateur Athletic
union march from their annual con-
vention into the guadrennial session
of the American Olympic associa-
tion.

Country-wide athletic importance
attaches to this gathering for the
reason that it will set up. thé or-
ganization for American defense of
Olympic laurels in the 1932 games
to be held in Los Angeles.

\

Four years ago, rival factions, one
led by the A. A. U. the other by
the National Collegiate A. A., filed
into the White House, solemnly
shook hands with President Cool-
idge, talked of pedace and promptly
fell upon each other afterward in a
knock-down-and-drag-out battle for
Olympic control.

The hardy campaigners of the A,
A. U. triumphed then and the guess
is that if any untoward develop-
ments force another showdown at
Washington, they will emerge in
full control again.

The expectations, however, are for
amicable conference this time. In
effect, peace terms already have
been drawn up. Changes in leader-
ship have brought about closer
working relations.

The constitution of the Olympic
association is to be substantially re-
vised in consonancé with various
views. Harmony (with an obbligato
of watchful waiting) is the keynote.

So far as 1 can gather from the
lengthy outline of proposed constitu-
tional revisions to come before the
Olympic association, the balance of
power remains with the Amateur
Athletic union, even though this
group has made some concessions (o
rival athletic powers.

For example, the National A. A.
U. and the National Collegiate A. A,
under the present constitution, each
may cast three votes in meeting,
The proposed changes in voting
strength would give the A. A. U.
a unit of 90 votes, the N. C. A. A.
80. ‘This raises the individual>'po-
tency of these- organizations but,
relatively, the effect is small. The
net result gives the A. A. U. 10
more votes.

Other national organizations,

wielding power in soccer football,
yacht-racing, fencing, cycling, skat-
ing, skiing, etc., have their voting
strength vaised from #free to ten
under the new scale.
- On down the list, one finds each
district association of the A. A. U,
of which there are 26, with an al-
lowance of fhree votes. Formerly
they hed ome. The same ratio of
increase applies to the various inter-
collegiate conferences and associa-
tions. Theoretically these aré allied
with the N. C. A. A., but compara-
tively few have taken advantage of
the membership and consequent vot-,
ing opportunity.

For example, the Western confer-
ence or “Big Ten,” the “Big-Six,”
the Southwest conference' the Ohio
conference, the Missouri Valley con-
ference, the Rocky Mountain con-
ference are not included. The “Big
Ten” withdrew four years ago in the
heat of verbal battle and has never
re-entered the Olympic group, de-
spite the extension of the olive
branch.
