WHO CAUSED W A R  
STILL IN DOUBT

Twelve Years After Armistice 
and Few Agreie—Council of 
Churches Report Result of 
Its Survey. '

Washington, Nov. 10— (A P)
—^Twelve years after the Arm­
istice, a  group of churchmen, 
educators and business men 
canvassed by the Federal Coun*
cU o f Churches faU to agree'as 
to who was responsible for the 
W orld War.

The'question: “Do you believe 
that'Germ any and her allies 
were solely responsible for caus­
ing the w ar?” brought 364 
answers o f  “ no," 48 o f “yes", 
and 1 expressing doubt.

^hi’ last query in the ques­
tionnaire was:

“In the light of all evidence 
how available do you think the 
United States acted wisely in 
raterittg the war ^gainst Ger­
m any?”

A  total o f 274 persons re- 
pUed “yes,”  80 “no,” and 70 
said they were in doubt.

Britton, long advocate of prohibi­
tion .modification, assailed recom­
mendations by the Methodist Epis­
copal Board of Temperance and 
Public Morals that 500 ' addition^ 
agents be assigned, to the prohibi­
tion department

Challenges Board 
“If the Methodist board was sin­

cerely interested in the cause o f 
temperance and public morals," he 
said, "it^ ou ld  recommend the im­
mediate modification of the Vol­
stead law to permit the manufac- 
tuM and sale of a non-intoxicating 
beer which would satisfy those mil- 
lions o f our people who now feel tiie 
intolerance o f prohibition." Brittcm 
challenged the board to make public 
the date, meeting place and names 
Of those present who approved the 
request o f Prohibition Direetpr 
W oodcock for 5d0 more prohibition 
agents and $2,000,000 additional ap­
propriations. '

Very often the success or failure 
in cooking and baking can be traced 
to the method of preparation. A 
thorough understanding of cooking 
terms is almost as important as the 
recipe itself. Such words as stirring, 
folding, simmering, sauteing and the 
like haye very definite and distinct 
meanings.

To stir is to mix ingredients. One 
stirs for the purpose of blending ma­
terials. Use a circular motion.

To beat is to turn the ingredients 
over and over for the purpose of in­
troducing a laige amotmt of air into 
the mixture. Use a rotary motion, 
constantly turning the material over, 
bringing what is at the bottom to 
the top. Beat with a long swings <

To cut and fold Is to cut one la- 
gredient or mixture into another 
with a spatula or spoon held in ‘ a 
verticle position. Repeated . down­
ward motions are made, the s^pon 
touching the bottom of the bPwl 
with each stroke. 'When the mate- 
rlsd is brought to the top. It is fold­
ed over the remaining mixture. This 
process is continued until materials 
are blended. Cutting and folding

Both Almost Score
The Cubs-Greys battle was a 

very even thing, all told, although 
the visitors had the upper edge imtil 
the flnEd period when the Cubs came 
within a couple of feet of pushing 
over a touchdown. Ih the' first 
period the ’Thdmpsonville outfit also 
was less than a yud short of a 
fou(d^wh,-- losing the bail on 
downs when Manchester’s defeiue 
stiffened briUiEintly. Each team had 
two fine scoring opportunities in the 
first half but foimd the opposition 
too strong in the final few yards.

The game was marred by toe im­
posing of a large number of penal­
ties. Officials McGrath, Massey 
and Wright detected violation after 
violation until the total yardage im­
posed for rule infractions almost 
reached 175 yards.

At times, however, the most 
optimistic citizen must be a bit dis­
turbed by what appears to be a 
strange indifference to these unfin­
ished tasks.

Partly, perhaps, it comes from two 
very stupid and very dangerous fal­
lacies.

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Disease and Disaster Checked and Loss of Life Cut 
Down by Red Cross Preparedness; Radio and 
Airplane Are Great Help in Emergency

EVER trouble trouble, till trouble troubles you,” is 
the wise but lazy maxim of Uncle Mose. This old 
philosopher takes it for granted that by giving trou­
ble a wide berth, mankind can escape many of the 
ills which lie in his pathway. But mankind has a 
whole host of natural enemies. Disease, disaster, 
and even his own ebullient^pirits, which result in a 
heavy toll of accidental deaths—are but a few  

troubles which trip him up when he least expects them. 
Indifferent sanitary conditions breed disease, which is only 
too frequently lying'in wait just around the corner to spring 
into activity in the form of an epidemic which may sweep 
thousands of lives away. Accidents on the highway and in 
city street*, took a toll of 31,000 lives in the United States last year, and 
caused a million injuries. On an average of 8,000 persons drown each year 
at beaches, pools, in rivers and other spots unprotected by life savers. 
Gataolysms of nature—tornadoes, hurricanes, cyclones, fires, explosions— 
jeost thousands of lives each year.

These all represent hazards to mankind, and are troubles Which must 
i>e met half-way, in order to minimize the damage, and save lives.

It Is almost fifty years ago that the battle against preventable death 
and disease was begun in this country in a systematized and organized way, 
and under a charter from Congress.

The charter was to the American Red Cross, and while the society— 
like Its progenitors in the Old World—came Into being primarily to succor 
the wounded in time of war, to neutralize doctors and nurses and hospitals, 
yet it was commissioned, too, for a broad merciful task, in these words: 
“To continue and carry on a system of national and international relief In 
time of peace and to apply the same in mitigating the sufferings caused 
by pestilence, famine, fire, fioods and other national calamities, and to de­
vise and carry on measures for preventing the same.”

LOOKING FOR TROUBLE
In the crisp, brief sentences for which he has become noted, former 

President Calvin Coolldge, addressing a Red Cross convention while he was 
President, said:

“The Red Cross is the only organization I have known that does any 
good by looking for trouble.”

.Another picture of the society 
was given at the last convention by 
U. S. Senator from Kansas, Arthur 
Capper, when he said:

“The plain truth is that the 
Twentieth Century’s most efiicient 
trouble-shooter is the American 
Red Cross. There is always some­
thing for the Red Cross to do. In 
calm or In storm, in peace or In 
war, It justifies itself daily and 
hourly. It ministers continually to 
the aches and pains of a continent. 
It meets disaster or the call of 
need with the speed and efiiciency 
of a city fire department, it 
reaches the spot first, knows what 
to do first and what to do last, and 
does it with the least lost motion 
and with a minimum of expense.”

Aside from Its health work In 
disasters^ begun almost half a cen­
tury ago, the first effort the Red 
Cross directed toward health pres­
ervation was in the early yellow 
fever epidemics of the Southern 
States. Clara Barton assembled 
doctors and nurses and built tem­
porary hospitals and helped bury 
the dfead during the yellow fever 
•courges.

Medical science has happily era­
dicated this menace to our lives. 
Smallpox has come under control. 
Public health authorities have done 
much to eliminate typhoid. Vac­
cines have lessened the dangers of 
childhood’s diseases.

Yet these menaces, while greatly 
lessened In intensity and frequency 
of occurrence, still plague us—and 
the Red Cross nurse and health 
services are prepared at all times 
to answer their challenge against 
the safety of the American home. 
Only recently three grave epidem­
ic* of meningitis, of septic sore 
tbroat and of typhoid fever, which 
aSacted whole communitiea, were 
aucceaefully combated by the Red 
Cross, In cooperation with the pub­
lic health authorities.

Almost twenty years ago the Red 
Cross entered the safety field with 
its lessons In life saving and first 
aid.

Its public health work has been 
the forerunner in hundreds of com­
munities Of the nursing service and

ployer of p..jllc health nurses en­
gaged in rural work. More than 700 
nurses carry on this work in the 
society’s health program. They 
work largely through school nurs­
ing In the middle western and far 
western states; and in the cities 
and towns of the eastern states, the 
Red Cross nursing program is that 
of the visiting nurse.

This work among children is In­
tended to prevent and remove 
Iiandicaps which might, materially 
affect their ability to earn a liveli­
hood in mature years. It also serves 
the copsmunlty in that it checks the 
Incipient epidemic and thereby 
prevents possible loss of life 
through the spread of children’s 
diseases.

In addition to this health work, 
the Red Cross sponsors the Junior 
Red Cross in the schools. More 
than 6,878,000 school children ere 
enrolled in the J'unior Red Cross, 
which has for Its motto *‘I Serve.** 
Educators praise the value of this 
children’s league, because one of its 
missions is the exchange of school 
correspondence, souvenirs and 
albums between Junior Red Cross 
groups of children in forty-one 
nations.

Through its home hygiene and 
care of the sick classes, the Red 
Cross reaches thousands of women 
and girls, teaching them the value 
of cleanliness in the borne; care of 
Infants and dhlldren, and simple 
methods of haudling and nursing 
the invalid. These courses are 
taught through the schools and also 
through industries and clubs and 
classes of adults.

Radio Network
A further step toward linking all 

of the agencies of the government 
and science In a protective plan to 
save lives and property in the event 
of disaster baa been worked out by 
the Red Cross.

Amateur radio operators, young 
men and a few young women, who 
own equipment, usually located in 
their homes, have been joined into 
a nation-wide neftvork to report ca­
tastrophes in their cornmnnitles t»  
the Red Cross, in the event that all 
other means of communication 
have been destroyed.

The cooperation and organization 
of the amateur radio fans has been 
obtained by tba Red Cross tbrougb 
the United States Army end tba 
United States Navy. Holding certl- 
ficates of appointment for two years 
as Army amateur operators are 711 
men. and a few girli scattered 
nation-wide. Organlied iR the Na­
val Reserres a r t  S,K)0 yotmg man.

AGREE TO COT DOWN 
GASOLINE IMPORTS

Chicagro, Nov. 10 — (AP) — A 
movement for a cut in oil produc­
tion, was given impetus before the 
convention of toe American Petro­
leum Institute today by an offer 
from toe Royal Dutch Shell Com­
pany to decrease its imports from 
Venezuela “if satisfactory freight 
arrangements can be made.”

The royal Dutch announcement 
prefaced a committee meeting to 
consider a report recommending a 
cut in production of 100,000 barrels 
a day for the next six months.

Officers said the proposed reduc­
tion ■was deemed necessary in vie'W 
of the fact that recently, for the 
first time since automobiles became 
a factor, there had been no increase 
in the consumption of gasoline. The 
Institute has been considering for 
more than a year some system 
whereby supply could be regulated 
in accordance T^th demand, and said 
it saw a solution in cooperative 
action, subject to approval by state 
regulatory bodies.
