CLOSELY GUARDED

Swiss Police Give Few Details 
of Plot To Kill Reds At 
Parley— Letter To L e ^ e  
Officials Gave First Tip.

Qeneva, N’ov. 14.— CAP)— T̂hc Elx- 
jchange relegnraipli today said that 
the Swiss police have been observing 
great secrecy In connection with a 
plot discovered yesterday to assas­
sinate members of the Soviet delega­
tion to the preparatory disarmament 
commission.

The agency stdd the conspiracy 
was repealed through a letter writ­
ten in Russian and addressed to the 
Soviet delegation and the secretary- 
general of ihe League of Nations.

Not a Hoax
It was stated in this letter that it 

w'as the Intention of a White Rus­
sian to board the train as it was 
leaving with the delegation for the 
frontier aind to shoot the members of 
the party mcluding Maxim Lltvinoff, 
Soviet foreign minister.

The letter was not regarded as a 
hoax for the police had been made 
aware of the presence in Switzer­
land o f a number of Soviet enemies 
who got into the country without 
passports.

The Swiss police always have 
adopted special precautions regard­
ing Russian delegates at Geneva 
since the assassination of Vaslav 
Vorovsky at Lausanne in 1923.

Itemaguchi fell before the assas­
sin’s pistol as he walked across the 
train platform of the Tokyo central 
station preparatory to taking a 
train to Ojayama to attend the an­
nual Army maneuvers.

The assailant, Zomeo Sagoya, 23, 
stepped out of the crowd lining the 
platform and fired a single shot 
from a dist«£nce of six feet. Without 
a  sound, the premier clapped his 
hand to the wovmd and fell to the 
platform.

The police poimced upon Sagoya 
and he was immediately subjected 
to a grilling. Officers remained si­
lent as to the outcome of the ques­
tioning. Sagoya was said to .be a 
member of the Aikokusha, or "Love 
of Country Association.”

Hamaguchi was carried to the 
station master’ s office whUe his wife 
and members of the Cabinet were 
summoned to the scene. The premi­
er remained there more than three 
hours, during which time he was 
given a blood transfu^n. His son, 
Iwane, furnished tiie Wood.

The prei^et finally , was taken to
the Imperial University hospital, 
where he was given two more blood 
transfusions and subjerted to an op­
eration in wWch a part of the small 
intestine, pierced by the assassin’s 
bullet, was removed.

The bullet had struck the premier 
in the right side of the abdomen and 
lodged in the left hip. Because of 
his weakness, physicians postponed 
removal of the bullet.

EUs Condition
Late today Hamaguchl’s condition 

was described as “satisfactory” and 
his chances for recovery were said 
to be good. He retained conscious­
ness throughout the morning, qyen 
on the operating table.

Several members of the Cabinet 
remained at the hospitSl until the 
operation had been completed.

Later the Cabinet convened at the 
premier’s official residence, Foreign 
Minister Baron Shldehara presiding, 
to discuss measures for carrying on 
during Hamaguchi’s incapacitation, 

little Exettement 
The political situation seemed 

little affected. The Minseito Party 
is expected to carry out Hamagu­
chi’s policies regardless of the out­
come of liis fight for life.

The Minseito cause apparently 
was strengthened by the nation­
wide outpouring of sympathy for the 
stricken statesman.

There was a fiurry in the Stock

Hamaguchi was bom 60 years 
ago, the son of a petty yoeman fam­
ily, in Tosa, the hothed of early Lib­
eralism in Japan. He was educated 
in law at the Tokyo ImperiW Uni­

Seeking immediate dominion 
status M a minimum concession, 
Indian delegates to toe round table 
conference were presented toe 
I>ort-and recommendations of toe 
viceroy. Lord Irwin, and his gov­
ernment which foresee a distant day 
when a large degree of self-govern­
ment wm be attained, but mean­
while envisage only gradual develop­
ment toward that end.

The report, which contains 250 
pages, will supplement as a basis 
for discussion in toe round table 
conference toe report and recom­
mendations of the commission of 
Sir' John Simon on Indian statutory 
reform, which, publistfd several 
months ago, excited a storm of pro­
test in Indian Nationalist circles. 

Marked Differences 
Although over much of toe groimd 

covered b y to e  Simon report the 
viceroy’s recommendations are in 
accord ■with those of toe statutory 
commission, there are certain mark­
ed divergencies. In nritoer toe 
Simon report nor toe Irwin recom- 
mendS(tions however, is there much 
to satisfy toe demands of Mahatma 
Gandhi and his white-capped Na­
tionalist followers who are engaged 
in a campaign of civil disobedience 
to secure immediate severance of 
India from Britain.
I The Simon commission report con­
templates a .federation of Indian 
stktes, with a: strong central-gov­
ernment responsible' to toe British 
Crown, and with toe ,^Brltish Crown 
retai)^g toe re^ponsibiilties’ of de­
fense, ftoajQ( ,̂ ,aM foreign relations. 
Lord lirwin prb^cts divorce of the 
Ini^an'^goverfin^^ .from Britain 'to 
an even, greater de^ee, practically 
all of the powers' of toe Crown to 
devolve upon the ■viceroy, "Who may 
be removed at .toe Crown’s pleasure. 

May Find Support 
Observers comment that this 

phase might find some support in 
Nationalist Itidia, but sucejeeding 
passages make it cle^  that there is 
no intention of endowing toe Indian 
native ■with the final voice in 
shaping his destinies. Lord Irwin 
recommends that toe -viceroy have 
the appointive power for members 
of his government, rather than hav­
ing them chosen from too legisla­
tive assembly in toe fashion of 
European parliamentary system. 
With regard to the state govern­
ment says: “It is n îto®  ̂ practicar 
ble nor desirable that tHe ^vei^ or  
should b6 boimd, on ell subject by 
the advice of Ws ministers.”

The -viceroy' accepts the abolition 
of toe dyarchy—that system by 
which functions of administration 
are apportioned between toe native 
and British governmental agencies 
—about to toe extent that the Simon 
commission has suggested.

IS HYDE’S ADVICE

GOLF

Rochester, N, Y., Nov. 14— (AP) 
—Disagreeing with the theory that 
the farmer can improve his lot by 
greater production and lower prices, 
Secretary of Agriculture Arthur M. 
Hyde addressing the 64th annual 
convention of the National Grange, 
today advocated curtailed produc­
tion to offset crop^ surplus as the 
best temedy for the economic de­
pression of the farmer.

“The only answer to over-produc­
tion is less production," Secretary 
Hyde said. “ We must balance our 
crops against market demands, pro­
ducing only such amount as we can 
sell at a price which covers cost of 
production, plus a profit.

"To write an effective answer to 
the problems of the farm we must 
have, first of all, organization. The 
first object is unity of action, collec­
tive thinking, planning and market- 
ing.

Mr. Hyde compared the present 
period of depression with the dis­
tress which followed the great ex­
pansion of agrjciiltural activities 
after the Civil War. As a result of 
this expansion, he said supply far 
outpaced demand and prices broke 
to ruinous levels. -

"Three are few if any,”  said Mr. 
Hyde, "features of the present situ­
ation that do not have their counter­
part in that depression of 60 years 
ago.

(A P .)—Millions of years 
aso ' a.- ' .manamoth shovel-toothed 
m utodon about to become a mother 
b o ^ e d  with a herd of her kind in a 
hole in the then fertile Gobi desert. 
Trapped,in the Gobi quicksands, she 
and'her companion mastodons died 
b^QCe she could give birth to a 
baby mastodon.

A  few weeks ago the Central 
Asiatic Expedition headed by Dr. 
Roy Chapman Andrews found the 
boghole, and the remains of the 
herd, among the most perfect of the 
skeletons being that of the mother 
mastodon, still carrying within it 
the smaller bones of the infant 
pachyderm.

Walter C. Granger, chief paleon­
tologist of the expedition, deftly re- 
m o ^  the foetus from the rest of 
the skeleton, and is bringing it back 
with other finds to the New York 
Museum of Natural History, which 

, now will have a complete age serie? 
o f the .shoypl-toothed mastodons.

It will include a complete age se­
ries o f shovel-toothed mastodons, 
technically known as platybelodon, 
ranging from the embryo "deliver­
ed” by Mr. Granger to toothless old 
specimens in the last stages of de- 
creptltude.

Dr; Andrews regards the collec­
tion o f fossils made this year as a 
record result since operations were 
begun -in lD22. «

o f the Finds
Highlights among the discoveries, 

in'addition to the bogged masto- 
done, were specimens of a strange 
AwimVl known as the coryphodon,

, resembling a long-legged rhinoceros.
' liiese were found in geological stra­
ta o f an age which extends the evo- 
ludpn o f the animals a matter of 
several million years beyond pre-vi- 

. ous circulations.
I Another prize rewarding the 
: searchers was a deposit of skulls 
i and jaws belonging to the chalico- 
! 'there, which belongs to the same 
group as the horse and the rhino­
ceros but has a great sharp claw 
instead o f a flattened hoof. Nobody 
has jret been able to figure out just 
what' that claw was used for.

100 Spedes
Close to a hundred different spe­

cies, many of which are quite new 
to science, are included among the 
17'camel loads of fossil specimens 
now bn their -way down to Peiping 
from Mongolia. It is expected that 
this year’s discoveries will tend fur­
ther to confirm the theory that the 
central Asian plateau was formerly 
a 3oreat center of mammalian life.

Tf.^TidniT>g the expedition’s fail­
ure to dipcover any trace of primi- 
tiine human remains. Dr. Andrews 
pointed out that these have invari- 
khiy been foimd in caves, where they 
haye ’̂bpen sheltered from -wind and 
weather, and that Mongolia has no 
caves.

"When men died in Mongolia mil­
lions o f years ago,”  he said, “ they 
died on the plains, in rude shelters, 
or u n ^ r the lee of a bank. "Very 
olEten 'predatory animals must have 
eaten even-their bones.
' " ’The mere fact that we have not 

yet found, primitive man does not 
mean that he is not there some 
where.”

eign c o i m t r i e s . .

Subh certificates aî e negotiable 
and good for their face value in 
payment of import tariffs.

Thus if the debenture were oper­
ative, the wheal farmer would re­
ceive; for his product the world 
price plus the value of the deben­
ture certificate.

Would Reduce Revenue 
Opposition to the scheme centers 

chiefly around the coiatention that 
it would reduce the federal revenue 
from customs receipts, dollar for 
dollar, the amount of the deben­
tures.

For example, if this country ex­
ported 300,000,000 bushels of wheat 
on which was issued debentures 
of 21 cents a bushel, importers who 
purchased the certificates for bring­
ing dutiable products into the coun­
try would keep $63,000,000 out of 
the treasury.

Farm groups generally favor the 
process for, theoretically, the $63,- 
000,000 would go into the farmers’ 
pockets.

326.00. This small loss shows the 
great value of the Fire Department 
to the to'wn, the largest fire for the 
year being the Waranoke Hotel.

“ During tbe year extensive re­
pairs had to be made to the roof of 
No. 4 building, and less important- 
repairs to roof of No. 3 building. All 
of the outside woodwork and some’ 
o f the rooms of No. 3 building were^ 
repainted. No. 3 truck was fitted 
with new pneumatic tires and new 
fenders, and was repainted.

“ When N6. 3 building was built, 
steam for heating was brought 
under the street from the boilers of 
the Nathan Hale school. 'This has 
been found to be unsatisfacotry as 
the school only requires heat during 
echool hours, and it has been nec­
essary for the Fire District to have 
one o f its emplbyees care for the 
boilers out of schoot hours. This 
divided responsibility, in spite of the 
cooperation o f the School District, 
caused some trouble, which should j 
be avoided. We have, therefore, de- ] 
cided to 'put an independent boiler j 
with oil burner in our building, smd ; 
this is now in operation.
X "Six hundred feet o f ne'W 2 lr2 
inch hose and a two-rway turret pipe 
have been added, as well as addition­
al hand pump tanks for brush fires 
and new tires on the chief s car.

"The chief reports apparatus in 
good order, and recommends adding 
during the year—in addition to the 
usual hose and supplies—new pneu- 
miatic tires, with fenders and re­
painting of No. 4 ladder truck;

Fire Alarm System 
"Superintendent Heebner reports 

all his equipment in good order, and 
thinks no extensive additions fieces- 
sary. He again cMle attention to 
the rather extensive work which 
may be necessary should ICast Cen­
ter street be reconstructed.

Even as dignified 
wires and cables were coming In 
from every quarter of the nation and 
globe, local telephones were blung­
ing such messages as “ Glad to hear 
it, Red,” and "Bully boy, Red.”

It is probably true that General worth of Red scare 

Ludendorff has descended, in the 
opinion of a great many of the Ger­
man people, since the end of the 
■World War, in proportion as he rose 
in the esteem of his countrymen 
between the days of the Tannenberg 
campaign and the few weeks pre­
ceding the armistice. No great fig­
ure of the war appeared to suffer a 
more serious moral collapse after 
Germany’s defeat. Yet there must 
be millions o f Germans who still 
acutely^ realize that Ludendorff was 
the master strategist of their coun­
try and especially that no other Ger- 
man was capable of so accurate­
ly weighing the psychological reac­
tions of either his own troops and 
his own public or the troops and peo­
ple of the enemy, to a major military 
operation. Only a mind reader of 
extraordinary capacity would have 
proceeded as he did in the Tannen- 
berg-Maaurian Lakes campaigns, 
for he gambled a vast army and the 
safety of Germany on the belief that 
the Russians would be too slow and 
too inert to take advantage of the 
highly risky situation '  he waiŝ  
creating. He was right, to hair.

Germans will find all this hard 
to forget when Ludendorff suddenly 
shouts from the housetops that if 
Germany should permit herself to 
be "drawn into a new war she would 
be destroyed, annihilated in a single 
campaign of a few weeks’ duration.
There is every reason to believe that 
this tremendously sensational warn­
ing Tblll smash Hitlerism fiat. Lu- 
dendorfl’a 'contemptuous opinion of 
Italy as an ally, the picture that he 
draws of Czech, Belgian and French 
armies marching across Germany, 
the bombing of German cities into 
ashes, the elimination of German 
kultur from the scheme of civiliza­
tion, are well calculated to extin­
guish as by q tidal wave the martial 
valor stirred up by Hitler to the roll 
of the Mussolini drum.

It is doubtful if a greater service 
has been done the cause of European 
peace by anyone than has been ren­
dered by the military master mind 
of Germany in this half-mad predic­
tion o f Impending run.

And since we have a Nobel prize 
author in our midst, here are a few 
sidelights:

He’s one of the most difficult per­
sons in the world to get started on 
an Interview. Lewis was, as you all 
know, a newspaperman Pnee him­
self. Whenever a reporter alts down 
to question him, Lewis spends five 
minutes explaining how silly it 
seems.

“ It’s all I can do to keep a 
straight face,” he told me once. 
“ One newspaperman being inter­
viewed by another always seems to 
me a pretty impossible task.”

I ’ve seen Lewis start on an idea 
a dozen times, only to halt himself 
in the middle of e sentence and 
nervously cry out-that It sounded 
silly and he’d be hanged if he’d go 
on with it.

The day after his award was an­
nounced Lewis was invited to sit in 
or 25 “private” sessions of the 
Thanatopsls Literary and Inside 
Straight Club, a grojip of colum­
nists, playwrights and Manhattan 
celebs who dally at poker.

GOOSE AND GANDER 
Some little while ago this news­

paper made a passing referen t to 
the drcumstance that in Masss^hu- 
setts they were agitating for the 
embracing of control of child labor 
within the federal Constitution. 
Somehow or other we had clean for­
gotten that such an amendment to 
the Constitution was already before 
the country and had been for six 
years.

The proposed twentieth amend­
ment was adopted by both houses 
of Congress in 1924. It has been 
ratified by only five states—Arizona, 
Arkansas, California, Montana and 
Wisconsin. Connecticut is one of 
twenty-five states which have re­
jected it by joint action of their 
legislatures. In two states It  has 
been ratified by one house and in 
ten states it has been rejected by 
one house, without action by the 
other branch of the legislature.

The present agitation is for the 
revival o f this moribund amend­
ment by inducing legislatures which 
have already rejected it to change 
their minds. That is one of the 
funny things about a constitutional 
amendment. I f  a legislature votes 
to ratlQr lt  the accepted idea ie that 
■uch state cannot with any effect 
withdraw that ratification later on; 
but if  a legislature* votes a dozen 
times to reject It, and then once 
votes for ratification, all the previr 
ous votes are supposed to count for 
nothing.

Some of the same busy 'little 
workers now boosting for the twen­
tieth amendment were also boosters 
for the  ̂eighteenth amendment. But 
let it be proposed in any state that 
ratified the prohibition amendment 
to reverse that state’s vote— then 
listen to the loud cries of protest 
from these people who are trying, tb 
engineer reversal of states’ votes on 
the twentieth!

Riiphard Bennett Hit in New 
Play — fe h w in  Music 
in "Girl Crazy”  —  New

New York.—Broadway Is pepping 

up,4 Familiar names and familiar 
faces are again to be found in the 
incandescent lanes. Within a week 
the theater has welcomed back Rich­
ard Bennett and Jane Cowl; has 
he^rd the trumpetings of new Gersh- 
wip music and cheered three smok­
ing-hot music revues; has gone 
slightly gs,-ga over a new foimd 
blues singer and has heard the ap- 
prQaching footfalls of Leonore Ul­
rich and a dozen other favorites.’ 

Taking the various events one at 
a time—Bennett was first to arrive, 
with a character study that further 
assures him a place upon the 
heights. The Bennett album of por­
traits has contained the most varied 
types, ranging from the hard-boiled 
Jamegan of the film studios to the 
present old Southern colonel. And 
by virtue of his continued excellence 
in portraying these diverse charac­
ters, Bennett finds himself hailed as 
the worthy successor of the late Ar­
nold Daly and our outstanding char-

Bennett’s latest creation is a 
julep-drinking, Yankee hatii^, Cesty 
old codger who can’t forget uue Con­
federacy and is sondewhat of a “pro­
fessional Southerner.’ ’ He messes up 
lives all about him and, while ex- 
aggerated almost to comic strip di­
mensions at times, still makes an 
elegant charicature. There is plenty 

.  of bite in this “ Solid South," where­
in Bennett appears, and some good 
and loyal southerners might as well 
stay away to avoid arg;uments. But 
it is scheduled to be one of Broad­
way’s successes—and a rarely enter­
taining evening.

Also Miss Cowl, after fioundering 
about in several more or less inef­
fectual roles, brings to town a 
Shgkespeare that should make new 
converts for that neglected gentle- 
mafi.

Shakespeare has had some pretty 
heavy handling at times. And cer­
tainly the bard rarely enjoys bright 
anci colorful stage sets. Nor is there 
likely to be anything better than 
ham acting from minor players.

But Miss Cowl’s “Twelfth Night” 
is different. It is staged, dressed and 
acted with a combination of the deli­
cate and the lusty that surely must 
echo the old Shakespeare spirit.

INKLTFFICIEBrt PROTEINS
IN DEBT HARMS INFANTS

(This Is one of a series of articles 
by Dr. Elshboin on nutrition of the 
child.)

The proteins contained in cow’s 
milk, as well as in human milk, are 
divided into two main groups.

The more valuable of these two 
proteins is the whey protein, be­
cause it represents more nearly the 
composition o f the kind of protein 
in the body.

The other protein is casein or curd 
protein and, i f  this is given, larger 
amotmts must be fed than in the 
case of whey protein in order to pro­
vide for building up the same 
amount o f body protein.

As a contrast between the value 
human milk and cow’s milk, the 

total protein in human milk is al­
most 60 per cent whey protein 
whereas cow’s milk Is only 15 per 
cent whey protein. This discussion 
may appear to the average person 
tc be somewhat complicated, but the 
rwults of the application of this 
knowledge to the feeding of the in­
fant will be apparent to anyone.

If the child is receiving an in- 
siifficient amodnt of the right kind 
o f protein in its diet, It grows slow­
ly, its muscles become flabby, it is 
likely to develop frequent Infections 
and to be anemic. Moreover, in case 
it does not receive the right proteins 
for a long period of time, it begins 
to develop swellings of the extremi­
ties and even pot belly, such as was 
characterized o f the children in Eu­
rope who were starved during the 
World War.

Just Eis soon as the proper pro­
teins are red to such children, they 
begin to develop rapidly, the swell- 
ingfs. disappear, and. they improve 
tremendously.

There is relatively little danger of 
feeding slight excesses of protein be­
cause the humEin body is able to 
take care o f alight excesses. How­
ever, great excesses lead to too much 
coneentration of the blood and a 
lack of water in the system, so that 
the child develops a fever and 
symptoms of intoxication.

Of course, the average mother 
has no way of distinguishing be­
tween what are proper proteins and 
what are improper proteins. Of one 
thing she can be certain, the pro­
tein in mother’s milk, is a safe pro­
tein for --he infant and the child 
that is fed on the breast for at least 
the first six months of life has a 
much better opportunity o f growing 
healthfully than one that is arti­
ficially fed, because o f the danger 
that the artificial feeding may not 
be exactly what it ought to be.

A  physician Who has studied- in­
fant feeding carefully can prescribe 
a formula which will resemble 
mother’s .-nilk closely or can indeed 
develop a formula which will be ex­
actly suited to the needs of the in­
fant coocemed. In preparing this 
formula he will make certain that 
the , protein, is the proper protein 
for the particular case.

Famous, Now Piays Pnce
For Verse Belitt^ Women

Ixm4on.—Because o f one short 
poem he wrote more than 20 years 
ago. Sir William WataOn, who was 
once hailed aa one of England’s 
greatest poets, is living today as an 
ostracized forgotten old man, buried 
in obscTirity such as has seldom 
overtaken any recognized man of 
letters. , ,
e SiriWaiUam recently-celebrated his 
72nd birthday, and literary England 
was startled at the news. Nearly 
everyone supposed that he had been 
dead for •years.

Sir ^ ^ a m ’s  remarkable plunge 
fretm fame to obscurity came as a 
result of a poem he published in 
1909. That poem, entitled “The 
Woman With the Serpent’s Tongue,’’ 
began as follows: ■

She is not old, she is not young,
The woman with the serpent’s 

tohgrue.
’The haggard cheek, the hunger­

ing eye.
The poisoned words that wildly 

fly,
^ e  faunished face, the fevered 

hand,

land,
Sneers at the just, condemns the

Then the poem went om in that 

vein; and all tiondon society agreed 
that it gave a perfectly recognizable, 
if exceedingly bitter, picture of a 
certain woman who was very high 
up in the social and political life of  ̂
the country. The physical descrip­
tion of her, it wsCs agreed, was too 
incisive and exact for there to be 
any mistake about it.

Storm Follows Publication
Naturally, the poem’s publication 

brought on a storm. It was widely 
printed, finding space on the first 
pages of many American news­
papers. Richard Le Gallienne, the 
TTnariiBh poct who had bceu living in 
New York for some time, printed 
an equally savage reply, which be­
gan:

He’s growing old, he is not young,.
The poet with the coward’s 

tongue.
Shortly thereafter. Sir William 

and his bride-^he had been on his 
honeymoon * when the poem was 
printed, having married a beautiful 
Irish rirl named Adeline M a u ^ n  
Pring—sailed for New York. The 
London press jokesters had a great 
deal of fun over his journey. It was

were to "fight, and suggested that 
they put on their bout in a ring, 
with heavyweight pugilists as offi­
cials. When Sir William landed in 
New York reporters besieged him, 
and he was widely quoted.

According to one version, he said 
that the poem was not a picture of 
anybody in particular, but was a 
slam at women gossips in general. 
According to another vefSion, he 
said that it was a composite picture 
of a prominent Englishwoman and 
her step-daughter. At all events, 
upper class London was convinced 
•that its first guess was right, and 
Sir William was ostracized.

When he returned to England he 
foimd the social world silently boy- 
rntting him. His name and his 
works were never even mentioned. 
The sales of his books fell off. He 
was knighted in 1917, it is true, but 
the uproar caused by his poem killed 
all chances of his being named poet 
laureate.

Some years ago the govemriient, 
learning that he was living in pov­
erty, gave him a pension of $500 a 
year, and a little later added an­
other $500 to it; and the $1000 a 
year income gained in this way la 
his only income today. He lives in 
a little bungalow—loaned to him by 
a friend-^with his wife and his two 
daughters, Rhona and Geraldine. He 
has just recovered from influenza 
but cannot afford to go to the south 
of Europe to complete his cure.

His bitterest disappointment prob­
ably came not long ago when Pre­
mier MacDonald passed him by and 
nmned John Masefield poet-laureate.

Was Famous in Yonth
To imderstand the extent of Sir 

William’s fall one must learn the

position he occupied in Engjisb 
literature in his youth. Born in 
1858, the son of a well-to-do Ynik- 
shire business man, he published his 
first poems in the Liverpool papers, 
and created a sensation with a book 
of verse entitled “Wordsworth’s 
Grave.”

His fame grew fast, and when 
Lord Tennyson died in 1892 the 
Illustrated London News wired him 
asking for a commemorative poem. 
He locked himself up without food, 
drink or tobacco for 50 hours and 
produced “Lacrimae Musarum,” 
which critics hailed as a far finyr 
poem than the one Tennyson himself 
had written on the death of the 
Duke of Wellington.

Gladstone serlouslv considered 
making him poet laureate. His 
fame endured for years, and tmtil 
he wrote “The Woman With the 
Serpent’s Tongue” in 1909 he was 
one of England’s most prominent 
literary figures.

Now, however, he lives in poverty 
and obsujurity, forgotten by the Lon- 
.^on where" once his name wab al- 
-most a household word.

FEEDING THE JOBLESS
New York, Nov. 14 .— (A P .)—New 

York’s unemployment committee 
headed by former Governor Alfred 
E. Smith sent 15 truckloads of food­
stuffs today to provide immediate 
aid to the City’s 12,500 neediest fam­
ilies.

Distribution continued throughout 
the day from strategic centers 
where the want had been found 
most pressing.

Several hundred emergency cases 
were supplied last liight.

At the West 104th street police 
station there were about, 400 per­
sons in line at noon today waiting 
for packages of food. Each package 
contained potatoes, a box of maca­
roni, half pound of coffee, six eggs, 
a cabbage and a loaf of bread.

The weekly bank atalements in­
dicated that the loans on security 
collateral by New York bainks to 
others than brokers again fnereased 
moderately.
