I Boston, Nov. 21.—r(A P )—^liquor 
valued at a million dollars, one of 
the largest seizures in the history 
of prohibition enforcement, was in 
the hands o f government agents to­
day. This estimate of the value of 
cargoes o f two liquor laden barges 
•^as given at the office of Captain 
William Munter, eastern division 
commander. Of the Coast fluard.

The barges, the Edith and the 
Eagle HUl, and the ocean-going tug 
MurreU of New York, were captur­
ed by a Coast Guard patrol l»a t 
Jackson off the Maine coast Wed­
nesday and brought to Boston last 
night. \ Nineteen men, the crews o f 
the tug and barges w ere, taken mto 
custody of customs officials.

Government agents who made a 
preliminary examination of the 
cargoes said that if all the 
tainers and cases that appeared to 
contain contraband did in fact, toe 
seizure would probably be toe big­
gest ever madp on toe Atlantic 
coast and one of toe most important 
in toe history of prohibition. They 
placed one , million dollars as an 
estimate o f its value.

Deputy Collector Thomas Finne 
gan and Oweix McKenna, special 
treasury agent bosirded the three 
seized. - vessels today to make a 
closer-•■'•^acamination. The Jackson 
e n co u n te r  toe Murrell with toe 
two barges in tow eight hours out of 
Rockland, Maine. They had cleared 
for New York.

First Suspidons
The suspicions of boatswain 

Michael J. Bruce, skipper o f toe

deadly plot in mind. They hated 
Rudolf’s liberalism and dreaded to 
see him moimt the throne. It was 
said they called and drank with 
the young man, while the girl re­
mained hidden in an adjacent room. 
They sent the only attendant away 
to get more drink at the- village 
and then shot Rudolf and his Marie.

Still amother story was that Ru­

dolf had been mixed up with the 
Hungarian plots against the then 
imperial premier. This legend grew 
into another tale of plots aind con­
spiracies, according to which Ru­
dolf, with his kinsman Archduke 
John Salvator, had planned to seize 
the crown of Hungary, force the 
abdication of his father and seize 
all power. The story was strength­
ened by the fact that shortly after 
Rudolf’s death, Archduke John gave 
up his rank and sailed away on a 
vessel wliich ‘ mysteriously disap­
peared in the Pacific. Another tra­
gedy of the Hapsburgh.

Lovers* Death Fact Seen
Out of all the welte% of tgiles, 

Vienna and Budapest finally came 
to believe that this was true:

Rudolf was in despair. He hated 
his wife. He loved Marie, but saw 
no happy outcome. The girl, filled 

i with romantic ideas, un'Willing to 
be separated from him, had often 
spoken of a “liebestod”-^a death of 
love. In a wild impulse, he yielded 
to her wish, shooting her and then 
kihing himself.

The imfortunate girl probably 
reasoned that at least they would 
be united in death forever. But 
they were not. From  ̂somewhere 
in the Vienna palaces came atem  
commands. Surreptitiously relatives 
ofi Marie drove to Meyerling in a 
closed carriage. Under the cover of 
night, they removed her dead body, 
but propped it up betweeh them as 
if they were driving away with a 
living girl. She was buried quietly, 
swiftly, secretly—and far from his 
side.

Even this terrible- tragedy that 
claimed the life of his only son left 
the callous Emperor Franz Joseph 
cold. Calmly he drafted lying tele­
grams ^  the crown heads of Eu­
rope. the German emperor he 
wired:

“Deeply moved, I beg to announce 
to you that Rudolf, who had gonp 
to Meyerling for the shooting, died 
suddenly this morning. Probably 
heart failure.”

Messages of similar wording were 
sent to other sovereigns. The only 
exception was that sent to the Pope. 
In this he only armounced his 
“cruel loss.” He did not venture to 
lie to the Pope.

TREASURY SILENT 
ON SINKING FUND
Not Ask Congress To 

Suspend It For Next Year; 
Sees No Emergency Yet.

Washington, Nov. 21.— (AP) — 
The Treaisury plans to refrain from 
recommending to Congress on pro­
posals to suspend operation of the 
sinking fund next year to enable 
continuance of the one per cent tax 
reduction granted on incomes of 
1929. •

The law requires setting aside of 
some revenue each year in the 
sinking fund to meet the public 
debt, which approximates ?16,000,- 
000,000. It developed today that 
high Treasury officials feel the ques­
tion of suspension will be brought 
up in the short session of Congress 
and there would be no need for the 
Treasury to act until the matter is 
placed before it by the legislative
branch.•

The law says operation of the 
sinking fund can be suspended only 
in a national emergency. The posi­
tion of the Treasury is that no such 
emergency exists.

Is Far Ahead
The debt at its peak amounted to 

826,000,000,000. Since the war $10,- 
000,000,000 has been retired, of 
which $3,200,000,000 came from the 
sinking fund. The government is 
$7,000,000,000 ahead of the retire­
ment program.

Decreeusing government Income 
brought the threat that to /jontinue 
the one per cent reduction Ih income 
taxes another year might result in 
a deficit. Then came suggestions for 
suspension of the sinking fund law, 
to enable use of the $3^5,000,000 
which would go into the fund next 
year for general expenses. This 
would make contifiuance of the tax

reduction possible and eliminate 
possibility of a deficit.

Government officials have declin­
ed to predict whether continuance of 
the income tax rate would be rec­
ommended to Congress.

President Hoover recently said it 
would not be surprising if the gov­
ernment ended the present fiscal 
year next June 30 with a slight de­
ficit. If such a condition did arise, 
it would be the first since 1919.

Los Angeles, Nov. 21.— (AP)— 
Separated by 1,300 miles. Miss Thel­
ma Passwaters, of Los Angeles, and 
Gordon S. White, Kinsley, Kansas, 
banker, were united in marriage by 
telephone. The ceremony was per­
formed last night during a celebra­
tion of the golden wedding anniver­
sary of the bride’s grandparents.

SMUGGLERS K ILL^

El Paso, Tex., Nov. 21.—(A P I -  
Frank Barncastle of Las Cruces, N. 
J., and Pesus Paz, El Paso, were 
shot and killed in a gun fight last 
night with United States customs 
officers at the outskirts of the city.

Nine men engaged in the fight, 
one believed woimded, escaped.

The customs officers said they 
came upon eleven men afoot who 
had forded the Rio Grande and were 
loading twenty-two sacks of Mexi­
can liquor into an automobile park­
ed on the Anierican side of the river.

The officers said the alleged smug­
glers opened fire when ordered to 
surrender.

New York, Nov. 21.— (AP) — A 
“dead” husband has come back over 
the radio to haunt Mrs. Mary Mul- 
holland and mate No. 2.

John T. Mulholland told the court 
yesterday, in his suit to have the 
marriage annulled, that he wed-Mrs.

AT THB CENTER
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Among the many books on display 
in the Children’s Ropm of the South 
Manchester Library durtng this 
week are the following:

Katharine Pyle, whose books are 
always most enthvisiastically re- 
cevied by children has a new book 
which has'appeared recently. It is 
entitled “*rales from Norsle Myth­
ology” and consists of twenty-five 
favorite old Norse legends charm­
ingly retold and illustrated. Here 
you can read how the world was 
made and how the gods and giants 
were created. Here also are all the 
old stories and many new ones of 
Odin, the All-Father, and Frigg, his 
wife; of Thor and his hammer and 
Sif with the golden hair. The illus­
trations are also by Miss Pyle.

A  book which will be most useful 
for those who are interested in read­
ing about the lives of famous men is 
“Men Who Found Out,” by Anabel 
Williams-Elllis. In these lively hero 
stories of scientific research she has 
given us a thoroughly modem story 
book about real people like Lister, 
Harvey, Pasteur and Madame Curie. 
She writes v?ith the charm of a 
story teller—she told these stories 
first to her own inquisitive children. 
“Men Who Found Out” is a jolly 
and exciting book, and a serious 
book as weU. It tells the story of 
Darwin’s voyage on the Beagle, how 
Michael Faraday invented the steam 
engine; how Lord Lister,transform­
ed hospitals, and also tells an excel­
lent accoimt of the fight against 
yellow fever.

A little book of poems, “More 
About Me” , by John Drinkwater ap­
pears as a companion piece to his 
“ All About Me” which came out 
two years ago. In this volume the 
distinguished playwright and writer 
of serious verse has written a book 
of verse for children and their par­
ents. It is rich in humor and whim­
sical philosophy, and candidly writ­
ten from a child’s viewpoint. The 
book is attractively illustrated by 
H. M. Brock.

“They Have Carried the Mail,” by 
Joseph Walker is the November 
choice of the Junior Literary Guild. 
When you watch the air mail pilot 
speeding across the sky he is in­
deed a very thrilling figure, but have 
you ever wondered about the other 
courageous men who carried the 
mail during the many centuries be­
fore the airplane was even dream­
ed o f?  It is the story of these brave 
and daring men which Mr. Walker 
has so stirringly told. Here is 
Phidippides the runner who carried 
the news of the Marathon victory. 
Hercare Buffalo Bill and other cour­
ageous riders who braved Indians 
and bandits to carry the mail to the 
frontier West. Here are our own air 
mail pilots. ’The book is illustrated 
by Frank Dobias who hhs done ,‘ to 
much illustrating 'oT ‘  children’s 
books.

One of the best of the new books 
for older boys is “ Spice and the 
Devil’s Cave” by Agnes Danforth 
Hewes. This is a tale of the strug­
gle between Venice and Portugal to 
gain control of the all-sea route to 
the spices of India and the Far East. 
The scene is laid at Lisbon at the 
end of the fifteenth century. We 
find pictures of Vasco da Gama, 
Magellan, and Diaz. The appear­
ance of the mysterious Arab girl, 
Nejmi, turns the whole plot, and 
leads to the eventual discovery of 
the Way of the Spices. This incident 
of the Arab girl is based on a real 
happening. The story is vividly told, 
and gives a splendid picture of the 
times about which little has been 
written.

Another book of adventure by an 
always popular writer of fiction for 
either boys or girls is “Red Man’s 
Luck” by Constance Lindsay Skin­
ner. The Indians called him the Be­
loved Child because said they “he 
brings us good fortime.” So the 
white traders nicknamed him 
“ Luck.” The adopted son of Chief 
Long Shadow, he lives part of the 
time in the Blackfieet Lodges, and 
the rest of the time with Factor 
MacDonald. With both thrills and 
humor the story tells of Luck’s ad­
ventures at “The Isle of Wings” 
where thousands of migrating birds 
descend, on the caribou stempede, 
the buffalo hunt, in the Ghost 
Swamp, and in the final war in a 
swirling blizzard on a high-pass in 
the Rockies.

Especially for Older girls comes 
“Judith Lankester” by Marjorie Hill 
Allee. Lovely fifteen year old Judith 
petted by her Virginia grandmother 
finds herself most unwillingly a part 
of the stream of migration to 
Indiana in 1840. Judith is placed in 
the Huff family to help earn her liv­
ing doing pioneer housework. The 
Huff family are bom builders and 
their first desire is to build a rail­
road. Their plans are threatened by 
a flood. The story tells of how 
Judith at first so scornful of them 
is able to help at the crucial mo­
ment, and how the Huffs become of 
much help to Judith. 'The back­
ground is authentic and across it 
rhoves many another figure ts^pical 
of the times.

Probably no list of books would be 
complete without one by Eliza Orne 
White. The heroine of “The Green 
Door’” is a little girl with an imagin­
ation. Her father has told her a 
story of how a little princess found 
a door that led into a beautiful gar­
den. In Hazel’s life there are two 
doors, one in the very back of her 
mind which leads to a make-believe 
country where everything is far 
more to her taste than in the real 
world. The other is the green door 
in the house across the street. Be­
hind this door lives Rosemary, and 
with her and her cousins Hazel has 
many happy times, for these chil­
dren are as fond of ‘Make-believ­
ing”  as Is Hazel herself. It is illus­
trated with scissor cuts by Lisi 
Hummel.

A picture book which wdll delight 
the heart of a very little child is 
"A  B C” by Helen Sewell. From the 
moment A  stands for “awake” to 
the end when Z is “Zip into Bed” 
you can follow the hours of this gay 

'alphabet book. Each letter is ac­
companied by a full page picture In 
color which shows amusing children 
g o l^  through the routine o f a small 
p e i^ n ’s - day*

ture Book of Mother Goose”  by 
] ^ U l and Elmer Hader. These two

Roy A. Young, governor of the 

Federal Reserve Bank of Boston and 
until very recently fiead of the 
whole Federal Reserve system of the 
United States, obviously is not one 
of those who believe that the busi­
ness depression can be wished away 
by the simple process of pretending 
that it is passing.

Health and Diet 
Advice

DO YOUR OWN FACE-UFTINO

A face-lifting operation is often 
resorted to by those who wish to 
conceal toC effects of age. Ill this 
tjfpe of operation a portion of the 
skin or underlyingtissue is removed 
near toe eyes, forehead, ears or 
jaws, and the remaining skin is then 
drawn together, stretching it and 
smoothing out any nearby wrinkles. 
The results which can be achieved 
by beauty surgeons are sometimes 
astounding, at least, temporarily.

The chief defects in this face-lift­
ing operation lie in the facts that 
all people’s skin does not react toe 
same: those who perform the opera­
tions are not always skiUful; and 
since toe skin, is not given more life 
by the operation, toe sagging and 
crows’ feet often recur in time. 
Sometimes, also, the effect is to give 
the face a strained, drawn appear­
ance, with fhe eyes slanting upward 
at toe comers.

I do not say that a face-lifting 
operation should never be resorted 
to, but I do believe that it would 
be a better plan for those with 
wrinldes to try to tone up toe skin 
and improve toe appearance by nat­
ural methods which are much more 
permanent, and toe effect is never 
strained, but natural.

Almost anyone past middle age 
can look much younger by apply­
ing a few simple methods for im­
proving toe tone of toe skin, devel­
oping the underlying muscles, and 
removing toe surplus fatty deposits. 
Wrinkles are formed because of reg­
ular creases where the skin folds 
and shuts off toe local blood supply. 
The blood, too, with toe advancing 
years, does not seem to be as nour­
ishing to toe skin, nor does it re­
move the toxins of the tissues as 
readily as they are formed. Often, 
toxic deposits actually form under 
the skin.

One who is trying to do his own 
face-lifting should first endeavor to 
cleanse toe blood stream of accumu­
lated impurities which may be clog­
ging toe circulation or poisoning toe 
tissues. Nothing is quite as iffec- 
Ylve for this purpose as a short fruit 
juice fast accompanied by drinking 
large quantities of water to flush 
out the system. After about five 
days of tfiis regime a well balanced 
diet, rich in all of toe nourishing 
elements required by toe body, 
should be used.

“Will you kindly advise If toe vari­
ous reducing soaps and salts on toe 
market are injurious?”

Answer: Most of these salts and 
soaps are not injurious but very ex- 
pemfive for toe results received 
from their use. If toe treatment 
consists of lying in a "tub of hot 
water for an hour, it is very ener­
vating. Reducing through dieting' 
and exercising are the ^ y  sane, 
sensible ways.

(Excessive Perspiration) 
Question: A. W. writes:

would like to know what causes pro­
fuse perspiration under toe arms atld 
if there is anything I can do to slop 
it. I am twenty-one years old ahd* 
■very healthy. I would be glad to 
have your advice.”

Answer: Sxcessive perspiration
Is caused by some deep-seated toxe­
mia. If there is a strong odor there 
has been an invasion to the skin of 
certain bacteria. A'cure may be 
accomplished by following a weil 
balanced diet and toe use of cold 
shower baths. I do not advocate 
toe use of perspiration preventives.

MAYFLOWER COMPACT

On Nov. 21, 1620, the Pilgrims 
dhel a meeting in the cabin o f the 
Mayflower, the ship which brought 
them from Eln|‘land to America, 
and drew up a compact in which 
they announced their intention of 
making such laws a*: should be 
needed for the general good of the 
colony.

The compact, which was called 
the “ law and order league’* was 
signed by 41 Pilgrims. They then 
chose John Carver governor. When 
Carver died William Bradford was 
chosen; he filled the office for 31 
years.

What induced the Pilgrims to 
draw up a compact was the fear of 
dissension among those Pilgrims 
who preferred to settle in Virginia, 
and those who favored New Eng­
land.

The Mayflower had gone far out 
of her way, and the Pilgrims then 
decided, though they had a patent 
made out for settlement in Vir­
ginia, to settle in Massachusetts.

After carefully exploring the New 
England coast, the Pilgrims foimd 
a satisfactory h£irbor and landed at 
Plymouth, Mass., on Dec. 21, 1620.

CO-OPERATION NEEDED 
SAYS CHAIRMAN SHOUSE
Lexington, Ky., Nov. 21.— (AP.)— 

Jouett Shouse, * chairman of the 
. Democratic National executive com­

mittee, believes the possibilities of 
benefit to the country are incalcula­
ble, “ if the spirit of co-operation be­
tween Democratic and Republican 
parties asked in the recent state­
ment o f leaders of the Democratic 
Party is carried out.”

This view was expressed in a 
statement issued here last night be­
fore he left for Washington. Declar­
ing the United States “ is' in the 
midst of a very critical and trying 
period,” and saying the present situ­
ation is “ almost as serious’* as in 
time of war, he called on members 
of both parties to meet it with con­
structive measures.

Shouse said Democratic success 
in the recent election “ is not so 
much a victory as an opportunity.” 
He predicted the party would elect 
the next president and control Con­
gress in 1932 “if the party conducts 
itself with judgment and sense and 
patriotism for the next 18 months.”

The State Motor Vrfiicle and Po- 
.Uce Departments and the New Ha­
ven police ■will move Saturday to 
prevent “drunken” driving to and 
from tlie Yale-Harvard football 
game at New Haven. Flagrant vio­
lations o f the law against operating 
while intoxicated,' observed and re­
ported, at games earlier in the sea­
son are directly responsible for a 
pl l̂n o f enforcement tomorrow, ac­
cording to the heads of the depart­
ments.

Qloae watch will be kept by State 
Policemen and Motor Vehicle De­
partment Inspectors on the high­
ways and arrests ■will follow discoy- 
ery o f operators.who are drunk. Po­
licemen will also be stationed at the 
exits of Yede Bowl and persons ob- 
■vlously under the influence of liquor 

.■will be stopped if they persist in at­
tempting to drive cars.

Commissioner of Motor Vehicles 
Robbins B. Stoeckel says that all 
measures taken tomorrow ■will be 
solely for the protection of the pub­
lic. All enforcement activities will 
be designed purely as safety meas­
ures and not to interfere in any way 
with enjoyment plans of the foot­
ball fans. The intention is to keep 
intoxicated persons from driidng 
automobiles.

Commissioner Stoeckel points out 
that the normal traffic of the state 
will he increased tomorrow by about 
one-fifth.'This increase ■will be con­
fined for the most part to streams 
of traffic on a few highways and 
will converge in comparatively lim­
ited areas. “To insure safety for 
those ■will be using these
roads,” he says, “we must Insist that 
the police have co-operation from adl 
drivers, and a few operators must 
not be allowed to endanger many 
others.”

The patrol to curb drunken driv­
ing will be continued during the eve­
ning and night hours. The authori­
ties find that the most serious acci­
dents caused by intoxicated drivers 
on football days occur in greatest 
numbers several hours after the 
game, and that special vigilance is 
needed then.
