LITTLEHOPE

FOR SUSPECTS
INRED “PLOT”

Expect Judges To Pass Sen-

tence On Eight Men Who
“Confess” Plotting Agamst
Soviet Union.

Moscow, Nov. 28— (AP)—N. B.
Krilenko, the most feared prosecutor
ip all Soviet Russia, today called un-
expected witnesses in the dramatic
trial of eight men charged with
plotting to overthrow the Soviet

government.

He was not expected to do this.
The thousands of Communists who
have been listening to this trial over
the radio thought that when the last
of the defendants confessed and re-
pented yesterday, the four judges
would move immediately to pass
sentence.

But Krilenko required the presence
of . several notable Soviet figures to
bring out more incriminating facts
against the accused and the “Indus-
trial Party” through which they are
alleged to have plotted with foreign
“capitalist” powers.

©  Calls Witnesses

He called P. S. Osadchii, a8 mem-
ber of the central executive commit-
tee, and vice president of the state
planning commission; L. N. Urov-
sky, former member of the finance
committee, and several other past
and present government officials. He
did not say what he expected to
draw from these witnesses, but it
was understood that he hoped to
bring out in their testimony further
details of the parts played by for-
eign powers in the anti-Soviet’ in-
trigue.

It was more than likely, however,
that their statements would be re-
ceived in secret session ,for the
court ruled yesterday that there was
to be no more open testimony re-
garding “friendly foreign powers.”

SAILORS RESCUED
FROM DOOMED SHIP

Six Men Battle Elements For
Four Days—Waves Eighty
Feet High Captain Reports

T

New Orleans, Nov. 28.—(AP)—
The story of a heroic but futile bat-
tle with the sea was brought here
today with the arrival of the tanker
Murex, which rescued Captain
Thomas Douglas and his crew of
five from the sinking schooner Ron-
ald M. Douglas during a terrific
storm in mid-Atlantic.

The schooner sailed from Cadiz
October 28 with a cargo of salt for
New Foundland. She ran into a
severe gale with mountainous seas
on the morning of November 12
with the voyage about half com-
pleted. )

“For 14 years I have crossed the
North Atlantic back and forth for
a total of 64 times,” Captain
Douglas said, “but never in all that
time have I seen a sea like that we
fought.”

His crew pumped the water from
the ship as waves dashed over her
and threw water eighty feet into the

air.
Begins To Leak

‘“We began to leak badly,” he
said. “Tearing out the ceiling aft
we found our rudder port Aflling
with water. All hands were ordered
to the pumps, save for the one man
lashed to the wheel.”

The battle against the elements
was kept up for four days, until No-
vember 16, when the sinking schoon-
er was sighted by the Murex which
had changed its course to seek bet-
ter weather.

Within two hours the schooner's
crew was removed. They saved a
few clothes and the ship's log and
fired the Ronald M. Douglas to sink
her beneath the ship lanes.

COTTON MEN URGE
HANDS OFF POLICY

Private Growers Can Handle
Situation Without Govern-
ment Help Directors Say.

New Orleans, Nov. 28.—(AP.)—A
governmental policy of “hands off”
in the Cotton Market would bring
relief to the present cotton situation,
the Board of Directors of the New

Orleans Cotton Exchange said today
in its annual report.

“The instant need,” the board's
report said, “is the installation of
confidence which can best be secur-
ed by removal of obstacles which
have in & manner assisted in bring-
ing about existing conditions.

“Naturally, individual speculators
are adverse to competing with the
government and what with the con-
stant interference by Congress and
the operations of the Farm Board,
the life of speculation and invest-
ment has been more or less stifled.

History of the Past
“pPrivate initiative, which success-
fully handled the monster crops of
1825 and 1926, and even far more

with the present situation, provided
the government affords relief by
amendment of the farm relief meas-
ure or some assurance of hands off™

The board endorsed co-operative
marketing as being “fair, competi-
tive trade methods.”

“The report showed a falling off of
gross handlings of the Port of New
Orleans from 2,202,912 in 1929 to
1,956,630 in 1830. Press handlings
increased, the board reported, from
725,283 in 1929 to 1,140,968 in 1830
while spot business stood at 1,350,-
000 bales in 1930 against 1,400,000
in 1928.

“The decrease in gross handling,”
the report said, “was due mainly to
falling off in through shipments
from Texas points en route to south-
ern mills via New Orleans, which is
more apparent than real, as an in-
dication of the trend of our local
business, which expressed by the
press handlings shows a handsome
gain.”

YALE SCIENTIST
IMPROVES X-RAYS

Invents New Lamp That Con-
centrates Light On Object
To Be Photographed.

New Haven, Nov. 28.—(AP)—Dr.
Dimitry E. Olshevsky, a Sterling
research fellow in physics at Yale,
today made known outside his class

room that he had developed a new
X-ray tube.

KELLOGG AWARDED
1929 NOBEL PRIZE

This Year's Prize Goes To
| Archbishop of Upsala,

Swed:..., For Peace Work.

Oslo, Norway, Nov. 28.—(AP) —
Frank B. Kellogg, whose initiative
as American secratary of state led
to a world ban on wars of aggres-
sion has been awarded the Nobel
peace prize for 1928.

The peace prize award for 1830,
announced simultaneously by the
prize committes here, goes to Dr.
Nathan Soderblom, archbishop of
Upsala, Sweden and pro-chancellor
of the University of Upsala since
1914,

Mr. Kellogg who is now a justice
on the so-called World Court at the
Hague, and Dr. Soderblom both are
expected here December 10 to re-
ceive the awards which have a val-
ue this year of 173,000 kromer or
about $48,000 each.

It had been predicted for some
time that Mr. Kellogg would receive
the 1929 prize in recognition of his
efforts, in conjunctior with those of
Aristide Briand, French foreign
minister in behalf of the Kellogg-
Briand anti-war pact, which prac-
tically every clvilized nation in the
world has signed.

On World Court

Mr. Kellogg was the secretary of
state in the Cabinet of Presidents
Harding and Coolidge. He retired
with inauguration ot President

On the resignation of Charles
Evans Hughes from the World
Court bench to become Chief Justice
of the United States, Mr. Kellogg
was elected in his stead.

Dr. Soderblom received the 1830
award in recognition of his peace
propaganda and effort through the
media of church unions. He is. the
author of a number of learned works
and always has béen a strong advo-
cate of peace. He was the principal
organizer of the Christian Unity
conference in Stockholm five years

Despite British Citizenship;
*Wants Women Permitted
To Choose Nationality.

London, Nov. 28.—(AP.)—Vis-
countess Astor, the former Nancy
Langhorne, told the House of Com-
mons today that she is still a “pas-
sionate Virginian” for all her Brit.
ish citizenship.

Nationality, said she, during a de-
bate on a bill to permit women mar-
rying foreigners, to choose whether
they shall retain British citizenship
or take that of their husbands, is an
individual matter which women
should be permitted to decide ° for
themselves.

‘Men will never be free, until
women are free,”. she said. “Td¥my
mind; being very fond of men, I¥am
g0 interested in their moral and so-
cial progress that I want to frée
women."

Statement Challenged

Geneva, Nov.” 28.—(AP) — The
seeond conference of'the League of
Nations - for concerted economic
action of member nations closed to-
day withits delegates frank in their
admission that its results were not
' remarkable.

Chairman T. Colijn of Holland,
summarizing the work in which
representatives of 26 states partici-
pated, declared that the one ray of
hope surviving the conference was
in the promise of the governments
to seek tariff reduction by means of
bilateral negotiations. He said
that the conference had abandoned
in the hope for tariff reduction
through a multilateral convention,
~ "The economic conference of
1927 agreed that the time had come
to hailt rising tariff walls and start
& movement in the other direction,”
said the chairman in closing the 12-
day sessions this foremoon, “but

after three years tariff conditions in
general are just as bad as ever,

AgreegOn Reduction
“Everybody *has agreed upon. the
necessity of reduction but nobody
has done anything to live up to his
belief. We have -now chosen to

direct our efforts for tariff reduction
along bilateral lines. The respon-
sibility of countries which made this
decision is a grave one. If this ef-
fort fails it will’ be disastrous to
the whole of Europe because the few
remaining free trade countries will
turn protectionist.

“The disaster will be not so much
in losing these free ' markets but
rather in the repercussions which
will follow throughout Burope. The
tariff passions which have been held
in check will then be fturned loose
and the result will be economic war-
fare all over the world.”

The work of the conference Iis
summarized in a report, signed by
all participants, which contains al-
most entirely expressions of hope
for various reforms in the near fu-
ture.

RAILROADS ATTACK
PIPE LINE SYSTEM

Say Under the Law, Oil
Firms Are Not Allowed
To Operate Them.

—_—

New York, Nov. 28.—(AP)—A
legislative program  designed to
eliminate what it considers unfair

restrictions on rallroads, and fo
curb certain practices of other in-
dustries and transportation lines, is
being drafted by the American As-
sociation of Railway Executives.
The association represents 80 per
cent of the railway mileage of the
United States.

The action was forecast Ilast
week in the programs adopted by
the Railway Manufacturers Asso-
ciation, and Charley C. Paulding,
vice president of the New York
Central lines, let it be known today
that the preparation of the legisla-
tive program was in progress.

One of the proposed legislative
acts, Mr. Paulding said, and one
not included in the program out-
lined by the two associations last
week, would compel the oil indus-
try to divest itself of a $400,000,000
investment in oil pipe lines. These
pipe lines now cross much of the
United States carrying oil direct
from the fields.to consuming points.

Under Same Law

Under the commodities clause of
the Interstate Commerce Act, Mr.
Paulding pointed out, interstate
transport by the railroads of any
commodity other than timber in
which it is directly or indirectly in-
terested, is forbidden.

All hands were ordered
to the pumps, save for the one man
lashed to the wheel.”

The battle against the elements
was kept up for four days, until No-
vember 16, when the sinking schoon-
er was sighted by the Murex which
had changed its course to seek bet-
ter weather.

and San Bernardino mountains are
gtill in process of being uplifted.
Earth disturbances are likely to cen-
ter along the line.of the great San
Andreas fault, which the agueduct
must cross.

A “fault” 1s the geologist's term
for a division between two tremend-
ous sections of the earth's crust.
When an earthquake occurs one oOr
both sections may shift its position,
breaking anything such as the aque-
duct that passes through both sec-
tions. '

Geologists have been trying to
find the best place for the aqueduct
to cross the San Andreas fault,
Merriman sai¢. Even then an earth-
quake cannot be prevented from
breaking the tube.

A gate near a danger point to shut
off the flow in case of & break is
impracticable, he explained. FPres-
sure of the water behind the gate
and of the earth above the aqueduct
would burst the tube.

The pressure could be relieved by
opening & gate in the side of the
aqueduct, but a large river channel
would be required to carry away the
resulting flood.

“We can only hope there won't be
an earthquake,” Merriman said.

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GAMBLING MACHINES

The problem of gambling has
many facets. It is easy to say that
gambling is a vice and should be
stopped by full enforcement of the
law. It is not so easy to get numer-
ous and diverse groups of people
into agreement as to what consti-
tutes this gambling that should le
stopped. One of the shallowast of
make-believes is that stock market
speculation is business. Business,
to be sure, can and is done through
the stock exchanges. But it is
highly probable that two per cent of
the brokers’ offices could attend o
all the securities dealings that hon-
estly fall under the head of legiti-
mate investment business. The rest
get their living out of gambling.
Their customers are gamblers.
Grass would grow in Wall street if
gamblers ceased to gather there.

Then there is the card gambling
in clubs and homes—hridge and
contract for stakes that run into
big money as well as the poker
games in poker rooms plain or
camouflaged. The gambling at fairs
and carnivals—where often the
player expects to lose and regards
his losses as a contribution to some
worthy cause. Penny prize pachk-
age gambling for the kids; an infin-
ite wvariety of automatic machine
gambling, sometimes for chewing
gum, sometimes for hard money.

All gambling. And where are
you going to draw the line? At
the Chinese laundrymen's fantan
game? At the colored boys’ craps,
at the back lots penny pitching, at
the betting on football games, at the
chance on a Thanksgiving turkey?

We have the impression that
there is at least one line that might
very well be drawn—at the auto-
matic gambling device. And for a
specific if possibly assailable reason.
That reason is that the automatic
gambling machine is completely
conscienceless, utterly heartless,
while the human pander to the
gambling passion is likely to.have
somewhere about him some tiny
spark of decency, of right feeling.

It is only the most depraved and
calloused of professional gamblers,
the cheapest of the tin horn frater-
nity, that will admit to their games
half baked simpletons with obvious-
ly stolen money in their hands or
who will permit impecunious fathers
of families to blow in their pay en-
velopes in their establishments.
But the slot machine has no code.
It is as soulless as it is rapacious.
It will respond as eagerly to the
challenge of the child as to that
of the adult. It makes no dis-
crimination between the carelessly
bestowed coin of the plethoric boot-
legger and the quarter or dime
filched by a ragged urchin from the
family's pitiful food fund.

If you could put the feeblest glim-
mering of a conscience into a
gambling machine perhaps it would
be no worse than some of its human
prototypes. But you can't. And
because you can’'t and because it is
without bowels of compassion and
is as soulless as it is relentless the
gambling machine deserves to be
regarded as outside the gambling
problem altogether and as consti-
tuting its own especial problem s
a thieving nuisance and a curse.

Wherefore, whether anything s
ever done about Wall Street, about
soclety bridge, about poker rooms
and roulette wheels, there is every
reason why the gambling machine
should be wiped off the face of the
earth. It is in a class by itself as
the meanest, the vilest and most
contemptible of all cheats and pro-
curers of petty crime.

The attitude of the Manchestur
authorities toward this abomination
is commendable.

prison operation.

We presume that somebody is
going to pay these gentlemen with ;

From what fund their pay is to come
we have not heard. Not that it
makes any particular difference be-
cause in the long run it will come
out of the pockets of tHe taxpayers
of the state.

Out of this series of hearings may
grow many bad fruits. One of therm |
is indicated by the proposal already !
made to steal part of the new state |
hospital for the insane at New-|
town and convert it into a “ward” |
for insane criminals. This is a
project that deserves to bhe com-
batted and defeated, for as surely
as it is adopted it will lead to un-
happy results,

The existence of an insane ward
in a prison is one thing, and a
proper and logical one. The exis:-
ence of a criminal ward in & general
insane asylum is another and alto-
gether improper and illogical ong,
Insane or otherwise, a convict under
sentence must continue to be a con-
vict and under actual prisomn con-
trol; else we shall have half the
clever crooks in Wethersfield devel-
oping funny traits and getting
themselves sent to the soft and
pleasant life of a ‘sick man” in a
sunny hospital.

As for these so-called psychia-
trists, with their professional patter
and bard-apd-fast classifications,
their profession isn't a science at
all—it’s a dabble amid guesses,
camoufiaged in unusual words, the
only expert matten in which is the
keeping of & straight face and the
charging of tall fees. Any cunning
thief or killer can make monkeys of
them and draw a verdict of delu-
sional insanity, depressive mania or,
after a light meal of soap, even
katatonia, without even having. to
work hard to do it.

Connecticut has several extreme-
ly important problems to face—one
of them being to arrange its expen-
ditures with a view to having as
many as possible of the dollars 1t
has to spend get into the hands of
people who do an honest day’'s wori
for a-day’s pay. In these serious
times of unemployment it is a grave
responsibility to waste any part of
the state's income on such fol-de-rol
as this needless and unjustifiable
survey of the prison situation.

JOKE—ON WHOM?

Quite light heartedly the com-
munity of Hartford learned about
the breaking up of the city’s “hobo
camp,” that strange little city of
the jobless where were gathered to-
gether for mutusal aid and consola-
tion a considerable number of those
unattached marginal individuals for
whom the country in its present
condition seems to have no use.
“Get out or be put out,” the police
are reported as saying. Then,
when the- “hoboes” had been dis-
persed, the cops tore down and
burned the shack village in which
they had been living. It was all
interesting and rather picturesgpe-—
the whole affair; Jobless Town's
physical structure, its political or-
ganization, its dramatic ending.

Yet one may wonder what is to
be the effect. It is not very logical
to tell such groups of men to get
out and go to work when there is
no work. Is it any more logical to
tell them to go and do their idling
and their starving or their half-
starving, their shivering and their
grumbling, somewhere else?

Where, if you please, are they to
g0 where they will be any more
useful or any less of a nuisance—
any less dangerous if there be
danger in such motley companies?
Into the country districts away from
the eye of an organized police?
Into the barns and the tobacco
sheds? Onto the lonely rural roads
and to kitchen doors of houses
where women live alone all day?

Every big city has its jobless
squatters nowadays. A strange,
new element in our society—fruit at
once of unemployment and the grim,
balf-humorous will to carry on
taught by the war. Many, very
many of these workless waifs
learned in the trenches and battle
zone billets how to bear privation
and bBow to wait with a grin for
better days.

more effective than more extreme
measures.
Sometimes I have been accused of
advising “Grandmother” remedies.
Be that as it may, the fact remains
that they are effective in nine out
of ten times. I firmly helieve that
many orthodox specialists would do
4 lot more good in the world if they
would adopt a few more of these
isame  "Grandmother" remedies,
| themselves. They might not be able
to collect such large fees, but I am
| sure that the satisfaction that they
| were adding to human happiness

would make up for the deficit. They !

should not be used when it is not
needed. Someday I am sure that all
successful doctors will be of this op-

inion, and not recommend an opera- .
tion until all other methods have!

There were men_in those days,
as there are today, who were
.|dreamers and who after looking
into the future saw the possibili-
ties of a town at the head of Main
street where Depot Square is now
located. At the time North Main
street was but a crooked lane,
skirting the low lands along the
Hockanum river and coming up
again to the high ground as it ap-
proached the Buckland tobacco
farms,

First Railroad

Shortly before 1833 this group
of Manchester men, John Mather,
Royal S. White, Samuel Kellogg,
Solomon Porter and Henry Hud-
son, incorporated the Manchester
Railway Company. Their charter
gave the right to construct, equip
and operate a railroad between
Hartford and Bolton Notch.

H. P. and F.

Money was scarce in those days,
and it was years before enough
capital could be interested in the
railroad. The incorporators re-
vived the charter from time to
time until it was taken over by
the Hartford, Providence and Fish-
kill Railroad in 1849, This com-
pany began at once the construc-
ttion of the road.

Decide On Station

‘After a survey of the section the
railroad officials decided to locate
the depot at Parker Village, a busy
little village, near to the Green
wiere a thriving village was in

*vho had been instrumental in in-
teresting the railroad to put a line
through Manchester saw their
dream of a station at the head
of Main street passed unless some
unusual pressure was brought to
‘bear on the railroad officials.

Gave the Land

They got together and organized
the Manchester Improvement As-
sociation and bought ,the land
where the present station is lo-
cated, and deeded it to the rail-
road. The land surrounding the
station, now Depot Sguare, is a
part of that land originally given
the railroad as an inducement to
locate the depot in Manchester,

Developed

This proved to be the cheapest
investmen ever made in town from
an industrial standpoint, for, from
the date of the erection of the
depot at the head of Main street,
Manchester, as an industrial com-
munity, continued to develop and.
soon outdistanced all the other
villages in this respect.

Business Thrives

The new depot, which in 1850
made Manchester the business
center of the town, caused the
steady growth of commercial in-
terests along North Main street.
Stores were built and many large
stables and grain stores were lo-
cated adjacent to the railroad
yards. The cheapening of trans-
portation charges was _marked
acceleration to industry, especial-
ly, in Manchester, due to the proxi-
mity to the freight yards. During
the years immediately following
the coming of the railroad and the
erection of the depot at the North'
End the Pacific Manufacturin
Company erected two mills, one at
the Green and another at the North
End later occupied by the Lydall

d Foulds Company. A new
cotton mill was put into operation
by the Union Manufacturing Com-
pany in 1854. Mills were built by
the Rogers Paper Company in
1849, 1852 and 1860, within ten
years of the coming of the railroad.

Brought Success

The present industrial and com-
mercial growth of Manchester
must therefore be credited to those
men with vision who saw what the
coming of the railroad and the
erection of the depot at Manches-
ter would accomplish for the bet-
terment of all and who backed up
their dream with real American
dollars in bringing success to
themselves and many others.
