Washington, Dec. 9—(AP) _Speed-
ing to act on relief legislation, the
House received from its appropria-
tions committee today the unem-
ployment emergency construction
bill providing $110,000,000 for high-
way aid and river and harbor im-
provements.

Maurice Martenot, 'cellist, pianist,
conductor and inventor, and his sis-
ter, Ginette Martenot, gave & priv-
ate demonstration of the invention
yesterday, sending the sound of rich,
vibrant melody through the empty
spaces of the darkened Academy of
Music.

The deep song of the 'cello, the
flowing sweetness of the violin, the
lilt of the flute, the throb of the
tambourine and the tones of the
human voice—all flowed from the
stage in swift succession.

But instead of from five sources,
the music came from one, the
“Martenot instrument of musical
waves.” Its purpose, the inventor
said, was not primarily to imitate
the sounds of other instruments but
to provide musicians with hitherto
unknown resources through its great
delicacy and numerous tone colors.

Like a Plano

The Instrument, somewhat re-
sembling a piano, utilizes radio
tubes enclosed within its structure.
Through the medium of a ‘diffuser”
its vibrations become acoustical.

There are three methods of play-
ing the instrument. In one the per-
former puts his index finger through
& ring attached to the center of a
sliding band above the keys and, by
his hand modifies the sound emant-
ing from the device. The second
method is similar to that in playing
the piano, while the third makes it
possible for the player to stand at a
distance with a metal band, con-
nected to the instrument by a wire,
placed around his thumb. The move-
ment of his fingers, as communicated
to the wire, regulates the vibrations
and calls forth a flood of organ
harmony or the dainty notes of a
shepherd's pipes, according to his
desires.

DRAMATIC EVENTS
AT RED LEGATION

Soviet Envoy and Secret Po-
lice In a Mix-up — Envoy

London, Dec. 9.— (AP)—The daily
Mail today related the climax of
what it purports to be dramatic
events which have occurred during
the past fortnight in the Soviet Em-

bassy at London.

It said that G. I. Sokolnikov, So-
viet ambassador here, had been tried
by a special commission sent from
Moscow on a charge of detaining
three couriers who had been sent to
return him to the Russian capital. |
Sentence has not been promulgated
but the ambassador, often accused
of Right Wing tendencies, is said to
have recanted and to have sent
Joseph Stalin, secretary general of
the Communist Party, an apology
and assurance of future co-opera-
tion.

Sleres Agents

The paper Nov. 26 told of So-
kolnikov seizing three agents of the
OGPU or secret police who had been
sent from Moscow for him, but the
cmbassy later denied that there was
any truth in the story. Today the
Mail quotes the ambassador's ex-|
rlanation that the detention of the!
envoys was by mistake, there having
been discrepancies in their papers.
The ambassador claimed further
that he could not obey an OGPU or-
der unless it came directly from the
commissariat of foreign affairs,

The special commission which
conducted the trial of Sokolnlkov is
sald to be returning to Moscow im-
mediately accompanied by one of
the detained couriers, the other two
remalning to watch over things.

The newspaper's reports of the
alleged trial met with ridicule at
the Embassy this morning. “The en-
tire story is absurd; there is not a
work of truth in it,” an embassy of-
Siclal said.

DRYS ORGANEZING

FOR ’32 CAMPAIGN

Plan Federation Outside of
Church — Need Militant
Leaders Stewart Declares.

Washington, Dec. 9.—(AP) — A
demand for creation of an all em-
bracing federation of dry forces, di-
vorced from the church, to protest
prohibition in the 1932 campaigns,
was lald today before the National
Temperance Council. At another
dry meeting the question of a prohi-
bition referendum was revived.

Oliver Stewart, president of the
Flying Squadron Foundation, called
for a dry mobilization pointed to-
ward the next presidential election.
He hit out at the lack of “militant
leadership” in the prohibition ranks,
contended '‘the Church, as such, has
no place in a contest for the election
of a president” and even suggested
supplanting some dry organizations.

Virtually all the one hundred
delegates he addressed represented
either church or temperance socie-
ties.

A Referendum

Three blocks away, Dr. Clarence
True Wilson, secretary of the Meth-
odist Board of Temperanc:, laid be-
fore the annual meeting of his board
the challenge of a referendum. He
opened his annusal report with =&
reference to the "great alarm being
expressed by some of our timid peo-
ple in regard to newspaper publicity
about referendum.”

Scarcely twelve hours before, the
Temperance Council hehind closed
doors had recorded a unanimous
standing vote against any such pro-
posal. Dr. Wilson was not present.
The resolution adopted said that
“having won the 18th Amendment,
there s no occasion for the dry
forces to join in any movement by
referendum or other process for its
repeal.”

F. Scott McBride, superintendent
of the Anti-Saloon League, in a mili-
tant address had predicted a prohi-
bition “battle royal” in the 1932
conventions of both parties and de-
feat for the Republican Party if its

candidate was wet or moist.

President Says Certain Or-
ganizations Are Taking
Advantage of Hard Times
To Make Raids On Public
Treasury — Says He Is
Against Any Sum Above
That Mentioned In His
Budget—His Statement.

Washington, Dec. 9.—(AP.)—
President Hoover declared today ef-
forts were being made to impose
greater financial burdens upon the
government than its financial posi-
tion would permit.

f'Prosperity cannot be restored by
raids on the public treasury,” he
warned.

Noting that pending legislation
would impose additional burden of
$4,500,000,000 above the sums he
as}ced for in his budget message, he
said the budget contained the maxi-
mum expenditure that the govern-
ment could make without increase
in taxes.

Any tax increase, he continued,
would fall on the farmer and work-
er.

Playing Politics

Mr. Hoover said some organiza-
tions were playing politics-at the
expense of “human misery.”

“The American people will not
be misled by such tactics.”

The full text of President Hoo-
ver's statement was:

“I observe that measures have
been already introduced in Congress
and are having advocacy which if
passed would impose an increased
expendituré beyond the sums which
I have recommended for the present
and the next fiscal year by a total
of nearly $4,500,000,000 and mostly
under the guise of giving relief of
some kind or anether.

“The gross sums which I have
recommended to carry on the essen-
tial functions of the government in-
clude the extreme sums which can
be applied by the Federal govern-
ment in actual emergency employ-
ment relief, and are the maximum
which can be financed without {in-
crease ip taxes.

Falls on Workers

“No matter how devised, an in-
crease in taxes in the end falls up-
on the workers and farmers, or al-
ternately deprives industry of that
much ability to give employment
and defeat the very purpose of these
schemes. For the government to fi-
nance by bond issues deprives indus-
try and agriculture of just that
much capital for its own use and for
employment. Prosperity cannot be
restored by raids upon the public
ireasury.

“The leaders of both parties are
co-operating to prevent any such
event. Some of these schemes are
ill-considered; some represent en-
thusiasts and some represent the
desire of individuals to show that
they are more generous than the
administration or that they are
more generous than even the lead-
ers of their own parties. They are
playing politics at the expense of
human misery.

Outside of Congress

“Many of these measures are be-
ing promoted by organizations and
agencies outside of Congress and be-
ing pushed upon members of Con-
gress. Some of them are mistaken
as to the results they will accom-
plish and they are all mistaken as
to the ability of the Federal govern-
ment to undertake such burdens,
Some of these outside agencles are
also engaged in promoting political
purposes. The American people will
not be misled by such tactics.”

“No, its just mathematics,” the
professor replied with a smile.

Dr. Einstein has been in good
health throughout the trip and ap-
pears to have enjoyed himself. He
has received scores of radioed invi-
tations to attend gatherings in New
York but has declined them. He will
address one meeting by radio from
the ship.

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RUSSIANS APPROVE
LIGHTER SENTENCE

Few Days Ago Peasants
Howled For Death of Eight

Engineers.

——

Moscow, Dec. 9.—(AP)—The Rus-
sian public, which only a few days
ago howled for the death of the
eight engineers convicted of treason,
today apparently approved the
action of the central executive com-
mittee in commuting sentences of
those doomed to die to ten years'
imprisonment.

Izvestia, organ of the central exec-
utive committee, declared: ‘“By
confessing and repenting, leaders of
the Industrial Party disarmed their
organization, which is crushed fully
and completely. Therefore the
central executive committee has
found it possible to commute the
death sentences by the Supreme
Workers' and Peasants Govern-
ment once more shows the economic
and political power of the Soviet
Union. Such sentences would not
be possible in a capitalistic coun-
tx.y.l'

Pravda, commenting, saia that in
view of the crimes of the engineers
the Supreme Court could not ap-
prove any other sentence than that
of death. However, ‘“the central
executive committee considering
their sincere repentance, found it
possible to soften their sentence to
imprisonment.” The paper con-
tended: “‘The sentence politically
shoots the servants and masters—
the interventionists who plotted to
break the proletarian commune. But
proletarian justice oes not seek
vengeance.

Hugh
Gibson, the American delegate, sup-
ported this compromise and the Rus-
sian spokesman was the only one
who voted against it. Poland and the
other neighbors signified a willing-
ness to leave further development
of this subject to the genéral con-
ference.

The Polish spokesman explained
that Poland’'s attitude was strictly
| logical in view of the possibility that
Russia might decline to enter the
disarmament convention.

M. Lunacharsky found this
“strange logic” and asked “why
select our government for these ob-
servations? There are other states
represented on the commission who
may not become parties to the dis-
armament azreement and still
others not represented in the com-
mission whose purposes are not
known."

Cleveland, Dec. 9—A kind of war
psychology, born of a mixture of en-
thusiasm and the memory of atro-
cious conditions under the Czar, is
sustaining the Russian people in
their present amaZing endeavor to
translate Communism into a work-
ing force that can compete with a
capitalistic world on an even foot-
ing.

Because this psychology makes
the ordinary Russian citizen—heavy-
booted Ivan of a thousand folk-tales
—willing to sacrifice much and en-
dure much, the famous Russian five-
year plan is moving forward rapid-
ly, producing many substantial ac-
complishments even if it fails quite
to come up to the boasts of the
Soviet leaders.

For the time being the Commun-
ist regime is firmly established, up-
held by that strange, transcendental
psychology. But in the long run
eternal sacrifice and supervision will
have lost their attractiveness and
then there will come a change.

This, briefly, is the way Dr.
Thomas S. McWilliams, professor of
religious education at Western Re-
serve University, sums up the study
he made of the Soviet regime in
a six-weeks tour of Russia, just
completed.

With other American educators,
Dr. McWilliams went to Russia to
gee for himself just how “the most
radical and revolutionary experi-
ment ever tried out anyvwhere” is
succeeding. He returned having
seen much to praise and much to
| condemin, a picture in which
bright lights and black shadows
alternate. In his comfortable of-
fice in the university here, he told
an interviewer of present-day Rus-
| sia as he saw it.

“War Psychology” Explains
Submission to Iron Rule

“T often asked them over
there he said. “‘How on eerth
do you get people to submit to
such a complete dictatorship,
when people in the United States
kick like steers over a little thing
like prohibition?' The answer was
fairly simple. The Russian people
are willing to malke any sacrifice
to bring on the Utopia they have
seen on the horizon.

There is every reason to believe
that the Board of Selectmen at its
meeting tonight will lend its sanc-
tion to the project of improving
Middle Turnpike West as & com-
bined emergency employment meas-
ure and investment. The proposal,
after full consideration, last night
received the unanimous approbation
of a joint meeting of sub-committess
of the General Emergency Emplov-
ment Committee and the Selectmen
are not likely to disregard the disin-
terested and intelligent determina-
tion of that group. Nor is there any
reason to anticipate that the Select-
men will be less prompt themselves
to see the advantages of the enter-
prise than was the employment
committee.

It will be necessary, of course, to
obtain the approval of the voters in
8 special town meeting, but it is
inconceivable that there will be any
considerable body of opposition to
the appropriation of the necessary
funds. Everybody knows that it is
impossible to provide employment
without the expenditure of money,
and it is rapidly becoming recog-
nized that investment of public
funds in public works is the only
way in which financial aid can be
extended to the unemployed with-
out having the money disappear for
good and all. Spending money on
roads and public buildings merel_vl
converts it from one form of wealth
into another, while the use of the
Same amount of money in sheer
charity becomes expenditure pure
and simple, with nothing to show
for it. This is now so well under-
stood that it is to be confidently ex-
pected that the people of the town
will stand back of any valid enter-
prise, such as the Middle Turnpika
project, which promises to combine
assistance to the needy with true
municipal thrift.

The Herzald extends its congratula-
tions to the Emergency Employment !
Committee for its comprehending
reception of the Middle Turnpike
suggestion. That body has demon-
strated an intelligent grasp on the
situation and has started off on the
right foot.

Most of the changes in judicial
practice proposed in the recent re-
port of the Judicial Council are too
technical to be intelligently com-

however, which touches the life of
any community closely enough so
that it is probable that the citizens
of the state will take a lively inte:-
est in it. It is the proposal to
abolish justice, town and city courts
and establish in their place & system
of district courts based on the
Massachusetts model.

It must be granted that there are
crudities and abuses associated with
the system of justice courts that has
existed in Connecticut from the be-
ginning. There probably is more or
less ground for the frequent com-
plaints that in some towns of the
state the activities of justices of
the peace, grand jurors and con-
stables are founded less on & desire
to preserve law and order than on
an appetite for fees. And there is
no question at all about the extor-
tionate size of the bills of costs that
are often piled up against minor in-
fractors, notably of the automobile
laws.

One may wonder, however,
Whether there is no other way of
getting after these abuses than the
obliteration of & court system whicn,
with all its crudeness, has consid-
erable to commend it. It would
seem as though it might be entirely
possible to rearrange the justice
courts on & basis of reasonable fees
or perhaps no fees at all, without
destroying them. And as for the
regularly organized town and city,
courts, it is impossible to contem-
plate their elimination without ap-
prehension.

The Massachusetts district court

It certainly is not a change
to be made without the most mature
reflection.

WASHINGTON
LETTER

Washington, Dec. 89.—President
William Green of the American
Federation of Labor probably will
hold for some time the distinction of
being the man here who caused him-
self the most embarrassment by
saying the wrong thing at the wrong
time.

Just a few simple words from
Mr. Green as he left the
House had the various effects
damaging the prestige of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor, boosting
sections of union labor outside the
federation, strengthening the hand
of President Hocver as he told Mr.
Green where to get off and cinching
the appointment of William N. Doak
as secretary of labor despite the op-
position of Mr. Green.

Mr. Green probably shouldn't get
full credit for the Doak appoint-
ment simply because he told the
world that Hoover must appoint an
A. F. of L. man and not Doak.
There is very gooed reason be-
lieve that Hoover had intended to
appoint Dozak all along.

The fact seems to be that Hoover
wanted the labor leaders to present
a list of candidates which would
include Doak, so that he could
select Doak as “labor's choice.”
When Green openly declared against
Doak, however, the President was
able to take advantage of that in a
spectacular manner and achieve his
original purpose.

Doak Loyzal to G. O. P.

Doak, the legislative representsa-
tive of the railroad trainmen's
brotherhood, had no strong support
from organized labor, even within
the brotherhoods beside his own.
Aggressive labor leaders always
looked askance at his close associa-
tions with Senator Jim Watson and
other very conservative Republi-
cans as well as his vigorous political
activities.

When most of the labor move-.
ment went for LaFollette in 1924,
Doak stood loyally by his
friend Calvin Coolidge. When most
labor leaders were for Al Smith in

1928, Doak became head of the Re- |

publican National Committee's la-
bor bureau.

Even among the other three
brotherhoods there had been a com-
paratively general feeling that Doak
didg't represent labor aggressively
and was too friendly with the “ene-
my." He had risen in the train-
men's brotherhood under the con-
servative President William G. Lee,
who was widely regarded as being
“too close” to the railroad execu.
tives.

Doak's personal attitude, it should
be said, is that labor ecan get more
out of capitalists and conservative
Republicans by Co-operation and
persuasion than through constant
warfare.

FIND NEW CURE
FOR DOPE HABIT

Details Not Yet Ready To Be

|

| Announced, Say Doctors;
Involves Nerve Cells.

|

‘ Ithaca, N. Y., Dec. 8.—(AP) — A
'drug offering hope for curing drug
| habits is in the making at Cornell
i University.
{ The bare fact that such a com-
'pound has been “hit upon” in the
| chemistry department was disclosed
| today, but without further details.
{ Tt is not ready for use on human
beings, being still in the laboratory
experimental stage under trial con
animals. Its authors, Dr. Wilder
D. Bancroft and Dr. G. H. Richter,
said details are not ready for pub-
llication.
{ The principles wherein their at-
ltack on drug habits differ from
| other attempts recently were pub-
I lished in the proceedings of the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences.

They are based upon a discovery
by Dr. Richter that anesthetics and

blows which produce unconscious-
ness and alcohol and stimulating
drugs all cguse a thickening and
whitening of nerve cells. TUncon-
!sciousness depends upon the degree
of thickening, and consciousness re-
turns when the cells revert to their
normal, water-clear appearance.
When stimulating drugs are used,
after a time the cells do not revert
completely to normal. Bancroft
and Richter think that this increas-
ing trace of coagulation in cells is &
source of irritation in the nerves, an
irritation that shows as a craving
for more of the drug.
Scientifically stated the thicken-
ing is a coagulation of tha colloids
in a cell, and the reversion to nor-
mal water-like appearance is called
peptizing.
In the National Academy report
Bancroft and Richter said that =
compound which would peptize the
colloids without harming other
parts of the cell or body should fur-
nish relief to drug addicts.
The first news of progress came
in a statement that “in the light of
laboratory -experiments, not yet
ready for publication, we seem to
have hit on something which prom-
ises fayorable results.”

Their work is done with aid of
Hecksher Foundation funds.

REPORT RELIEF BILL

Washington, Dec. 9.—(AP)—The
$60,000,000 relief bill was reported
to the Senate today by Senator Mec-
Nary.

SENTENCE SEARLES
FOR SECOND TIME

Bridgeport, Dec, 8.—(AP)—Carle-
ton Searles, 24, of West Haven, con-
victed last Friday of assault with
intent to murder three policemen,
was resentenced this morning by
Judge Alfred C. Baldwin to a mini-
mum of 25 and a maximum of 50
years in Wethersfield priSon.

Searles had been sentenced to
serve a minimum of 45 and a maxi-
mum of 75 years, but it developed
that the judge made an error in
placing a minimum time to be served
on the last two counts.

As aas been mentioned frequent-
ly in these columns, the normal
blood pressure is about 120, Increas-
Ing gradually to about 125 at 30
years of age, 130 at 40 years of
age, 135 at 50 years of age, and 140
at 60 years of age.

These figures are in no sense
of the word absolute. A man of 60
or 65 years of age may have & blood
pressure of 120 and be an excellent
life insurance risk. The figures of
the life insurance companies indi-
cate that a person who has a blood
pressure over 140 is not in general
as good a risk as one who is be-
low this figure.

Most insurance companies de-
cline to issue large policies on peo-
ple whose blood pressure is regu-
larly over 170. If in addition to the
increased blood pressure there is a
record that indicates that the fami-
ly tends to break down early, that
the heart is weak, or that the kid-
neys are insufficient in their action,
8 careful examiner will likely re-
ject the applicant.

Low blood pressure may be as-
sociated with jaundice, anemia, or
general weakness: with neuras-
thenia, or with infection in various
parts of the body such as the teeth,

toes 10 or 20 times, his pulse rate
will rise and then return to nor-
mal.

After such exercise with a nor-
mal heart, the puls. rate will rise
rapidly
return to normal after three min-
utes. If the pulse rate rises to over
110 and does not return to normal
in three minutes, there may be a
deficiency of the heart muscle.

In the same way, the blood pres-
sure should rise after exercise and
return to normal after three min-
utes.

CHRISTMAS GREENS

By FURMAN LLOYD MULFORD
Bureau of Plant Industry, U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture

| Branches from cone-bearing trees

are traditional decorations in north-
. ern countries. For this festive sea-
| son, they bring into homes, schools
| and churches the green of outdoors.

Farther south native pines, holly,
mistletoe and groundpine are pleas-
ing substitutes for the firs, spruces,
hemlock and white pine of northern
forests.

[ Fir trees are compact and sym-
metrical and make the most attrac-
tive Christmas trees. Spruces are
¢omewhat less compact and stiff but
are much more common on the mar-
| ket.

Red cedars are softer in appear-
ance but the limbs are pliable, and
they do aot lend themselves so well
to the loads imposed on Christmas
trees. They are more useful, how-
ever, for decoration. Arborvitae has
a yellowish tinge that contracts well
with the blue-green of the red
cedars.

Hemlock is the most graceful and
heautiful of all, with its drooping
Eranches and attractive dark green
foliage, but the needles begir to drop
sooner than many other greens.
hemlock needles will hold much
longer, however, if the stem is recut
and put in water at once.

Evergreens used as Christmas
trees are also attractive as general
decorations. Southern smilax, moun-
tain-laurel, ground-pine and other
evergreens are often made into ropes
for trimming. These with holly are
made into wreaths decorated either
with the berries of the holly or with
those of the black alder, a near rela-
tive of the American holly.

Christmas trees found in the mar-
kets of our towns and cities are of-
ten cut indiscriminately from local
woodlands. Some grown as & regu-
lsr crop are shipped to market. Oth-
ers are the thinnings of plantations
being grown for lumber.
