AT SOVIET TREASON TRIAL

Manchester will be asked to ap­
propriate $50,000 as an emergency 
unemployment relief fund at a 
si>ecial town meeting called for Wed­
nesday night, December 17. The 
Board of Selectmen voted to sisk for 
this appropriation sifter hearing a 
committee from the town imemploy- 
ment commission consisting of 
Charles Ray, chairman, Stephen 
Hale and Thomas Ferguson. The 
Selectmen will be asked that the 
sum be appropriated for unusual ex­
penditure in town work a t the dis­
cretion of the highway committee 
of the board.

Want To Make Work
The rmemployment committee 

went before the board with a speci­
fic proposition in mind, that of im­
proving Middle Turnpike West. The 
spokesman, Charles Ray made it 
clear that the point the committee 
wanted to stress was that work 
must be created. I t was believed 
that the Middle Turnpike proposi­
tion offered the greatest possibilities 
for manual labor a t this time of 
year. However, the committee want­
ed to see work started on some pro­
ject that would give employment to 
the idle laborers and some trades­
men here.

Other Projects
The Selectmen thought that the 

Middle Turnpike proposition would 
not give the town a proper return 
on its investment since it is quite 
possible that within a few years the 
state would be building a permanent 
highway through that artery. The 
Selectnifen liave other projects in 
mind, it wjub pointed out, that vari­
ous sections of the town have been 
seeking for many years euid it was 
their idea that these jobs should be 
done first.

Emergency IbSsts
Mr. Ray stressed the fact th s t the 

town appreciated what wao Leing 
done by the Selectmen but sdso 
pointed out that allevia&ig 'th e  
present situation was a business 
man’s problem. An emergency exists 
and it is up to the town to meet it, 
Mr. Ray insisted. He said that at 
present 157 men and 18 women need 
work in Manchester. Of these 103 
are 'heads of families representing 
about 463 people. Further, 53 are 
urgently in need. Mr. Ray suggested 
that 100 men could be employed for 
13 weeks a t |20 per week a t ordin­
ary labor necessitating an appropri­
ation of $26,000. An appropriation 
of $50,00, therefore, it was said, 
would allow for trucks, equipment 
and so on, and this, too would give 
additional employment.

Many Jobs Possible
In the discussion of the proposition 

after the imemployment committee 
had withdrawn Uie Selectmen viewed 
several different projects that should 
be done as quickly as possible and 
which will create labor. Among 
them were the straightening of 
Hilliard street in the north end, the 
widening and rebuilding of Hart­
ford Road from McKee street west, 
the construction of several storm 
water sewer systems and the pro­
viding of a garbage disposal plant 
for the town.

To Tell Voters
When the special town meeting is 

called asking for this appropriation 
the Selectmen intend to have several 
of these projects outlined so that 
the voters will know what they can 
expect for their money. I t  is possi­
ble that a definite number of pro­
jects will be placed before the meet­
ing, not for the approval of the vot­
ers, but to show them what can pos­
sibly be done in town to create work.

Electric Fish Scares 
Fishermen at Boston

Boston, Dec. 10.—(AP)— The 
dragger Vasco De Gamma of Glou­
cester came into the fish pier today 
from Georges Banks with as 
strange a denison of the deep as 
has been seen here in many a day. 
None of the old salts about the pier 
could name it so the fish was taken 
over to the Museum of Compara­
tive Zoology a t Harvard. The crew 
of the Vasco De Gamma did not 
know it but they had been flirting 
with a  very severe electric shock 

I for the fish was identified as a tor- j pedo ray, a very rare species in

these waters. W. C. Schroder of the 
department of fisheries said the 
fishermen probably escaped a shock 
because of their rubber boots.

The ray, according to Schroder 
carries electric organism just be­
hind the- head, which has been found 
in experiments sufficiently powerful 
to light a small bulb.

The ray brought in today weigh­
ed 78 pounds, measured 52 inches in 
length and 32 inches in width. It 
was flat, resembling a flounder or 
skate, but had an ordinary fish’s 
tail.

Santiago De Chile, Dec. 10.—(AP) 
—Government agents last night 
thwarted an attempt against the 
lives of President Colonel Carlos 
Ibanez and members of his party 
when they removed a bomb set to 
blow up the presidential train as it 
neared the capital.

Olson and Healey To Deliver 
Slag From Bolton In Big Job 
Along Connecticut River.

The contract for the providing of 
stone for the South Meadow dike at 
Hartford has been awarded to a 
partnership of two local men, Wsd- 
ter Olson of East Center street and 
Joseph Healey of Bolton, formerly a 
Manchester resident. The contract 
calls for the delivery of 10,000 tons 
and will require a period of ten 
months to fulfill. Delivery has al­
ready begun, the land that runs 
south of the railroad at Bolton 
Notch and back to the west to the 
cld dirt road, near the Howard place, 
being developed into a quarry.

The top soil has been removed by 
William ’Thornton, who started work 
last Saturday, and there are now 
twelve men at work in Bolton get­
ting out the stone. This stone is 
blasted out and broken into smallep 
sections, then loaded onto four to 
five ton trucks and carted daily to 
Har-tford. Mr. Healey placed a two 
ton truck at work yesterday and 
last night Mr. Olson purchased an­
other truck, two more being ex­
pected. The new quarry is but a 
short distance from the main road 
and contains the necessary quality  ̂
required for dike work. i

It became knowm today that sev- ’ 
eral Manchester people were inter­
ested in the dike project amd that 
the next closest bidder was from 
Manchester. The formation of the 
stone through the section now oper­
ated by Olson and Healey is of sand 
and slag'formation with just enough 
sand to cause large fallaways on a 
blast and as the stone falls it is an 
easy matter to cut or break it into 
the sizes wanted to provide a good 
slag stone, such as was used for 
sidewalks in Hartford over 150 
years ago and brought in large 
amounts from Bolton to Hartford in 
those days.

Olson and Healey will also deliver 
the stone to be used in the construc­
tion of the Frederick Rentschler 
home in Avon.

War Toys
The late war brought out many 

models of mobile toys such as tanks, 
artillery, Zeppelins and army trucks.

Wooden Soldiers
Military toys predominated. Fol­

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DARED BY HER SON 
MOTHER KILLS HIM

Tells Police She Shot Boy Be­
cause He Tantalized Hen 
Is Hysterical.

AMERICAN FEDERATION 
HONORS FARM WOMAN

Albany, N. Y., Dec. 10.— (A P )— 
Tearfully admitting she killed her 
13 year old son, Thomas, at their 
home in Medusa today, Mrs. William 
Donohue, 34, told county officers 
she did it “because he tantalized 
me.”

State troopers took the mother 
from the little country settlement 
25 miles southwest of here to the 
Albany coimty jail.

"I only did it to scare him,” the 
mother told the officers, summoned 
by neighbors. Then she related how 
the boy had refused to do a house­
hold chore this morning, finally 
rimning out of the house.

She said she seized a 22 calibre 
rifle at hand, pointed it at him as 
he ran across a lot beside the Dono­
hue home, and shouted:

“ Tommy, come here this minute 
or I’ll use this.”

“ Go ahead. I dare you to,” the 
boy answered, according to the 
mother’s story.

The mother then raised the rifle 
to her shoulder and fired. Tommy 
fell.

Boy Dies
A  few minutes later neighbors 

who had heard the shot found a 
semi-hysterical mother bending 
over the prostrate form of her son 
as he lay dying on the floor of the 
Donohue kitchen. She was fanning 
him frantically and administering 
a cold water treatment in an effort 
to revive him. Tommy died a few 
minutes after the family physician 
arrived.

Two other children, Francis, five, 
and Billy, three years old, heard 
their mother questioned by police 
before the yoimgsters were taken 
to a neighbor’s home. Mrs. Donohue 
Insisted she had accepted the boy’s 
challenge to shoot, without intend­
ing to Injure him.

Mr. Donohue is believed to be in 
Georgia, exhibiting a trick mule 
whose antics bring the family 
enough money to enable them to 
live comfortably in their modem, 
well kept farmhouse, highly re­
spected by their neighbors. The 
neighbors said, however, the mother 
was o f a highly nervous tempera­
ment.

POLITICAL RUMORS 
Waterbury, Dec. 10.— (A P )—Wa- 

terbury Democratic leaders were in­
terested today in the report that 
Governor-elect W. L. Cross has in 
mind County Detective Edward 
Hickey of Hartford for State Com­
missioner Robert T. Hurley’s post 
and Secretary Joseph Tone of the 
State Central committee for Labor 
Commissioner Harry MacKenzie’s 
place.

Boston, Dec. 10— (A P)—An Iowa 
farm woman, an Illinois farmer and 
a retired agricultural professor from 
the University of Minnesota today 
received distinguished service 
medals from the American Farm 
Federation for outstanding service 
to agriculture.

Mrs. Ellsworth Richardson of 
Albla, la., one of the honored trio, 
is the first woman ever to receive 
the award. The other recipients 
were Dudley Myers, of Mendon, 111., 
and Prof. T. L. Haecker of (503 
South 22nd street, Lincoln, Neb.

These three were chosen from a 
list of 50 persons in 21 states who 
had rendered particularly valuable 
service to agriculture. Mrs. Rich­
ardson, state and community chair­
man for the Iowa Farm Bureau has 
been a pioneer worker in organizing 
farm women and at the same time 
has carried on the duties imposed by 
home and family.

Live Stock Expert
Myers is credited as being largely 

responsible for the development erf 
the Adams Coimty Live Stock ship­
ping Association, the largest in 
Illinois, which has become the model 
for the national expansion of the co­
operative marketing of live stock.

Prof. T. L. Haecker is known to 
farmers as “The father of the co­
operative dairy system in Minne­
sota.” His particular service to agri­
culture has been through researches, 
the first on the feeding of live stock 
and the second, regarded by Farm 
Bureau leaders as even more im­
portant, in the field of co-operative 
marketing.

Today’s awards bring to a total of 
six the number who have received 
the federation’s highest award for 
service to agriculture.

FALL OF JERUSALEM

On Dec. 10, 1917, the British, un­
der Field Marshal Edmund Allenby, 
captured Jerusalem from the Turks 
in what is called one of the master­
pieces of military history. It mark­
ed the first time since the days of 
the crusaders that Jerusalem was 
in the hands of Christian troops.

Allenby had been sent from 
France, where he was doing valiant 
worl^ against the Germans, to take 
charge of the forces in Egypt and 
Palestine. He arrived there in the 
autumn and immediately prepared 
to take the aggressive.

By skillful preliminary maneu­
vers Allenby seized the port of 
Jaffa and so outwitted the Turks 
that they were unable even to 
block the narrow mountain passes. 
Despite a stout Turkish resistance 
almost at the gates of Jerusalem, 
the objective was gained with the 
surrender of the city.

For the success of this brief but 
brilliant campaign Allenby was 
promoted to field marshal and 
raised to the peerage. He also re­
ceived a grant of 50,000 pounds. 
In 1919 he was appointed British 
high commissioner in Egypt and 
held the post until 1925.

Louis Barthou, who failed to solve 
the ministerial crisis, endeavored to 
obtain collaboration of both the 
Radical Socialists and Rightists of ; 
Louis Marin.

The Rightists, at first satisfied 
with inclusion of M. Tardieu in the 
projected government, now claim 
that the representation offered is 
too small and wish either another 
minister or two additional imder- 
secretaries. This demand has been 
the equivalent of rubbing salt into 
the wounds of the Radical Social­
ists and predictions were freely 
made today that M. Laval, like M. 
Barthou, would have to resign the 
presidential mandate to form a 
ministry.

Cleveland, Dec. 10.— (A P )—Twen­
ty persons, many of them uncon­
scious, were rushed to Charity hos­
pital here today, suffering from am­
monia fumes which escaped from a 
refrigerating plant in a down-town 
Cleveland store building. Many of 
the victims were women.

The victims were taken uncon­
scious to hospitals where efforts 
were being made to revive them. 
Physicians reported that the condi­
tion of the victims was not consider­
ed serious.

Most of the victims were able to 
stagger out of the building. Then, 
gasping for breath, and with smart­
ing eyes, they collapsed in the 
street.

Most of those stricken recovered 
consciousness a short time after 
treatment was given.

Washington, Dec. 10— (A P )—’The 
Senate today passed the bill author­
izing $60,000,000 for relief to 
drought stricken farmers.

’The measure was approved with­
out a record vote after Democrats 
had bitterly assailed the contention 
of the administration that funds 
should not be loaned to farmers for 
purchase of personal food.

Republicans made no effort to cut 
do'wn the $60,000,000 to toe $25,000,- 
000 recommended by President Hoo­
ver. Senator Monary of Oregon, the 
assistant Republican leader, spon­
sored toe bUl ■with its $60,000,000 
sum.

The bUl authorizes the secretary 
of agn îculture to make advances or 
loans to farmers in the drought- 
stricken areas “for toe purchase of 
food, seed of suitable crops, fertiliz­
ers, feeds for livestock and fuel and 
oil for tractors.”

Senator Reed, Republican, Penn­
sylvania, said he would oppose “as 
long as I have an ounce of strength” 
any proposals for cancellation of 
German reparations, gi v̂ing as toe 
reason that Germany caused the 
war.

Chairman Borah, of the foreign 
relations committee said he dis­
agreed with Reed and said France 
and England must share the respon­
sibility.

The debate started when Senator 
Copeland, Democrat, New York of­
fered for publication in the Congres­
sional Record a magazine article on 
debt cancellation.

Senator Dill, Democrat, Washing­
ton, suggested consideration of the 
effect of American entry into the 
World Court, in the light of what he 
termed the campaign for debt can­
cellation.
