term of four years by Governor
Trumbull in 1927 and agsain by Gov-
ernor Cross in 19381,

Including the men who served on
the o board, one' of whom
later became the individual head of
the department, only five men have
acted as highway commissioners in
Connecticut. It is Interesting to
note that of these five men, three
have bLeen of the same name al-
though each has spelled it in a
alightly different manner from the
others. The name “Macdonald”
seems definitely linked with the his-
tory and destiny of the Connecticut
highway system.

. First Appropriation

When it first established the high-
way commission, the General As-
sembly of 1895 authorized an appro-
priation of $150,000 for the two-year
fiscal period, 8 truly insignificant
amount in comparison with the
many millions of dollars necessary
today. The statute under which the
commission was organized provided
that the cost of road construction
should be borne equally by the state,
town, and county, so that the
amount available to begin the giant
task of furnishing Connecticut with
& highway system was $450,000.
