SOLUTION FOR CHINA
China’s {lls have long disturbed

But there is at least a ray of hope
in th\e‘ lugguthn:roocntly made by
T. V. Soong, minister of finance and
one of the leading figures in China.
His suggestion is that the Nanking
government start taxing the foreign
concessions within China’s vast do-
mains/and use the money obtained
therefrom to promote a stable gov-
ernment, stamp out communism by
educational methods, and to pro-
mote economic development.

- One of China's great problems has
always been the raising of sufficient’
money to carry on the work of gov-
ernment. The real reason for this
situation has  been that the richest
parts of the nation—the foreign
concessions—paid no federal taxes.
American and British investors in
China have no more right to go tax
free than have American and Brit-
ish concerns in Arg.enuu' or Can-
ada. Ul %

And if Mr. Soong’'s suggestion is
finally adopted, a long step forward
will have been taken—a step looking
to the emergence of China as a
greater nation, able to buy and sell
more goods, to pay her debts, and
hold up her head in world affairs.

CAUSES OF NAUSEA

Nausea is that disagreeable symp-
tom known as ‘‘feeling sick at the

stomach.” Many of the letters that I
receive mention nausea and ask for
the best way to be relieved of it
This question is not as simple as it
seems for nausea may arise-in a
great number of conditions and no
competent Joctor makes & osis
from the nausea alone, but first ex-
amines the patient to finc out what
other indications may be noted. I
never recommend thdt the patient
make a diagnosis of his own case,
but I know that my readers enjoy
knowing in & general way about the
different conditions which may cause
nauses, and so in today’s article I
am going to tell you of a few of the
common causes of nauses, or a de-
sire-to vomit. ’ ;

One of the first causes in seasick-
ness, which induces a8 severe nausea
in many people. In fact, the word
nausse comes from .he Greek “nau-
sia” meaning ship.

The greatest single cause of nau-
sea is an excessive quantity of bile
in the liver or gall-biadder. The ma-
jority of cases of ‘ nausea
come from a functioial interferencs
with the normal eliminative process
of the liver and gall-bladder; once
the bile empties normally, the nau-
sea disappears. Whén gallstones are
present in the gall-bladder, the nau-
sea which results will vsually persist
until the stones are removed through
dieting or through surgery.

Another frequent cause of
is some derangement of the stom-
ach. One who has indigestion, stom-
ach ulcers, hpyer-acidity, or inflam-
mation of the stomach will often
suffer from a n sensation.
The presence of much gas on the
stomach may produce an uneasy
feeling similar to actual nauses.

Many patients complain of feeling
gick at their stomach upon first
arising; some say that toothpaste
actively nauseates them. In such
cases thers may be present a billous
toxemis, or it is likely that the pa-
tient has catarrh of the nose and
throat as in such a condition he may
swallow quantities of mucus during
the night, which make him sickish
first thing In the . 'Those
suffering from pyorrhea and other
gum troubles sometimes exhibit this
symptom due to an unpleasant accu-
mulation of pus in the mouth. Preg-
nancy isa well-knowrn cause of
early morning nausea,

Eye strain is a common cause of
nausea, that form which
OCCUTS W driving, or riding on a

Many people do rot know it, but
prolapsus is the cause of pronounced
and persistent naysea. A very sick-
ening feeling results for example,
when the pelvic organs are pressed

Supon by, prolapsed abdominal organs.

Chronic inflammation of the appen-
dix may exhibit nausea, particular-
ly when pus is present.

A little-considered cause of occa-
sional nausea Hes with the destruc-
tive emotions, Fear, anger, excite-
ment, etc., all interfure with diges-
tion and may producs acuts nauses.

Nausea is often found at the be-
ginning of acute diseases such as
fevers and the patient may complain
of being sick at his stomach before
othef symptoms appear.

If you are troubled with nausesa,
firat improve your diet to see if this
will help you; if the nausea remains,
have a good diagnosis made to find
out the cause of this distressing

symptom.
