Etch Tboogh Gmrded By Po- 
ficeman, EnjAieer Is Slain 
ByThgs.

Washington, Nov. 7.— (A P )’— T̂he 
Snpreme Court today set aside'the 
death sentences In^rosed on seven 
negroes at Scottsboro, Alabama!

The ruling by the cbiurt means 
that the oases w lll ,^  back to Ala­
bama courts for a' new trial.

The highest court upheld the con­
tention of. counsel for the negroes, 
convicted o f assaulting two white 
girls, that they had not bad a fair 
trial. The decision by Justice Suther­
land reviewed in detail the charges 
and the grounds on which the appeal 
was taken. He sudd it was necessary 
in deciding the chse to consider only 
whether the rights o f the men to 
have counsel was denied and wheth- 

ttiia infringed the due process 
fourteenth amend-clause.of 

ment.
Justice Sutherland said - that the 

men from  the time o f their arraign­
ment to the beginmng of ^tiial had 
been substantially denied counsel at 
a time such representation was o f 
vital importance in properly preserv­
ing the rights o f the dtfendants.

H e suggested the cases had been 
forced to trial without proper prepa­
ration by counsel.

All o^ er. grounds for seeking to 
have the conviction set asMe were 
passed over by the justice as o f no 
material weight.

In the dedsimi, which ordered the 
case back for another trial. Justice 
Sutherland said the question wheth­
er the, 14th Amendment guaranteed 
the right o f . counsel had not been 
previously decided .by the highest 
court. He then pointed out at 
lengm  the need o f counsel for prepn- 
ration df cases to preserve the rights 
o f iitlgaptsu

Ha said counsel should actively 
par^cipate in such a case to prevent 
what might be termed “Judicial 
m ur^r."

Justices 'Butler and McReynolds 
dissented from  the majority opin­
ion; ■

The case had Attracted world wide 
attention, and beeguse of the intense 
feeling aroused by it extra guards 
have been at the court on almost 
•very opinion day since late last 
term. Communist in this country and 
abroad have sent thousands o f let­
ters to the court demanding freedom 
for the seven.

They were Andy W right and Hay 
woog Patterson, o f Chattanooga; 
Willie Roberson, o f Memphis; Char­
lie Weems, Clarence Norris and Dale 
Powell, o f Atlanta, and 0|en Mont­
gomery, of Monroei Georgia. The at 
tacks occurred on a freight train 
which was going seuth jrom  Chat­
tanooga into Alabama on March 26, 
1981, according to the charges.

Whites Thrown Off
In addition to the girls and 

negroes^ several white boys .were on 
,the train. Testimony at the trial was 
that they were forced or thrown of! 
the freight train before the alleged 
assaults.

The negroes were 'indicted on 
March 81, 1981, and the trial was 
concluded oh April 8. The Alabama 
supreme Court refused to review the 
eases.

Near the close of last term, how­
ever, the Supreme Court granted a 
review, automatically suspending 
A e death sentences o f the negroes, 
the time for execution o f which was 

'  close.
The''basis o f the appeal to the 

highest court'was that the negroes 
had not had a fair trial.

In his argument, W alter H. Pol­
iak, o f New Y ork ,. counsel for the 
condemned men said feeling against 
the negroes was such that it un­
doubtedly bad its effect on the jury.

Thomas E. Knight, Jr., attorney 
gener^ of Alabama, said the points 
raised by Poliak had been-carefully 
reviswed by the Alabama Supreme 
Court and it had rejected them.

There was no doubt, he said, that 
tile assaults occurred. Reviewing the 
trMl, he argued them was no basis 
for the contention that i t  was un­
fair. Their rights were protected, he 
said, through competent counseL

—Adolf Hitler, declared war anew 
t< ^ y  on Chancellor Franz von 
Papen and other Nazi opponents, 
and announced his determination to 
remain in opposition to the chancel­
lor imtil, the feud was won for the 
Nazis.

In three appeals to his followers, 
the brown-shirted leader rejected 
“ compromises or receindllationa 
with these elements,”  and demanded 
“ reckless continuation o f the tight 
until opponents o f all shades are 
completely wrecked.

Hitler ahnouheed his party wOtdd 
start an increased propaganda cam 
paign this week. He attacked the 
von Papen regime as stimulating the 
bourgeois ' p s ^ e s  which, he said, 
were "driving Germany into Bol- 
shevism.”  He said that fact was 
proven by the election o f 100 Bol­
shevists to the Reichstag.

The Fascist admonished his Storm 
troopers to increased zeal o f their 
efforts and thanked them and the 
propagandists.

“I recognize , th e . superhuman 
tasks, but cannot permit rest until 
the tight is successfully tinishied,’' 
Hitler said.

The populist Cologne Gazette to­
day saw success for the von Papen 
poUdes which “ shattered the Nazi- 
Centrist m ajority .in the R eic^tag.'

“As the situation has stood to 
date,” the official said, "W e have 
been operating 52 plants two or 
three days a week, getting out frdm 
50 to 100 cars a day at each plaiff,. 
This neither Is good^fircun a manufac­
turing point o f view nor does It pro­
vide workmen with a living wage. 
We are, therefore, fo r  the time be­
ing,, concentrating our production at 
points where shipping factors are 
more advantageous. Some o f the 
plants will be closed down, but none 
wiU be dismantled; all will be kept 
intact.. Just as soon as business 
picks up and sales warrant increas­
ed production, all the plants now 
being closed will he re-opened as 
and w h ^  their , added production is 
n ^ e d .”

NEWEST PEACE PACT 
We Shall probably hear a good 

deal, in the .near future, about the 
newest of many successive efforts 
to get the nations to agree to a ban 
on war that might amount to some­
thing. This is a proposal to have 
war made illegal by an enactment of 
international taw, which has just 
been presented—it seems to ua moat 
inopportunely—to President Hoover 
and Governor Roosevelt, after being 
endorsed by many leaders of 
thought in the United States, one of 
whom we are glad to learn le Sena­
tor Waloott of Connecticut.. The 
formula, which it is proposed to sub­
mit to the nattona, ia as follows:

"It la daeraad by the govem- 
manta whose Egnatures by their 
aeeraditad rapreaentatives are 
hereto attached, that on and after 
the rattficatkm of this enactment 
by the eonatRuted authorities the 
prohibition of war between sover­
eign nations shall to a basic prin- 
ple of intarnational law that shah 
remova from the protection and 
put under tha oondamnatlon of law 
aa to  intarnadonal criminal anv 
nation that ia violation of its 

.treaty ohligatioaa attempts to set­
tle ita dliputa by war and any 
posMssion or gain thereafter ac­
quired by any other than peaceful 
means aball to held an lÛ gral pos- 
sMaion subject to recovery under 
this fundamental taw.”
By contrast with feeble and 

unmaaniag Kdlogg pact, which 
maraly renounoad war "as an.lnstru  ̂
meat of aational policy,” this is a 
forttoight and definite thing. It un 
questionaly would, as its advocates 
point out, delegalize war in such a 
way that tut signatory could resort 
to conflict without outlawing itself. 
It is exactly ttie kind of aa instru­
ment that the ICellogg pact should 
tava been, to be any good.

But it will have to be implemented, 
with some very bardaad fast agree­
ment for enforcement before it will 
ooaatitote a guamataa. Let us not 
forget that when \ tee time' comes 
i^en the proposal ia ooeupylpg the 
O ughts of thia tod other nations.

others and as a result they develop 
into what are known as “Bad Ac­
tors.”

'With all this to contend against |

time inmates of the home, telling of 
them as now being self-supporting,

In the home every method is used 
to encourage them by example, ^  
such manual training as they may 
be mentally capable of, and also in 
a system of social teaching that re­
quires teachers with a large degree 
of patience in spite of seeming dis­
couragement. M any of toe parento 
are loath to allow their, children to 
be sent to toe home, some of them 
fearing that their children will die 
if sent there, but after some time 
as restilts are shown toe parents try 
to show their gratitude in many 
ways. In conclusion, toe speaker em­
phasized that this problem, i s ' one 
that is becoming more acute as 
years go by and appealed for a 
sympathetic consideration of every 
citizen to so train and guard toe 
young people that a brighter era 
might soon be brought about, to  
the benefit of toe state and'toe va­
rious communities therein.

CONFIRMAND REUNION 
AT ENANUEE CHURCH

NMurly 600 Attend Two Serv­
ices H dd Yesterday —  May 
Be Annual Event.
The Emanuel Lutheran church 

was the scene o f a most successfial 
coniBnnation reunion yesterday, 
when neariy 600 persona attended 
each o f two services, the first held 
in the morning and the second in 
the afternoon.

Farmers Lagging
I regret that agriculture has been 

lagging behind industry in this 
march of recovery. The reasons are: 
First because its domestic market 
mxut be re-established by the re­
employment o f men; second, :1>e- 
cauae we have m et *  ^
depreciation o f currencies in 80 gov­
ernments which have collapsed un­
der the strain from  the aftermath 
o f the Great War. Their currencies 
have depreciated-all the way froih 
10 to 50 per cent and depreciation 
o f currency means reduction o f 
wages and o f standards o f living. It 
has further increased their capacity 
to compete with pur farmers. It has 
created breaches in the protective 
tariff wall which protected our peo­
ple. Our first duty now is to repair 
this breach in order that agricul­
ture might marfiff forward with in­
dustry. That we shall do, either 
thrbugh the flexible provisions, or, 
if necessary, through legislation. We 
proposed to preserve .the American 
market for tte  American farmer.

I need not explain to you the 
principles o f the protective tariff 
nor bow dependent the intermoun­
tain states are on its maintenance. 
Nor do I need to point out to you 
that the only occasion upon which 
the Democratic candidate has ex­
pressed himself on any particular 
schedule o f the tariff 'w as in a com­
munication to the Cuban press to 
express his sympathy for the Cuban 
ambition to remove the tariff which 
today is the sole protection for yom* 
cattle and sheep industry.

Now I submit that if any man is 
competent to discuss the protective 
tariff he must know whether the 
different schedules are too high or 
too low. He must know also that 
through the tariff commission these 
schedules can instantly be subjected 
to re-examination and if found at 
fault they can be instantly remed­
ied. I  have repeatedly offered to 
submit any such schedule to the 
tariff comnfission. As I  have stat­
ed elsewhere, his r ^ y ,  vdien asked 
why he does not submit these faults 
in order that they may be remedied, 
is that he will abolish the tariff 
commission. ' ^

I  do not need to reiterate that I 
stand flatly for the protective tariff. 
I stand for . the protective tariff 
which means ^w ays the preserva­
tion o f the American markets for 
the American producer. Further, 
I stand for the speed repair o f the 
breaches in its walls which have 
been made by the depreciation o f 
foreign currencies.

Issues Statement.
This morning I  issued the follow­

ing statement which explains itself:
“My attention has been called to 

the inisrepresentation by Democrat 
iQ agencies upon the question o f the 
restrlctiSn o f Philippine su ^ r. The 
Democratic Hawes-Hayes bill pro 
vides for a probation for Philippine 
independence varying from  nine to 
17-years during which time the 
quota o f sugar which can be import­
ed free is to be increased from  the 
present averam  of about 600,000 
tons to 850,000 tons. A t the end 
o f that period a catastrophe will 
come to the Philippine people 
through the total break o f their 
duty free trade relations with us.

to 17 years and in the end plunges 
the Philippines into ruin as the 
price o f ^ e ir  liberty. I^ e  Repub­
lican proposal gives inunedlate re­
lief to the beet sugar grower and 
brings about a safe basis o f Philip­
pine independence.
- And, I wish to mention here and 

now, that in securing these addl 
tional authorities to the tm ^  com­
mission by which we have taken the 
tariff out o f log rolling' and placed 
it on a sound imd effective basis. 
Senator Smoot o f your state led not 
only in this fight, but also in the 
fight for the protection o f your in­
dustry in Utah and for the protec­
tion o f the entire nation.

This hn~ been a campaign o f 
p : : misrepresentation from
our opponents from failure to prop­
erly advise the gbveraor as to facto 
and the copsequent broadcasting 
time and again o f misinformation 
both as to the -origin o f events and 
the actions taken with regard to 
them and in matters o f statistical 
accuracy which change the argU' 
ments.

than my personal sympathies with 
every man who works with p ick  aod 
sh ov^  every supmrfiitendmit and 
every owner o f a  miiM« to which In­
d u s ^  I  devoted mySSIf over n  term 
o f years, I  would be anzioua that 
their products could be saleable at a 
price which would maintain their 
livelihood and the prosperity of 
these states. Increase in the value 
o f silver would relieve us from  
strain o f ch e ^  {ooduotkm o f goods 
which flow over our borders, it 
would rehabilitate the buying power 
Of many foreign nations for our 
goods. W e have long atnee deter­
mined that there oanjM  but one 
stendard o f monetary value but yet 
we should restore silver to greater 
use for subsidiary coinage and other 
purposes in those countries which 
traditionally have used It and to do 
it without imdermlnlng the gold 
standud. It thus becomes a  prob­
lem which can not be solved with­
out international action.

For a sboxe o f years the Congress 
has been passing res<dutions arsing 
for an international ocmference for 
this purpose. I  took the proper 
steps through our diplomatic agents 
to inquire o f the nations, without 
which such a conference would be 
impoaeible, as to whether or not 
they would be willing to join in sucfii 
a conference. They stated they 
were imwilUng to do so. ■ LiSter on 
when the question arose o f a world 
economic conference to considar 
steps by which the international 
phases o f this stupendous crisis 
could be relieved, I stipulated as a 
condition o f American entry into 
that conference that/there should be 
considered also the methods for the 
reatoration o f the use and price o f 
silver as a full part in that confer­
ence. That was finally accepted. 
I  have given assurances to the peo­
ple o f the inter-mountain region 
that I shall appoint a representative 
on the American delegation who will 
carry their point o f view to that 
conference.

I  call your attention to the fact 
that In the history o f 30 years this 
is the only administration which 
has won for you the coasideratiah 
o f this question by the nations o f the 
world.

I  have referred to my early visit 
to this state. The pursuit o f that 
same profession as an engineer took 
me into many lands peopled by 
many races, living under strange 
and divers pholosophiee o f life and 
many different forms o f govern­
m ent Later, during the World 
W ar in Europe, I  saw men o f all 
these origins gathered on their 
fields o f battle waging the deadliest 
war in human history. I. am per- 
h w s the only roan who was permit­
ted to move within the battle zone 
and freely among people on both 
sides o f the conflict In my mis-, 
Sion I  discussed the war with states­
men and generals on all sides o f the 
conflict Tbcfir leaders had sum­
moned them to arms on every one 
o f a dozen different pleas that are 
made to persuade men to risk their 
lives upon the issues o f war. Some 
had been cadled to preserve their 
national existence; some had been 
called to guarantee with tbeimblood 
a theory o f their coim tiys eraiiomic 
interest

Now I would be the last w m  in 
the world to say that war is never 
jiutifled. Many men o f my own 
family have home arms. I myself in 
the course o f the World W ar repeat­
edly stated that I was prepared to 
servo my country in any capacity 
from that o- laborer to that o f 
soldier in the front line trenches. 
There are issues which it is right 
that ihen, if  need be, should sacrifice 
their lives to defend them.

N everthel^ , I had at that time 
four years o f unique personal ob­
servation o f the -horrors o f war, four 
years o f study o f its causes, and 
after the Armistice I h^d another 
year in endeavor to stem the tide of 
famine and to re-establish economic 
life in Europe, i  then bad another 
eight years o f intimate study, o f its 
appallng aftermath in dealing with 
the fordism commerce o f our coun­
try. And I have grappled daily, in 
my last three and one-half years as 
Presi/ent in the most responsible o f­
fice o f government in the world, 
with toe fearful aftermaths which 
have overwhelmed toe world. AD 
toese experiences have impressed on 
my mind with ineradicable vivid- 
nesa the colossal , errors o f war as an 
instrument o f national pcdlcy. I  have 
learned ^ e  futility o f war as an 
instrument o f national policy; I  have 
learned toe futility o f war as solvent 
o f great human problems and 1 have 
perceived toe fearful t<fll that wwr 
takes of. toe generations succeeding 
the one which fought toe battles.

Indelibly Impressed upon by deep­
est emotions is toe profound oon^c- 
tion thCt toe very flint o f a)l pro­
blems pressing upon toe human race 
is toe problem o f preventibn o f 
future wars. The greatest sa ffty .of 
toe world from  these crUde we are 
now passing is to prevent war. I 
see tots no\only to its terms o f 
crushtof economic burdens, not only 
to its fearful dis-orgaifisatton and 
dislocation o f econmlc life for years 
to come: not only to its orushtog 
burdMi o f taxation for generaUotiis 
innocent 6f responaUiility; I  see- it 
far mqre Intensely as a supreme 
human problem.

I  see to w an  the loss o f the glorlr
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ous young manhood or toe world, 
who, but for war’s slaughter, would 
lead toe bright columns o f human 
hope and human idealism and 
human progress to levels far above 
toe past I see wars to terms of 
women-widowed or unwed with fond 
hopes blasted o f homto and o f chil­
dren. I  see war’s most lamentable 
casualties to homes wrecked and to 
homes that never even had toeir 
Chance o f being. I  see wars to 
terms o f children, bom  into lives 
foredoomed to  ignorance and toe toil 
that dwarfs both mind and spirit I 
see wars fatal poison subtly invad­
ing toe moral ideals o f toe people, 
brlnitog grossness and synldsm 
where luiould grow toe fine flower o f 
Idealism. The world has seen 
enoui^ o f a post-war peace that is 
not peace, but rather smolders o f 
racial hatred-

For these reasons, it has been a 
major purpose through all o f my 
administration to guide toe foreign 
policy o f this nation so as to main- 
tato our traditional peace with 
amity with all nations. But of 
even more importance, 1 have 
sought to do everything in my

Swer to place toe fuU weight of 
e moral strength o f toe American 

people behind every agency, existing 
or that can be devised, wbipb has 
for its purpose toe upbdilatog of 
toe spliit o f peace to toe world, and 
the matotenance o f peace among 
the nattons. I  have made but one 
reservation and that la we will join 
no movement that proposes to use 
military or econonfic force to its 
attempt to prevent war. For .that Is 
a contradiction o f method.

Beal AoeompUshments 
And there has been real accom­

plishment in this direction by our 
country to this tore^ and a half 
years. Through strengthening of 
toe Kellogg Pact, beyond even toe 
scope visioned by its great pro­
ponent, we have accomplished its 
acceptu ce by toe entire world as 
an inactive an n ey  through which 
the moral influence o f toe world 
can be, and more than once has 
been, effectively mobilized for toe 
preservation o f peace. Its force is 
the force o f mobilised public opinion 
o f toe world. 'That is the'greatest 
force which toe world can com­
mand. We have sought andbecured 
a large measure o f disarmament 
We are today placing our . every in­
fluence to secure further -‘ disarma­
ment.

If time permitted, I  could enumer­
ate a score o f other measures and 
policies and individual cases in 
which the United States govern­
m ent representing toe passion o f 
our people for world peace, has been 
able to advance that cause by fran- 
tical and effective action.

And if it shall be toe will o f this 
nation that for another four years I 
shall continue to lead in toe execu­
tion o f toeir purposes, they may be 
assured, both by toe pledge o f past 
endeavor and my solemn pledge for 
future endeavor, and by toe further 
knowledge of m y personal conviction 
and deep emotion on tola subject, 
that, then for yet another four years 
this nation shall continue to advance 
in I'-adershlp toward toe precious 
goal o f world wide and enduring 
peace.
