" Whether the frantic act of the
foreigner Zangara at Miami last
~night by which the life of President-
“elect Roosevelt was imperiled,
" Mayor Cermak of Chicago grievous-
Jy wounded and four other persons
*injured was the consequence of the
' assassin’s own evil broodings or of
_even more sinister things it is too
early, at this hour of writing, even
to conjecture.

Among many scores. of millions of

people there must be, of course,
many perverted minds capable of
concelving such & crime out of sheer
egotistical vain-glory—twisted mex-
talities to which the reward of
posing in the spot-light of world at-
tention as a king-killer, as a leading
figure in a stupendous tragedy,
would be cheaply bought ai the cost
of life itself. It may be that .this
creature Zangara is one of thesé.
. ‘But it may also be that theré is
.something to the theory of the Chi-
cago police that it was not Mr.
Roosevelt but Mayor Cermak who
was the real object of the attack.
The racketeers and criminal gang-
sters of his city do not Tike Cermak>
No puritan, he is disposed to deny
to the hoodlums the right to rule
Chicago dnd is generally. - credited
with fighting the Jnobs in & practi~
cal way with the practical weapons
of experience and courage. = Doubt-
less there are many of the worst
people of Chicago who would be glad
to witnessghis funeral.

That the muddled egotist Zangara
may have been the tool of such an
element is not only possible; it is
reasonable to surmise that he may
have been in contact with them. The
news dispatches tell of the assassin’'s
having lost money recently in the
Florida dog races. Chicago racket-
eers aré known to be extensively
mixed up with the dog racing busi-
ness down there, If Zangara were
a hanger-on of the dog tracks it is
easily conceivable that he may have
been picked as a likely tool for any
violent deed. He may, perhaps,
have been “ribbed up” by this crew
of gambler-crooks to get rid of Cer-

That the life of the incoming Pres-
{dent of the nation would be im-
periled would not be likely to figure
impprtantly with such people. Their
invincible callousness would be dis-
turbed as little by the fate of &
President as by that of the stupid,
twisted creature they were using.

This is all speculation, more or
less idle. But it would not be alto-
gether surprising if something like it
were to be disclosed.

Meantime the nation can only be
devoutly thankful that Mr. Roosey
velt escaped unscathed.

It is, by the same
token, & delicate one.

The report of the special commit-
tee of the Chamber of Commerce,
made to that body’'s directors, which
was printed in The Herald yester-
day, appears to us to be a care-
fully considered, fairly sed
document, which excepting in one
particular might well serve as a
guide in further consideration of the
subject by the Selectmen and by the
townspeople.

The committee was fortunate and
well advised in its selection of con-
crete examples of private and publie
ownership of water works. The

. extent to-which the city of Bridge~
port has paid through the nose:for
its failure, many years ago, to take
over the properties of the Bridge-

If the problem in hand’were
merely the question of buying the
water company it would be simple—
a mere matter of price and financ-
ing, both of which should be reas-
onably easy to arrange, even in
these times; because the purchase
of the water system, at any fair
valul;tion.-womd be a self liqui~
dating enterprise if there is such a
thing in the world. It is doubtful
if there is any record, anywhere in
the Eastern country, of & municipal-
ly owned waterworks that did mot
amortize itself in the course of &
relatively few years. The project
would be “bankable” if any conceiv-
able project were.

But the committee report is very
right when it points out that the
proposal to purchase as well the sys-
tem of the South Manchester Sani-
tary and Sewer District complicates
the situation. It might have gone
further and said that, unlessthe
two proposals are segregated and
regarded as distinct and unrelated
enterprises it might be vexy far in-
deed from wisdom for the town to
pursue the matter further.

We can see, frankly, no valid rea-
son for tying in these two -_eparato
things. .

The water company’s position is in
full sight. It has been in valid oper-
ation for many years. Its title is
clear to everything it proposes to
sell. It owns valuable properties
and valuable rights. If Manchester
should buy those rights and proper-

as the money it spent — perhaps
better.

\I! it should buy the sewers it
might be buying a lawsuit or a thou-
sand of them, and nothing else. We
might be buying & horse and finding
that it had died during the transac-
tion.

Before the town of Manchester

the physical property and rights of
the sewer district, or one dollar, it
would be wise to discover beyond
peradventure whether the sewer dis-
trict has anything to. seill.

It was to cope with such an emer-
gency as might have arisen last
night that suitable provisions were
wiitten into the “lame duck”
amendment. They were sponsored
by Rep. Ramseyer (R., Jowa) who
coniended that in the event of the
death of the president-elect there
would be no “incoming head of the
government.” It was conterded at
the time ' that the vice president-

" elect under the constjtution could
not become the presideat until after

h had taken the oath of office as
vice president.
Law's Provisions

The provisinn in the “lame duck”
amendment designed to meet such
a situation, reads: .

“If, at the time fixed ror the be-
ginning on the term of the Presi-

- dent, the President-elect shall have

died, the vice-president-elect shall

" become President. If a President

shall not have been chosen before

" the time fixed for the beginning of

his term, or if the President-elect
shall have failed to qualify, then the
Vice-President-elect shall act as
President until a President -shall
have qualified; and the Congress
may by law provide for the case
wherein neither a President-elect
shall have qualified, declaring who
shall then act as President, or in the
manner in which one who is to act
shall be selected, and such person
shall act accordingly until a Presi-
dent or Vice President shall have
qualified. Y

“The Congress may by law pro-
vide for the case of the death of any
of the persons .from whom tha
House of Representatives may
choose &a President whenever the
right of choice shall have devolved

. upon them, and for the case of the

death of any of the persons from
whom the Senate may choose a Vice-
President whenever the right of
choice shall have devolved upon
them.”

MRS. ROOSEVELT
JUST CARRIES ON

Starts For Ithaca To Keep
Speaking Date Soon After
Hearing of Shooﬁng.

- Enroute with Mrs. Roosevelt to
Ithaca, N. Y., Feb. 16.—(AP)
Because, she said, she has a habit
of doing things she has said she
will do, Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt
was op her way to Ithaca early to-
day to make a speech on the pro-
gram of farm and home week at
Cornell University.

Pale and looking tired, she board-
ed a train less than two hours after
receiving word that an assassin had
fired five shots into a crowd  sur-
rounding her husband at Miami last
night.

In the meantime, however, she
had taiked over the telephone with
the President-elect, had broken the
news gently to his mother, had con-
ferred &ver the telephonme with her
son, Elliott, in New York, and had
sent to Groton School in Massachu-
setts a telegram requesting that the
Roosevelt boys, Franklin, Jr., and
John, “be told in the morning and
assured that their father was all
right. .

No Sense In e

“Franklin is all right, for which
I am very, very thankful,” she said,
“therefore, I see no reason why I
should not go to Ithaca as I am sup-
posed to do. There is nothing I can
do by staying here. There would be
no point in my going down there, for
he is leaving for home in the morz-
ing. Besides, I have a habit of
g:ingthlngslbavesaid I wili

“As soon as I get to Ithaca I shall
find out how Mayor Cermak is, and
the others.”

Mrs.. Roosevelt received the news
of the shooting last night from her
daughter, Mrs. Curtis Dall, as she
was entering her house in East 65th
Street. She had attended earlier in
the evening & meeting of employees
of a motion picture firm. :

Part of Public Life

Her only comment was: “This is
what happens to you if you are in
public life.” She immediately put
in a long distance call for her hus-
band, whom she located at the hos-
pital in Miami with Mayor Cermak,
and, while waiting for the cail to be
completed, went in and told his
mother what had happened.

“She took it very well,” Mrs.
Roosevelt said. -

PETITION DENIED

Bridgeport, Feb. 16—(AP) — A
motion to set aside.a verdict of guil-
ty agsinst Harry Goldberger, .36,
who is serving a life sentence for.the
murder- of his father, Kalman, was
denied today by Judge John Rich-
ards Booth of Superior Court.

F.D.R HAS LITTLE
USE FOR GUARDIANS

During Governorship One
Trooper Or City Cop Was
All He Wanted Around.

Washington, Feb. 16 — (AP) —
Franklin D. Roosevelt spent four
years as governor of New York with
a minimum of police protection. He
preferred it.

Until his presidential canaidacy
last summer changed the order of
things, a lone trooper or a husky,
square-jawed New York City de-
tective satisfied Mr. Roosevelt's idea
of a bodyguard.

But when the election was over
three secret service men were de-
tailed to him. When he enters the
White House nearly a dozen will be
on -hand. , .

Associates here recalled today
that with the exception of Mr.
Roosevelt's official travels abc t
New York state as governor — in-
volving his appearance before large
crowds—or in the hours preceding
the execution of condemned men 1o
whom executive clemency had been
denied, unusual precautions to
guard his life were rarely taken.

Home Little Gunarded

During those four years Mr.
Roosevelt spent many weeks at his
Hyde Park home, located a quar‘er
mile from a highway on the lonely
east bank of the Hudson river.

A state trooper lived at the house,
but he frequently was called or sent
away for hours at a time, Then two
or three servants and a guest or
two represented the guard for the
executive.

It was on one of these occasions
that a Roosevelt friend and & butler
spent some nervous hours.

A gangster had been condemned
to die at midnight. Early in the
evening two men and a woman, who
said they were:xelatives of fhe con-
demned man, appeared at the door
of the house and asked to see the
governor.

Waited on Steps

Told By Mr. Roosevelt's friend
that the governor was not at home,
the visitors said they would wait
and thereupon seated thémselves in
the deep shadows on the step of the
big stone mansion., R

An hour went by. The trio talked
in low tones. Mr. Roosevelt's friend
kept an ear glued to the door which
he held ajar. Now and then he at-
tempted to discourage their wait-
ing.

gAs midnight neared the telephone
rang inside. It was the counsel for
the condemned man, calling to make
an eleventh hour plea. The Roose-
velt friend explained the situation
to the attorney and called one of the
trio to the phone.

A long conversation in a foreign
language ensued, with the tension
growing less. The man hung up,
muttered to his companions and
they went off down the gravel drive
and disappeared.

Twice Reinforced

On two occasions the guard at
the executive mansion at. Albany
was increased by a score Or more,
One occasion was when Communist
rioting occurred in. the Assembly
chamber several years ago and
again a few weeks after his election
to the presidensy when Mr. Roose-
velt received delegates.of a grcup
which. was staging a “march on
Washington.” But these precautions
were not to the governor's liking.

For more than three years, Mr.
Roosevelt's personal bodygusrd at
Albany and Hyde Park was the ath-
letic instructor of New York Stc
troopers, Sergeant Earl Miller.

When Mr. Roosevelt visits _his
New York home, “Gus” Gennerich,
New York City detective, takes up
the vigil. ‘

JOHN J. RYLE DEAD;
STAMFORD PHYSICIAN

Stamford, Feb, 16 —(AP) —John
J. Ryle, M. D., member of the
Board of Education here and for-
mer city health commissioner- died
today in Stamford hospital after a
long illness.

SECOND ROOSEVELT
10 BECOME TARGET
Womiing of T. R. At Wik

waukee Was Over 20
Years Ago.

Chicago, Feb. 16—(AP)—For the
second time in history an assassin

has fired at a Roosevelt — without
fatal results. :

Last night at Miami, Fla., Presi-
dent-elect Fragklin D. Roosev:it
narrowly missed being shot as the
bullets meant for him struck five
other ns.

In 1912 at Milwaukee, Wis., the
manuscript of a speech he was
about to make and an eyeglass saved
former President Theodore Roose-
velt from what possibly might have
been a fatal wound.

The Milwaukee shooting occurred
on- Oct, 14 during the presidential
campaign of 1912 when the former
president was a candidate on the
Progressive ticket. . '

Mr. Roosevelt had just left his
hotel to address a political meeting
and was standing in his autom jbl.e
acknowledging- cheers of admirer:
when John Schrank, New York
saloon keeper, stepped forward and
fired.

The bullet struck Roosevelt in the
breast but-it was deflected when it
bit the bulky manuscript and the
eyeglass. Although he was wound-
ed Roosevelt made his speech. After-
ward he came to Chicago and was
in a hospital for a week. Schrank
was committed to the hospital for
the insane at Oshkosh, Wis.

s Assassins Die

Presidént Garfield's killer, Charles
J. Guiteau, was hanged June 30,
1882, at Wacshington.

President McKinley died in Buf-
falo, N. Y., Sept. 14, 1901, eight days
after he was wounded at the Pan-
American exposition by an anarch-
ist, Leon Czolgosz. Czolgosz died in
the electric chair O¢t. 28, 1901, at
the Auburn, N. Y., state prison.

History has resounded with the
crash of assassins bullets. One was
heard around the world-—the killing
of Archduke Franz Ferdinand of
Austria-Hungary and his consort in
1914. It was the spark that set ofr
the World War.

Carter Harrison, Sr.

The wounding of Mayor Anton
Cermak, of Chicago, at Miami by
one of the bullets intended for
President-elect Roosevelt marked
the first attempt at a Chicago
mayor’s life since the assassination
of Carter H. Harrison, Sr. This oc-
curred in 1913, the year of the city’s
Columbian exposition.

The year 1900 saw the assassina-
tion of Willlam Goebel, Democratic
claimant to the governorship of
Kentucky, and in 1905 former Gov-
ernor Frank Stuenenberg of Idaho
met a similar fate,

saw Margaret Keyes, who waus
standing beside me, slump to the
ground. One of tha bullets—proba-
bly the first one—struck her in the
back of her head., As she raised her
arm a second bullet pierced her
hand. .

“As I stooped over to pick her up,
the President’s car began to move
away. I looked up, wondering if
Roosevelt had been hit and I saw
him wave his hand to the crowd.

“The bullets that hit Miss Keyes
could not have missed the President
by more than two feet, and they
ghr:?ably came closer to him than

“While I was trying to lift Miss
Keyes, I looked to my left, and there
was Mayor Cermak, lying on the
ground. He had not been with the
Roosevelt party, but had been sitting
in the front row of a small gfand-
stand, about 20 feet away from the
President-leect's car. He fell about
10 feet away from me. ’

Woman's Actions

“Two men took Miss Keyes out of
my arms and I rushed over to where
Zangara was being overpowered. A
woman, whose name I don't know,
had thrown her arms about Zan-
gara's neck and was trying to choke
him while he was still blazing
away. Then two men—one a depu-
ty sheriff, I heard later—overpower-
ed him,

“When I reached Zangara he had
been disarmed, but he was yelling, “I
want to kill the President—1I kill the
President. Too many people are
starving to death. I'm glad 1 got
Cermsak.”

“The deputy sheriff snapped hand-
cuffs onto Zangara’s wrists just as
& half-dozen policemen burst
through the crowd. A car was
standing nearby with a trunk rack
on the rear, but no trunk on the
rack. The policemen and the depu-
ty sheriff threw on the
trunk rack, stood on him and drove
the car away to the policesstation.

“I heard him say something about
stomach trouble, and he said he
guessed a bad stomach gave him the
idea of killing the President-elect,
“I saw the gun he used.

All -three nurses are qualified in
all branches of public health nurs-
ing, including prenatal, and materni-
ty cases, child welfare, preschool
nursing, acute tuberculosis and bed-
side nursing care.

Wednesday afternoon, Miss Doro-
thy Buttle and several of the mem-
bers of the puklic healtt nursing
Board of Directors heard Miss
Hasey speak In Hartfo.n at the
State Public Health Department be-
fore an audience gathered from all
parts of the state,

Miss Hdsey reviewed the section
of the White House National Public
Health Conference held a year ago,
which concerned heaith astudy of the
pre-school child. Communities and
the nation for many years have
guarded the health of the infant and
the school child, Miss Hasey sald,
buc only in recént years has the im-
portant period between these ages
begun to receive proper attention
from public health workers.

She President Hoover as
saying, “K our country ecou'd have
one generation of properly born,
healthy children, a thousand national
prohlems would disappear.” Also the

statement from the Prési-
dent that, “One good community
nursé will save a dozem future
policemen.”

The volume Miss Hasey reviewed
is dedicated -as follows: “To the
children of America, whose faces

are turned to the light of anew day,

who must be preps&red ior a new
adventure.” '

Miss Hasey stated that even now
ten per cent of the pre-schoal
children of the count receive
health supervision in healith centers
She stressed the waste of lives and
great expense incurre¢ in préevent-
able cases of diphtheria, when ime
munization is not adequate, and
from smalipox through indifference
to vaccination. She said that many
health centers are vaccinating and
using diphtheria anti-toxin now
when the parents request it.

Last year there were 86,000 cases
of diphtheria and 5,788 deuths in the
United States, practically all pre-
ventable if health education had
gucceodod in immunizing . the chil-

ren.

Miss Hasey congratul'.ted Con.
necticut for averaging one public
health nurse to every 2,300 inhabi-
tants of the state, a far higher per-
centage than many other atates,
Manchester with 32,000 people has
only fivg public health nuraes, or one
to every four thousand inhabjtants,

New Low For Connecticut;
~ Cancer High.

During the year of 1832, Connec-
ticut established an all t'm> record
for. good health, the death rate be-
ing 10.0 per 1,000 population, the
‘lowest in the state's history, ac-
cording to an announcement made
today by the State Department of
Health in making public its annual

provistonal statistics. The Dbirth
rate, on the other hand, drbpped to
the extraordinarily low rate of
14.3 per 1,000 population.

16,8640 Deaths

The total number of deaths in
Connecticut in 1832 was 16,640,
while the number of births was
28,669. The department - estimates
the state’s total population us of
July 1, 1832, at 1,656,572. ]

Several other new records were
also established last year, accord-
ing to the department’s statistics
on the causes of death. The death
rate from all forms o%t&eomo:iﬁ
d to 49.4 per 100, an
ti‘;gp:gw record. Still a~ ‘her fig-
ure which shatters all previous
marks was the mortality rate of
66.9 per 100,000 for all fr-ms of
pneumonias, For many years the
iatter rate was more than 100 an-
nually. The typhold #“er rate was
0.6 per 100,000, tying the lov- rec-
ord achieved in 1928. The diphthe-
ria rate was 1.0 per 100,000 popula-
tion, another achievement in the
prevention of disease.

The infant mortality rate, that
is, the rate for children dying in
the first year of life, was brought
to the exceedingly low point of
less than 50 deaths per 1,000 living
births,

Cancer Increases

Tempering somewhat the re-
markable records listed above were
increases in the rate of mortality
for certain other diseases. The
cancer rate, for instance, s« to
122.8 deaths per 100,000, the high-
est point zince 1885. There was al-
s0 an increase in the deaths of
mothers, this rate rising to 5.8 per
1,000 living births.

Deaths by accident numbered 1,-
098, a rate of 68,3 per 100,000. Sui-
cides rose to & high figure of 335,
as compared with 238 in 1828, The
sulcide rate was 20.2 per 100,000,

In the sphere of government:

President-elect - Roosevelt is 51
and Vice President-elect Garner is
64. President Hoqver and Vice
President Curtis are 58 and 73, re-
spectively. ;

The average age of President
Hoover's cabinet is 58, ranging
from 48-year-old Ogden L. Mills,
Secretary of the Treasury * to
Charles F. Adams, 66, Secretary of
the Navy.' -

And although thr average age
of the cabinet, as reputed under
consideration by the President
elect, is 57 or one year younger,
There are on the list two men in
their seventies—Sen, Carter Glass,
75, as Secretary of the Treasury,
and Sen.

Hints on How 1o Keep Well by

THOROUGH EXAMINATION
URGED FOR
Aches May Be Warnings of Begin-
nings of Serious Conditions That
Can Be  Remedied If Correct
Measures Are Taken Promptly.

Pain is a symptom and, in itself,
not & disease. It is wusually an
indication that something is wrong
somewhere, and .it is the duty of
the physician to determine the un-
derlying cause of the pain.

Most of the causes of chronic
pain in the arm, as pointed out
by Dr. W.'R. Brain, are trivial in
the hafense th;l: they do not threat-
en life. ey may be responsi-
ble for suffering and disability
and, by interfering with work and
with recreation, make life- dis-
tressful. ‘
The pain itself is not so signifi-
cant as the detalls of -its nature.
In other words, exactly where is
the pain felt? Does it move about?
Is it constant or does it come at
intervals? 1Is it gradually getting
worse? Is it relieved by motion
or made worse by motion? 1Is it
relieved by warmth or does it be-
come worse with changes in the
weather? 1Is there associated
tingling of the skin or numbness,
or muscular weakness?

Specific answers to each of these
questions enables the physician to
localize the cause. However, it is
impossible merely from the patient's
answers to these questions to teil
anything definite.

There must be actual examinaticn
of the patient with all of the cloth-
ing removed from the upper half of
the body at least, so that the arm
may be examined in relationship to
the shoulder and to the chest.

Each of the joints' must be
studied, the nerves must be exam-
ined from the point of view of the
actions of the muscles depending on
them. It may be necessary to have
an X-ray picture to find whether
or not changes have taken place in
the bones. The blood vessels must
be studied to see if there are any
abnormal stoppings of the circula-
tion or any swellings due to slowing
of the cl{rculatlon.

In arthritis: or inflammation of
the shoulder the pain may be in the
joint or in the muscles over the joint.

pressure, movement is.limited and
there is more pain on movement.

T0 BEAT SULLIVAN
YEAR BEFORE BOUT

Brief Exhibition With John L.
Taught = Gentleman Jim
Enough To Win Title
Months Later.

EDITOR’S NOTE: The conquest
of Sullivan-for the champlonship is
described In this stery, the third of
a series of five recalling Gentleman
Jim Corbett’s greatest fights.

erans’ hospitals to veterans for other
than service connected cases and the
closing of approximately one-half of
the Veterans’ hospitals throughout
the country.
Acting upon the advice from
n which came after the
Senate offices closed for the day,
commanders of ex-service organiza~
tions gent telegrams to their sena-
tors and representatives in the Sen-
ate and House, urging the defeat of
the amendment as proposed. Sen-
ator Hiram Bingham of this state,
accepted the chairmanship of the
committee to which the Bratton Bill
was referred after Chairman Odie
refused to continue in that capacity.
The purpose of the hurried notice
to veteran organizations ihere, as
elsewhere throughout the state, is to
appeal for exemption of the Veter-
ans’ Administration from the gen-
eral effect of the Bratton amend-
ment. Advices from Washington
state that the passage of the
amendment will mean that all of the
regional offices of the Veterans' Bu-
reau will be closed and only the New
York, Atlanta and Boston head-
quarters will be maintained. All of
these regional office employees will
be out of work and all veterans will
lose the facilities for exemination
and hospitalization through the
closing of the veterans hospitals, the
report further states.
