en working in tobacco warehouses 
located Iri country districts may ’ot 
be considered as performing "farm 
labor”  State Commissioner o f Labor 
Joseph M. Tone has been advised in 

I an opinion by the attome> general 
' and women so employed should not 
be paid on the basis of farm labor.

The opinion of the attorney gen­
eral was sought by the Commis­
sioner of Labor who declared “ this 
department haa recently found ex­
cessively low wages paid to women 
working m certain warehouses on 
tobacco farms. These women were 
employed in groups o f approximate' 
ly  50 and were doing work which 
is customarily done In warehouses 
In cities."

Docs Not Apply
In view o f these facta the words 

"labor on a farm” do not appear to 
apply to those warehouse workers, 
even though the buildings in which 
tfccv were employed are located on 
f.'irma I t  is only the smalitr wate- 
houses which are located in such 
r<6ces. The bulk of warehousing Is 
carried on under much better con­
ditions in large establishments in 
the city.

Assistant Attorney General Rich­
ard F, (Jorkey, who wrote the opin­
ion, finds that under the provirion 
of Chapter 301, "  ‘sweat ahop occU' 
pation’ shall mean an induatry, 
tiade, buamess or occupation which 
pays to its employes an unfair and 
oppressive scale o f wage in which 
women or minors are gainfully em­
ployed, but shall not Include domes­
tic service In the home o f the em­
ployer or labor on a farm-’’

HOLMES COIIDITION 
STILL UNCHANGED

Doctor Reports Aged Jurist 
No Better But No Weaker; 
He Remains Conscious.

Washington, March 4.— (A P ) — 
Still struggling against bronchial 
pneumonia, former Supreme Court 
Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes was 
reported by hiz physician today to 
be no better, but on the other hand 
to be no weaker.

Dr. Thomas Clayton, after his first 
visit this morning to the aged 
jurist's bedside, told Mark Howe, a 
former secretary to the justice, that 
he found his condition unchanged.

"O f course the fact that he Isn't 
getting any better is disturbing to 
the doctors,”  said Howe.

Nevertheless, some friends o f Mr. 
Holmes have expressed the hope 
that he will live through his 94th 
birthday, which falls on Friday of 
this week. The Holmes physicians 
have refused to speculate on this 
possibility, but Howe said that they 
of course, have not given up all hope 
for his ultimate recovery.

Is Still OonsdouB
An oxygen tent continued to cover 

the patient as he lay In his single 
bed in a front room on the second 
floor o f his red brick home. Howe 
said the jurist spent a comfortable 
night, is still conscious and is able 
to take some nourishment.

Senator Borah (R., Ida.) a caller 
at the Holmes residence this mortv- 
ing, said he had been informed the 
former justice was resting and that 
there was no immediate dahger.

A  .fourth doctor, J. W. Lindsay, 
pathologist, was called in to consult 
over Mr. Holmes' condition.

Expect That hy Mid-April FAMOUS CRUSADER
All of Hundreds of Meas- 
nres Will Be Beyond 
Hearing Stage.

PASSES ON COAST

Hartford. March 4.— (A P ) —The 
healthy appearance of the Legisla­
tive Bulletin, official organ of the 
General Assembly for listing dates 
of public hearings, strengthened tbe 
hope of leaders today that the mid­
dle of April will find virtually all of 
the hundreds o f bills beyond the 
public hearing phase.

Told two weeks ago that the 
time had come for more speed if a 
jam were to be averted at the tail 
end of the session, committees made 
haste to assign for hearings the bills 
entrusted to them.

Notices o f future public hearings 
covered more than eight pages of 
the last bulletin, issued March 1. 
The Judiciary committee alone, 
busiest of tbe legislative bodies, 
prepared three pages to list the 
measures scheduled to be heard dur­
ing the next five weeks.

With 54 more legislative days 
ahead, more than 1,600 measures 
have still to be reported. Hearings 
on many of these have been held, 
but reports are being withheld pend­
ing the preparation of final drafts.

Major Hearings
The Judiciary committee for ex­

ample has held public hearings on 
two of tbe major issues before the 
General Assembly—Old age pen­
sions and liquor.

Since the bearings it has devoted 
considerable time to rewriting 
measures on these subjects.

Senator J. Kenneth Bradley, com­
mittee chairman, said recently the 
committee hoped to submit the re­
vised old age pension bill to: the 
General Assembly this week.

There has bqen no indication yet 
as to wh^n tbe committee will com­
plete work on the liquor bill.

The problem o f relief is perhaps 
the principal one still awaiting a 
public hearing in committee. Re­
cently the special tax study com­
mission submitted a bill which would

Fremont Older Dies m His 
78th Year; Was a Noted 
Newspaper Editor.

San Francisco, March 4.—  (A P )— 
Fremont Older, 78, noted San Fran­
cisco newspaper editor and leader in 
the campaign to free Tom Mooney, 
will be buried tomorrow at his Sar­
atoga ranch home south of here.

The veteran editor died from a 
heart attack at the wheel of his 
automobile near Stockton, Calif., 
yesterday, shortly after he had com­
posed part of a newspaper article. 
The article was baged on a 16th Cen­
tury essayist's "Thoughts On 
Death.”

Older, for the last 17 years edi­
tor of the San Francisco Call-Bulle­
tin, became noted first as a fearless 
crusader against municipal graft 
when, as editor of the old San Fran­
cisco Bulletin, he waged an editorial 
fight that brought criminal convic­
tions for former Mayor Eugene 
Schmitz and Abe Ruff, political 
boss.

Mooney Campaign
Older joined in the campaign in 

behalf of Mooney after becoming 
convinced the latter’s trial for the 
1916 San Francisco Preparedness 
Day bombing was, tainted by per­
jured testimony of some state's w it­
nesses. The veteran editor became 
an ardent advocate of prison re­
form.

Bom in Appleton, Wis., he started 
his career aa a printer's devil. A fter 
completing his education in public 
schools in Wisconsin and at Ripon 
college, be came west and held a 
number of newspaper poaitiona in 
the San BYanclsco Bay region be­
fore he waa made editor o f the 
BuIIeUn in 1895.

Washington, March 4.— (A P )—A

Athens to bomb warships which 
put to sea under the command o f 
rebel officers.

Loyal government troops in East­
ern Macedonia marched on Drama, 
the village of ancient Salonlki near 
the Plain of Philippi. I t  la one o f the 
oldest battlefields in the world. It  
was there that Brutus and Caasiua 
were defeated In 42 B. C.

(Across the Yugoslav border, 
heavy fighting was reported heard, 
the Yugoslavs saying that both tha 
Greek government forces and the 
rebels were using artillery and that 
thr engagement had taken on the 
character<stlca of a major battle).

Leader's Home Wrecked 
Government air pilots reported 

that they had wrecked the home of 
the leader of the rebellion, foriper. 
Premier Eleutherios Ventzelos. 
They flew over his estate at Canea, 
Oete, and dropped a  series of 
bombs.

(Another alleged rebel leader, 
Gen. Nicholas Plastiras, who ran a 
Greek revolution In 1922, waa re­
ported missing from bis hotel in 
Ckmnes and it was rumored he 
might have sailed for Crete).

Gen. George Kondylis, minister of 
war, took personal command o f tbe 
government campaign in an effort 
to force a sudden end to the hostil­
ities which broke out Saturday. 

Military Orders
The military restrlctiona in 

Athens were tightened. A ll radio 
stations were oidered to stay silent. 
Private automobiles were forbidden 
to circulate.

The government announced it 
would open courta-martial tomor­
row and >hat rebels would be tried 
solely by army officers.

A  number of prominent people 
visited President Zairois this morn­
ing and caked him to intervene to 
prevent *'jrther loss o f lives and 
property damage.

This scaling of the Interest rate 
on the public debt has been going on 
for some time. And yet not every­
body reallees that what l.a being 
scaled down, and which la now ap­
proaching the disappearing point, is 
the difference between a bond and a 
greenback.

The administration does not at­
tempt to disguise the hope that these 
refunding operations, by reducing 
the attracUveneaa of inveitment in 
the public debi, will force more 
money Into Inveitment In business 
and private enterprises. But —It 
persists In Its determination to pre­
serve tbs Institution of some kind of 
Interest on the nation's obllgationa 
and to reduce the amount by con­
stant nibbling, instead of doing the 
whole thing et one stroke - paying 
off the existing bond Issues as the.v 
fall due in non-interest bearing 
United States currency which the 
bond owners must put to work if 
they want any return from their 
fortune*.

Already something approaching 
half of the interest rate baa been 
whittled away. But at the same 
rate nf progress It would take an­
other twenty years to chip away the 
rest -to get us down to a non-inter­
est bearing bond—greenback—baiia 
of financing.' A slow way of ac­
complishing what could be accom­
plished In a  Jiffy—with courage. A 
slow way and a devious one, but 
coming out at the same gate- only 
with our shoes worn out.

$1,000,000,000 for direct relief o f the 
type received by mure than half of 
the persona now on the rellel rolls to 
over $8,000,000,000 for public works 
relief, with full-time employment, at 
the "prevsdllng wage" rate.

$280 a Year
The average cost of direct rellet. 

per case during the third quarter of ' 
the p u t  year wae at the rate of 
slightly over $28Q per year. At this 
annual rate the total cost fur 3,500,- 
000 cases would amoimt to $689,000,- 
000. The average cost of work relief 
has been around 6<) per cent greater 
than the cost of direct rellM. The 
average for the third quarter of 
1934 waa slightly over $35 per 
month, or around $420 per year; 
Cc-ntinuous employment for 3,500,- 
000 persona during a period of 12 
months would cost $1,475,000,000.

The plan now under consideration 
by Congress has for Its purpose the 
prevision of employment on public 
works during the coming fiscal year 
for 3,500,000 relief persona, at an 
estimated total cost of $4,000,000,- 
000. Administration spokesmen have 
stated In the hearings before the 
Senate Appropriations Committee 
that the plan contemplates a month­
ly wage of $50 and a work-week of 
30 hours. A report submitted to the 
Senate Committee by the Budget 
Bureau allota $2,100,000,000, or 62 
1-2 per cent, for wages, and $1,900,- 
000,000, or 47 1-2 per cent, for ma­
terials. This estimate apparently 
takes no account of overhead, al­
though the overhead on work relief 
03 It is administered at present is 
over 9 per cent of the total cost. It 
Is likely to be even greater on pub­
lic works because of the need for a 
greater number of technical and 
supervisory positions. The British 
unemployment relief authorities, 
after 12 years experience with pub­
lic works unemployment relief, esti­
mate that on the average the ma­
terials and overhead cost on this 
type of relief amounts to 60 per cent 
of the total. Estimates from various 
American sources range from 60 to 
65 per cent for materials and over- 
bead on public works projects.

JULUARD FOUNDATION

cavity. Restating this In more pre­
cise language, an operation for the 
correction of her congenital dia­
phragmatic hernia was performed.

The operation, which was begun 
at 10:30 this morning and which 
wa.s completed at approximately 
12:43 consisted in the making, first 
of an opening into the child’s chest 
on the left side.

Four ribs were cut and removed. 
Through this opening it was seen 
that the chest space on the left side 
contained not only the lung, which 
is normally there,. but also the 
.■•tomach. the small intestines, the 
appendix all the large intestines in­
cluding the appendix except for a 
distance of two feet the so-called 
de.yccnding portion of the large in- 
testliio. The .spleen was also in the 

I chest spare.
H e a r t  S h ifted

Because of the presence of these 
abdominal organs in the chest the 
left lung was shriveled and collaps­
ed and the heart wa.s shifted in its 
IHisItion from the left over toward 
the right side.

The second pha-'C of the operation 
consisted in the reduction of the 
hernia. This meant, first, freeing the 
space throiich which the organs had 
entered the chest wall from the ad­
hesions there formed. Next, the 
other ndhc:don.: of the snnll (>"11 
large intestines to the lung and the 
heart covering were seveivd.

The surgeon Dr, Philemon E. 
True.sdale, was now in a position to 
replace the displaced organs in the 
abdominal eavlty.

The third step of the operatidft 
consisted in clearing the opening in 
the diaplyagm of all the surround­
ing adhesions. The opening was then 
closed by stitching the edges to­
gether along its entire length.

This opening extended half 
through the thickness of the body, 
running from the center to the chest 
wall on the left side. The opening 
was five Inches tn length and meas­
ured three inches wide.

Tbe nerve which controls the mo­
tion of the left half of the dia­
phragm waa paralyzed by the In­
jection of alcohol. TTila will limit the 
movements of the diaphragm and 
should facilitate healing. This 
paralysis Is noi. permanent. I t s . ef­
fects may last for several weeks or 
months.

Washington. March 4.—(AP)~An 
investigation of the work of the 
Home Owners Loan Corporation was 
Invited today by Chairman John H. 
Fahey, who appeared before the 
House Rules committee to answer 
charges of graft and Inefficiency.

Fahey denied there had been any 
Inefficiency on the part of the cor­
poration, asserting that every safe­
guard possible had been thrown 
around its work considering that it 
was created In the midst of an emer­
gency, organized under intense pres­
sure and overwhelmed by an aval­
anche of loan applications which 
quickly mounted to over 1,750,000.

Fahey revealed that 104 persona 
have been Indicted for violation of 
the Home Owners Loan Act. but 
said that only 30 had ever been em­
ployed by the corporation. The le­
gal department, he said, through its 
special criminal section, has dealt 
with over 1,200 complaints.

Dirrieult Problem
In inviting an investigation, 

Fahey suggested that such an In­
quiry, even though it would delay 
the corporation’s work, might be 
justified If it enabled Congress and 
the public to understand better the 
corporation’s problems and its ac­
complishments In relieving distress 
of nearly a million home owners and 
protecting the savings of millions of 
small bank depositors.

"If there existed any such general 
condition of graft and Inefficiency as 
these few vague ciiticisras have al­
leged.” Fahey said, "there would 
have been a far greater volume of 
protest.' from the army of over 1,- 
750,000 applicants who have been in 
contact with employes of the HOLC.

50 Charges Ntade
"The fact is that less than 50 

charges from all this vast number 
of applications have been made be­
fore Congress os to the corpora­
tion’s practices, dealings or delays. 
Of this number specific Information 
has been given us in only 31 cases. 
Out of these 31 cases only eight de 
serve the serious consideration of 
any committee interested in dealing 
with the facts."

Fahey said "every conceivable de­
vice" has been successfully employed 
to prevent graft, malfeasance and 
neglect on the part of members of 
the board or central executives of 
the. corporation "and to assure fair 
treatment to home owners and to 
protect the government’s Interest.”

Men Ask ^  Cents an Hour and 
Company Follows With a 
Reduction of Present Rate.

New Haven. March 4.— (AP)' — 
The Connecticut Company today re­
jected demands by trolley and bus 
operators and other employes of 
the company for higher rates of 
wage—a schedule which would have 
returned the payroll.  to the 1929 
level.

Trolleymen and bus drivers had 
asked 69 cents an hour. Instead 
the company has ordered a reduc­
tion of two cents an'hour tn this 
class and similar corresponding cuts 
in pay for other workers.

The state executive board which 
has been carrying on negotiations 
with the company today ordered a 
poll tomorrow of trolley and bus 
operators throughout the state. A 
total of 1,400 workers are Involved 
in the dispute. The polls will be 
opened tn 12 centers of the sUte tor 
rejection or acceptance of the com­
pany's decision. The results prob­
ably will be known late this week.

leag<ie. Bruce Campbell, 25. ac­
quired from the St. Louts Browns.

Catcher Bill Brenzel Is another 
backstop to be Introduced to the big 
top by the Indians. His experienee 
Includes service with the San Fran­
cisco Missions and Kansas City.

“Rest Since Joe Sewell.”
”"Roy Hughes, 23. a ranking short- 
atop for New Orleans last year, may 
be groomed for a job as utility In- 
flslder. He batted .299 In '34 and is 
touted as "the best shortstop pros­
pect from the Southeim League since 
Joe Sewell graduated In 1920."

Two rookie hurlers the Indians 
expect to develop are Albert Mllnar, 
21, southpaw, and Dennis Galehouse, 
23, right-hander. Mllnar, an alum­
nus of the Cleveland santllots. won 
22 and lost 13 for New Orleans, 
while Galehouse, a native of Mar- 
shallvlllc, Ol., won 11 and lost 10 for 
the same club.
