State Senate Declines to Act 
on Governor’s Veto on 
Grounds That BiD Has 
Been Killed.

state Capitol, Hartford, April 3.—

t A P )— The Senate decided today to 
et dead men lie and declined to act 
on the gubernatorial veto of the 

horse racing bill on the ground that 
. it was not properly before that body.

In taking this action, the Senate 
upheld the contention of Porlla- 
men tart ana that cince the bill was 
killed definitely when the House 
voted to sustain the veto of Gover­
nor Wilbur L. Cross there was no 
need for further action.

The measure, seeking to legalize 
pari-mutuel betting In Connecticut 
had been made the order o f the day 
for noon. When that hour arrived. 
Senator J. Kenneth Bradley, Re­
publican floor leader and one of the 
bill’a most outspoken opponents, 
arose on a point of order and ex­
pressed the belief that the proposal 
was not properly before the Senate. 

Returned To House 
The floor leader was sustained by 

Lieutenant Governor Frank Hayes 
wbo ordered the measure returned to 
the clerk of the House where the 

, veto was sustained overwhelmingly 
last week.

Carrying out his announceo inten­
tion o f speeding up the Senate busi­
ness, Lieutenant Governor Hayes 
called that body to order promptly 
'ht 11:15 a. m. Last week the presid­
ing officsr told Senators that there 
had been some criticism at the de­
lays In getting their sessions under 
way.

From Governor Cross, the Senate 
received three major nominations 
for confirmation. The list Included 
two Incumbents, Labor Commis­
sioner Joseph M. Tone of New Ha­
ven and Highway Commissioner 
John A. Macdonald o f Putnam.

The third nomination was that of 
Senator John C. Blackall of Hart­
ford, who was named state insurance 
commissioner to succeed Howard P. 
Dunham of Wethersfield.

Senator Blackall and Tone are 
Democrats while Macdonal-) Is a Re­
publican.

A ll o f the nominations referred by 
the Senate to its committee on 
executive nominations are for four 
years beginning July 1, 1935.

Swinging into the thirteenth leg­
islative week, the Senate took a cue 
from its presiding officer and accel- 

I crated its pace. In leas than a 
half hour. It killed more than two 
score o f House bills. From the 
labor committee, it received a fav­
orable report on a bill designed to 
have the, pfesent Federal reemploy­
ment offices absorbed by the State 
Liabor Department. Because the 
measure will require an appropria­
tion, the Senate referred it to the 
appropriations committee.

There are six Federal reemploy­
ment offices tn the state located In 
Meriden, Middletown, New London, 
Norwalk, Danbury and New Britain. 
I t  Is understood that they will be 
given the status of branch offices of 
the present state employment bur­
eaus located In New Haven, Hart­
ford, Bridgeport, Norwich and 
Waterbury.

Capitol Blossoms Out

Kaunas, Lithuania, April 2.— 
(A P )—The Lithuanian government, 
well-informed sources said today will 
Inform Great Britain, France and 
Itsdy that any failure on her part to 
abide by the Merael statute Is solely 
the fault of Germany.

The three western powers protest­
ed against-the manner In which the 
provisions of the statute have been 
observed.

" I f  the statute is not functioning 
and If Parliament has been dismiss­
ed, It Is because o f the violent press, 
radio and economic campaign Ger­
many has been waging against the 
mandated territory." quarters close 
to the government stated.

•This campaign has made It neces­
sary to take rigid measures for the 
protection o f our rights."

Sir John Simon, British foreign 
secretary, Informed the House of 
Commons yesterday that the gov­
ernments o f Great Britain, France 
and Italy had Informed Lithuania 
that "the present situation In Memel 
territory Is incompatible with the 
principles o f autonomy granted fhe 
territory by statute and that It Is 
the duty of the Lithuanian govern­
ment to bring the situation to an end 
without delay.”

Statute Extended.
The Memel statute was put into 

effect under League of Nations aus­
pices. While I lacing the territory 
under Lithuanian sovereignty, the 
statute extended to It a clearly de­
fined degree of administrative and 
financial autonomy.

Washington, April 2— (A P )—To 
Its policy of attempting to revive 
foreign trade by a series of give and 
take treaties with other countries, 
the United States had added today 
an open warning that it wrlll hit 
back at nations which discriminate 
against American goods.

President Roosevelt made known 
that the government Is studying the 
question of ending existing trade 
^ c ts  with Germany, Italy, Den­
mark and Portugal. As he pro­
claimed a new reciprocal treaty be­
tween Belgium and the United 
States, the President outlined the 
foreign trade policy in a letter to 
Secretary Morgenthau.

Few Details Given
The President’s letter did not go 

into the details o f the "discrimina­
tion.”  Economists long have been 
noting, however, a multiplicity of 
devices to channel trade in the 
modem world, including tariffs, ex­
change controls, quota systems and 
sanitary restrictions.

The President's letter warned that 
unless nations grant "equality of 
treatment” to the United States 
they will be denied benefits of re­
ciprocal trade practices now being 

Tiegotlated with more than a dozen 
countries.

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SALES TAX
It. may be a little puzzling to 

some people why a good many very 
well diapoacd and reasonably dis­
interested persons should be advo­
cating the Imposition of a sales tax 
upon the people of Connecticut at a 
time when It is admitted the sole 
reason for the depression is the losr 
of purchasing power by the public. 
Everybody knows that If folks could 
buy what they need and what they 
want bualnesa would boom all over 
the country. And everybody knows 
that the Immediate reaaon why btut 
ness and production are partially 
paralyzed Is because the people are 
not in a position to buy the needed 
and wanted properties and commodi­
ties. On the face of It, then, a sales 
.tax which of course can only oper 
^Rte to make the customer's money 
buy Just so much less is exactly the 
‘wrong kind of a tax to Impose.

If the purpose were to keep pen 
le from consuming goods, as in 
ms relations It was during the 

if the need to oonaerve the 
tlon’s energlea and rsaourcea for 

^ ts  military defense and to keep the 
.^vlltan population from using up 
^knore rommoditles than absolutely 
neceasary, then no better device 
than a salea tax could well be la­

mented. But a precisely opposite 
ikondition exists today.
; Practically everybody is aware of

tithe fact that any unavoidable burden 
placed on the ahouldera of the aver- 

man and woman, any policy or 
plan or law which tUU further re- 
ducea their purchasing power and 
'makes them abls to buy less Is like 
k  blow upon an already bruised face.

And sUU, reasonable and decent 
t>eople are advocating a- sales tax— 
in  full knowledge that a much more 
fruitful source of revenue, a state 
income tax progressively heavier on 
larger Incomes, la untouched; and 
ought by every right to be tapped. 
Why do such people take auch an 
nttltudeT

They taka it for the very good 
reason that they have no faith that 
a  genuine progreasive in^m e tax, 
actually Intended to place the bur­
den of providing large amounta of 
Income to the stats on those best 
able to bear It, would ever be 
courageously and honestly enforce<l.

They listen to the evidence in the. 
Hellon inquiry—they listen to the 
testimony of Mr. Mellon himself-^ 
and they despair. Mr. Mellon ad­
mitted yesterday that he did make 
trick salea of securities for the pur­
pose of dodging Income tax pay­
ments, but felt that he was Justified 
In doing so because tha United 
States tax laws arere unfair to him. 
They would have taken aw,ay from 
him more than he felt he should con­
tribute to the government, so he 
arranged matters to conform to 
what he thought It was reasonable 
that be should pay.

ANGLING, GUNNING FEES
Elsewhere In this iasus-of the 

Herald appears a  letter from 
Thomas H. Beck, chairman of the 
State Board of Fisheries and Game, 
taking some degree of exception to

recent editorial in this newspaper 
opposing a  proposed increase in the 
fees for hunters’ and anglers’ li­
censes.

Comml.s.sloner Beck painstsklngly 
endeavors to get it through the 
Herald’s bead that if we will invea- 
tigate the coat of rearing trout or 
the buying and releasing of pheas­
ants U will be clesr that “all sports­
men get excellent value for their 
money."

We already Had a  very good gen­
eral idea of the cost of the propaga­
tion program of the Fish and Game 
Commission and we haven't and 
never have had any ̂ criticism to 
make of the Board’s accounting for 
the license money it expends. It la 
our convictions that the funds are 
honestly spent. It Is a long way 
from being our conviction that they 
arc always spent wisely. And we 
are very sure indeed that the right 
to go hunting or fishing in this state 
has been steadily growing more 
costly—in a time when the average 
purchaser of a  license cannot afford 
the fee be has to pay now, let alone 
a higher fee next year.

Our criticism of Commissioner 
Beck Is a criticism of his point of 
view, his outlook. His conception 
of good sport, within the purview of 
his group, Is plenty of birds and 
plenty of fish for the game-hungry 
gunner and the creel-proud angler 
to bring home. Ours. Is different. 
Our notion of the rod and gun are 
that they are rather Incidental ac- 
oompanlmenta of exeursions into the 
open air and of healthful relaXlon- 
ships with nature that should be 
wtthtn the reach ot every lover of 
outdoors. Mr. Beck seems to us to 
have the "sporting man’s" rather 
than the sportsman’s approach to 
the subject. The “.sporting miin” 
will always bo scornful of dollar bills 
—but there Is many a true sporls- 
man with whom dollar bills are very 
scarce Indeed.

We are completely aware that to 
provide brook trout by the basket­
ful and pheasants by the brace for 
all the 30,000 licensed sportsmen of 
Connecticut would be—necessarily 
must be—a very expensive biislnesa. 
We are under no delusion whatever 
as to the cost of propagation, dis­
tribution and guardianship. The 
point we make Is that Mr. Beck and 
those who work with him in-the Leg­
islature are trying to make the find­
ing of trout anfl pheasanta a good 
deal easier th.m the sportsman of 
the state can afford to have it made. 
In other words, they are trying to 
build up the gunning and angling 
potentialities of the state as if there 
were no limit to the public's capa­
city to pay. They are not cutting 
their garment according to their 
cloth, but Insist an elaborating it re­
gardless and on compelling the more 
modest licensees to produce more 
and more fabric.

Fifteen years ago the angling li­
cense In this state cost a dollar. The 
population of the' state has not 
greatly increased. But whereas the 
fishing was actually better then than 
now, the license fee at present is 
$3.33 and Mr. ,Beck now wants to 
make It $3.83.

Wo have very little expectation 
of making Commissioner Beck see 
the situatton in our way. He firm 
ly believes that for the right to go 
afield and kill a couple of pheasants 
almost as tame aa barnyard fowl, or 
to haul out of a stream a fine big 
hatchery trout dumped tn a week 
before, any fellow ought to be glad 
to pay $3.88, even though three- 
elghty-flve probably equala his fam­
ily’s food budget for a week and Is 
therefore a small fortune to him 
And that anybody who squawks at 
paying such a fee la—shall we put It 
mildly 7 - -unappreciative.

There are many thousands ot 
anglers, and a good many gtmners 
who get out perhaps two or throe 
times tn a season. Many of theee 
never fish a state-leased etream or 
catch or try to catch a state hatch­
ery trout—and wouldn’t  shoot at a 
pheasant any more than they would 
at a robin. But they must pay the 
de luxe license fee in order to fish or 
bunt at all. And they are paying 
more already than they should be 
asked to pay.

If Mr. Beck xvlll get- down to earth 
and realize that the 30,000 aporte- 
men tor whom he la working are for 
tha moat part people tn very moder­
ate circumstances, and many ot 
them nowadays actually poor. It 
should not be difficult for him to 
figure out why it U that this news­
paper so often finds fault with his 
projects.

boro defendants, by the United 
States Supreme Court carries with 
it a  highly significant warning to 
states other than those below the 
Mason and Dixon line—even, start­
ling aa the thought may be, to 
Connecticut.

The Supreme Court has invalidat­
ed the verdict and the death sen­
tence imposed on the two Negroes, 
who were accused of aosaultlng a 
white woman, on the ground that 
they were denied equal protection 
of the laws guaranteed them under 
tlie Constitution; the denial of equal 
rights being Implicit in the fact that 
Negroes are systematically excluded 
from Alabama Juries.

'n iat fact might not make so 
much impreaelpn on the Connecticut 
mind If It were not for the very par­
ticular way in which the opinion, de­
livered by Chief Justice Hughes, de­
scribes the practice of such exclu­
sion. It Is customary for North- 
crncrs--and rightly enough—to 
think of the Southern states as deny­
ing Negroes pretty much every 
right; and we are likely to take it 
for granted that banning them from 
Jury duty is the result of some state 
law which the Supreme Court has 
found improper and condemned.

But It Is not a question of dis­
criminatory laws; it is a  case of dis­
criminatory action. Chief Justice 
Hughes said that whenever, by any 
action of a state—whether through 
legislation, the courts, executive or 
administrative officers—persons of 
African race were excluded because 
of race and color from Jury duty, the 
court proceedings were invall.l. 
The absence of Negroes from ths 
Jury polls should have caused the 
trial court to quash the Indictment 
Ho pointed out that much te.stimony 
was received that no Negro had 
served on a Jackson County Jury in 
a generation and that that fact es­
tablished discrimination.

What different situation are we 
in, right here In Connecticut? Who 
ever heard of a Negro juror in a 
felony case in Hartford County? 
Or in the entire state? Even when 
Negroes are being tried?

We simply do not admit Negroes 
to jtiry duty in Connecticut any 
more than they do In Alabama. 
There h u  never been any fuss over 
it; we never heard of any particu­
lar feeling about it. But neverthe-' 
less Negroes do not get onto Juries. 
They don’t even get onto Jury lists 
except by accident. If ever.

And some day, if we continue the 
practice, some smart law>'er Is going 
to get some negro criminal clean off, 
perhaps after a homicide conviction, 
by going to the. Supreme Court with 
a  Connecticut case In which, aa in 
Scottsboro, the defendant was de­
prived of his constitutional right to 
equality before the law.

Maybe it wouUl he a good idea If 
we took this Scottsboro decision to 
heart and got In out of the rain be­
fore such a rnso ari.ses right here 
in the Land of Steady Habits,

ELECTROCARDIOORAPH
One of the most satisfying ex­

periences that a doctor knows is to 
bo able to give a patient good news. 
For example, a patient comes to 
the doctor's office believing he has 
all the symptoms of heart trouble. 
He waits in fear and trembling 
while the heart Is examined. If the 
doctor can tcli him that there is 
nothing organically wrong with the 
heart and that this vital organ Is 
sound. It Is wonderful to see the 
look of relief on the patient’s face. 
He walks out of the office with a 
brisk step to which hope and confi­
dence have given wings.

In using the electrocardiograph 
to examine the heart It may be 
found that no organic heart disease 
is present and that symptoms 
which made the patient feel he has 
heart trouble are due to a func­
tional heart disorder.

By showing the 
patient the amount of Improvement 
behveen the first and second elec­
trocardiograms, it is easy to con­
vince him that his heart Is all right 
and he then makes a recovery sat­
isfactory In every wray.

T recommend the electrocardio­
graph and feel that with this ma­
chine we are able for the first time 
In medical history to accurately 
measure damage done to the heart 

iir-mnle heart disease. Because 
tWs equipment la new, it la very 
expensive and I know that many 
of my readers will not be able to 
have the heart examined In this 
way. However, if you feel there Is 
something wrong with the heart 
and If you live in a large city. I 
advise that jrou keep looking until 
you can locate an electrocardio­
graph and then see that you have 
an accurate heart examination 
made using this new eaulpment.

In a future article I will tell you 
about the value of the electroear- 
dlograps In diagnosing heart disor­
ders.

Light Turned on Oenerals aad Ad- 
inirala* Plan for Dietatonhlp In 
War . .  . Labor Board Knocks Our

Washington, April 2—Wlien the 
war clouds scud around over Eu­
rope. everybody here begins to re­
member how we got Into the last 

ig war and to wonder whether we 
will have better luck next time.

The War and Navy Departments 
have soma ambitious plans to turn 
this government Into a military dic­
tatorship in event of war.. These 
plans are embodied In seven bills 
which the generals and admirals 
drew up aad planned to rush 
through Congress when war actual­
ly came along. They mesa up the 
Constitution more than any New 
Deal proposal to date.
Military and naval men are ter­

ribly sore a t Senator Bennett Clark 
of Missouri because be found out 
about the bills and Insisted on In­
troducing them in peacetime, 
when Congress could get a good 
look a t them, with out being 
stampeded into a possibly Hit- 
leresque program which would be 
comfortable only to certain brass 
hats.

Clark happens to have been a 
wartime colonel who was attached 
to the army general staff. But 
they couldn’t  stop him and the 
bills are now being considered by 
the Senate munlttons committee, 
which will report out some war­
time legislation, hut doesn’t  like 
the army-navy bills a t  all.

One objection la that the bills ap­
pear to contemplate eltber a  mass 
military attack on the United States, 
which few aenetora believe poeslble 
—thaake to oar geographic leolation 
—or a great war of aggression, auch 
as moat civilians here oppose.

Another is tha . a t  some future 
time they might suddenly be 
dragged In, for purposes of Fascist 
rule. In the case of a mere war 
a ltb  some weak, minor country 
which would be no national emer­
gency a t all.

The bills, if they became law, 
would empower the president to 
ronflscate private property and en­
able him to abolish freedom of the 
press; compel registration for the 
draft of every citizen over 18, all 
of whom would then be a t  the 
president's command and subject to 
Cuurt-martial for 'allure to appear 
upon call to duty; provide for li­
censing all forms of business in 
such way as to confer Ilfe-and 
death powers and authorize the 
drafting of labor as well as soldiers.

Use of child labor even might bo 
neressary, according to the "InduN' 
trial 3IoblUzatlon Plan" of which 
the bills are a part.

The plan also speaka of dlvert-

National Labor Relations Board, 
deciding against the W. F. Hall 
Printing Co. of Cjhlcago in a collec­
tive bargaining case, ruled the fol­
lowing reasons given for discharg­
ing union men were not aufftcient:

“Edward Campbell, with the com­
pany six years, annoyed the com­
pany by being 'too anxious’ to work 
after he had been laid off and was 
seeking reemployment; John Pocle- 
cha, one year iritb the company, 
that be tried to 'pick Jobs which 
paid the most' and would 'gflve him 
a better bonus’; Carl Zeltler, five 
years with the company, that he 
used Indecent language, aa 'Why 
the heir and referred to fellow 
workmen as ’pimks’.’’

The farm recovery act is work­
ing so well in certain Instances 
that AAA leaders already are 
forced to fight efforts of farm or­
ganization lobbyists and politicians 
for further crop restrictions and 
price increases.

Take tobacco. The price for flue- 
cured is now about 60 per cco; 
above parity. In the case of es(' 
farm commodity, parity is the 
of the AAA act and program.

But politicians and so-called 
farm leaders from tobacco states 
are demanding a higher processing 
tax. with further production cuts 
and benefit payments which will 
force prices still higher.

I t doesn’t  do Secretary Wallace 
any good to tell this pressure group 
that he has no legal right to con­
tinue processing taxes and benefit 
payments for any length of time af­
ter a crop has reached Its pre-war 
parity price baaed on farm buying 
power.

The lobbyists want to go ahead 
with the Kerr-Smlth compulsory 
control act, which penalizes with 
a stiff tax any grower who raises 
more than his quota.

"Why shouldn’t  we?" they de­
mand. “Look a t the huge profits 
the cigaret manufacturers are mak­
ing!”

This evidence that farm groups 
are followlfig in the footsteps of 
agriculture and seeking a  perma­
nent "scarcity economy” is very 
disturbing to Wallace.

Replying to the attack made upon 
him by Senator Burton K. Wheeler,

Would Hurt Invratora 
In hla speech in the Senate, Sena- 

jr  Wheeler complimented Mr. Fer- 
'^son , his company and Its policies, 
and quoted extensively from public 
addresses and writings of the Hart­
ford executive In the past, but de­
clared that by appearing against the 
blU for the elimination of holding 
companies he had nullified these. In 
hla reply, Mr. Ferguson stated em­
phatically that, while he had resisted 
on efforts of bolding companies to 
acquire the Hartford company, the 
holding companies, despite some 
abuees, bad achieved much good; 
and that their destruction could be 
accomplished only a t great losses to 
those who hoc. Invested their life 
savings in utility securities and to 
the customers of the operating com­
panies. He offered his aid In draft­
ing legislation which would prevent 
recurrence of abuses, but which 
would retain the good done by hold­
ing companies.

Not Quoted In Full
“I stand by every word which the 

Senator had quoted—and he has 
quoted me correctly even though In 
some cases the thought would be 
more clearly Indicated If he had 
quoted the statement in full Insteaul 
of only in part. These quotations and 
references in no case point to the 
necessity of destroying an instru­
mentality which has done great good

bill’.”

Power Trust Propaganda
The apparent purpose of Wheeler’s 

speeches, Mr. Ferguson said, was to 
allay the fears of Congresamon and 
Senators as to the attitude of their 
constituents, from whom a flood of 
mall, opposing passage of the bill, is 
arriring daily, by telling them that 
the letters do not represent the 
views of constituents but are power 
trust propaganda. Mr. Ferguson 
stated that he had Investigated this 
charge and found it wholly untnie 
except in three towns ou tof the 
thousands from which the letters 
are coming, where an “idiot'' dis­
trict manager had prepared form 
letters for the signatures of others. 
Every man ana woman, he sold, has 
the right to express his or lier opin­
ion and if they feel as he does "that 
the Wheeler-Raybum bill will in its 
present form Injure the investments 
in which they have placed their sav­
ings and will retard the general low­
ering of rates," they should write 
not only their Senators and Repre­
sentatives but the chairmen of the 
House and Senate committees u  
well, “expressing their desiro that 
this bill should either be defeated or 
redrafted into a regulatory instead 
of a destructive measure."

Holding Company Abuses
Senator Wheeler went into “an­

cient history", Mr. Ferguson said, to 
describe again the Isolated holding 
company securities abuses. Repeti­
tion of these has been for the most 
part been made Impossible by the 
securities legislation of the past two 
years, he said, and the remainder 
can be cured by regulatory legisla­
tion which he ^vocated before the 
committee, but Senator Wheeler 
would "bum the barn to roast the 
pigs.”

Nice Work In Bill
He took issue with ^Wheeler’s 

declaration that the “clei^r law­
yers” who created the complicated 
holding company itructures could 
take them down again. Thla would 
be like “removing the egg from the 
omelet.” These complicated struc- 
itures can be taken down, only by 

iping out the aavinga ot millions 
people who have invested their 

saving In them, Mr. Ferguson as­
serted; if destruction is what la 
wanted the bill was a fine piece of 
work, but was obviously compiled by 
men with no experience with the 
fundamental necessities of operat­
ing or regulating public utilities.

Offers Co-Operation
The Hartford utility head said he 

had never condoned the abuses re­
ferred to, a  fact proved by hia rec­
ord of the past IS years, and that 
he offered Senator 13^eeler, his com­
mittee and our regulatory bodies 
“his fullest cooperation in drafting 
legislation which will prevent any 
chance of a  repetition of the re­
grettable speculative excesses of the 
past.”

"I know that the totally unneces- 
tary  destruction of the savings of 
millions of men and women all over 
the country wilt be effected by the 
passage of this bill in its present 
form and that such destruction is 
entirely imnccessary in preventing a 
repetition of the abuses. My knowl­
edge and experience is freely offered 
tn Senator Wheeler and other legis- 
Ators. Will they take it or do they 
prefer the advice of theorists who 
save never had any practical experi­
ence in the operation of utUitiea nor 
ever felt the burden of reaponklbllity 
nvolved in applying the aavlngs of

thousands of man and women to the 
service of the public? In spite of the 
apparent egotism contained in thla 
statement, I believe my position and 
ability to be of assistance in the 
drafting of appropriate legislation to 
be unique In that tbs majority of 
the laaderli of the attacks on the 
abuses of the industry. Including Dr. 
Splawn (of the Interstate Commerce 
C!oramlsMon), Mr. Healey (of the 
Federal Trade Commiaolon) and the 
Senator himstif, except me and my 
company from their denunciation. 
They comment favorably on my 20 
year* experience in managing and 
financing utUlUes. They recognise 
that for IS yaara I  have been fight­
ing against the same abusea which 
they condemn. They quote with ap­
proval from my speeches and writ­
ings, but, so far, they call on the in­
experience of others rather than my 
experience in drafting th i ' legisla­
tion so vital to millions of our citi-

SUPREME COURT UPSETS 
ARKANSAS LAND U W S

Rules That Act Extending 
Time for Redeeming Land in 
That State la Invalid.
Washington, April 2—(AP)—An 

Arkansas law extending from two 
to four years the time within which 
owners could redeem ptrifSerfy rold 
for delinquent assessments to meet 
obligations on bonds Issued by im­
provement districts .vas declared in­
valid today by the Supreme Court.

The State Supreme Court had 
sustained the 1933 legislation tn a 
coae brought against Coburn C. 
Kavanaugh, a U ttk  Rock property 
owner.

A Little Rock street Improvement 
district Issued bonds under a previ­
ous act 'Which provided that prop­
erty could be sold for delinquent as­
sessments With the owner parmltted 
to recover title at any time within

two ytara a t the price It brought at 
the sale, plus certain charges.

After default on th'e bonds, suits 
were begun against property own­
ers to force payment of delinquent 
aasesamenta. Judgment waa obtain­
ed against Kavanaugh.

He admitted his property could 
be condemned and sold but contend­
ed the sale must be under the 1933 
law enacted after issuance of the 
bonds.

The 1933 act substantially re­
duced certain charges and In gener­
al was much more favorable to the 
property owners than the former 
law.

Justice Cardozo In delivering the 
opinion, to which no dissent was 
announced, said the Arkansas mor­
atorium differed from the Minneso­
ta  mortgage moratorium fict which 
the court sustained.

Stating that It not only extended 
the time of redemption to about ilx 
yean, Cardozo said it also failed to 
compensate those to whom the 
debts were due by way of rents or 
othemvlse.

He declared the Arkansas iav.' 
materially changed ’.he terms of the

contract'without compensation and 
added the law was ”ao oppressive as 
to involve the Impairment of a con­
tract.”

SUSPENDED SENTENCE 
New Haven, April 2 —(AP)— 

Stephen Cano, 17, ot Waterbury, 
was given a suspended prison sen­
tence of a year and a day when 
brought into U. S. District Court to­
day on a charge of forging x govern­
ment check.

Judge Carroll C. Hincks placed 
the youth on probation because of 
Cano's age and because he had been 
in Jail since his arrest in January.

A fte r  six 
years in that capacity be was pro­
moted to Commissioner and appoint­
ed to command the southern terri­
tory with headquarters at Atlanta, 
Georgia. During the five years that 
followed, Ck>mrais8ioner Damon cov­
ered the Southland many times con' 
solidating and extending the Army's 
work.

Ho was appointed by General 
Evangeline Booth on January 1st, 
1935 to the command o f the Etoatern 
Territory, the largest single com 
mand in the Salvation Army outside

SWITZERLAND PROTESIS 
KIDNAPING OF REPORTER

German Writer Taken Into Ger­
many Bccauee He Criticiwd 
Policies of Nazia.

''Bems, Switzerland, April 2.— 
(A P )— A  demand for the return of 
tbs kidnaped journalist, Barthold 
Jacob, and punishment tor German 
officials allegedly involved was con­
tained to a strong SwlSs note of pro­
test to Berlin, which was published 
here today.

The German Journalist, who had 
written articles displeasing to the 
Nazis, was a refugee from the Reich 
and waa reported missing March 18 
from Basel.

The note said that the conditions 
under which Jaco^ was taken across 
the border into Germany constitute 
"a grave vtolatior of S'wlss sover­
eignty against which the govern­
ment protests.”  The note added that 
the Swiss Legation at Berlin bad 
been directed to ask in “ the most 
pressing fashion”  for the return of 
Jacob to the authorities at Basel 
and the punishment o f the German 
functionaries involved. It  requested 
that measures be taken to prevent 
similar events to the future.

The note outlined the circum­
stances under which Jacob waa kid­
naped, and Sid Hans Weserman, 
Berlin newspaper correspondent, had 
admitted a part. The note said the 
circumstances showed clearly that 
German authorities on the frontier 
played a part in the conspiracy.

Jacob allegedly waa kidnaped dur­
ing the excitement o f a  mMked 
carnival to Basel.

Radical and social deputies and 
‘Senators said that a Germat, con­
tention that Jacob was found on 
German aoU and Jailed was "ridicu­
lous.”  Socialists to the Senate ex­
pressed the belief the Nazis bad 
kidnaped other exiles in Switzerland.

Hayik-Kaa.’  March 29—,(A P ) — 
The terrible 'dual storms this season 
had their roots In the “ get-rich- 
qulck” hysteria that foUowed the 
World War.

A t  that time the world demanded 
more wheat and at prices that 
stimulated increased production. 
The short grass prairies were the- 
last virgin soil areas available, so 
to characteristic American fashion 
theae valuable grazing lands were 
turned under the supply this de­
mand for wheat. Rich to plant food 
the generously supplied with rains 
for several seasons, these produc­
tive new soils added greatly to the 
wheat supply.

Then lowered rainfall reduced 
yield and diminishing prices forced 
abandonment of considerable acre­
age and caused much o f the remain­
der to be farmed to a haphazard 
manner. The wheat allotment pro­
gram reduced acreage IS per cent. 
Much of the land thus retired from 
production received little or no at­
tention and therefore was not only 
the first land to blow but aggravat­
ed soil movement on adjoining flelda. 

Surface Soil LM t 
The dust storms followed with an 

appalling loss to surfaco soil. In 
addition there waa the loss suffered 
through slowing o f up business ac­
tivities, and actual danger to life It­
self.

A  considerable arM  6t land in 
Weatem Kansas la handled by non­
resident farmers. Many of them 
"hog-ln”  their crop by a “ cut-and- 
cover”  style of fanning that gets 
over large acreage quickly but poor­
ly. Such aoll blows easily and when 
It starts DO one la on hand to atop 
IL

I f  the soil blowing hazard Is to be 
overcome the general practice fo l­
lowed must be revised to Include 
the adoption o f suitable tillage 
mtthodi. United action of entlra 
communities Is necessary.

New Kaneaa tmm
Several counties are now taking 

advantage of a Kanaaa law making 
it mandatory upon a farmer to pro­
tect hla aoil from blowing onto the 
highway or damaging bis nelgb- 
bor'a land.

Application of the following 
changes In the general farming 
practice will greatly reduce S' ' 
blowing:

Use tillage machines which 
not pulverise the soil, thereby 
veloplng a cloddy, roughened 
face.

Cultivate the soil at the proper 
time to conserve motaure.

Use machinery which will aid to 
Incorporating stubble and other 
plant residues to the surface soil.

Soil blows when It haa become 
dry, loose and finely pulverized and 
when there la not enough decayed 
vegetable matter present to hold ft 
together. A  rough, .cloddy surface 
will not blow.

The Fort Hays experiment station 
has teen anticipating a back to 
grass movement and has developed 
economical and practicable methods 
for the resoddlng of buffalo graaa. 
Experiments with graaaes from old 
world countries have not teen prom- 
tstog to date.

Much o f the sod land plowed up 
during the "more wheat”  hysteria 
waa rough land which should have 
teen left for grazing. The most 
economical thtog to do with these 
rough eroded areaa is to put them 
back to graaa.

NEEDS SOCIALlZA ’n O N
To The Editor:

Professor Boyd H. Bode o f the 
University of Ohio, to speaking be­
fore '3,800 school teachers and execu­
tives recenUy, said: 'There la no 
doubt we have need for sociallsa- 
Uon.”  When men such as Professor 
Bode and thousands of others see 
the "need for soclalizaUon.”  is there 
any reason why we should ally our­
selves with the two major parUes 
who are concerned more to patch­
ing the present grievous spoils sys­
tem than to InauguraUng a policy 
which will take out of the de­
pression and prevent us from get­
ting Into future ones?

Like the Hoover-Mellon regime, 
Roosevelt and hts capitalist friends 
have failed to solve the problem of 
distribution. The two major parUes 
are like female Slameee twins— one 
to love with Andrew Mellon and the 
other with Bernie Baruch. Nasty 
names hurled at each other by Re­
publicans and Democrats are as a 
rule nothing but camouflage and

f>retonie to lure to their befouled 
airs the misinformed public.

When Alfred "baloney-doUar” 
Smith nominates Herbert "ebteken- 
to-the-pot”  Hoover to the board of 
directors of the New York L ife  In­
surance Company, you arrive at the 
inescapable conduston tbat Demo- 
craUc and Republican campaign 
speeches are nothing but Incessant 
fiddle-faddle and aatolnlty. The 
Sodalists, unlike the two major 
parUes, do not work undercover 
eleven months o f the year and sud­
denly evince Interest to the public 
the month before elecUon.

How do the two major parUes 
plan to put folks back to work? By 
making things scarce? Or by plow­
ing under cotton and destroying 
f o ^  while millions of people are to 
need of more clothing end food? 
Nearly every one will concede tbat 
as a result of mechanical progresa 
mere and more men are being dis­
placed by machines.' You, }rouraelf 
might te  next. What do the avid 
capitalists intend to do about It? 
Nothing!

Due to new invenUons, produCUv- 
Ity o f the workers will conUnue to 
increase enormously. According to 
"The American Mercury” a mechan­
ical cotton picking machine has re­
cenUy teen Invented which will 

: throw out o f work approximately 
two and one-half million southern 
cotton pickers within the next two 
years. The device baa teen proved 
practical and efficient. How will 
the Republicans and Democrats 
meet this situaUon? By vague 
promises? Or by placing the dis­
employed on relief rolls?

Under Soclallem machinery could 
and would te  used to lighten the 
toll o f man and provide him with 
more leisure for ^ucaUon and en­
joyment. Socialism would make 
machines our servants— not our 
masters. I t  would operate Industry 
for the benefit o f all the people and 
not only for the fortunate few.

Under the two old parUes, pover­
ty and want always have been the 
fate of a large proportion o f our 
people. Ebccept In years o f unusual 
prosperity one-fourth to one-third 
o f our countrymen were euhject to 
poverty, and another one-fourth 
hovered only a few  weeks away 
from the chasm o f misery.

The capitalists to the United 
States, however, are richer than the 
privileged class to any other coun­
try. They feel less responsibility 
for the workers than the slave-hold­
ers fe lt for their slaves. Tbey em­
ploy their power not for the com­
mon good, but for their owm gain. 
They think nothing o f hiring gang­
sters and professional gunmen to 
maim and kill the very workers 
who helped pile up their fortunes, 
Taken as a whole they are like 
vampires sucking the life-blood 
from the weary workera and living 
on their sweat.

The present admlnlstraUon has 
bowed to todustriallsta and finan­
ciers long enough. I t  has engaged 
friends of big business to guide the 
various alphabeUcal plans —  men 
who can’t bring us permanent pros­
perity because they will do nothing, 
unfavorable to the capitalists.'

Ramsey MacDonald, Socialist prime 
minister o f England rccenUy said: 
"The capitalistic system has crash­
ed to England, Europe and America. 
There is only one means o f saving 
humanity and that -Is Socialism.” 
'Will you benefit through Socialism? 
I f  you don’t own your home. If you 
make less than 35,000 yearly to your 
family, i f  you are over 60 and get 
no pension. If you have no car, or If 
you are out o f work, you certainly 
win benefit.

I f  you wont a country o f plenty, 
security and peace and If you want 
to abolish oppression and privation, 
look to Socialism.

OfTicer Manager Major John E. 
Mahoney of the local Federal Hous­
ing committee announced today that 
in the few days that the eight can­
vassers have been conducting their 
survey in Manchester a total of 15 
leads on projects, at an estimated 
cost of $3,000, had been obtained.

eral Housing Administration Office, 
125 Trumbull street, Hartford. Any 
'mformal commitment to insure the 
mortgage when executed will be 
iaeucrl by the Administration if upon 
examination of the application, ap­
praisal of the property or of the 
plans and speclflcatlons, and the 
credit examination of the borrowers 
re.spunslblllty. the mortgage is 
(iccnicd insurable. The prospective 
boi rower. In this event, would then 
proceed with the assistance of the 
local Adniiiilstrallvc office, if neces­
sary. to find a financial institution 
which had qiialined as an approved 
mortgagee and was willing to make 
the loan. The new procedure has 
been adopted as an added facility 
with the view both to the conven­
ience of the prospective borrowers 
and to that of the lending institu­
tions, as well os to afford the bor­
rower an approach to lenders who 
might otherwise be unwdlUng to ex­
amine into the project.

Hereafter, ‘t was explained, a 
prospective borrower who has al­
ready obtained an Informal commit­
ment to Insure Ills mortgage will 
not be In the position of asking a 
bank or other lending institution to 
make investigations Involving delay 
and expense without assurance that 
the effort would result In a desirable 
business transaction. Prospective 
borrowers submitting their applica­
tions. the Administration points out, 
will be required to pay the establish­
ed appraisal fee of $3 per thousand 
dollars of the principal amount ot 
the mortgage loan: but no adciltioiial 
appraisal will be made by the Ad-, 
ministration and no additional ap­
praisal fee will be collected by it 
when the definite commitment is 
finally issued.

59 VALUABLE PRINTS 
RETURNED TO GALLERY

Man Tells New Haven Police He 
Found Valuable Entrravings 
in a Vacant Building.

New Haven, April 2.— (A P )—The 
59 valuable Currier and Ives prinU 
stolen nearly two months ago are 
back in the A. A. Munson galleries 
today. The engravings owned by 
Mrs. Hayes Quincy Trowbridge 
were taken from the galleries Feb­
ruary 19.

E. L. Munson today said that a 
man, whose name was not disclosed, 
walked Into the gallery yesterday 
and without making any demands 
handed over the roll o f bound and 
wrapped folios containing the en­
tire collection of prints.

Questioning of the man by Mun­
son and Captain James J. Deegan 
of the detective bureau, elicited 
only the information they said, that 
the prints had been found by him 
In an unused building a few blocks 
from the scene of the robbery.

This was contrary to earlier re- 
m rts which credited Captain Dee­
gan with making the recovery.

Captain Deegan made no state­
ment this morning as to the return 
of the engravings but said Insur­
ance company adjusters had been 
negotiating with an intermediary 
for the return of the prints upon 
payment of a $900 ransom or re­
ward.

The burglary of the Munson art 
galleries and the theft of the most 
valuable of a collection of more 
than 100 prints by the same artists 
caused a furore In art circles in thU 
section.

Munson said several of the recov­
ered prints were found to be badly 
tattered and tom on the margins 
when examined. He said some of the 
engiavlngs wpuld be unacceptable 
to Mrs. Trowbridge and could 
scarcely be replaced In her collec­
tion.
