I f  you think that the goedlooklng 
lifeguard down at the bathing beach 
has nothing to do but sit aro\md In 
the sun and talk uf this and that 
with the pretty girls, you might 
read "The Sea Is My Workshop", by 
Frank E- Walton, Jr., and get set 
right.

Mr. Walton haa been a lifeguard 
on the Pacifle coast for a number of 
years, and In this book he Indicates 
that the lifeguard leads a dog's life, 
with lets o f hard work/and danger, 
and little In the way of thanks tor 
his pains.

To begin with, he eays, few peo­
ple who are aaved from drowning 
over thank the lifeguard. Indeed, 
they are more apt to be Indignant- 
tike the father who threatened to 
bring suit because the guards who 
risked their lives to haul hit son out 
of the water, and worked for an 
hour applying artificial respiration, 
broke one of the lad'a riba.

Then, ha says, politics has a way 
uf getting Into a lifeguard force. He 
tells of one beach at which the 
guard captain could not swim a 
stroke, and at which more than 
half of the guards were Incompetent 
They got their jobs through pull.

Adding to all of this the.fact that 
every bathing beach draws Its nor­
mal quota of pests, busybodlcs and 
plain dumbbells, all of whom con­
sider it their privilege to pester the 
guards, begin to understand Mr, 
Walton's viewpoint.

The Ridgewold Inn, acena of a 
"hasty pudding” breakfast at which 
many prominent Connecticut resi­
dents spoke during the forenoon, 
was taxed to capacity as scores 
gathered for the opening event on 
a program scheduled to occupy the 
entire day,

Elsie Hill, daughter of the late 
Congressman Hill of Connecticut 
and wife of Prof. Albei t. Levitt, pre­
sided at the morning session. ' The 
speakers at the event were the Hon. 
Daniel S. Hanford of Redding, Prof. 
Levitt, E. Robert Stevenson, editor 
of the Waterbury Republican, 
Cbauncey Brewster and Tinker 
Sterling, professor of literaturs at 
Yale University.

A t 3 p. m., commemorative exer­
cises are planned with the French 
ambassador speaking at that time. 
An hour after the old Redding ceme­
tery wiU be the scene of dedication 
ceremonies.

Joel Barlow, the Yankee farm boy
who Joined George Washingtons 
army as a chaplain so that he might 
write about the Revolutionary War, 
was described by B. Robert Steven- 
lon, as one who would have gone 
down In h istory as a great editor, 
had the newspaper profession of­
fered the opportunity then that It 
does now.

The oditor-ln-chlef of the Water­
bury Hcpublican-AmericBin. speak­
ing at tha unvelUng of a tablet on 
the homestead where Barlow was 
born said:

‘Had he been bom In a period 
whan newspapers gave full scope as 
a medium of activity to man of bis 
ability, vindictiveness, courage, 
strong sense of obligation of service 
to society and urge to soe know and 
express In writing, he would now 
be recorded In history aa one of the 
greatest editors of America.

"Just a boy out of college, the age 
of a newspaper cub, when a man ot 
bis talents would naturally have 
sought to be a war correspondent, 
we find film with all the eagerness 
of a real nswspaptr man pressing to 
the fighting front to see and write 
about it. There were no newspaper 
to send him there. He went as a 
chaplain and wrote his observations 
In letters to a girl friend in Ntw 
Haven."

" It  is a pity that this brilliant 
Connecticut man, born ae far ahead 
of our time of newspaper organiza­
tion, which provides for foreign cor­
respondents. could not have used hts 
talents to servs In such a aapaclty."

The unvetllni of the Barlow tablet 
was the feature event In this town’s 
observance of the Connecticut ter­
centenary.

—Irish Free Stste and British 
statesmen are preparing for a for­
mal reconciliation, high government 
quarters Indicated today.

President Eamon De Valera, 
whose recenUy friendly spseehts re­
garding relaUona with England 
started the ball, rolling, axpeota to 
be called to London soon to discuss 
political and commsreial agreements.

The following queetiona. It was 
learned, have tentatively been list­
ed for possible inclusion In any pact 
or group of pacts:

1. EUffilnation o f ths office of 
Oovamor Oeneral of the Free State 
and tha Inclusion of ths Utls and 
duties of tbs oSlea In that o< uw 
presidency.

3. A  guarantee that tha Frta State 
will always help defend Britain and 
will never give aid In any fashion 
to any enemy of England.

8. Provision for a plsblsdta by 
which ths paopls o f tbs Frea-State 
could dstermlns thsmselvsa whether 
they wish to retain some connaction 
wltb Britain or have a full republic.

4. A  pledge by tbe Irish govern­
ment It would never completely sev­
er political relations with Britain 
unless tbe people so ordered such 
separation by plebiscite.

9. The elimination by Britain of 
Jurisdiction It now bolds over cer­
tain Irish porta.

6. Mutual tariff reductions and 
preferences.

Statements of James H. Thomas, 
Secretay of State for Dominions, un 
the Irish question this week In tbe 
House of Commons have been given 
much prominence here, especially his 
remark:

" I t  is only fair to say that tbe real 
difference between tbe Free State 
and ourselves Is not alone on eco­
nomic, but also oh the political side. 
But any efforts at a rapprochement 
that would settle these questions 
would be welcomed by tbe British 
government."

This seems to be the most oppor­
tune moment for a reconciliation 
with the Free State in several years, 
and the favorable atmosphere la due' 
chiefly to the unusually conoiltatory 
tone of De Valera's recent speeches 
in the Dali.

The President, bis friends said, la 
concentrating bis energies on bring­
ing about a conference with the 
British officials shortly.

I f  It had not been tor the mis- 
skmary apirit In Christianity, there 
would have been no Christianity at 
all.

Jesus Himself Instituted Chris­
tian missions when He sent His 
early dlsclplea forth two by two 
mto tbe villages of Galilee and 
Judea proclaiming the Gospel of 
tbe Kingdom.

This was the beginning ot 
Christian home missions, but It 
Is the characteristic of a mls- 
sioaaiy religion that it cannot 
be confined to home bases or 
kept within home borders. in 
the very nature of the case it 
must expand. Ita impulse Is -to 
go forth and tall the good news 
that It has received.

Professor Hocking of Harvard 
Jntverslty, In addresses In con- 

etfon with the Laymen's Mis- 
lonary Movement, has empha­

sized this world-wide aspect of 
truth as the deep and essential 
mlsslonaiy motive. I f  this had 
not been true of Christianity it 
would need to be true today If 
religion would keep abreast of 
science and other departments 
of Inquiry into truth.

Today, when some great truth 
is discovered In one land, or 
some great Invention is devel­
oped, Inevitably it spreads to 
other countries. It  Is In tbe 
very nature of anything that is 
Important that it becomes world­
wide In Its scope and Influence.

W e should bear this in mind 
at a time when missions, and ea- 
peclally foreign missions, are 
being disparaged, though the 
deep motive in missions will al­
ways be the elemental Christian 
Impulse. Where Christian faith Is 
deep. Intense, and strong, mission­
ary movements will always flour­
ish. and only such faith can keep 
them permanent and effective..

Our lesson may be taken as 
a New  Testament Illustration of 
this truth or as the story of ita 
New Testament foundation. It 
Is the story o f the church "send­
ing forth” ita preachers and 
prophets to proclaim the word of 
God.

Bo not deceived by outward ap­
pearances. In obeying the man­
date: "Go ye Into all the world and 
preach the gospel unto every crea­
ture" tbe outward appearance of re­
sults furnishes ample argument for 
the pessimist Tbe appearance Is 
often the reverse of the reality. This 
fact la Inherent in the very law of 
creation. The law It tbe same In 
both the natural and the spiritual 
creation, or In nature and in regen­
eration; for the laws o f the Lord al­
ways operate according to the same 
pattern. When we understand the 
law, It will give a clearer solution of 
things both natural and spiritual.

Start with John'a declaration, that 
all things were created by the word, 
whleh Is Divine truth, the creative 
power. Simply stated, tbe creative 
power is an efflux from tbe Lord, 
Just as the powers of the sun are an 
efflux from it. A ll phenomena, in 
nature have their origin In the spir­
itual world; and when tais la 
grapsed, it clear the vision and res­
cues from materialism. When power 
Gowa from a high#)' degree into a 
thing of a lower degree, the object 
in the lower degree acta of Itrclf. 
For-Illustration, soft iron becomes a 
magnet and acts as of Itself when 
electricity flows Into It. The fila­
ment lightens the room as of Itself

Is created to endure forever, and it  
'wlU, because It is sustained by in­
flux from tha (Creator: yet that in­
flux causes chemical changes In the 
■un, and It appears that tha sun 
Itself Is the origin of Ita tongues of 
flame and proceeding light. That 
plants live from the sun Is a false 
appearance. They live from life ta- 
flowlng from Him who la life itself. 
The sun merely provides conditions 
essential to the action and upbuild­
ing of life. This is a universal 
truth. The material body seems to 
have life; it has no more life than Is 
In bread and water. The life is In 
tbe soul, which gives ths body 
power to act as of Itself. The mind 
is a form that can receive life from 
the fountain of life and acts as o f It­
self; yet of itself it has no power, 
not even to make money. Scripture 
declares; " It  is He that giveth thee 
power to get wealth." By Hla power 
alone can sins be shunned. Evils can 
be subjugated only as of oneself. In 
the acknowledgment tha- the power 
la from the Lord.

Both In the individual and in the 
public, to draw forth power and 
establish it aa man’s own, the might 
of evil Just balances tbe power that 
man will use to defeat it. Hence 
tbe fallacious appearance that the 
world is growing worse. The aver­
age man Is not a defeatist. The real 
fact is that of the increase of the 
Lord’s kingdom, there shall be no 
end.

Highways Are Also Strategic 
in Case of War With

Vienna— (A P )—Motorists touring 
central Europe this summer are en­
joying the brighter side of Europe's 
feverish efforts to preserve peace; 
the roads are getting better.

Particularly the highways of stra­
tegic Importance arc being Im­
proved. And since the adaptability 
of a highway for rapid transport ot 
motorized troops makes it equally 
adaptable for the smooth touring ot 
pasengser cars, automobllista arc 
getting the benefit.

New Road Over Mountains
Two highways of high military 

value, but also of outstanding scenic 
Interest, have been completed In 
Austria this year, and other stra­
tegic roads have been transformed 
from motorists' nightmares to mod­
ern thoroughfares.

Perhaps the most ambitious of 
the new Austrian roada is the Gros.s 
Glockner highway which will be 
opened August 3. This road over 
the Tauem mountains connects the 
east-west highways of southern 
Austria wltb tbe east-west traffic 
arteries lying north of this coun­
try's mountain backbone.

Until its completion there was no 
good north-south automobile road 
In all the territory between the 
Brenner Pass highway, leading 
through Innsbruck, and the Tarvla- 
Vienna highway connecting Italy 
wtih Austria's capital.

Pass Easily Defended
The Gross Glockner highway 

opens a sn ift route from northern 
Italy to Salzburg, near the (Jerman 
border. Crossing the Italian border 
either at Slllian or at Tarvls, the 
north-bound automobile picks up the 
Gross Glockner road near Llenz and 
climbs swiftly over easy grades 
across a 7.000-foot rocky barrier.

From a military standpoint the 
Tauern paas la important, since It 
not only is one of the few ifolnts at 
which a north-south crossing of the 
Austrian Alps is possible, but one 
of the easiest to hold with a small 
■force.

Another important highway, mak­
ing possible swift motor transport 
from Italy to Hungary through Aus­
tria, is the formerly much-quarrel- 
ed-about "Packstrassc," or Pack 
highway. This opens a short, fast 
route from "Tarvls, one the Italian 
border, to the Hungarian border 
near St. Gotthard.

The Packatrasse In the days . of 
ita survey and financing, was a bone 
of contention In the Austrian parlia­
ment. The socialista alleged it was 
nothing but a military project, de­
signed to provide Italy with a quick 
connection with Its ally, Hungary. 
They feared It might Involve Aus­
tria in a conflict growing out of 
what they described as Italo-Hun- 
garlan designs against Yugo-slavla.

Border Roads Improved
Tbe socialists are an outlawed 

party now, however, and the prin­
cipal thing the motorist notices 
about the Packstrasse is that It is 
a fine road.

Meanwhile the main east-west 
highway from Vienna to Innabruck 
has, been vastly improved In the 
past 18 months, and since last year 
the road from Graz to the Yugoslav’ 
border has been transformed from 
a bumpy second-rate thoroughfare 
into a real highway.

Not only inside Austria but Just 
outside her borders the highways 
rapidly are getting better. In Ger­
many. a little country road which 
used to follow the Austrian border 
closely between Burghatisen and a 
point opposite Salzburg, has become 
a fast, paved’ highway.

Alao in that spear-head of German 
territory , wheib plunges into Aus­
tria, until tbe point of the spear 
almost seems to pierce the main 
east-west lines of communication In 
Austria, there are wide speedways, 
only recently brought to high effi­
ciency.

While the department o f justice,

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NEW CHARTER NEED
The Town-of Manchester might 

wen follow the example of West 
Hartford and attempt to remodel Its 
charter. Approved by the General 
Aaeembly and Governor Cross, a new 
West Hartford charter will go be­
fore the voters of that town next 
Tuesday for adoption pr rejection.

The town manager In West Hart­
ford la retained by the new charter 
which restores to him much of the 
authority and responsibility taken 
away piecemeal during the last 18 
pears. For about that same period 
of time George H. Waddell, aa clerk 
c# the Board of Selectmen and town 
treasurer, has aasumed much of the 
work which would ordinarily be the 
province of a town manager. Until 
racantly membcri of the Board of 
Balectmen devoted little time to 
town affaire, delegating to Mr. Wart- 
dell most of their power, authority 
and reaponilbillty. During the 
paat few  yeara the Selectmen have 
spent more time and energy as town 
fathers, resulting In a greater dlvt- 
aloB of reeponslblllty end overlap- 
ptng of activtUea.

A  municipality aa large as Man­
chester should have a full-time offl- 
plal at the head of tta government 
with plenty o f authority and respon 
albla to the voters for hla conduct 
o f town affaire. Whether he were 
clerk of the Board of Selectmen, 
town manager or mayor would 
maka little difference except that 
mayora ara subject to geeater politi­
cal Influence and liable to more fre­
quent changes. A  chief adminis­
trator ahould be appointed ratber 
than elected at frequent Intervals.

A t present It Is well-nlgbt impos­
sible to flx reeponslblllty for sins of 
emission or commission In the civic 
affairs o f Manchester. Nobody has 
denied the town paid for sand for 
which the state should have paid, as 
charged by Alexander Jarvis. But 
■ftar a fortnight of passing the buck, 
tha raeponalMllty for the situatloa 
has not been fixed end probably will 
not ba flxed aa It so frequently has 
not bean in other eomewhat similar 
Incidences.

Meet town officials and close ob- 
aervars of local municipal affairs 
readily agree that the eyetem of 
government i i  at fault for the lack 
o f raeponslblllty. The Selectmen 
are dependent on Mr. Waddell, Mr. 
Waddell Is dependent on the Select­
men. Both ere dependent on de­
partment heads and employees under 
them and in turn the department 
heads and employees are. dependent 
OB the Selectmen and Mr. Waddell.

Caiarged broadly with the pruden­
tial affeirs Of the town, the Select­
men have not the time or Inclina­
tion, and should not be expected tor 
the flOO a year they receive, to de­
vote tbemaelvea to the detalle of the 
town affaire.

The Select­
men would loee much of their au­
thority and reaponsibility, which, 
divided among seven men baa nut 
amounted to a great deal anyway. 
The official In the position' now held 
by Mr. Waddell as clerk of the Board 
of Selectmen svould have authority 
to act according to his Information 
and would be held responaible'^or 
tifs correctness of his decisions.

As Is said of West Hertford, that 
there has been apparently no out­
right graft In Manchester cannot be 
credited to tbe form of government 
but to the honesty of tbe officials.

Planning the fiscal year couH 
easily save the town thousands .of 
dollars each year.

A t present the fiscal year ends 
August IS. Prom then until taxes 
are paid the following May, two- 
thirds of a year, the town operates 
on borrowed money. Interest 
charges each year amount to "pull- 
enty." During August and Septem­
ber the outgoing Board of Selectmen 
prepares a budget for the fiscal year 
starting August 16. The budget 
Is adopted early In October. From 
the start of the fiscal year to tbe 
annual town meeting, six weeks, the 
town business is conducted without 
anyone knowing how much money 
will he allotted for the various ac­
tivities.

As much, or more money might 
be spent for any or several depart­
ments dtirlng that six weeks, than 
appropriated at the annual meeting, 
and the Selectmen held liable for 
making unauthorized expenditure.s. 
In any event the money would have 
been spent and the department 
would be without funds on which 
to operate during the remaining ten 
and a half months of the year.

During the same annual town! 
meeting new officers are elected! 
Perhaps aa entirely new act of 
Selectmen may be chosen lo manage 
the town on a budget prepared by 
the old board. The day after the 
meeting the assessors start prepar­
ing the grand Hat. Not until five 
months later Is the grand list com­
pleted by the assessors and approved 
by the Board of Relief.

Until then the Selectmen have 
been ninning the town six and a 
half months without knowing what 
the tax rate would be for the year. 
It Is determined by a town meeting 
early In March. The first half of 
the annuel tax assessment is due 
May 1 but the bulk of It is paid dur­
ing the last few days of the month.

Practically every cent received In 
taxes In May, and eometimee that la 
not sufficient, la used to pay back 
the borrowed money on which the 
town has operated during the year. 
To the same usa goes the money re­
ceived In the second Installment

Taxes paid In May of any year, 
are based on property valuations 
eight montha old, and are used to 
repay money borrowed ten months 
previously to meet a budget deter­
mined eight months eerlter.

Even at tha tow rata of Interest 
at which liMncheeter has been fort­
unate enough to borrow money, the 
Interest charges each year are 
enough to run the police department 
or pay the salaries of a good many 
school teachers, or even to reduce 
the tax rate a mill or so.

I f  the start of the fiscal year and 
the due date of taxes were coinci­
dent the town could operate on Us 
own money at a great saving. The 
date of the second Installment of 
taxes could be half a year later then 
the first. Instead of six weeks later 
as at present.

I f  the budget for the year couUl 
be adopted near the time of collect­
ing taxes, the expenditures of tha 
town could be limited to its Income 
instead of as present,' when-the 
town spends the money end then 
hope! It will collect It In taxes, 
which It never does.

I f  preparing the grand list was 
started, aay In the summer, and com­
pleted September 15, an annual town 
meeting early In October as at pres­
ent. could adopt a budget and levy 
a tax rate at the seme time. Col­
lecting the taxes could start the 
first of November and the fiscal 
year could start the same day.

By the end of November the town 
would know bow much it bad col­
lected In the first tax Installment 
I f  tha amount did not mMt expecta­
tions a senelble Board of Selectmen, 
mayor or town manager would bu 
expected to trim expenditures dur­
ing the remaining 11 months of the 
year In a like proportion.

Under tbe present system, when 
the Selectmen learn the percentage 
ot taxes collected they have only 
twm and a half months in which to 
affect any saving.

An alternative proposal is that 
each driver be insured. Casualty 
Insurance companies would be leery 
about Insuring drivers who could 
not meet reasonable testa o f oper­
ating ability or whose Incnmpetencv 
was indicated by arrests or acci­
dents.

No automobile In Itself is danger­
ous, nor can It cause damage. I t  is 
the operation of the vehicle which 
causes accldenU. it  would seem 
to be false logic to Insure a barm- 
less object Instead of the person wh'i 
uiakee the object a hazard. As 
reasonable a policy would be to Ir- 
■ure a bath tub against claims In­
stead of persons from having acci­
dents In It.

I f  It la not deemed wise for the 
state to compel drivers to, be In • | 
sured, the same goal would be 
reached If the Insurance companies 
shifted the burden from the car fu 
the driver and the sUte continued 
Its present policy of withdrawing 
operators’ licenses from drivers in­
volved in accidents or arrested until 
they obtained insiiranre ■ or show 
financial responsibility in other 
ways.

Fractures are divided Into several 
types end the fracture may be com­
plete, in which a complete break In 
the bone is seen; or Incoropiete, In 
which some of the fibers o f bone 
snap in two although the majority 
of them merely bend. The Incom­
plete fracture Is also referred to as 
"a green-stick fracture” and la sim­
ilar to the break which follows when 
you try to break a green bough from 
a tree. Another kind of fracture Is 
the Impacted fracture, and in this 
type, the ends of the broken bones 
ars driven Into each other.

Fortunately, the bones in the hu­
man body have the power to knit 
together again, and with the proper 
treatment, healing Is satisfactory In 
every way. Vary often the result 
Is such That the fractured bone ts 
Htronger afterward than before tbo 
break occurred.

An improvea method Of taking 
care of fractured casee o f all klnd.a 
has been developed and at the pres*

ant time the boaes ara quickly act 
m their correfit pOeiUOas and recov­
ery follows aa rapidly as poaMble. 
Modem doctors use tbe X-ray a 
great deal In fractura eaaee. Tbe 
X-ray pictures will tell the doctor 
how and whart the bone Is broken 
and when made after the b6ne la aet 
will enable him to make sure that it 
la in Its correct postUon, which will 
encourage a emOoth, clean union at 
the site of the break. v

Answer: The best way. to avoid 
typhoid fever while traveling by au­
tomobile iB to make sure to use 
drinking water which comes from 
a source unquestionably pure. 
Drinking from running streams or 
from wayside springs is unwise. I f  
you are not sure of the purity of 
your water, boll before using. Since 
you win be traveling by car, take a 
canteen along and carry drinking 
water with you while out on the 
road In between camps. Also use 
pure milk. Wash very thoroughly 
tn several waters, all foods to be 
used raw, auch aa salad vegetables 
and fruite. Keep files out of your 
camp. Another good suggestion for 
a trip of this kind Is to carry enough 
canned vegetables so that you will 
have them on band to serve in a

hurry when freeh vegetables are 
hard to get or take too long to codk.

Health and Diet 
Advice

By’ DB. FRA NK  ’HetOV,

In today’s article I  wish to poin* 
out the damage which may be done 
bjAimwIse Interference by an un­
trained person when, he tries to help 
a patient who haa sustained a frac­
ture. Undoubtedly, In many In­
stances. the first aid treatment 
which la given on the spot before 
the doctor arrives may dc consider­
able harm. The safest rule to fo l­
low Is to leave a fractured limb 
alone until expert aid comes. It Is 
advisable to even avoid moving the 
Injured patient since the fracture 
may be made worse by movement. 
It Is particularly Important to avoid 
undue movement when a compound 
fracture haa occurred, where tho 
twx> ends of broken bone pierce the 
flesh. Movement of any kind In 
such cases usually serves to make 
matters worse.

Of course, it would be much more 
satisfactory In every way. If we 
could arr.mge events so that all 
fractures take place near a hospital 
or doctor; however, such Is not the 
case and as a general rule, broken 
bones arc usually siuitalnod far from 
medical old. A t the present time 
Injuries of this kind are moat likely 
to occur at home In elderly patients 
who suffer a fracture from a fall, or 
out on the highway where the frac­
ture results from an automobile ac­
cident. In neither Instance la there 
likely to be a doctor nearby. The 
person nearest to the scene feels 
that be must do something and gen­
erally Bucceeda In doing the wrong 
thing. I f  you come In contact with 
a patient whom you suspect to have 
broken or fractured one or more 
bones, there la one safe rule to fol­
low, which Is: Send for help aa soon 
as possible and do not move the pa­
tient yourself any more than a t i^  
lutely necessary. In nine cases out 
of ten. if a fracture has really oc­
curred, the greatest kindness you 
can do him is to leave tho fractured 
area alone.

I mention this subject today ba- 
cauee with the start i t  tbe summer 
vacation months, there is likely to 
be an Increara In .fracture caeee due 
to Injuries sustained In accidents of 
all typee, during outdoor activity.

The automobile Industry la cited 
AS a prime example of good big busl- 
ness.

■o well it Is buying almost aa many 
ears as It did to 1939, despite the 
shrinkage to purchasing power since 
then.

The textile and gErmant trades 
v s  cited aa bad examplsa of indua- 
tries broken up Into manv small 
units. Intensive competition, low 
wages, and sweatshop conditions 
long cursed those line*.

Good and bad examplea may be 
cited on both sides. U. S. Steel la 
cited by critics of bigness as a com­
pany which to the depression has 
shown less satisfactory earnings 
than a number of Us competitors. Its 
defenders point out that It has hugs 
facilities for making heavy steel 
products which have been most de­
pressed, while some of its more suc­
cessful competitors luckily had their 
plants concentrated on tighter lines.

Many eonisrvattve Wall Street 
flnanclsra say they would like to see 
the evils of high finance, particularly 
as It Involves haphasard juggling of 
corporations, eliminated. A number 
Insist, however, that the tax method 
la too drastic.

Your teeth have about as much 
rMlstance to decay aa your body 
has, In gsnsral, to inteetton. There 
fore, to save your teeth, or thoas of 
your child, you should Uks tho 
same steps that you would consider 
In building up your body.

First, of course, la direct treat­
ment of the teeth hy sviitable 
amounts of exercise for the gums 
and the dentition. Tha froxen food 
diet of Eskimos helps them save 
their teeth. Coar.sc food helps to 
scrape the surfaces of the teeth and 
to exercise the gums.

But of even greater Importance Is 
the nutrition of your body. This In­
volves particularly vitamins A, C 
and D, and provision of sufficient 
calcium and phosphorus. These 
minerals seem to take part In the 
building up of sound bones and teeth.

Most diets usually are deficient to 
calcium. Phosphorus It found with 
a fair amount of abundance to the 
tissue of meat and in eggs. Milk 
Is the beat source of tfalclum, and 
this Includes such milk products as 
cheese.

The Important point, however. Is 
not so much that of getting calcium 
Into your body, or your child's body, 
aa It la of getting this mineral In 
such form that It can be used by 
your body.

Apparently, the use ef calcium 
depends not only on the amount 
eaten, but on the mineral equilib­
rium of the body, the actions of vari­
ous glands, a suitable Intake of 
vttamins A and D, and perhaps also 
to some extent the relationship of 
alkali to acid In the body.

The beat diet for your child, 
therefore, for the prevention of 
dental decay, should Include dally 
one quart of milk, cither as milk It­
self or In soups, puddings, cereals 
and similar foods; at least three 
servings of vegetables of which one. 
like lettuce or celery, may be raw 
and two cooked: at least one serv­
ing of fruits, preferably citrous 
fruits like the orange, and perhaps 
also another serving of cooked fruit.

In addition to this, the child 
should have one serving dally of 
meat, one of cereal, perhaps one 
egg and some bread and butter.

Every one knows that it Is diffi­
cult to correct the diet of a child, 
particularly when you are planning 
that diet for scientific purpo.ses. It 
Is not well to over-emphasize sat­
ing too much because this brings 

•  negative atUtuds in the 
child and causes It to resist food 
simply to exert Its will power.

Bourne, Mass., June 22—(AP) — 
The opening of two new- highway 
bridges across the Cape Cod canal, 
that time-saving waterway upon 
which the govemment Is spending 
$31,000,000 for tmprovmsnts, 
brought thousands here today. It 
was the greatest celebration here 
since the completion of the five-year 
canal building project to 1914.

Visitors from all secUons of 
Massachusetts Joined the Cape folk 
la the program. Which called for a 
parade, the cutting of tapes across 
the spans by Governor James M. 
Curley, and a banquet.

One of the two bridges—that at 
the Bourne end of the canal— has 
been designated by the American 
Steel Institute "the most beautiful" 
built in the United Stotes this year. 
I t Is 2,384 feet long. Ths other 
structure at Sagamore, four miles 
down from the Sandwich break­
water a t the other entrance to tha 
canal, Is 1.408 feet long.

The bridges were bu llt-^der _ 
$3,000,000 PWA project to ' replace 
bascule spans erected two decades 
ago and outdated by increasing tral- 
fle to Cape Cod's vacation spots, 
from Buzzards Bay to Province- 
town.

Each has a clearance of 144 feet, 
eufficlent for the passage of the 
large.st vessels which may wish to 
use the canal after the govemment 
completes dredging operations, 
which will give tho waterway a 32- 
fott channel. j

The canal has been a boon to
coastwise shipping. It cuts many 
hours from the Boston-New York 
run, and has been used by an In- 
crenslng number of vessels each 
year.

Aside from the benefits this new | 
rule provides for actors, it Is, the: 
Broadway observers note, bound to ' 
change the production trend of the 
theater.

cent type of producers who evolve 
plays on a shoestring bankroll, and 
turn out inexpensive shows that 
rarely win their way past a three or 
four week run.

With such zeal did he and 
hiB men carry out thj order that It 
is said that they "went at the 
stronghold like wildcats," storming 
over the top and surrounding and 
capturing the ' ’ ntis before they 
had an Inkling that anything was 
p in g  on, and with the loss o f very 
few o f their own men. Brown was 
one of three soldiers, all of whom, 
oddly enough, were from Connectl- 
rtit. They were decorated with the 
Purple Heart by George Washing­
ton personally. The others were- 
Daniel BIssell o f Windsor, who act' 
ed as a spj in the guise of a de­
serter. bringing back important In­
formation from the British lines, 
and Elijah Churchill of Enfield, who 
with a detail of men captured In a 
spectacular manner a quantity of 
British ammunition and food sup­
plies. The Purple Heart officials 
plan to erect monuments for these 
three men within the next three 
yepa, this year If possible, prob- 
.pbly In the form o f native boulders 
and with busts o f the men If that 
can be worked out. Daniel Brown 
went west following the war, set­
tling on land where the city of Cin­
cinnati now stands. Here he died 
early m the 1800’s. There stand at 
the present day two houses In the 
Gilead section of the town, each oc­
cupied about Revolutionary times 
by a Daniel Brown. Both houses are 
well over 200 years old, but which 
If either, was the home g f the Rev­
olutionary hero has not yet been as- 
Mrtalned. There seems to be some 
doubt whether the Daniel Brown 
who married Anna Phelps was the 
patriot In question. It Is hoped that 
theas points can be cleared up at 
some not too far distant date. Tbe 
meeting closed by the appointing of 
a committee to further the project 
of the memorial. It  la proposed to 
place the boulder at some central 
point on the Green, If permission 
can be secured from the town au­
thorities. IVlnthrop S. Porter was 
made chairman of the above men­
tioned committee, and Edward 
Hllding and a number of other 
members of tha Legion were also 
asked to serve., Among those pres­
ent at the meeting were Harry 
Tomchln, the only Hebron World 
War veteran who was wounded In 
foe war. Mr. Tomchln received a 
terrible wound and waa permanent­
ly crippled as well as mentally 
shocked. He la, on this account, the 
only Hebron veteran eligible to 
membership In the ranks of the 
Purple Heart.

Berkeley, Calif., June 23.— (A P )
It was Jesse Owens agslnst Uni- 
vorsity of Southern California today 
as the 14th National Collegiate 
Athletic Association track and field 
classic swimg the finals.

Although the odds were slim, the 
Ohio State Negro sophomore and bis 
few  teammates still lined up as a 
distinct threat to a  powerful Trojan 
squad which led the preliminaries 
yesterday with a dozen qualifiers.

Ohio Stats, principally Owens, 
was tied for second with University 
of California, each having qualified 
six. Owens, running slightly under 
wraps, qualified easily in bis four 
events. He raced to an easy 9.7 sec­
onds win In the 100-yard dash, leap­
ed 26 feet, 1 3-8 Inches, on the first 
of only two attempts to crack a Na­
tional Collegiate record; literally 
loafed through a 21.3 seconds fur­
long and clipped off a 220-yard Sight 
of low hurdles in 23.6 seconds.

As a near cap.nclty crowd of 23,- 
000 assembled to witness the finals, 
Owen.s was called upon to virtually 
defeat Southern California single­

CARNERA-LOUIS GO

GATE OF $400,000
P rd ic t  Crowd at Boot Toes- 

day Nigbt Will Double 
Title Figbt Gate; Hail Ne­
gro as Sensation.

^^ew York. June 22.— (A P )—The 
famous crack o f Bob Fitzsimmons 
might be paraphrased nowadays to 
rea^ "the bigger they are, the hard­
er the cash customers fall.”

Primo Carnera, biggest pugilist 
ever to wear the heavyweight 
crown, helped draw the largest 
"gate" laat year, $428,000, when he 
lost the title to Max Baer. The huge 
Italian will figure in foe biggest 
money-match of the current fistic 
season when he squares off against 
31-year-oId Joe Louis, sensational 
Detroit Negro, next Tuesday night 
at the Yankee Stadium.

Promoter Mike Jacobs today pre­
dicted the bout would draw close to 
$400,000 or just about double the 
size of the "gate" for foe Braddock- 
r.aer ehampionship match last 
week.

Detroit and other middle-western 
fight centers which have watched 
foe remarkably rapid and spectacu­
lar development of Louis as a 
knocker-out will be well represent­
ed at the ringside. Special traiiu 
will be run from the bigger eastern 
cities, Including Phllsdclphla and 
Boston.

They have been guessing wrong 
lately but veteran fistic experts 
rarely have registered so emphatic 
a vote of approval as they have for 
Louis. The stories from the Negro’s 
training camp have been mild com­
pared to what -observers are aay- 
l->g r Ivately. They declare he com­
bines the punching power of Demp­
sey with the coolness of Tunney and 
the sagacity of that famous old 
black warrior, Jack Johnson.

" I t  may sound fbollsh,”  said a 
writer who has been watching from 
a ringside seat for upwards of 30 
years, "but this youngster looks to 
me to be the fighter of a genera­
tion. He has everything, Including 
confidence, speed and terrific hit­
ting power. He acta like a man 
who knows all the answers and all 
the angles of tha trade Instead of 
a 21-year-old kid barely a year out 
of the amateur ranks."

I t  has been a long time since 
heavyweight pugilism had a so- 
called "Black Menace.”  The last 
was Harry Wills, foe "Brown Pan­
ther" of New Orleans. Harry was 
well along in years before bla title 
claims got much recognition and be 
was finally exhibited as not much of 
a menace at all by being decisively 
b'aten In 1926 by Jack Sharkey.

I f  Louis justifies bis rare prom­
ise, it will be interesting to see bow 
bla championship chances develop, 
particularly as Madison Square 
Garden is on record as opposed to 
giving him a shot at tfie title now- 
held by James J. Braddock. This la 
not particularly because o f raetal 
reasons but because the Negro now 
is fighting for a riva firm o f pro­
moters. Louis, according to the 
Garden, refused an offer to meet 
Braddock In an elimination match 
last winter.

New York, June 22—The story of 
Jamea J. Braddock’s left hand — 
the beat flashed by any heavyweight 
since Gene Tunney—is aa remark­
able as the new champion’e come­
back.

Braddock truly la a child of the 
depression, for the left hand that 
dethroned Max Baer was developed 
during his 16 months in the mlU of 
hard knocks. The bittemesa ot 
actual want and a broken right hand 
cured the Irishman of being right- 
hand crazy—a fault he failed to cor­
rect in seven previous years.

The most amazing chapter In 
the history of Fiatiana probably 
never would have been written 
had Braddock bad any money 
when he was chucked from a 
Mount Vernon, N. Y., ring with 
Abe Feldman in September, 1933. 
The Jersey MlcK, hia right hand 
fractured, was In the depths ot 
defeat and disappointment and 
ready to call it a career:

But there were four mouths to 
feed, and Braddock. the gamester, 
turned to the only other thing be 
knew—longshorlng.

Braddock earned >280,000 In 
puraea before his world toppled 
about hia shoulders. Jimmy was 
worth >100,000 at his light- 
heavyweight peak. But hank and 
other -stoeka proved unsound, and 
running a fleet of taxicabs turned 
out to be a disastrous financial 
venture.

Braddock waa well fixed when 
he married May Fox, a New York 
telephone operator. In 1930. The 
babies came along — Jay, now 4; 
Howard, 3. and Rose Marie, the 
apple of Jimmy’s eye, who Is 2.

Unlike a lot of other athletic 
heroes knocked out of the cal­
cium's glare, Braddock did not 
turn to friends for assistance 
when the big blow came. He 
wasn’t afraid to work.

Jobs were scarce, but Braddock 
frequently caught on unloading 
railroad ties from lighters to gon­
dola cars on the New York Cen­
tral docks at Weehawken at >5 
a day. This work is done with a 
longshoreman’s hook.

With his right hand in a cast, 
Braddock had to do his hook­
ing with bis left. By the time the 
hand mended. Jimmy found him­
self handier with the left than the 
right, so his left continued to 
carry the burden.

Joe Gould yanked Braddock off 
the wharves to battle Corfl Griffin 
on the Baer-Primo Camera card 
a year ago.
