capitol city have been invited to at-
tend, some 200 seats of the 800 in
the church being set aside for

Governor To Speak
Governor Wilbur L. Cross will
give a brief address and the Rev.
Dr. John M. Phillips, pastar of the
church, will give an historical ad-
dress on the personality and philo-
sophy toward life and religion of
Thomas Hooker who founded the
church.  Several of the vanerable
hymns of other days will be reviv-
ed and sung as part of the exercises,
Mombers of the committee ar-
ranging the program for the occa-
sion are Prof. Henry A, Perkins,
chatrman: Dr. Phillips, Francis Par-
sons and Clement Scott.

The atory of this famous church
beging in old England in the county
of Essex in the town of Chelmaford,
There In the heart of the city still
stands today the Church of St
Mary's. The congregation of this
hintoric sh of the church of
England 1625 extended an Invita-
tion to Thomas Hooker to serve as
lecturer in that e

Threat of Persecution

Thamon Hooker who was then 39
years old had been graduated from
Cambridge University in 1808, tak-
Ing a master's degree in 1811, In
the fourteen years that had fallow-
ed he had engaged In the work of
teaching and preaching near Cam-
bridge and then for a time in Sur-

rey.

The marked Puritan quality of
his firat sermon upon his acceptance
of the pastorate developed a threat
of persecution which hung over his
head for several years and sharply
divided the congregation, In 1630
hs yielded to the concern'of friends
and withdrew to Holland, His fol-
lowers, declaring an enthusiasm and
devotion for him, left Enginnd, af-
ter first receiving from him &
promise to follow them to America.

In 1632 these devoted folks found
thomselves in New England, sottied
In Newtown, now Cambridge, Mass.
In October, 1633, Thoman Hooker
joined them. Less than a year later,
the Newtown settlement asked the
Court of the Colony of Masuachu-
scits for the privilege of “enlarge-
ment or removal"” and in Beptember
of that year asked permission to re-
move to Connecticut. It wns not
until 1636, however, the permission
was granted and the remorial mi-
gration took place.,

Fundamental Orders

The church Itself moved as =a
colony to the banks of the Connece
ticut River., Here the settlers bullt
a plain square stiucture and around
the meeting house grew the town of
Hartford. In the meeting house, o-
chted at that time just east of the
prosent “Old State Houmse” were
formulated the Fundamental
Orders, the basis of which had been
a sermon of Thomas Hooker.

In 1640 a larger meeting house was
constructed and for nearly 100 years
it merver the ongregation well
Considerable discussion arose over
the location for the third meeting
house, it being decided finally to
eroct It on the “southeast corner of
the burying ground on land offered
by the town for that purpose.” This
decision was significant as it de-
termined the site upon which the
church has worshipped through
nearly two centuries of its history.

The present church structure was
erected In 1807, being completed
without dabt at an expenge of $32.-
014.

During Its three centurieaz of
existence la tho capitol city First
Church bas had a number of dis-
tinguished ministers occupy its
pulpit.

Many be-
Heve our efficlency has been over-
done, said the speakoer, but this has
been simpliificd and we have retsined
efficlency without excess oxpense.
Mr. Chenay also spoke of the mer-
chundising department In New York,
which he said was functioning most
satisfactorily

In concluding his talk, Mr. Cheney
safd that the textile Industry ia the
loweyt pald industry in the United
States.
