1935 BETTER YEAR
~FOR STATE FAIRS

Premiums Maintained at
High Level; Balance Bet-
ter Than 1934.

- . -

Hartford, Feb, 24 —Commissjoner
of Agriculture Olcott ¥, King finds
an Improved condition prevalled at
Connecticut fairs during the past
year. Speaking at the annual meet-
Ing of the Asasociation of Connec-
ticut Falrs, he congratulated the
delegates for maintaining thelr
rrqmlnmu al & high level, being able
o end up the year's business with a
alightly greater cash halance than
they had In 1084 and for being ahle
to minintaltn favorable attendance
figures.

The commixaioner reported that (n
spite of reduced sinte approprin-
tons to falrs in 1633, the (lotal
premiums pald this past year were
only approximately $200 less than
those pald In 1833, ‘Thim, he bes
lleves, hns been influentinl In bring-
ing out high class exhibits which In
turn have been one of the major at-
tractions nt the falrs.

While large eash premiums &re
desirable so long as the falr can
pay them and still cover operating
cost, the commissioner advised that
even though a large surpius {s° not
necessary, every fair should conslder
the advisabilily of having- enough
money on hand to carry it through
lean years. The 30 fairs recelving
atate ald during the past year
showed a combined net profit of
$120.57. From simply analyzing the
financial statements, thin profit
would seem to Indicdte that the
fairs were “sliding on thin lee" but
the commisaioner points out that
the falrs are non-profit making or-
ganizations and that the figure men-
tioned above {s  that which s left
after various donations have been
murde to community projects.

The attendance figures Indicate
that the low point of the falr de-
pression was probably reached in
1033, Sixteen falrs that have been
operating since 1030 hnd & peak at-
tendance of 54,000 people In 1031,
This dmpped to 34,500 in 1033 and {s
now up to 45,000 for the past year.
While these 18 falrs are increasing
thelr attendance, the total nt-
tendunce of all  falrs recelv-
Ing state  nid Is  showing n
nlight decrinse, dropping from ap-
praximately 60,000 in 1933 to 54,600
for the past year. Stafford Fair did
not spply for state aid this year nnd
Its attendance would more than off-
net  the total decrease, Danbury
Fair and the county 4-H club ex-
hibits do not file statements  with
the Commissioner of Agriculture,
with the result that thelr attend.
anco figures are not included in the
above totnls,
