In our view the moat eonstrucUve 
act that Oovemor Cross' has per­
formed during the long period of his 
Incumbency Is his suggestion of a 
personal Income tax and a tax on 
dlvldands and Interest as sources of 
state revenue.

Health and Diet 
Advice

SELECTING A BALANCED DIET

Beyond any question of a doubt, 
there are many thousands of people 
now using badly balanced diets who 
are thereby creating future disease, 
and most of these people come from 
the ranks of those who are getting 
enough to eat Any diet which does 
not aupply soough vitamins and 
mineral elements roust be termed a 
starvation diet, even If other foods 
are plentiful.
«Most people eat too much and yet 

they still suffer from malnutrition. 
If their diet Is not properly balanced. 
It may contain, too much of certain 
foods and not enough of others. A 
balanced diet must contain proteins, 
carbohydrates, fats, mineral elem­
ents, fruit adds, vitamins and cellu­
lose. When â ny of these food elem­
ents are absent a deticlency develops 
which may result la sickness or dis­
turbed funcUonlng.

In prepartog a well balanced diet 
Is not n/cessary to measure the 

exact amounU of these substances 
Ith a scale or spoon, for the body

needs, providing they occur in tbe 
diet In sufficient quantities.

The most common error In the 
ordinary diet consists In using too 
much of the reflned starches and 

igars. A diet over-balanced with, 
id-producing foods usually causes 

acldossl and may lead to such dis­
orders as diabetes, nephritis, and 
rbeumatiam. or may cause the one 
indulging In it to become overly 
plump. In some Instances, over-in­
dulgence In sweeU Is capable of dls. 
turblng the dIgesUon and also Af 
causing pimples to appear on the 
fact.

On the other hand, the diet may 
he lacking In food Iron which will 
keep the red blood cells from secur­
ing the iron which they need and 
thus pave the way for anemia. Or, 
lack i t  calcium may cause early de­
cay of the teeth. In some cases, the 
one using s diet consisting largely o f 
reflned foods may not secure enough 
iodine, which mill liavc an effect 
upon tbe thyroid gland.

, PROTEIN FOODS

The over-use of protein foods has 
lad to the exaggerated atatamenta 
of tha vagatariana. Temperance in 
the uae of proteins, as with all other 
foods. Is an Important thing to con­
sider. Most adults should have a 
dally Intake of protein equal to that 
amount contained ta one or two 
egga aad about one-fourth of 
pound of meat, fish or fowl. Thoae 
using their muscles in hard work 
may use aa much aa half a pound of 
meat per day. Tbe sedentary work­
er, however, will do well to keep the 
limit of protein to the minimum, of 
one egg and one-fourth pound of 
meat dally.

(Ear Wax)

Question: Mrs. H. K. writes: "My 
little boy complains of somethi 
hard In the ear and I believe that 
there may be a hardened plug of ear 
wax. W ill you glease tell me how to' 
remove ItT "

Answer: It la usually unwise for 
tbe mother to attempt to clean a 
mass o f hardened ear wax from the 
child’s ear as ahe may accidentally 
Injure the ear drum. I suggest that 
the safest plan la to have your doc­
tor remove the plug. It Is perfectly 
safe to drop some warm olive oU 
into the external opening of the 
ear and then to w ipe'it out gahuy 
with clean cotton, but when a hard' 
ened mass of wax la lodged In the 
canal, unskilled probing for tbe wi 
may cause an injury.

-Question; Allta B. asks: "Is pine­

apple wholesome? May It be used 
as ' dessert at dinner? How about 
the juice?"

Answer: Pineapple la a healthful 
fruit, containing vitamins A, B. and 
C. It Is rich la the alkaUae-formlng 
minerals, and also contains a diges­
tive enayma which appears to assist 
In tbe digeatloa of other foods. In­
cluding meat I f  you wish to use It 
for dessert, substitute it for tba das. 
strt given fo r hay dinner In my 
weekly menus. Tbe fruit juice Is 
equally wholesome 'and has - been 
used to good effect by those who are 
underweight to stimulate tbe appe­
tite, the Juice being taken early in 
the morning before the breakfast 
meal. An average analysis of one 
of the leading brands o f unsweet­
ened pineapple juice shows that the 
total o f fruit sugars contained in it 
cornea to about 11 per cent, which 
Is quite a hlM  sugar content Tbe 
sugar la easily assimilated, even by 
thoae With lessened digestive power. 
Pineapple juice la recommended tor 
both the sick and the well because it 
builds up the alkaline reserve of the 
bu^.
