A dirty town is an
ugly one.

HIGHWAY FUNDS

The problem of municlpal relied
from part of the tax burden appears
to have become, perhaps Inevitably,
involved with proposals (o divert
to other purposes some of the rev-
tnues now going exclusively to the
State Highway Départment.q4 At a
meeting of Legisiative leaders and
advocates of more «#tate ald to mu-
nicipalities with Governor Cross on
Tuesday the suggestion was made
that such o diversion to the extent
of §3,000,000 a year—a Afth of the
untal oighway fund—ocould well be
made without unduly crippling the
adequate outlay on roads.

When it s remembered that the

“ | Btate Highway Dopartment does not

‘perhaps may have the clouds disel-
pated and be rebullt lnto useful and

lake care of all the state's road
probiams, by a very long way in-
deed; when it in realised that street
and highway expenditures constitute
& beavy charge on every municipal
Ity in the state, and finally when it
Is & patent fact that the siate's
trunkline program may wvery well
be regurded as practically complete
unless we are to go In for pure
sqiandering, the necesaity for hand-
ing over pome fiftesn millions a year
to the Highwry Department is not
appirent.

At the same t'me it (s quite
apparent that the state, while It has
bean lavish to the point of extrava-
Bance in jts taxing for the treasury
of the Highway Department, has
been“acrimping along for yesars on
the development and maintenance
of many of its institutions, falling
behind the times and the necesaitics
and bullding 'up arrears of services
and plant which Inescapably must
be met some time or ather. And m
this chronie state of Impoverished
scrimping In everything but high-
ways the wiate has shouldered off
onto the munloipalities many obit-
gationa that waere rightfully its
own. Now the time has come
when we must have other things be-
shde cement apeedways—and when
the cities, boroughs and towns must
have some rnu'l relief,

The House of Representatives ban
always cast an unfriendly eye at
any proposal to divert Highway De-
partment revenues to other pur-
poses, The reason Is readily un-
derstandable. . A majority of (ts
members come from the smaller
communities and to them good roads
are of paramount importance. But
It may well be pointed out to them
that the program of the Highway
Department has already provided
those communities with a complete
‘buu of trunkline thoroughfares,
and that even a much more lbern)
provision for the country roads than
hns ever been made would not need
|80 inrge = total expenditure as that
department has made in the past.

It would probably be entirely pos-
sible, In the formulation of any plan
for the diversion of highway rev-
eoues toward, say, much more ade-
Quats grants for school mainten-
ance, to protect the interests of the
rura! communities by providing by
law that there should be no dlmin-
ishment in the cirt roads program.

What reason is there Lo belleve, it
will doubitiess be asked, that in the
forthooming war battleships and
battie eruisers will prove of any
more uso than in the World War
they did to Britain, or to Germany,
or to France or Italy or the United
States? And wasn't that just ao
use at all? -

Didn't the battisships put In prac.
tically all their time Insuring, or
trying to Insure, thelr own safety
from the attacks of enemy torpedo
boats or destroyers—the British at
Scapa or the Forth and the Germans
in Heligoland Bight and the French
and Italian in various sanotuaries—
with the long-range pawing of the
battle of Jutland, utterly inconclu-
aive and of trifling offect, na the
only real attempt of the major bat-
tie fleats to get Into the war?

And yet It was the devil and all
Of & soa war. A tremendous ses
war. Amazxing deods of beroiam
were oo numerous to attract even
& veamonable degree of attention.
But they were not performed by the
supardreadnaughts nor by the bat-
Ue crulsers—save on the tragic oc-
casions when these, with Lhelr groat
dmught and unwieldiness, hiundered
onto mines or fell eany wictima o
submarines and bungled and blun-
dered to the bottom with many
thousands of brave but helpless
sallors. The real damage was in-
flicted by the little, fast, hard hit-
