LABOR TROUBLES CLOSE
DRYDOCKS IN NEW YORK

Dozen Steamers Also Affected
by Clash Between Two
Union Organizations.

New York, June 17—~(AP) —
Labkor {ssues hit shipping and ship-
buflding in the New York ares to-
day, cloaing five of the largest ship-
yards in the region and threatening
to affect more than & dozen vessels
salling out of Atlantic and Gulf
porta.

Closing of the shipyards was due
o a strilte of about 9,000 workera,
tieing up $30,000,000 worth of con-
struction and repalr work. The clos-
®d shop was the underlying (ssue.

The five plants affected wore the
Brooklyn, Hoboken and Staten
Island yards of the United Ship-
yards, Inc, the Robins Drydock
Company, in Brooklyn, a subsidiary
of the Todd Shipbuilding Corpora-
tion, and the Tietjen and Lang Dry
Dock Company.

On the ahipping front, the clash
between the National Maritime
Unlon, affillate of the Committes for
Industrial Organization, and the In-
ternational Seamen's Union, Amert-
can Federation of Labor ally, re-
sulted In an N. M. U, threat to
strike on tan ahips of the Eastern
Steamahip Company. The strike was
to be in retaliation against a sit-
down of L 8.

Nationa! Labor Relations

The board aid in a orief filed with
the court that the company was
continuing to discriminate against
members of the joint protective
board, an association of local unions
Affiliated with the American Fed.
eration of Labor,

It has falled, the board sald, to

comply with provisions of an order

to reinstate 30 union leaders
discharged from its various planta
and to n—emploly several thousand
men on strike. It sald the company
refused to negotinte with the Joint
protective board as the exclusive
representative of Its employes and
to abolish certain comgmy-douu-
nated organizations established in
connection with back-to-work move-
ments during the strike.

Board's Petition
The board's petition for a court
order restmaining the company from
violations of the Labor Relations
Act was filed June 2. The court
heard oral arguments last Mondsy.
The brief stated the joint protec-
tive board, at the time of its accept-
arce of a plan of strike settisment
April 21, took the position that this
did not constitute & waver of its
rights under terms of a board de-
cislon agsinst Re Rand on
At the same time, It
said, the company made a simfar
statement through Its Washington
attorney.
Wide Disagreoement
The Labor Board sald in recent
months therc has been & wide dis-
agreement between the employera
and cm&loyu as to the interpreta-
tion of the settlement and the com-
pany’'s execution of it
The March 13 order prohibited
the company from interfering with
the company's employes in thair
right to self organization, from
dominating any organization of its
employes, and from discouraging
membera 4{: In the joint protective
Loard affilintes.

In this
respect the tralned apprentice
showa superiority over the av
High school graduate and (s readily
placed In gainful vocation st good
wage even before he graduatea frum
achoal, the speake: aald.

Not only does the Trade achool
graduate familinrize himself with
the tools of hin trkde, Mr. Ward
sald, but he learns about the eco-
nomics of industry. If he Is an am-
bitlous younguter, he studies the
scientific  processes of industry
through exteusion courses after
graduation and progresses up the
Indder of Industrial promotion be-
cause of his constancy, general
bearing and character.

“All of the breaka thus far are In
your favor,” he told the eclasw.
“Those who atay on the payroll dur-
Ing depressions are those who
LEARNED thelr jobs—all thinga
being equal. Those on the payroll
have the chance to mount to the
next higher job."

The speaker cautioned the grad-
ustes that they muat conatantly
tudy themselves and the methods
of the trade to continue to improve
in new ways and modern methods.
