SAYS FAIR TRADE ACT

PROTECTS CONSUMERS
on Says
Retafl Prices Will Not Be
Disturbed b_y_ﬂ!e New Law,

Hartford, Sept. 10.—Consumer
intereats will be fairly protected
and, generally, retail prices will not
be disturbed under the falr trade
act now In effect in this state, ac-
cording to Willlam J. Dunpby, of
Waterbury, president of the Coh-
necticut Fair Trade Committes,
Drug Division. With the signing of
the Tydings-Miller Act by President
Rooseyelt, thes Natfonal Association
of Retall has adopted a
12-point plan of operation for falr
trade committess throughout the
nation and shortly the Connecticut
committes will swing Into action.

While the atate druggists have
been organized and ready to func-

layed pending the fate of the Pyd-
Ings-Miller Act, which, Mr. Dunphy
says, ls not & price measure,
In spite of the hue and cry raised
by Its opponents, but merely an
enabling act permitting manutac-
turers to contract with retallers In
the difforent wstates where Fair
Trade Acta are In existence. When
& manufacturer avafls himself ot
the opportunity he has to malntatn
falr resale prices, his action Is pure-
ly voluntary. Insofar as the con-
sumer Is concerned, compelition
among manufacturers of a similar
products will keep the resale prices
of these products low. Insofar as the
retailer is concerned, this competi-
tion will keep marginas fair, because
the manufacturers will be compet.
Ing for the retailers good will and
cooperation, he atates. The Tydings-
Miller Act eliminates the last doubt
of the legality of resale price main-
tenance contracts between a manu-
facturer of one state and a retaller
in another state.

Two important fair trade polints
adopted recently by the National

Funds to finance this project in
the emergency period were provided
In an American Red Croas grant of
$20,000 and by local donations. Now,
however; the operation i{s being
financed by a United States Govern-
ment appropriation and the Red
Cross s furnishing the service. The
needs of our own nationals for the
present at least seem to be well
met.

Another phase of ths aituation
concernd general relief in China, The
needs in this direction will be inves-
tigated by a delegats of the Interna~
tional Reed Cross Committee now
en route to China by alrplane. It ia
expected that the International
Committee will shortly lssue a state-
ment on how best the nationa! Red
Cross societies might be helpful, In
the meantime the Committee has
ascertained that the Chinese Red
Cross will be giad to accept help but
that the Japanese Red Croas has de-
clined assistance.

Pending an announcement by the
International Red Cross Commitise
and in view of cablegrams from our
diplomatic and consular officials
pointing out the needa that exist at
various points in China, It has been
decided to suthorize all Chapters to
sccept contributions for relief pur-
poses to be transmitted to the Chl-
nese Red Cross Soclety or to other
committees,

The American Red Cross does
not contemplate sending personnel
to China or launching & mnational
carmpaign. However, as many or-
ganizations and Individuals may
wish to make contributions for rellef
work (n China, It {s suggested that
Chaptera advise the public that they
are prepared to receive contributions
for the above purpose and that the
funds will be forwarded promptly
through National Headquarters.

State of Connecticut went salling
into Its new flscal year with higher
cash receipts reported than at any
time in Ita history, State Treasurer

In the year ended last June 30, the
state collected a total of $71,124.-

The sum was more than double
the cash receipts of the low depres-

336,000 of old state bond Iasues was
retired during the Inst 1036-1887
fiscal year,

BICYCLE PERIL

On Tuesday we appealed to auto-

mobile drivers to use every precau-
tion aguinst the possibility of acel-
dent involving schoo! children, par-
ticularly stressing the not unreason-
able bellef that the youngsters,
after the long vacation, might ba a
Httle “wild” and lkely to have tem-
porarily forgotten many of the cau-
tionary Jessons upon street safety
impressed om them during the last
tarm of school.
We did nol, however, expect to
soe quits s0 much wiliness as was
exhibited yesterday noon, when a
squad of school boys came up Maln
street on bicycles, riding, in one in-
stance, five abreast. Two bicycles
abreast appeared to be the rule;
three abreast not uncommon.

This is courting disaster. The
bicycls I8 a touchy problem and a
potentiality of peril at best when it
travels In traffic congested streeta
Theoretically and actually it bas
every right on the bighway. ' But
no bicycle rider, adult or minor, has
the slightest moral right to creats
unnecessary danger for himself and
for the motorist; and that is pre-
clsely what these school boys were
dolng,

If the bicyclists will not regulate
thelr own conduct in the interest of
safety and of n decent regard for
the rights of others, than It is an
sure an shooting that the Legislature
will be compelled by thes force of
public opinion to regulate it for them
—ponsibly to the extent of barring
them from the highways altogether;
certainly to the extent of providing
punisbment for such idiotic perform-
ances as riding five abreast In a
street full of motor traffic.

CHAIN GANGS

Georgia has a problem not shared
in by most of the states of the
Unlon, I is the frequent escaps of
prisonera from chaln gangs which in
Georgia are employed on road bulld-
ing and repalr and similar public
projects. Just at present the state
{s considerably stirred up by the faot
that in August about & hundred of
theso convicts got away. Alto-
gether there are about 7,500 convict-
od criminals and misdameanants in
the chain gangs, the bosses of
which rate as wardens down there.
The wardens are agitating for the
right to shoot escaping convicts, and
to punish those attempting escape
by whipping. These privileges were
allowed to the chain gang wardena
until abalished by Governor Hard-
wick in 1923, Now the restoration
of shooting and whipping Is being
agitated and there s much disctis
sion throughout the stata whether it
should be adopted or not
The present governor Indicates
that he i{sn‘'t too fussy about the
guestion, but he wants the approval
of the attorney-general before lasti-
ing orders that chalin.gang wardens
may kill convicta attempling to
break away and may employ the laah
as a punitive agent.
Bo far as the more or less indis-
ériminate killing of runaway con-
victs I8 concerned there would seem
to be oualy a reasonable doubt sa to
the right of the governor to order It
s0 far as the law (s concernad: in
fact he seems to have done so but
when it comes w the whippings it la
proposed to restore, nobody seema to
te paying more than the very slight.
#st attention, If any, to the Georgia
constitution. In its bill of righta
that document specifies:

Nelther banishment beyond the
limita of the state nor whipping,
ss a punishment for crime, shall
be allowed.

That would seem to be quite ex-
plicit—pemarkably so But than,
what does a constitution amount to
whini Ita gets in the way of making
the chain gang business pay?

Dr. Gosbbels brought all his
powers of invective into play—some
of them against Americans and “de.
luded" democracies — & few hours
after Germany had decided she
could not sit down at a Mediterran-
ean conference table with other
powers a0 long as Soviet Rusma,
which has accused Fascist [taly ot
ainking ber shipa, would be there.

He wamed Euro and the
democracies that “Spain s the
world's crossroads” and added:

“What happena today in Spaln
may repeat itsell tomorrow In any
country!"

Then, !uo;c amed, that the estan.
lishment “4& Communist or'’
in Wesatern Europe “cannot tol-

.erated.”

“Some leading American demo-
cratic political personages” Goeb-
bels shouted,” aympathize with the
Spanish government.

“If it is not scoundrelly and dis-
picable.” he cried, “to travel with
this terrible world danger, then it
Is n case of crass stupidity to which
one might apply the gonpel prayer:
—'God, forgive them, for they know
not what they do'."

He spoke then of the domocracies
which, he sald, persisted In “delud-
ing themselvea” that the Spaniah
insurgency was a btid for power by
reactionary generals.
