ever need or want can be produced
under our present industrial capa-
eity without the employment of sev.
eral milllon workers. Inm other
words, the.editorial Implied, techno-
logical progress In America has
procesded to such a stage and ma-
chinea have taken over the work of
naD to such an extent that we now
are in the predicament of being able
totgmduce all the goods we need
without employing several miilions
of our workers. Thus, the conclu-
alon 1 drawn that a' public works
program promoted. by the Federal
government must be deslgned as a
permanent pol‘]cy in order to take
up t‘l'u ingvitable slack-in empioy-
men'

Al the outset ths wriler wishes to
atate just as emphatically as pos-
sible that the ahove theory, usually
called the “over<production’theory”,
has long been recognized aa one of
the most common fallacles in
economic thinking and a favorite
iden of the untiained, so-called
“quack-economist, The popularity
of the theory, the propagation of
which Is to be pitied, is easily ex-
plained by its simplicity, The aver-
uge ma scarcely atops to question
the over-production idea becauss al
around him he sees industrial equip-
ment lying idle and men unemploy-

Of course, the obvious reason
why mackines lle {die and men are
unemployed--is-that there are  no
tinrkets tor thé goods and services
these machines and men are poten-
Lially able to produce. From this
point 1t is an easy step (n the rea-
soning to jump to the conclusion
that the markets are not avallable
because the goods and services our
Idie men-and machines are poten-
tially able 10 produce d be
superflucus and beyond the needa)
and wadts of the American people
4 they were produbed.

Just a little common sense and a
casual glance at conditions’ sur-
rounding us is suffictept to con-
vince aimost anyone that the ma-
jority ot Americans sorely need and
would be over-joyed to get a much
larger share of the goods produced
by Industry. Ib is utterly foolish to
say that they do not need or would
no' want all the goods that our in-
dustrial systam could turn out if it
were operated to full ca?ully.
Where does the difficulty le? 'hy
i It that a vast amount of our [n-
dustrial eguipment Jies Idle and
anllions of our workers are unem-
pioyed, unldus It is true that the
goods they could produce sre not
wanted or needed?

In contrast with
this group, the report cited another
group, representing leas than 1 per
cent of the-popuiation, whose fam-
ily Incomea ranged from $10,000 up
to the millions and whose aggregate
Incomes comprised more than 18
per cent of ths national Income, Ad-
cording to the Committee's findinga,
the great majority of the nation's
consumers are members of familios
of . two or maore persons, sharing a
common income and living under a
common roof, The 29,400,300 fam-
illes in the population during 18335-
1936 were by far the most Impor-
tant . income-spending units, inciud.
ing nearly 91 per cent of the total
body of consumera.
" The distribution of these 20" mil-
lion familles by income levals was
as follows: 14 per cent of all fam-
ilies received less than $500 worth
of goods and services during the
year studied; 42 per cent réceived
leas than $1,000, 65 per cent less
than $1,500, and 87 per cent less
than $2,500. Above the $2.500 level
there were about 10 per cent with
incomes up to $5,000, about 2 per
cent recteiving between $5,000 and
$10,000, only 1 per cent with in-
comea of §10,000 or more.

In snddition to the 116,000,000 con-
sumera living In family groupa in
1035-1936, there were 10,000,000
men and women lodging In rooming
houses and hotels, living as lodgera
or servants in private’ homea or
maintalning Independent  living
quarters ad one-person famillea,
These single individuala constituted
oearly 8 per cent of the total popus
lation and received 19 per cent of
the total consumer income. Sixty-
one-per- cent received incomes of”
lesx than $1,000 worth of goods and
services and accounted for 20 per
cont of the total Income of the
group. Nipety-five per cen{ recely-
ed less than §2,600, and-a little more
than 1 per cent received $5,000 or
more.

In view of these figures, it s per-
fectly easy to see that in 1935-1938,
at least the vast majority of the
American people would have wel-
comed n great deal more of goods
and aervices than they actually did
receive, But perhaps It will be
argued that 1935-1938 was a bad
choles becauss during thet: year in-
dustry in generdl was operating at
only 80 per cent of full capacity. In
1920 our national jncoms reached
its record high at 80 billion dollars.
In ‘othier words, 80 billjon doliars
worth of goods and services were
turned out during this year of pros-
pority, according to estimatea by
Brookings Institute. If these goods
and services . were . divided equally
among our population of about 120,
000,000 at that time, and it is per-
feotly obvious that a lange part of
it became concentrated in the hands
of a few, each person would have
received about §666 and each fam-
ily of four about §2664, In 1929 in-
dustry ' was operating at about 80
per cent of capacity. Therefore, It
s safe to sssume that in 1920 100
billlon dollars worth of goods and
services might have been avallable
to the American K:ople. Divided
equally, this would have meant that
sach person would have recaived
about $830 and each family of four
Hout $3332. Surely this would
pot have been too much! .

At the present time it is safe to
assume that (f we operated our in-
dustrial equipment at full capacity
we would not produce much over
180 billion dollars worth of goods
and - services.

WATER TREATED
T0 HOLD TASTE
GOOD ALL YEAR

Fall Apt To Bring Some
Change, But Methods To
Preserve Palatability Off-
set Chance.

While in some Instances the Fall
season may bring with it & some-
what unpleasant taste and altered
color in water drawn from Connec-
ticut's public water supply systems,
the change in taste will neither be
50 pronounced nor will {t last
long aa It probably would have 10
or 15 years ago, for water system
managements generally have been
taking steps to improve - and pre-
serve the palatability of the supply
as well as ita purity. Water s more
generally 'treated to maintain good
taste today than ever - before and
methods of such treatment are be-
coming more and more perfected.

The reason why there may be a

change in taste of the water at this
time of year is the change from hot
to coolér weather. The drop in
temperatiure causes a shift in the
currents In the reservoirs (or in any
lake, for that matter) and brings to
the surface a certain amount of
dead organic matter that has been
resting on the bottom. Since water
is drawn from near the surface for
distribution to the public, this natu-
ral upheaval of the water may lend
some disagreeable laste to it, but
as soon as the turn-over takes plnce
steps are taken by a large numbet
of public systems to offset it by
means -of chemical  treatment.
Change of taste or color s not an
indication that the purity of the
water has been in any way affected,
however,
Alteration of taste and color may
result at other times of year than
the Fall and Spring due Lo gases,
minerals, vetgetable growths and
natural decomposition of vegetable
maltter, although for the mosat part
these causes are well in hand. Treat-
ment of the water with copper sul-
phate reduces miscroscople growths,
and frequently filtration and aera-
tion are effective in preserving po-
tability, Work aimed at this objec-
tive is a continuous job for the
water supply utilities, and one
which parallels the never-ending
task of guarding the purity of the
supply. ) - e
