had now, 29 rubles; or SO rubles 
from a ^ c u la to r .”

This msans that the price of a 
pair of galoehee In the atate-owned 
store le 29 rubles, but the bootleg-
ger of galoshee will aave the
trouble of standing In line for them 
if you are willing to pay 50 rubles.

Prison For Bootleggen 
Prison terms await such bootleg-

gers of commodities, but sO many 
people are willing to pay extra for 
something they can have without 
v/alting that the speculators con 
tinue to take a chance.

Sometimes the speculator 1s a 
lone wolf, but more often he Is part 
of an organieatlon. In Alma Ata, 
capital of the Kazak republic, a 
gang of 86 speculators was jailed. 
This outfit did a brisk business in 
felt shoes, buying them at the gov-
ernment stores for 28 rubles and re-
selling them for 80. Some members 
of the organization acted es scouts 
to locate shops where goods could 
be had that day. Once the scout bad 
spotted the g o ^ ,  other members 
of the gang would visit the place, 
standing m line and baying au the 
merohandlse before the pubUe had 
a chance.

Still ether members of the group 
specialized In disposing of ths hoard 
a t a good price. 'They had regular 
customers wlUtng to pay fdr quick 
delivery.

Ask Pnbllo Coopernflen 
In the Crimea speculatora have 

been so active lately that police 
Issued an appeal for public coopera-
tion In arresting them. One group 
included two telephone girls who 
offered dress goods and other finery 
to their fellow workers.

Some speculators try to cover 
their trail by turning purchased ma-
terial Into a finished article before 
reselling. In Simferopol, for Instance, 
one speculator bought dress goods 
as though for his wife, sent the 
material to a  dressmaker and sold 
the finished garment at a good 
profit. He was sentenced to five 
years’ imprisonment.

In the rooms of one gang un-
covered recently at Minsk, police 
found some 3,(K>0 yards of cloth, 257 
pairs of shoos, end 249 pairs of 
stockings.

SCHOOL CLOSING

SdectmeB ApproTe Resoh 
Hon Frotestinf The Trade 
School More.

A resolution, unanimously approv-
ed last night by the Board of Se-
lectmen, aaking for "strenuous" 
opposition to any move that would 
result In the losa to Manchester of 
Its Trade School, was to<lay sent to 
the town’s two representatlvea In 
the General Assembly, William J .  
Thornton and Col. William C. Che-
ney. 'The memorial. Introduced by 
Selectman Clarence N. Luplen 
states that the trade school Is a 
very Important part of thla town’s 
educational program, and aa such 
should not be discontinued.

Would Aboltoh School.
During a  preliminary discussion, 

W alter Mahoney vigorously sup-
ported the move to abolish the 
school, claiming that it was "train-
ing boys to betmme helpers at Che-
ney Brothers; mill," and that ’th e  
taxpayers are being charged to 
train people f6 f the beneflt of In-
dividuals" Mahoney said that If 
Industries want tiiitned help such aa 
Is turned out by the trade school, 
"they should train them themselves, 
and not expect the tkgpayera to do 
It for them."

Attacking Habonesr's'''stand as 
rrejudlced by personal conaldera- 
ttons, members of the Board Imme-
diately scored back at him.

" I  suppose that according td your 
Idea then, wc should atop training 
boys and girls to run a typewriter, 
and should let the Insurance com-
panies train them," Selectman Rich-
ard Martin retorted.

"That Is different,” Mahoney said. 
"That Is part of the reg\iUr high 
school eilucatlon."

"W hat different principle Is In-
volved?” Martin demand^. "Tho 
training Is different, but the Idea la 
exactly the same."

"Ju st the same,” Mahoney stat-
ed. " I t ’s a  different proposition. If 
Industries want skilled workmen, 
they should stand the cost."

Martin, hitting at Mahoney's 
claim that economy would result If 
the trade school Is cut out, told Ma-
honey that If the trade school Is 
abolished. It Is possible that many 
youths, now enrolled there, will seek 
a high school education at extra 
direct teaching expense to the town 
Further, other Board members were 
of the opinion that the Hartford 
Trade School cannot with its pres 
ent plant and staff absorb Manchea 
teFs enrollees. and that extra staff-
ing and building will be necessary 
In Hartford. 'litey therefore failed 
to see the saving In consolidation.

Selectman David Chambers 
affirmed that the emplojrment rec-
ord of trade school graduates has 
been higher than that for high 
school trained youths, .while Select-
man L. T. Wood sold that he could 
not see any economy In the pro-
posal of Governor Baldwin to elim-
inate the local facilities.

Resolution.
The resolution approved by the 

Board contained the following text;
"Moved that, being of the opin 

Ion that the Manchester State Trade 
School la a very Important part of 
our educational program, the Board 
of Selectmen of the Town atrenu- 
oualy opposes the proposed discon-
tinuance of ths said achool.

"W'e therefore request Monebss- 
tsF s Rspressntativsa la ths Ose- 
eral Asssmbly to strsnuously opposs 
removal of the school from Man-
chester."

Reca ll in g  the D e m ocracy 
O f Jackso n's D ay
rPA LL, rawboned Andrew Jack- 
’*’ ion, the "Hero of New Or-
leans," ’ walked into the Whitt 
House March 4, 1839. at tha first 
people’e President A# tueh he 
brought the country a new brand 
of polities? democracy.

It was reflected immediately on 
the day of the inauguration. 
Hardly had the guru b o ^ e d  on 
that sunny morning of March 4. 
when a good-natured “mob" Jook 
over the executive mansion. Thou-
sands literally swarmed into the 
White House

So great waa the crowd that 
even the stalwart old Jaduon 
himself was forced to escape 
through the back door. But that 
was all right with hit gaette, who 
merrily went about breaking chi-
na, tracking mud acrou the pol-
ished floors and making apee^et 
from plush-oovered chain . One 
horrified observer wrote later that 
he had aeen spectators sating “a 
jelley with a gold spoon."

But tha democracy of Andrew 
Jackson was a natural brand. Be-
tween the end of Jefferson'i pres-
idency In 1809 and Jaclu on 'i flrst 
term, the frontier had become «  
moving, clamorous force In na-
tional life. Jackson was a true 
son of this great frontier and he 
carried the sweep of It with him 
to the highest office In the land.

Moreover, 'he carried It back 
with him when he retired et the 
end of his second term. He was 
cheered Uke e returning con-
queror when he rode home to 
Nashville. Jackson la shown above 
on a stamp ot the U. S. Issue of 
1890, enlarged. It te purple, after 
a profile bust by Powers 
(Cfopyrlght, ISIS.
