It is & phantom-like operation
because the movements of hun-
dreds of warships, submarines as
well as surface vessels of all cate-
gories, and armed planes are
closely-guarded secrets. The Navy

Cautioned on Talking.

Navy officers have been cau-
tioned against discussing activi-
ties of the patrol with friends or
acqunintances.

1939 56,617 city carriers were em=-
ployed by the Postoffice Depart-
ment. In 1864 there were 68 city
delivery offices; 3238 were listed
in 1039.
