Basle. Training for 50,000 
In the 12 months bcglnning-JuIy 

1, he reported, basic training in 
flying will bq given 50,000 men, 
thousands of whom then eventual­
ly may get more advanced pilot In­
struction until they become equip­
ped to serve In the Army, Navy or 
Slarlne Air Corps or in one of the 
Reserve forces.

At the Capitol the Senate Naval 
Affairs Committee rejected a sug­

American Red Ooas reported pass­
ing the $1,600,000 mark today in 
iU $10,000,000 war rcUef drive.

The returns, however, failed to 
indicate the full extent of the 
country’s reaponaa to the relief ap­
peal, for only 500 of the 3,700 Red 
Cross chapters have made reports 
thus far.on contributions.

He nbtes 
that Withering was a meipber of 
the congregation of the Ubitarian 
minister Joseph Priestly, whose 
greater claim to fame ta that he 
discovered oxygen; And that their 
common friends fhcluded James 
Watt and Eraspfus Darwin. Wlth- 

.^ering, he declares, had one of the 
'-'hardest and soundest minds ever 
bestowed dpon a human being.” 
Tmaginln'g the doctor’s difficulties 
in obtaining the recipe for the old 
women’s herb tea. Clendenning 
writes:

"The old woman unquestionably 
made a good living from it. She 
was attended by an enormous re­
putation. She probably guarded 
her secret very, very zealously. 1 
like to dwell upon the possibly 
sinister devices with which those 
two compact and stubborn intel­
lects conducted their conteft—he 
to get, and she to keep. Bribery le 
more than likely; theft far from 
improbable. It is Insipid to think 
that the business was achieved by 
the easy bamboozling of a simple 
old woman by a great gentleman 
alighting from his conch, clinking 
a pair of. gold pieces in his pock­
et.”

However he contrived to do U. 
Withering possessed the recelpc.
It was undoubtedly a complicated 
one, but as be checked over the in­
gredients he immediately eingled 
out the root of the foxglove. *

His pamphlet, “An Account of 
the Foxglove and Some of , Its 
Medical Uses,” is an historical 
medical document, for it an- 
houncea the discovery of what Is 
now culled digitalis. It is a pow- 
erfu) heart stimulant—digitalis — 
and in many a case of ’’heart fill- 
ure” it seems literally to snatch 
life back from the brink of tbe 
grave.

Disoevery of Insulin
From an entirely . different 

source, some seventeen years ago, 
came another great drug, insulin. 
To their everlasting glory, two 
Canadians, Frederick G. Banting 
and C. H. Best, succeeded in Iso-r 
latlng the active agent secreted by 
the Islets of Langerhans in the 
pancreas, the deficiency of a-hlch 
Is the immediate cause of dlab^es.

The essential and appalltag/dlf- 
ficulty of the diabetic Indmdual 
c 1 mere readily be underatood If 
the metabolism of the body Is lik­
ened to "00 automobile engine that, 
ia out of kilter. There Is an abun­
dance of fuel and carburation— 
the mixture of fuel with air is 
satisfactory—but the cylinders do 
not receive an adequate spark. 
Combustion is faulty and the {tow­
er' out{>ut inefficient. The exhaust 
smokes too.

A Weak Spark
The muscles of the body Wqrk 

by burning a mixture o |  glucose 
and oxygen supplied Uirmgh the 
blood stream. Insulin, also carried 
hy the blood stream and normally 
supplied by the pancreas, is analp- 
gous to tbe apark which explodes 
the gasoline vapor in an automo­
bile engine’s .cylinders. The dia­
betic hoa a weak'spark. Without 
auxiliary insulin auppUed arti­
ficially, the diabetic does not burn 
the ghicoae efficiently, with ther re­
sult that part of the glucose U 
passed off through the urine like 
smoke from the exhaust t*  a 
motor. Glucose la a very simple 

. form of augar. This accounts for 
the classical symptom of the dia­
betic, sugar ta the urine.

The foregoing Is admittedly an 
over-simplification of the deii^p- 
tion of a complicated dlseaac. But 
it explains fairly accurately the 
tremendous Importance of the dia- 
covery of insulin, which by supple­
menting tbe function of a sub­
normal organ, keeps many a  hu­
man motor running which other- 
r^ise would stall. '

Today, another drug has attract­
ed the attention not only of the 
medical profession, but of tbe pub­
lic at large. It is sulfanilamide. 
Apparently, it has a deadly an- 
tagiDiiiam to streptococci microbes, 
tho*e bacteria responsible for such 
banvra as puerperal fever, ery- 
si|)tab, strep menlngitia and lock- 
law. This wei^ion against'strep- 
tocooci has -about the same im­
portance in the warfare against 
I'isesse as the development ot tbe 
Diarbine gun tai military tactics.

New Haven, May 24.— —Whan 
trses ira  not thrifty, they may 
benefit from a doae of fartUtser, 
says Dr. H. A. Lunt of tha agricul­
tural experiment atatlon at New 
Haven. It  la not too late to make 
appUcationa, but first ths owner 
must know the answers to the fol­
lowing questions: When does a tree 
need treatment? What kind of 
fertilizer and how much ahhll be 
used T How ehall it be applied T 

I f trees look unhealthy or grow 
more slowly than they should, the 
cause may be lack of water, Insect 
pests, disease or other unfavorable 
conditions. Since It la nsither cheap 
nor easy to fertilize, Dr. Lunt sug­
gests that these poisIblUties be 
considered before fertlUaatlon is 
tried.

It It Is deiht-ame' to accelerate 
the growth of young trees, mod­
erate fertilization may ^ Ip .

Extra Noorlahmeat 
Whan trees grow In poor soil or 

In an unfavorabla environment, It 
may bo advisable to give them ex­
tra nourishment to insure thrlft- 
Ineas and to promota resistance to 
certain ineecta. A t the aaroe time 
too much stiroulallon may Increase 
their susceptibility to disease. Dr. 
Lunt warns.

So far as trees are concerned, 
'-Rltrogcn Is the moat Important 
eiament In the fertilizer. A  10-5-6 
formula (10 per cent nitrogen to 
five eabh of phosphorus and pot­
ash) Is mNproper balance. Prefer­
ably at IcasK^ third of the nitro­
gen should be^ipplled In organic 
forir Buch aa fish' meal, cottonseed 
meal or tankage in ofder to reduce 
loesea of soluble fertu^er during 
heavy rains, and to mak^tha ferti­
lizer effective over a longer period 
of time. When a 6-8-7 grade, the 
common garden fertilizer, is to bs 
used for trees, the nitrogen con­
tent may be Increased by adding 
one pound of aulfaU of ammonia 
to each thrae pounds of 6-8-7; or 
one of urea to nine of'6-8-7.

In deUrmlnIng the amount'of 
fertilizer to supply, again Dr. Lunt 
cautions against overfeeding. Thla 
may Injurs tha roots or weaksn 
the tree by too much stimulation.

^Under averags oondiUbas, 25 
pounds per 1000 aquars feeUed aoU 
■urfaca under the branch s^ead 
at the tree la ample for mOM 
species. Clrcumatancee may %af-. 
rant largsr or smaller d o ^ ,  how­
ever, and certain treea need more 
food than others, fax  example, 
the following may be aatlsfled 'with 
os UtUa as 16 pounds to aacb 1000 
oquare feet at ground area: aspen, 
epruce, White pine,' litrdh, birch, 
locust, rsd pine and scotch pine. 
On the other band aim, aah, maple, 
black walnuL catalpa and hickory 
may need as much as 38 pounds. 
Dr. Lunt has worked out the fol­
lowing approximate amount of fer 
tillzer for trees with the branch 
spread indicated; 10 feet (in dia­
meter), about 2 pounds of fertU 
izer; 20 feet, 8 pounds; SO feet, 18 
pounds; 40 feet, SL pounds and 50 
feet, 48 pounds. Branch spread U 
gauged by measuring the distsoice 
from the outer limit of the 
branches on one aide to that of the 
opposite aide. To determine the 
area of ground under the branches, 
square the diameter, multiply by 
8 1-7 and divide , the result by 4. 

How App lM
The material Is most effective If 

it is applied In a aeries of crowbar 
holes 15 to 20 Inches deep and 
spaced 2 to 3 feet apart. These 
Mtpuld be made under the outer 
portion of the branch spread. It 
does little good to fertilize close to 
the trunk. From one to three 
hemdfuls of. fertilized are dropped 
In each bole, Thla method of 
treatment is better than surface 
application liecausc; it places the 
fertilized within reach of the 
roots. Surface applications tend 
to encourage shallow rooting and 
most of the fertiliser may be taken 
up by grass or other surface vege­
tation. A email amount of fertil­
izer dletrlbuted In many boles Is 
better than a larger amount In a 
few.
■ Finally, It should not be neces- 
aary to fertilize the same trees 
.every year. Dr. Lunt states. If the 
wqrk la done well, once every three 
to 'Dye years ought to be enough 
underNjrdlnary circumstances.

The solidity of Denmark’s agri­

cultural economy evidently waa 
affected least of all, aa Germany 
proved an eager market for food 
products.

Parliament has Introduced a 
series of important new measures 
to safeguard other Industries by 
sharing work and to promote In­
vestment by lowering the Interest 
rate and guaranteeing bank loans.

That Germany herself may con­
tribute to solution of the unem­
ployment problem was indicated 
by the establishment of a German 
Labor Office In Copenhagen, invit­
ing the Danes to fill long-felt gaps 
In Germany’s labor ranks.

The motto which may be put 
over the new chapter In Danish 
national life is:

"Share the burden and the bene­
fit of the community."

Vital Necessity
This always has been a guiding 

principle In Denmark’s policy. Un­
der the new conditions. It is not 
only a guiding prlqclple but a vital 
necessity.

During the last World War not 

a little was hear^to the effect 
that the German erase for mill* 
tary and political power was a 
■uperflclal thing. A t moat It had 
been inspired by their • actentlflc 
progress In the Immediately pre­
ceding decades, or by the philoso­
phy of Nletssche whose death oc­
curred in 1900.

Professor George Santayana of 
Harvard haa Juit published a 
work entitled "Egotism In German 
Philosophy,which reveale how 
falae la the assumption that there 
U anything whatsoever In the 
contenUon that thla erase of the 
Germana la a modem thing. As a 
matter of fact Santayana's book 
was originally publlahed near the 
cloaa of tha World War. In tha 
■ubaequent days when everyone 
was trying to renew love for the 
German people tha book passed 
almost Into oblivion. But now 
with aome notable addlUoBa by 
the author tha work la again to 
the fore. And an Intareatlng 
Story It tells with tha author aup-' 
porting his position by abundant 
avldenoa, not from foreign sources, 
but froih Germsn writers tbsm- 
aelvea.

The argument of Santayana la 
that long befdra Germany had 
achieved any dlatlnction In sclenca 
and a century before Nletssche 
had'come on the atage, the Ger­
man peopls were being echooled 
In the doctrtnea of racial superior­
ity and of brut# force. Tbetr 
philosophers and many of thslr 
leaders In other literary fields 
were Infecting them with the no­
tion that they were ordained by 
Providence to exerclae supreme 
authority in the world. The em­
bryo of the whoia Hitler teaching

“ I think the president should 
annotmee in hia Sunday radio add­
ress whether he intend to run or 
not,'" Wadsworth said.

Recetvpd No Inxitatlon
Wadsworth told reporters that 

he bad received no Invitation to 
confer with the president. During 
a mix-up Over London's White 
House luncheon date on Wednes­
day, It was officially announced, 
that the president wanted to talk 
with Wadsworth first.

The congressman said White 
House attaches called hla office 
Tuesday and on learning he was 
nob in the city said "they may 
call again." He said that they had 
hot dobe so.

Wadsworth ia national epalrman 
of the Republican presidential 
campaign of Frank Gannett, 
Rochester, N, Y., publisher, who 
alao spoke out yesterday against 
the coalition idea in an interview 
here. A fter learning of the presi­
dent's plans to speak Sunday 
night, Gannett said:

Cook's D iscoveries Gave  
England P acific  Empire
TJRITAIN owes possession of col- 
^  onies and dominions in Aus­
tralasia to the courage and ability 
of Capt. James Cook, navigator 
and explorer, pictured on the New 
Zealand stamp above, one of a set 
of 13 commemorating the centen­
ary of the dominion.

Although Cook did not discover 
New Zealand, he explored the 
major islands, charted the area. 
He also surveyed the cast coast ol 
Australia.

Cook began his explorations in 
the St. Lawrence river, followed 
by surveys of Newfoundland and 
Labrador. His later explorations 
covered the Pacific from the 
Arctic to the Antarctic. His search 
for the elusive "Northwest Pas­
sage" from Atlantic to Pacific 
brought him to the coast of North 
America.

This was Cook's last voyage. He 
returned to the Sandwich Islands 
(Hawaii) after touching Alaskan 
shores, was killed in a battle with 
natives after a quarrel over s 
stolen boat
