The test came on Lewis’ call to 
some 50,000' member.'! of his CIO 
union working in ‘captive’' coal 
mines to strike for a union shop. 
“ Captive” mines are those operated 
by .stgel c ompan i e s  to produce 
fuel for their blast furnaces— and 
steel i.s a No. 1 nece. .̂-ity for defense.

That night, in his Navy Day 
speech, the Pre.sident took the 
gloves off.

“ Our nation must speak from ev-
ery as.scri)bly, line,” he said—“yc.s, 
from ever>\coal mine, , . .

“ Our output . . . cannot be ham-
pered by the selfish obstruction of 
a small but dangerous minority of 
labor leaders."

The mines remained closed, and 
Mr. Roosevelt told rcportcr.s he was 
consii;iering legislation to cope with 
defense strike.s.

Flame From Old Dispute 
The strike stemmed back to the 

settlement of the Appalachian mine 
dispute. The steel companies accepted 
the settlement except for the union 
shop clause. The National Defense 
Mediation Board ofTcred to decide 
the dispute if both sides would agree 
in advance to abide by its ri'ilmg, 
but Lewis refused.

Lewis told Mr. Roosev '̂U “This 
fight is between a labor union and a 
ruthless corporation — the United 
States Steel Corporation” —and he 
named J. P. Morgan, a director of 
U. S. Steel as being responsible for 
continuing tlu> strike. (Morgan said 
this wa.s “ utter rulibish.")

.Nevertheless, Lewis agreed to 
meet with Myron C. Taylor, former 
board 'chairman of U. S. Steel, rep-
resenting the industry. Late Wednes-
day Taylor and Lewi.s went in to see 
Mr. Roosevelt. The President again 
proposed that the miners go back to 
work while the M<'diation Board 
worked out a definite recommenda-
tion— with neither side bound to ac-
cept it.

Congress In A Stew
Taylor said immediately that he 

jjersonally favored FDR’s idea. Lewis 
met with other UMW leaders, then 
announced the union also would ac- 
cept the President's proposal.

All this time, tempers were stew-
ing in Congress. Senator Connally 
(D -Tex.) cajlled Lewis a “ fourth 
member o f the Axis” and predicted 
Congress will “deal with” him after 
it is through with the neutrality act.

Aside from the coal dispute, the 
American labor scene was compara-
tively quiet. Strikes at the Great.. 
Lakes Steel Corp. and in the Ala-' 
bama coal fields were settled, and 
strikers returned to work at the Air 
Associates plant at B^ndix,.

(,P)~Ralnbow bridge, which sp.ans 
Niagara river'.* rocky gorge below

The 9.50-foot span, built at a 
co.st of $3,760,000 to replace the 
falls view or “ Honeymoon” bridge 
destroyed by an Ice Jam In Janu-
ary, 1938. was first crossed by s 
caravan of automobiles bearing an 
official party.

Formal dedication of the span, 
which takes its name from the 
rainbow visible In the cstarac;t‘8 
mists, will take place next spring 
when Dominion and United States 
officials are expected.

Said to be the longest hingeless 
arch bridge in the world, the span 
was begun May 16, 1940. First 
steel was placed In posltioo Feb. 
17 this year.

Tftie first bridge at the sits of 
the rainbow span was erected lo 
1868 and was known as the "Up-
per Suspension Bridge." It was 
only 10 feet wide, too narrow to 
permit traffic tn both directions at 
once. Destroyed by a high wind In 
January, 1889, It was rebuilt and 
reopen^ In May, 1889, ai\d re-
mained in use until the Falla View 
bridge was built In 1898.

an American doughboy, just com -

W e'll hold 'em Knute " as the 
wounded soldier fought his Way 
bark from the brink of the world 
lieyond Hia miitterings made little 
if any sense to a Red Croas nurse 
hovering over him. .'the railed to a 
doctor making his rounds and with 
a smile the physician turned to the 
nurse and saiil:

"This rhap is all right He is a 
Notre Dame nian '

The wounded soldier was Dave 
Hayes of 164 North Elm street, 
Msnehestfr, and a freshman at 
Notre Dame college of .South Ben̂ l, 
Ind. That wa.s in 1918, Hayes, a 
member of the 326th Infatitry, e n �
listed In the World War 1 and 
made his way across the Atlantrc 
to see action at Argonne Woods 
and Mehlel. .Shot through the hip 
la the argonne he waa sent back 
for treatment. Recovering he saw 
further action at St. Mebiel and 
was wounded again, this time by a 
bayonet thrust in ths wrist when 
he parried a blow from a German 
aoldler'i baywiet At the time of 
hia enlistment he waa a student 
at Notrq Dame playing football 
then under Jease Harper with the 
late Knute Rockne aa assistant 
coach to the fighting Irish.

Oosa Back To Collf«o
After the ArmsUee-.^Hayes re-

turned to Notre Dame and during 
tha naxt two yeara played on the 
varsity as regular end. His most 
famous teammate was the late 
Georg# Oypp who is described by 
Hayes and one of the beat he aver 
•aw, either in collage or In pro- 
fesatonal football, which, incldan- 
tally Hayea did with tha Green 
Bay Packers after ha graduated 
from Notre Dame.

Gypp would break through the 
line and then direct his interfer-
ence while running at full apeed. 
"He would,”  said Hayea, "tell yoti 
to take thia one hr that one out 
while he eldeitcpped or stiff armed 
an oppoaing tackier." Deadly cool 
under fire, continued thq apeaker 
never got excited. Even when the 
going waa tough he alwaya re-
mained cool and poised. ‘(Yea.” he 
concluded "Oypp waa the best of 
them all."

A rm y Gam e T oogtisst
The. tou^eat gams you ever 

played In waa the next question 
the writer hurled at him.
