There are five stamp auctions 
weekly in Manila, at which more 
than half the bidders are Ameri­
can soldiers. The soldier collectors 
also are welcome In the city’s two 
stamp clubs and are invited often 
to the homes of Filipino mem­
bers- ■ . . ,,"We could get such Invitations 
every night In the week If we 
wanted them.”  said Deutsch. add­

Some Philippines collectors can- 
nlly Invested modest fortunes In 
Japanese stamps during the occu­
pation and have found It waa'per­
haps the wisest safeguard for their 
money.

The flres which ravaged Manila 
destroyed many collections, but 
those that were .kept Intact are 
now mounting steadily In value, as 
some of the Japanese occupation 
Issues are very scarce. One brings 
$40 at sales, and another regularly 
sells for $20.

” I know of one warrant ofllcer 
who studied stamp dealing while 
stationed here," said Deutsch. ” He 
put his savings Into an accumu 
lating stock and now he Is going 
to make a business of It.”

Hazard for Casual Boyer 
One hazard for the casual Q.I 

buyer here Is that few stamps are 
In the "post office condition” de­
manded by many American collec­
tors. Discoloration from Are and 
water damage are common. Also, 
the market fluctuates.

Deutsch admits to some advan­
tage here, for hla wife keeps him 
posted on changing values.

"She successfully avoided becom­
ing a stamp collector for 20 years, 
although her father, mbther and 
brother were collectors,’’ laughed 
Deutsch. “Now she not only con­
ducts my business In New York but 
is an ofllcer In several stamp clubs, 
keeps my personal collection go­
ing and has started two collections 
of her own.”

Hartford, Jan. 5—(F)—Hartford 
housewives today were playing the 
old wartime game of butter-butter- 
w-ho’s-got-the-butter* and authori­
tative opinion ws* that they’d have 
to keep at it until spring.

The butter supplies In town to­
day were down to about the lowest 
point since the war began. A 
large wholesaler summed things 
up: “ It’s not a question of a case 
of butter, It’s a pound.”

The mystery o f why butter sud­
denly appear^ In quantity after 
the war ended, and Juat as sudden­
ly disappeared, was explained this 
way: The Army released 85 million 
pounds for civilian use. But after 
about 26 or 30 million pounds had 
been passed out, and people had re­
gained the old habit of spreading 
th* bread thick, the Army an­
nounced It had made a mistake and 
called back about 50 million 
pounds.

So, right now, civilians must get 
along on current butter production, 
and this Is the lowest In years.

It It one of the penalties of 
what we ao glibly call our demo­
cratic system of government that 
it is much easier and pleasanter 
not to enforce regulatory laws 
than to enforce them.

It would take a credulous per­
son indeed to believe that a very 
heavy proportion of tba traffic 
laws of the states and oommuni- 
tlei art anforced to tha letter. 
There would -be a great to-do 
througnout the land if they were. 
So we tolerate the ataughter of 
forty., thousand human beings an­
nually, and the maiming of half a 
million or so, because motorists 
resent any interference with their 
assumed right to drive as they 
damn please. There Is law enough, 
goodness knows. But a law on tha 
statute books saves no lives, 
either in s road .wreck or in a res­
idential fire, if ther^ Is no one to 
fearlessly enforce it.

Twenty years from now doubt­
less there will be as many fatali­
ties In the air, nearly all prevent­
able, se there now are on the 
roads. There are many aviation 
laws already; there will be numy 
more; but they won't save Uvea If 
they are not enforced. And so It 
is with hundreds and hundreds of 
well conceived and well inten- 
tioned regulatory laws.

Tbe next time you hear that 
hackneyed exclamation ^There 
ought to be a law” ouppose you. 
ask Che fellow who says it, 
"Would you • obey It—and If you 
broks it and wera Jailed would you 
aquawk your head o ff?"

young I ventured on a few occa­
sions Into s honkytonk, then oth­
erwise called “dives,”  nearly all of 
which were on the east side of the 
town. You didn't see evening 
clothes on ths men In those places 
—unless you happened to encoun­
ter a “ slumming” party under the 
guidance of a detective. And the 
dumps didn't glitter so much as 
th* modern night clubs. But the 
principle was exactly the same. 
The customer was a sucker, a 
“producer."

Same Cloth, Different Dj’e | 
The bouncers were quite frank­

ly gorillas; didn't wear Tuxedos. 
The bartenders were stronger on 
bungsterters than on moral sua­
sion or Jlu-Jltsu. The only floor 
show performers w’cre singing 
waiters whose songs, while often 
baldly suggestive, were never 
anything more than timid com­
pared with many of the "smash 
hits”  of the present. Tbe “ profes­
sor” who hammered at the piano 
could quite often actually read 
music and would have been driv­
en mad by the discordant uproar 
of most of the Broadway “ name 
bands.” But the thugs and pimps 
v'ho ran those Joints were cut off 
thk same piece of cloth aa the 
average twentieth century night 
club owner, only dyed differently.

Yet the night club of today la 
supposed to set the pattern for 
sophistication and, fantastically 
snough, for respectablltty. Big 
city newspapers are lavish with 
the publicity that they give, 
gratis, to the clip Joints favored 
by what la ironically cAlled cafe 
society. .

Probably you have gathered by 
this time that I have a poor opin­
ion of night clubs. I have. To hell 
with them? And that gota twice 
for the imitations of them with 
which tha larger towns and small 
cities of this country are becom­
ing—already have become—In­
fested.

What started me on this none 
too pleasant vein was the state of 
confusion into which tbe radio an­
nouncers seem to have fallen 
when they mentioned the prices 
set by some of the big metropoli* 
tan night clubs as “cover charges” 
for the New Year’s celebration. 
First, a day or two before the holi­
day, I heard one announcer say 
that night club prices—of course 
not Including the cost of food or 
drinks— were ranging from $6 to 
$20 a couple. The next announcer 
talking about the sama subject 
spoke of cover charges as high aa 
$75 a couple. He seemed to be­
lieve that this was a record break­
er, even for New York, and to be 
proud o f ita mere bigness. After 
that the figures appeared to give 
up trying to outdo In tha realm of 
extortion and the next time they 
wrere quoted the newscaster, who­
ever he was, made no mention of 
any higher charge than $40 the 
couple, and on New Year's night 
th* radio men were ^all talking 
about charges as high as $20 and 
$30 a pair.

Even at the most moderate of 
such charges all the suckers could 
hope for would be a couple of tis­
sue paper caps and a tin bom or 
a rattle or some oth«r such nbh- 
sensicallty. Total cost to the 
"house”  about seventeen cents. 
Yet there are plenty of people 
who consider that having a whale 
of a time. You or I could get more 
filn out of making faces at a 
mark."

In Bolton, Mr. and Mrs. Keeney 

Hutchinson secured volunteers 
from that town, supplemented 
members of the Legion and Legion 
Auxiliary^ Meetings wsre held at 
the Legion Home where Army ot- 
fleera outlined the procedure of re­
porting and s t r e e t  the impor­
tance of the organization

The procedure as explained by 
them waa as follows: two observ­
ers were to be on duty at all times. 
Immediately on seeing or hearing 
a plane or planes, the observers 
were to determine aa near aa pos­
sible the direction of the plane or 
planes from the observation post, 
the number, direction In which 
they were heading, and the ap­
proximate distance from the Poat. 
The observer then caUed the tele­
phone operator immediately and 
said—Army Flash. Manchester 
2-0020. This call went directly to 
Mitchell Field where the Filter 
Room waa located.

Here the Filter room operator 
responded by— Army-go ahead, 
please. The observer then gave 
the following information in order 
— 1,2,3,4 or more, indicating the 
numtor of planes, single, hi, or 
multi—  indicating the type of 
plane by the number of motors, 
low, medium or high—indicating 
the altitude o f the flight, seen or 
heard, to indicate whether the ob 
server had seen or merely heqrd 
the flight—Freeman 34, the Post 
Code number, directlo,. of the 
flight from the O. P., approximate 
distance in miles from the O. P, 
and last the direction in which the 
flight waa moving.

In January of 1941 the Army 
asked that all Posts be activated 
for a tost pariod o f on* week in 
order that all posts should be 
thoroughly familiarized with pro­
cedure. We were again activated 
in October of 1941 but at that time 
the Post in Glastonbury was 
eliminated.

Ordered to Man Post 
On December 8, 1941, the day

discontinued by the Army. Not 
once during the day or night from 
Dec. 8, 1941 to May 28. 1943, was 
the Post left without proper cover­
age.

Shortly after activating the 
Poat in Bplton, It was realized 
that the location at the Ansaldl 
farm on Nigger Hill was not the 
best location. ITie fact that U was 
on the main road with so much 
truck traffic made It difficult to 
hear the planes, and the vialhllity 
from the east waa poor- Pem ts- 
sion was secured to move the 
Poat to the Community House In 
Bolton, approximately one mile 
south of its original location.

Lat 
er, Harry Boutell donated the serv' 
ices of his carpenters and lumber 
was donated by the Manchester
