('The following article on the
War Bond Sales In Manches-
ter concludea the 21-part series
which was begun on August
25, 1048, and which covered
all of the Manchester
civilian effort In the war with
Germany and Japan, The
writer of this series ia in-
debted to officials of local'in- |
dustries, Red Cross, British |
War Relief, the clergy, school
officials, Civilian Defense,
OPA and ration board, banks
and airplane spolting groups |
for their valuable assistance
-in the compilation of data in-
corporated In this series of
articles).

In the early months following
the Declaration of War on Decem-
ber 7, 1941, the Government of the
United States was faced with the
necessity of determining how the
war was to be financed, whether
by direct taxation against the
present generation or by the lskue
and sale of securities which would
mature in the future, to be met
and paid after the war was ended,

The decision was made in favor
of both methods. Taxes against in-
come were incressed and the first
War Bond drive was launched. The
now familiar “E" Bond was then,
as now, prominent in the secur-
ities offered to the public. It was
first known as a U. B. Savings
Bond, as a U. 8. Defense Bond and
still later as the U. 8. Bond, This
bond has been emphasized in each
of the drives as the one bond suit-
abie for all classes of Investors.

Harold C. Alvord, treasurer of
the Manchester Trust Company,
was appointed by the State Head-
quarters to direct the sale of bonds
in Manchester and surrounding
towns and a small committee met
at the office of the bank to dis-
cuss and formulate plans,

The sale of bonds was opened
at'a mass meeting held in Center
Park, featured by a speaking pro-
gram and entertainment. A
booth was located adjacent to the
band stand where bonds were sold
for cash. Sales were also held
on the stage of the State theater
frequently during the drive. The
public of Manchester was quick to

respond to the appeals.
During the first three bond
drives, bonds were purchased free-
ly by everyone and Manchester
met and exceeded all quotas as as-
signed. No actual sales were
made through a house to house
canvas, Volunteer Air Raid

The sixth War Bond drive was
held in mid-winter and nearly 150
householders in Manchester vol-
unteered the use of their homes
for the sale of bonds and many
others offered to do the same aft-
er all stations had been accepted.
By the opening of the 7th War
Bond drive all communities in the
state were well organized and
Manchester was no exception, Un-
der the leadership of Lieut.-Col
Russeli B. Hathaway, assistant
treasurer of the Manchester Trust
Company, the retail merchants in
Manchester added their efforts to
the other activities and through
their assistance in this drive, over
$150,000 in bonds were sold.
School Children Active
The pupils in the local schools
were particularly active in the
sale of bonds and stamps through-
out the war and under the leader-
ship of their teachers, supervisors
and principals, accumulated an
enviable record among the schools
of the state.

Horrors of Dachau Camp
Told by Lieut. Waddell

News dispatches out of Nuern-
berg, Germany, describing the
horrors of the Dachau concentrs-
tion camp, make the following let-
ter, just received here, most time-
lv. It was written by Lieutenant
Walter C, Waddell, who ia station-
ed in Augaburg, Germany: He is
the son of Mr. and Mrs. Walter
Waddell, of 361 Main street.

Following is the letter:
Dear Folks,

Today I had a very Interesting
experience I should like to de-
soeribe In detall, Another ‘officer
and myself declded to visit Dachau
Concentration Camp, locgted in
the town of Dachau just west of
Munich,

Dachau was the first concentra-
tion camp in Germany, probably
the first in the world, It was
bullt in 1933 by the Na=zis to ac-
commeodate political prisoneras and
other opponenta of the party, To-
day the camp houkes thousands of
German S8 Prisoners of War,

We entered the enclosure and
were met by a Polish fellow who
was interned In Dachau for the
past three years. However, he had
been in concentration campa since
1939, He now conducts tours
through the camp and explains the
use of the various items in very
good English

Held 32,000 Prisoners

We first saw the stockade where
the prisoners were billeted. They
are nothing more than long one-

of them. He tells us that when the
Americans liberated the camp in
April there Were az many as 1300
to 2000 prisoners in each building.
T would eastimate the the living
capacity would come around fifty
to & bullding, If they were to live
comfortably. The reason for the
terrific overcrowedness of  the
buildings is tecause the camp was
bullt to hold 8,000 prisoners and
last April it held 32,000. Around
the buildings is a ditch and behind
the ditch are a couple of high wire
fences electrically charged. The
ditch and fence run around the en-
tire enclosure and S8 gards at
each of the four corners could see
the length of the fence. Anyone
approaching the ditch was ma-
chine-gunned.

From the enclosure we went to
the Crematory. A cement wall
about ten feet high runs around
this enclosure, Entering the cre-
matory we read a sign that has
been erected by the Americans. It
reads about like this. This area
has been dedicated to the 288,000
persons who have lost their lves
here, Please do not destroy prop-
erty.

Guards Used Dogs

From the gallows we went into
a large pen where there were 80
or 90 dog kennels. The 88 guards
kept their dogs here. The dogs
were used to guard the prisoners
and once In awhile they would put
prisoners in the enclosure, open up
the kennels of the most vicious
dogs, and from then on It was man
against dogs. The prisoner was
most likely too weak from lack of
food and the dogs would make
quick work of him.

Next we went to the second
bulldihg. We first saw several
rooms that look similar to an ice
box used for storing meat. Here
the S8 disinfected the prisoners’
uniforms after they had been murs
dered, by the use of a polson gas.
No executions were done in these
rooms, The next room in the
building Was used for cudgeling or
beatings of the prisoners, The pris-
oners' feet were strapped to the
floor and he was then bent over a
table like affair and strapped down
aghin. Then the 88 men used some
sort of a club with leather bound
on It to beat the prisoner from
head to buttocks. One S8 man was
usually on each side of him alter-
nating blows. Therefore, if the
poor devil was sentenced to 50
strokes he would get 100. Fifty
from each of them. Also In the
cellings of some of the rooms were
openings with large hooks where
they*hung some of their victims,
Visits Gas Chamber

The gas chamber was next.
Above the steel door to the cham-
ber a word in German when trans-
lated meant shower-bath. The pris-
oners undressed thinking they
were going to take a shower. They
were herded into the chamber
(normally 200 at one time). On the
celling were mock shower splckets.
Then at one énd of the wall was an |
opening In which polson gas (cya-
nide) entered the chamber. The
execution took from five to eight
minutes.

They
have also probably noticed that
certain highway signa ahone bril-
liantly under the same circum-"
stances. The new commercial
markers are permanently covered
with the same reflectorizing mate-
nal. They can be seen for a long/
distance at night, so that another
reflector for safety will be added
to the eommercial vehicle, These
reflectorized piates will get dirty,
as all plates do under certain
weather conditions, and when dirty
will not reflect light. They must
be kept clean and, since they are
permanent plates designed to last
for many years, they should be
given reasonable care.
