Hartford. Jan. 24—(JV - After 

watching the effecte of four 
months of peace on a war-born 
budget, state fiscal officials con- 
fldenUy predict that Connecticut 
win be able to convert its finances 
to a peacetime baaie and atiU break

That’a what experts call balanc­
ing the budget, a task which state 
officials say will mean some head­
aches during the current biennium 
because of a downward trend in 
tax collectlona and an upward 
trend In atate expenses. »

But those headachej, they as­
sert. are not ao serious that they 
can't be cured with careful scru­
tiny of all state expenditures and 
speedy reconversion of Connecti­
cut industry to full peacetime 
production.

Year and Half SttU I^eft
Finance CTommissioner James B- 

Uowell and Budget Director 
Robert H. Weir emphasized that 
with year and a half still left of 
the current biennium (it began 
July 1, 1945 and ends June 30, 
1947),. It was still too early to 

"draw itoo many definite conclu­
sions. Both agreed, however, that 
while the state would have to put 
away all thought# of surpluses 
like those it amassed during the 
war years. It would—at the very 
worst—end the biennium on an 
even financial keel.

"We'll get through the biennium 
without a  deficit and yet operate 
close to peacetime standards,'' 
said Lowell.

That, he said, would be accomp- 
liahed despite the fact that the 
budget approved by the 1945 
Legislature was based on the 
sumption that the war would last 
until the close of the first fiscal 

« year (June 30, 1946).
Instead, he pointed out, the war 

actually ended almoet at the very 
start of the first fiscal year, thua 
raising the prospect that tha 
state would lose a big slice of its 
wartime revenue, principally from 
the corporation business tax 
while facing the necessity of 
spending money for such things 
aa neglected repair and main­
tenance work at atate Instltutlona 
and bringing depleted ataffZ In in- 
Btitutiona and elsewhere up to 
normal peacetime strength.

, Favorable Factors 
Lowell said that offsetting 

those difficulties to a balanced 
budget were these favorable fac­
tors:

The current general fund budg­
et of $76,726,412 for the biennium, 
despite the "wrong guess" on 
when the war would end, still 
"represents a  carefully planned 
budget which will meet the nec­
essary demands for all necessary 
state services."

Because of executive budgetary 
control, It will be possible to keep 
costs in line with revenue, which 
means, said Lowell, that de­
partments will be allowed only 
sucl)i portions of their appropria- 
tiona aa "they can wisely spend.” 

Manpower and materials are 
still so scarce that the state has 
to postpone full scale purchases, 
meanwhile continuing, as it did 
during the war, “to do with what 
we have Insofar aa that's possi- 
ble.” ^

. Governor Baldwin agreed with 
• Lowell and Weir that It looked 

now aa though the state would 
come out of ita financial reconver­
sion with a balanced budget, and 
asserted "it most certainly will if 
we can get peacetime production 
rolling again."

Said the chief executive:
Haa Bad Effect on* Budget 

“Tbe war ended sooner than 
any of us contemplated or had 
darod to hope, and this baa had an 

_ effect on our budget We can't ex­
pect'that revenue will continue at 
a high level. 'Vtaere will be a fall- 
off; and it therefore becomes In­
creasingly Important that peace­
time production b« rosumed i 
quickly aa po^ible, for that haa a 
direct and. important effect on the 
budget .

"If. we can get full producUon 
impeacetime as we did during the

proach wartime production pretty 
weU because Ckmnecticut products 
are' in good demand everywhere.

"We are doing .everything we 
can to live within our means in 

, spite of increased coats, and the 
current budget has held' up well 
with the coming of peace.’’

Some Policies Changed
Ninety-five per cent of all serv­

icemen bought policies during 
World War II. The government 
received 18,378,000 applications 
for $143,000,000,000 worth of in 
surance. The total of applications 
exceeds the number in service be 
cause some policies were changed 
from time to time.

Gfficials said the peak figure 
for Insurance actually in force 
probably was reached in Septem­
ber, 1945, when it stood at about 
$120,000,000,000. They estimated 
this may have dropped to around 
$90,000,000,000 today. ■

This still makes the government 
by far the largest insurance 
•■company” in the world ahd its 
business almost equals, in some 
categories, the total of all private 
American companies combined.

Percentage Figure Double 
"The percentage of people keep­

ing their policies after World War 
II is about double that of World 
War I,” Harold M. Breinlng, as­
sistant Veterans administrator in 
charge of Insurance, said in an In­
terview,

“We are opening this campaign 
to ’Bcir the policy at the time of 
discharge because we believe it is 
a good Investment. There will be 
a Veterans’ administration repre­
sentative or team in most separa­
tion centers to explain the advan­
tages of retaining the insurance in 
civilian life and to collect pre- 
miiima in advance."

The soldier will be approached 
at a psychological moment, when 
he has discharge pay. in his pocket.

Breining says the Life Insur­
ance Association of the United 
States and the 'American Life con­
vention, representing about all life 
insurance companies, approve the 
government program.

“Private insurance firms learned 
In World War I, that the govern­
ment program made the great 
mass of servicemen conscious of 
the value-of life insurance.’’ says 
Breining. “Before the first war 
there was In force $25,000,000,000 
of private Insurance policiea.

' "Then toe government sold 
, $39,000,000,000 worth of govern- 
' ment Insurance.

“Despite this, private sales 
Jumped to $40,000,000,000 after 
toe war, in 1921, and reached 
$155,000,000,000 in 1939."

Wants Provision Modified 
Servicemen have complained be 

cause the government policy does 
not provide a "lump sum" pay­
ment; the beneficiary receives pay­
ment over a period of years. The 
Veterans administration wants 
this provision modified.

Labor Commissioner John J. Egan 
has directed the Labor depart' 
ment to begin Immediate enforce­
ment of toe state law prohibiting 
the employment of women in res­
taurants between the hours of 10 
p. m. and 6 a. m.

The directive, issued last night 
through Deputy State Labor Com­
missioner William G. Ennis, fol­
lowed closely Gov. Raymond E. 
Baldwin’s termination of Special 
War Grder 20, which permitted 
such employment as a war emer­
gency measure.

To Prosecute All VIolaters 
Commissioner Ennis said that 

enforcement would be handled by 
the Labor department’s Factory 
Inspection division and that all 
violator^ would be pcoeecuted.

o>m pisinu 'nave' been m&de~xs 
the department, Ennis said, oy 
women's organizations. labor 
unions, clubf and individuals that 
women have been working In tav­
erns, restaurants and grills until 
late hours and then have been 
left on tbe streets to get home a.s 
best they can.

"This condition will be correct­
ed by the governor's revocation of 
War Order 20.” the commissioner 
asserted. “The law is clear on this 
point and in part is as follows:

“ ’No public restaurant, cafe, 
dining room, barber shop, hair­
dressing or manicuring establish­
ment or photographic gallery 
shall employ or permit to work 
any minor under 16 years of age 
or any female between the hours 
of 10 o’clock in the evening and 6 
o'clock In the morning.

There la a baalc reaaon for this 
Brltlah policy. Britain, In con- 
tiaat to the United SUtes an{l 
Ruaala with their hang-back at- 
tltudea, la openly determined to 
make the United Natlona the big 
factor In her foreign policy and In 
her future life In this world. For 
that reaaon, even when the motive 
of some use of the United Nations 
organisation seems to be directed 
against herself, ahe still wel­
comes auch use o f the UNO, on 
the theory that It will tend to 
make the UNO more Important 
and more powerful.

cannot be suspected of plotting to 
flght labor to the dea^h.

Unfortunately, there is no guar­
antee that things will continue 
thus free from extremist inten- 
Uona. In the pAst two weeks, we 
were approaching the moment at 
which all our disputes might have 
been settled by aome slight piece 
of concession from either aide. We 
have now apparently passed that 
moment, and we are apparently 
heading into an unlimited test of 
strength, In the course of which 
bad feeling and bad blood may 
arise, and in the course o f which 
impossible objectives may be de­
veloped on either side. That risk 
is the tragedy o f our present situ­
ation, for whatever the relative 
capacities o f labor and manage­
ment to stand a fight to the death, 
the country itself cannot afford it.

Whenever a highly charged po­
litical matter gets Into the courts, 
the rumor-mongers have them­
selves a field day.

cepted his proposal.

MacArthur ordered the Japa 
neae government to obey that sec­
tion of the Potsdam declaration 
which guarantees "respect for 
the fundamental human rights.’’ 
Under it Japan must annul all 
laws authorizing licensed prosti­
tution and nullify all contracts 
committing any woman to prosti­
tution.

The Japanese government re­
cently halted licensing of houses 
but not the law permitting the 
sale o f  girls. In 1940 the govern 
ment had made a radical change 
which permitted the sale of girls 
only by blood relatives, eliroinat 
ing sale by husbands and sweet 
hearts.

Two weeks ago the Tokyo 
Brothel Keepers association decld 
ed to release the girls from slavery 
status contracts and permit them 
"the democratic right” o f . going 
Into business Independently.

Col. Crawford Sams, chief, of 
Allied headquarters Public Health 
and Welfare service, said the Jap­
anese girls were sold to proprie­
tors of openly maintained houses 
for loans of 500 to 1,000 yen (S33 
to $67) to the parents—freqnently 
against the girts’ wishes.

AcU  to Curtain Infiation 
MacArthur also acted to curtail 

infiation In economically bewilder­
ed Japan with an order which 
froze the government’s huge debt 
to the Bank of Japan. The debt 
was ordered retired quickly and 
the Japanese were directed to sub­
mit a confiplete government bor­
rowing program for the remainder 
o f the fiscal year which ends April 
30.

In a further move to halt Infla­
tion, Allied headquarters ordered 
the- government to cut expenses 
to a minimum, to finance deficits 
as much as possible from current 
savings o f the Japanese people, 
and to refrain from deficit financ­
ing through the Bank o f Japan or 
“ordinary banks.’’

Headquaftera i-ejeoted a govern­
ment proposal to borrow 14,000,- 
000,000 yen (about $033,000,0001 
mainly by sale of government 
bonds to the Bank of Japan to 
finance the bulk of lU  November 
and Etacemher deficits, totaling 
nearly 18,000,000,000 yen.

A  spending limit o f 2,000,000.000 
yen a month was clamped on the 
government’s general , account 
which Includes all net coats o f 
govarnnaent except payments for 
food aubaldle# and to cover de­
mobilisation and repatriation eX' 
pense.

The Japanese were told they 
could use the Bank of Japan to 
flnanca current deficits only as a 
last resort. The government was 
instructed to report the present 
amount of the government over­
draft upon the Bank of Japan to­
gether with a plan for retiring It 
as soon as possible.

Unusual ^Case to Be. 
Brought U p  fo r De­
cision o f  Officials

An unusual situation exists In 
connection with the application of 
Frank Blanchard In his appeal to 
the Zoning Board of Appeals to­
night for a permit to open a pack­
age store on his property at the 
cottier of Edgerton and Center 
streets.

Blanchard had planned to con­
struct an addition In Uie front part 
of his property, facing on Center 
street. Ho has taken measure­
ments to ascertain the distance hla 
proposed store would be located 
from other Uquor outlets In the 
vicinity.

Ho found that his place would 
be located more than the required 
1,000 feet from the West Side 
Tavern on Center street and more 
than 1,000 from Diana’s Package 
store on Center street.

'Ibese two 
substances combined produce a 
thick liquid, which la also shown. 
This liquid when forced through a 
spineret, produces a fine rayon 
thread, which la woven into mate­
rials such as velvet and crepe. The 
articles for the chart were secured 
from the Dupont Company.
