Admiral Bellinger Says 
Only Information Con­
cerning American Re­
lations With Japan 
And Imminence o f  
War from  Newspapers
-Washington, Jan. 8̂1.—(/P) 

— T̂he 1941 N av^ air com­
mander in Hawaii testified 
today that he did not learn 
of-a war warning sentsfrom  
Washington Nov. 27, 1941, 
until days after the Japanese 
attacked Dec. 7, 1941. Vice 
Admiral P. N. L. Bellinger
told the Senate-HouM committee 
investigating the disaster that 
during October, November and 
December of IM l his only Infor­
mation concerning U. S. relations 
with Japan and the Imminence of 
war "came from the Honolulu 
newspapers.'’

Asked About Scouring Plaaea 
Bellinger was caUed by the 

committee *to explain why no 
long-range rMonnaissance planes 
were out on Dec. 7 to catch the 
Japanese carriers stealing up on 
Pearl Harbor.

"The information available to 
me— l̂imited and unofficial as it 
waa — did not Indiciate that I 
should recommend to the com­
mander In chief. Pacific fleet (Ad­
miral Husband E. Klmmel) that 
distant patrol plane search for the 
security o f Peart Harbor be under­
taken at that time," Bellinger 
said.

Bellinger’s statement, which he 
read to the committee, did not 
say whether he would have recom­
mended long^ange flights If he 
had seen .the “ war warning."

Admiral Klmmel has taken re­
sponsibility for not having order­
ed distant searchers. He said: (1) 
Ha did not have sufficient infor­
mation to Indicate an air attack 
on Pearl Harbor;. (2) he did not 
have enough planes to patrol regu­
larly.
Would Huve Needed 150 Planeu 
In this connection, Bellinger 

said, a force of 150 patrol planes, 
plus repair parts and well-trained 
crews, would have been required 
"for a commander to be reason­
ably sure that no hostile carrier 
could reach a spot 250 miles away 
and launch ah attack without 
prior detection."

A t the time the Japanese struck. 
Bellinger said, "we had 51 patrol 
planes in the whole Hawaiian 
area, Including Midway."

He gave this breakdown: 
"Twelve were conducting op- 

eraUons at Midway, three planes 
armed with gun and depth 
c h a r ^  were engaged in the 
moniUng security patrol of fleet

Personal Effects Taken

tinued.

Then a German armored vehicle 
was i«lled up and Its guns trained 
on the group of priaonera. A Nazi 
officer mounted on the vehicle 
drew hls.piatol. aimed at the group 
and fired.

Hartford, Jan. 31— Detec­
tive Sergt. James A. Kennedy, sus­
pended head o f the Hartford vice 
squad, who with six others, is on 
trial In superior court on charges 
of conspiracy to obstruct the ad- 
minUtration of justice, testified 
today that In the year he was as­
sociated with the vice squad not 
more than five complaints had 
been received concerning book­
making.

State’s Attorney H. M. Alcorn 
Immediately asked to have the 
answer reread. This was done, and 
in response to further questioning 
by his counsel. Attorney John P. 
Cotter, Kennedy explained that 
he meant to convey the impression 
there were only five legitimate 
complaints received. Mr. Cotter 
asked him what he meant b y  
legitimate, and Kennedy explain­
ed that some were good and some 
were false but all told there were 
only five.

At this point. Judge p. B. 
O’Sullivan, before whom Kennedy 
is being tried, asked to have Ken­
nedy’s statement again reread.

Testimony Practlrally Denial
Kennedy's testimony today 

practically was a denial of much 
of the testimony given against 
him by certain of the state's wit­
nesses earlier In the trial. Re­
ferring to George Swan, whom he 
classed as a reputed gambler, Ken­
nedy said he summoned Swan to 
headquarters when all members 
of the squad were present and 
told Swan of rumors going around 
that Swan had paid a certain 
member o f the squad for protec­
tion.

He quoted Swan aa denying pay­
ing anyone and Kennedy aald he 
asked him point-blank if he was 
“ paying me.” He quoted Swan aa 
saying, "It's a lie," and, continuing, 
said he knew who was responsible 
for the rumor.

No Trouble in Hiring 
Eitcept for Attend­
ants in Hospitals
Hartford. Jan. 81.—(fiV-Oov. 

Raymond B. Baldwin, pointing 
out that the General Aaoembly 
bad made 111,800,000 available for 
pay increases to state employee 
since 1948. aaid today that "with 
the exception of attenflants In 
bospltalA we do not have trouble 
hiring prople In the state.

“Our experience indicates,” said 
the chief executive, “that so far 
as shortage of help te concerned, 
we are no worse off than any of 
our neighboring etatee and better 
off than a good many of them.’’ 

The governor issued a  memo­
randum on state employment at 
a time when the question of sal­
ary Increases for state employes 
waa being raised as one of the 
problems with which a special 
session of the General Assembly 
might deal. The Legislative coun­
cil yesterday voted to recommend 
to the governor that a special ses­
sion be convened with an agenda 
limited to five topics among them 
pay raises for state employea 

Governor Baldwin said the 
State Personnel department a t­
tempted to set Salaries for each 
classification in the state service 
“comparable to 'w hat le paid in 
private industry for like work in 
this general locality and within 
this general locality.

Gaining Since Septeniber 
“At the present salary and 

wage rates, we have been gaining 
in the total number of state em­
ployes since last September,” be 
said. “Each month there has been 
a  Blight increase, so tbat instead 
of losing state employes, we are 
gaining them,

“That Includes returning veter­
ans, who have been reemployed 
and given all the advances and 
economic allowances, etc., that 
were granted while they were ab- 
aent.”

Governor Baldwin said that “the 
total amount of increase money 
for personnel services” granted by 
recent Legislatures waa 84,500,000 
in 1943 and 87,100,000 in 1945.

"This hioney has been put Into 
salary increases and wages as fast 
as the Personnel department could 
do IL” he said, “so that the full 
4 1-2 million dollars was put into 
Increasea In the first biennium, and 
right now wo are in the proceaa of 
putUng the addiUonal 87.100,000 
into the second biennium.” 

Increases To Lower Brackets 
The governor said the Increasea 

"have, in large part, gone to the 
lower salaried and wage brackets.

As an example, he pointed to 
wages for attendants In state In­
stitutions which have rieen. the 
governor eaid. from 8960 annually 
in 1942 to 81.200 in 1945 plus other 
Dcneflts.

Aa of December, 1945, the aver­
age monthly pay for 12,404 sUte 
employea was 8161.45, an increase 
of “Just about 20 per cent overall” 
since 1941, the governor said.

Governor Baldwin said that al­
though the trend w ar upward in 
atate employment "there are cer­
tain claaaiflcatlone in which we 
are short”

A shortage of nuraeS recently 
caused curtailment of facilities in 
the states’ tuberculosis sanitoria 
and other institutions, and the gov­
ernor pointed to an increase in 
the maximum pay for nurses from 
81,580 to 81,800 annually aa a cor­
rective measure.

Earned in Possessions

Pridte Controls 
Seen Obstacle

Law Applies Not Only 
To A ray  and Navy 
People But to All Who 
Workeil There

a United States

Wazhington, Jan. 31 —  (ff*) —  

Here’z aomething to remember 
for your own sake, if it applies to 
you, or for the benefit o f some 
friend or member o f your family.

The informatioln comes from 
the Bureau o f Internal Revenue 
the tax collector's office. March IS, 
the deadline' for settling, up on 
1945 income taxes, is approach­
ing.

Under the tax law (Section 251) 
people who worked in any of the 
United States' possessions don’t 
have to pay United States taxes 
on the money they earned while 
working in those possessions, 

.applies to All
•This applies not only to Army 

and Navy people but to news­
papermen. Red Cross workers or 
anyone else who worked in those 
possessions. They are:

The Philippines, Panama Canal' 
Zone, Puerto Rico. Guam, Pribllof 
islandp in the Bering sea, these 

.three islands in the Caribbean sea 
— Navassa, Serranllla, Swan—and 
all of these islands in the Pacific: 

Wake. Midway. Peale, Wilkes, 
Sand, American Samoa, Manua. 
Swains, Tutlla. Baker. Howland, 
Jarvis, Johnston, and Kingman 
reef.

(But—this tax exemption does 
not apply to the Virgin Islands 
which aL,o are 
possession.

(Alaska, the Hawaiian Islands, 
Including French Frigate shoal 
Ocean or Kure Island and Palmyra 
Island are considered territories <rf 
the United States. People working 
In them are not exempt from U. S. 
taxes.)

O tU n g back to the tax exemp­
tion for those who worked In the 
posessslons:

No Tax Ob  Guam Pay 
Here's a Red Cross man who 

worked the first nine months of 
1945 In Guam and the last three 
back In the United States. He pays 
no tax on bis salary for those first 
nine months. But he must pay tax 
on the salary for the last three.

Suppose, In ' addition to his sal­
ary, he received monthly rent from 
a house he owned In the United 
States. He’s have to pay tax for 
the full year on the rent but no tax 
on bis salary while he was on 
Guam.

If, in addition to his salary, he 
had Income from any other source 
which waa more than half his total 
Income, he’d have to pay for all of 
1945 on the other Income and on 
the salary, too, evien though he 
worked nine months on GUam.

Prevents Double Taxation 
This tax law was passed before 

we entered the war. It  saves people 
who work In the posaesaions fronj 
double taxation: United States 
as and taxes collected locally 
the pooeassiosu.

i t  won’t  be much benefltyto the 
Arm y and Navy enlisted men who 
worked In the posaesakSns. The 
aerrice pay o f enlisted jmen Is tax 
free anyway.

Officers will bend'flt. Only the 
first 01,500 o f t ^ r  service pay 
ts tax-exempt Rut all their scr\’

Ice pay Is tax-free for the time 
they worked in the possessions

There’s a strange twist in this. 
For example:

O f the Americans captured by 
the Japanese In the Philippines, 
some were kept there, some were 
removed to ciiina or Japan, like 
General Wainwright.

For all the time they were In 
I the Philippines, before or after 
I capture, their military pay was 
tax free.

Pay Became Taxable Again
But once they were removed 

from the Philippines to China or 
Japan, even though still captive, 
their service pay became taxable 
again.

So— those held captive In the 
Philippines made out a 'lot better, 
in a tax way, than those, like 
General Wainwright, who were re­
moved to Japanese prison camps 
in China or Japan. - «

Detroit, JSn. 31. — (JP) —  Henry 
Ford 11, president of Ford Motor 
Company, was on record . today 
with a demand that government 
remove price controls to clear the 
path for "the kind of operation 
that Americans like best— finding a 
way to make money by beating 
competition to market with some­
thing better and cheaper.”

Ford expressed his views in a 
telegram to John W. Snyder; direc­
tor of the Office o f W ar Mobiliza­
tion and Reconversion in Washing­
ton, with a Warning that unless his 
company could get steel promptly 
"we will have to shut down com­
pletely sometime this week.”

Losing 0300 On Every Car 
He declared it would cost 0400,- 

000 a day to maintain idle ssscmbly 
lines and at “ current OPA price 
ceilings, we are currently losing 
($300 on every car we make.

"Time and time again," Ford 
said, "we have been forced to shut 
down operations because suppliers 
could not get us parts and mate­
rials for our ciirn and trucks. Some 
of them have stopped making tmr 
parts because they lost money at 
their ceiling prices.”

The youthful coihpany president 
declared "nobody wants •runaway’ 
inflation but if we continue to stifle 
American Ihdu.stry’s ability to pro 
duce, that Is exactly. In my opin­
ion, what we are headed for. . . . 

Would Settle Differences 
" I  am not an economist.”  he con 

tinued. "There may be sound rea­
sons In the public interest for con 
tlnuing price Antrol on such things 
as rents and foods.- But so far aa 
motor car manufacturers and their 
suppliers are conceriied. I  am now 
convinced that if government 
control of prices la removed 
promptly, management and labor 
will aettle their differencea without 
running to government — where 
price fixing is now forcing them 
to.

"Whether or not you agree with 
these views.”  Ford concluded, " I  
wght you to- know that If we can 
have promptly an uninterrupted 
flow of material.a, our employes can 
go 'back to Steady jobs and help us 
to get to Americans the motor cars 
and trucks they are waiting for.” 

Ford said that the* recent 18-cent 
an hour wage increase for CIO 
United Automobile Workers and a 
15 per cent pay boost to all salaried 
and hourly-rated employes outside 
the U AW  would add more than 
$40,000,000 to the company’s an­
nual payroll.

Both company and N A W  officials 
precycted today that contract nego­
tiations would be concluded within 
the next three or four weeks. In 
granting its wage increase to the 
UAW . the company sidetracked 
other contract issues for later ne­
gotiation.

The Kuriles
Placlosure that there was at the 

Yalta CJonference a secret agree­
ment by which Russia would ob­
tain possession o f the Kuriles, the 
thinly populated line o f Islands 
nuuilng down from RussUn Kam­
chatka on the Siberian mainland 
to the northern tip o f Japan, is 
golpg to be a controversial subject 
for several reasons.
- First, It Is going to be attacked 
on the ground that It vras a secret 
•grsefhent. There Is a school of 
thought which Insists that any 
Becist agreement must of neces­
sity be evil. But one cannot readi­
ly  accept tha theory that thla 
Bgnemcnt waa avll because It was 
secret. I t  was, as a mattsr of 
fact, In vary good secret company, 
for It obviously lay alongalde an- 
othar very secret agreement, to 
the effect that Ruaala would enter 
the Pacific war ninety days after 
tha defaat o f Germany. Even 
those who detest secret agree- 
gients as a general principle 

.svould have to admit'that this U t­
tar oacrat agreement waa a good 
one, which had to be kept secret 

Secondly, the agreement Is go­
ing to be attacked as a violation 
o f tha no territorial gains pledge 
o f the Atlantic Charter. Here, his­
tory itself U  BufflclenUy basy to 
make any clear verdict difficult. 
The historical record o f the 
Kurilee la that they were first 
discovered by a Dutchman, and 
first occupied by the RuaaUna 
who gave them their name, and 
than entered by the Japanese, who 
pihceeded to give the Russians a 
desultory contest for them.

Finally, around 1875, the two 
nations agreed to a swap, In 
which RussU waa conceded the 
northern half o f Sakhalin and Ja­
pan vî aB conceded the Kuriles. 
There Is, therefore,-no clear Rua- 
sian title to the islands, but still 
enough vastlga of a title to make 
Russian reposaesslon of tb e^  is­
lands a different thing from the 
annexation of territory with 
which Russia has bad no previous 
connection.

Thirdly, Russia possession of 
■the Kuriles is going to be taken 
aa juatlfication for American 
plana for the virtual annexation 
o f various Island bases strung 
along the Asiatic coast. Let Rus­
sia put the Kuriles under interna- 

. tional trusteeship, the argument 
< goee, If that is what we should do 
with our own proposed Pacific 
basea I f  Russia la going to have 
a~free hand in Pacific bases, why 
should not we? Does not Russian 
possesoion of the Kuriles make it 

'imperative that we protect our.- 
selves against such Russian ex­
pansion?

The Navy And The Bomb
The House Naval Affairs Com­

mittee has approved a bill, pre­
pared by the Navy Itself, which 
would keep the proposed atomic 
bomb testa- next spring a secret 
from other nations. In thla bill, 
we have illustrated the basic dif­
ferences between the traditional 
military mind and civilian and 
diplomatic mind. Secretary of 
State Byrnes and many others fa­
vor having members o:' the UNO 
Atomic Commission be -actual 
witnesses of the bomb. They are 
quite willing to have the terrible 
destructive power of the bomb 
known to all peoples, so' that the 
world's action may be in the di­
rection of Its own salvation, which 
can only be achieved by control of 
the bomb and control of all other 
methods of making war.

No such altruistic, peace-build­
ing motive appeals to our Navy. 
It  belongs to that military school 
o f thoutght which would keep 
everything about the bomb a se­
cret, and which, rather than fa­
voring any plan to share and con­
trol the bomb, believes that the 
United States should preserve a 
monopoly as long as it can and, 
after that, strain every nerve to 
keep more and bigger bombs than 
any one else.

We have never believed that 
such testa should be held. We do 
not believe that we should be 
manufacturing atomic bomba. 
But if it has been irrevocably de­
cided that we must keep playing 
with this terrible weapon of de­
struction, then by alt means we 
should make our test a wide open 
promotion of the cause of peace 
rather than a dark and stnlster 
Item o f preparation fo r war.

Woman (]lerk 
Killed; Police

today for the slayer of Marion H 
Granatir, 30. whose lifeless body 
was dlscovpred In a p<Ml of blood 
late Wednesday afternoon In the 
back room of a DIxwell avenue 
store where she wss employed by 
her father.

Awaiting the results of an au­
topsy, which he had ordered Dr. 
Marvin M Scarbrough, medical ex­
aminer, to perform at New Haven 
hospital, was New Haven County 
Coroner James J, Corrigan who 
said he would “definitely term the 
death a murder.” Corrigan, howev­
er, declined further comment pend­
ing the result of the autopsy.

A  police guard was thrown 
around the store In the busy busi­
ness district Immediately after the 
discovery of the body. Detective 
Captains Raymond I. Eagan and 
John L. MfcShcrry.-ln charge of the 
lnve.stlgatlon, worked through 
most of the night but said they 
had no definite clues as to the 
identity of the slayer.

Cash Register Rifled
Indications, they aakl. pointed 

to robbery as a motive. The store's 
cash register, which Owncf Joseph 
A. Granatir said contained about 
$60, had been rifled. Miss Grana- 
tlr's pocketbook which her father 
said he )tncw contained a "sum of 
money," was found empty along­
side the cash register. TTie store 
radio was blaring loudly, they said.

Granatir said he had last seen his 
daughter at 1 p. m.. when he 
brought her noonday lunch to the 
store.

The body was discovered, the 
detectives said, by a customer who 
entered the store shortly after 4 
p.m. to make a purchase. The De­
tectives qtioted the man, whom 
they Identified as Anderson Tins­
ley, 47, of 101 Gregory street, as 
saying there was nobody In the 
store when he entered It, follow-ed 
shortly by another man. Identified 
by the police as John Tomlin, 37, 
of 63 Winter street.

Police Reconstruct Story 
The police reconstructed Tins­

ley's story as follows:
Tomlin railed to attract the at­

tention of the abaent tflerk and 
then left the store. Tinsley also 
called and. after waiting about 
three minutes, he walked to rear 
of the store to a room in which 
used clothing was on display. There 
he discovered the body.

Tinsley ran out and called Tom­
lin back. Then they called to a 
woman who was standing on a 
nearby porch to notify the police. 
That call was followed by another, 
police said, from a Webster street 
man who iold the police a woman 
was "hurt" In the store.

Investigating police said they 
found a light stick covered with 
blood and hair and a pair of broken 
eyeglasses near the body. They 
said the woman's face was severely 
gashed along the right side, her 
eye was swollen shut and there 
was a cut under her chin.

Detectives saW they planned a 
more thorough search today.

Each dealer or builder will 
be required to post these celling 
prices In plain sight, and I feel cer­
tain that this will be a definite aid 
to those who want to estimate the 
exact costs of building a new 
home.

The first of these "dollars-and- 
cents” celling prices Is home Insu­
lation installations for which these 
specific celling prices will be made 
effective February 1. In this case, 
the ceiling price will r.lso Include 
the price of material and Installa­
tion. Similar Installation prices In 
dollars-and-cehts terms will soon 
b" ‘ isued on roofing and siding.

The committee sought Ballln- 
ger'a views on long range recon- 
n.alssahce because of his estimate.

"Remember fhey were never 
beaten In China.

More than a ip|lllon Japanese 
have been repatriated from all 
parts of Japan’s one-time empire. 
Those in China have been jiven  
a high priority, aay Allied offi­
cials, to minimize their chances ot 
cau-sing trouble there. More than 
5,000,000 other Jpaanese, mostly 
demobilized servicemen, are 
awaiting return home.

Well Aware of Threat 
Cosgrave, a war-time Intelli­

gence officer, said Amerlctm coun- 
ter-lnteUlgence agents arc well 
aware o f the potential threat of 
these repatriates and are watch­
ing them closely.

"1 am amated," he said, “at the 
job they have done petroling Ja­
pan with a email number of men. 
Part of this of course Is due to the 
surprising amount of cooperation 
received from the Japanese gov­
ernment But we must watch 
every nook and cranny."

Another member of the com­
mission, Tomas Confesor, chief 
Philippine delegate, said one >t 
the most ticklish problems facing 
the Allies in Japan was the ques­
tion of what to do about tbe em­
peror.

Surplus Sales 
Changes Loom

RFC W ill Endeavor to 
Give Schoolfl Chance 
T o  Buy Materials

Hartford, Jan. 31—(-P)—Follow­
ing criticism by Connecticut edu­
cation officials that few surplus 
property Items usable In Connecti­
cut schools have been made avail­
able by the Reconstruction Finance 
Corp.. Rep. Herman Kopplemann 
advised from Washington today 
that the RFC la working on chang­
es In an endeavor te speed ' such 
materials to this and other states.

Criticism of the dearth of sur­
plus property obtained by Conn­
ecticut was voiced by Frank P. 
Bradley, supervisor o f surplus 
property State Department of Ed­
ucation, and Lyndon U. Pratt, ex­
ecutive aecretar>’, Connecticut 
State Teachers association. They 
emphasized that such materials 
usually were purchased by buyers 
other than education authorities 
before the latter had opportunities 
to purchase them.

Short Period Before Sale 
One of the reasons for the Inabil­

ity o f education officials to buy 
surplus property. It Is pointed out, 
la the short period between notifi­
cation o f goods for sale and the 
expiration date for purchases. That 
period is eight days at present. The 
RFC Is considering extension of 
the period to .30 days, thus giving 
education officials more time - In 
which to make bids.

Another step toward speeding 
surplus property to Connecticut 
schools is the arrival of Virgil H. 
Barker, former superintendent of 
Stratford schools, who will be ex­
pediter o f aurplu.s for the U. S. O f­
fice of Education In Connecticut.

The University of Connecticut 
appears to have little room on 
campus for 1946 graduates and ad­
vises application for the Hartford 
extension which will operate in old 
Barnard Junior High School build­
ing. A limited quota is set for 
women. Chances at Storrs appear 
good only on commuting basis.

"New Ehigland womens’ colleg­
es.” he said, "have always been 
highly selective on the matter of 
admission. They have always had 
more applicants than places avail­
able. Since many women now 
barred from co-educational colleg­
es will turn to them, it seems rea- 
.<tonable to believe that they will 
be more selective than usual.”

Of Junior colleges, he reported 
that they have not felt the impact 
of veteran enrollment and are ac­
cepting applications on the usual 
basis. Hillyer Junior College In 
Hartford might be an exception to 
this general rule. Junior -colleges 
have not been recommended in 
normal times for transfer purpos­
es, but under present conditions, 
this might be a solution to the 
problem for some individuals, he 
pointed out.

"It Is reported that hospitals are 
reducing the number of acceptanc­
es and are being highly selecUve, 
There have been some modiflcs- 
tions In entrance requirements,”  he 
wrote.

Newspai>cr reports, especially a 
survey made by, the New York 
Times and reported January 17, 
indicate that the situation outside 
of New England is just as’ bad, if 
not worse, it was noted.

Mr. Bailey drew the following 
conclusions; <

1. The situation becomes mors 
complicated each week. 2 Appli­
cations must be in early to get 
any consideration at all. 3. The 
smaller liberal arts colleges ap­
pear to offer better possibilities 
for admission o f qualified students 
than the larges- universities, with 
the possible exception of Boston 
University. 4. The situation ap-' 
pears to be worse in the fields of 
engineering and business adminis­
tration. 5. The High school, can­
not g;uarantee the admission of 
even superior students to colleges 
o f their choice.

Efforts are being made, he 
said, to establish several centers 
throughout tho state where, f r e e ­
man programs, tVhose credits will 
be accepted, will be presented. 
This may prove to be the most 
practical, solution of a Very dif- , 
flcult problem.

It will take that long, Connecti­
cut's Fish and Game Supt. Russell 
P. Hunter said today, to msks it 
habitable for this pollution sensi­
tive fish. I

“But «  good start has already 
been made toward ending the pol­
lution," Hunter obaerved. adding 
that "more and more flehtng la 
done each year in the river )>ecau8e 
aewage disposal plants at SpriiigT 
field, Hartford ahd Middletown 
have materielly reduced poUu- 
Uon.”  a

Pending Federal legislation, he 
said, and the fact that sewage die* 
l^sal planth are now "on the draw, 
ing boards”  for Elaat Hertford and 
Rockville (tho U t̂ter to eloen up 
the Hockanum -Iver) will speed the 
Connecticut river's cleanup.

Would Grant Federal Fnade 
The Federal biUa, ha said, include 

one which would grant U. 8. funds 
to municipalities foP eewage die- 
poeel plant conetruotton. Another 
would allow maaufaeturere to de« 
duct from Income taxes the eoet pf 
privately built dtapoaal plants.

Hunter said h i thought it would 
taka a lot Isas than tan years to 
make the Connecticut river suita­
ble for salmon propagation If aD 
the needed sewage disposal plants 
were now in operation.

He predicted that even the Nau* 
gatuck river, long referred to by 
■portamen and o ^ e n  as "an open 
sewer,”  might tel.e only two. yean 
to clean up once the dumping of 
industriel waste ahd adds into it 
was ended. The Neugatuek takes 
sewage from plants at Torrington, 
Waterbury, Naugatuck and ether 
communities along its banks. It 
omm was a top^Ught trout strsam.

"The streams w w ld be pretty 
dean after the first spring fresh-, 
ets,”  hs satd< "And it wouldn’t taks

l^ng after'that for needed aquatic 
plants to develop as feeding and 
protective areas for the fish.”  ̂

Another important consideration. 
Hunter said, was the high temper­
atures to which.the waters of the 
Connecticut river go in the sum­
mer, sometimes reaching 80 de- 
greee.

Prefer Cooler Water 
Salmon, he indicated, have a 

preference . for cooler water—not 
much above 60 degrees.

Swifter, deeper water is the an­
swer to the temperature problem 
and this, some observers think, can 
be achieved by a flood control sys­
tem of reservoirs on the upper riv­
er which would serve to maintain 
higher summer water levels.

Dr. Hunter pointed out an inter­
esting aspect of Connecticut's past 
as a salmon fishing stats. Half a 
century or more ago, he said the 
records show, fishsrmen ‘required 
wholesale shad buyers to take a 
battel of salmon with every so 
many barrsis of shad. The salmon 
were so numerous, he Indicated, 
they frequently outnumbered many 
times the shad taken In the traps 
and drift nets.
