Pope’s Speech After
Placing Birettas on
29 Broadeast from
Vatican  City; Says
Individual Should
Use His Own Powers

Vatican City, Feb. 20—
—Pope Pius XII told the new
cardinals in an address to-
day that their elevation to
the sacred college emphasized
the universality of the church
in the world. The church, he
declared is “indivisible,” The

speech, broadcast from the
Vatican City radio and heard in
many parts of the world, was de-
livered in the Hall of Benedictions,
where the pope had just placed
birettas on 29 of the 32 new cardl-
nals, including four from the
Inited States, in one of the most
colorful ceremonies In the history
of the Roman Catholic church.

Speaking of socinl values, the
pontiff said the Individual man
should be able to use his own pow-
ers and not be subjected to the
community.

The pope’'s address was in reply
to one by Gregory Cardinal Aga-
gianian of Armenia, dean of the 32
new eardinals, ’

He expressed the gratitude of
the new prince of the church for
their elevation to the cardinalate.

Eyes Turned On Rome

He, too, emphasized the univer-
sality of the church and said that
the eyes of the world wexﬂtumed
this week on Rome—the ther of
cities,

First to have placed upon his
head the four-cornered red, silk
biretta was the dean of the new
cardinals, Gregory Cardinal Aga-
gianian, patriarch of Cillcia in Ar-
menia. .

He was followed immediately by
83-year-old John Cardinal Glen-
non of 8t. Louls, second in order
of precedence among the new prin-
cea created at Monday's secret
consistory.

The sixth to receive his biretta
was Edward Cardinal Mooney of
Detroit, eight was SBamuel Cardi-
nal Stritch of Chicago and 14th
was Francis Cardinal Spellman of
New York.

The cardinals, each accompanied
by three attendants, moved in a
compact procession down the mid-
dle of the lofty Hajl of Benedlic-
tions above the portico of St. Pet-
er's basilica angt 1t in quick suc-
cession before the pontiff, who
placed the birettas on their heads,

Each then took the place as-
signed him in a semicirele of gilt
chalrs ranged before the papal
throne,

Cardinal Agagianian, wearing a
distinetive Oriental type of hat
with & veil, had been the first of
the new cardinals to enter the hall

In the background, the
number _of workers made idle
because of continuing labor
disputes dropped to around
970,000, the lowest total in a
The back-to-work
movement by the country’'s steel-
workers, after a month-long
strike, was responsible for the re-
duction in the ranks of the idle.

Work to End Other Strikes

As Federal officlals worked to
end other major strikes and ex-
pected conciliation in the threat-
ened nationwide walkout of 250,-
000 telephone workers, the Labor
department started a drive to
“push for settlement” of all cur-
rent work stoppages and get the
reconversion program ck Into
high gear,

The action of the National Fed-
eration of Telephone Workera in
Memphis, Tenn., authorizing Its
Executive board to eall a strike In
support of demands_ for higher
wages was followed by President
Joseph A. Beirne's assertion that
the walkout would not be called
until “all avenues of peaceful ne-
gotiations arve closed.

After
yesterday's meeting, Ford was in-
vited to appear hefore the commit-
tee, and accepted. .

Ford said'his company's esti-
mates “were submitted to OPA be-
fore: OPA had announced any
price regulations on new cars—
more than a month before OPA
had given ua the basis on which
price cellings were to be calcu-
Iated,

No Price Rellef Sought

“What Mr. Bowles had to say on
this point,” Ford said, “and the
manner in which he chose to say it,
left the impression that we had
secretly applied for 'a 55 per cent
Increase in existing price cellings.
Actunlly we have applied for no
price rellef on any of our cars since
OPA cellings were established.”
