Two Kinds Of Taxes

You're hit with two kinds of
taxes: A 3 per cent normal tax, |
which is the same on all indomes;
and a surtax which ranges from |
20 per cent on incomes up to $2,000 |
to 81 per cent on the highest in-
comes, !

who disappeared five years ago on
the day he was scheduled to start
serving a state’s prison sentence
of froms 10 to 15 years for con-
spiracy. .
In a telephone conversation last
night Chicago police told Hickey
that the man held answered
Leary's desacription and that he
checked in every detail with cir-
culars distributed nation-wide, of-
fering & reward of $3,000 for ap-
prehension of the fugitive,
Pointed Out By Acqualntance
Chicago detectives, describing
the capture of the suspect, said
that he had first been identified by
G. Edward Palmer, a former resi-
dent of Waterbury who had been
well acquainted with Leary while
Palmer was engaged in the office
supply business.
Palmer, the Chicago officials
said, pointed the man'out to Park
Policeman Joseph J. Flood. As the
man started fo get into an auto-
mobile, the policeman called “Hey,
Dan,” and when the man looked up,
he was seised.
Leary has been hunted since he
forfeited & bond of $50,000 and
fled, March 6, 1541, after a con-
viction on a charge of copspiring
to defrand the city of Waterbury
of more than $1,000,000,
Denies Leary
The man ‘seized Chicago de-
nied he was Leary. He gave a Chi-
[ addreas and sald he was a

The police captain said that the
man was a “dead ringer’ for
Leary, even to & scar on his back.

Commissioner Hickey, after
talking with the Chicago officials,
tried to arrange for a flight to
that city but was told that planes
bad been grounded because of a
storm over the route. He left by
train hoping to reach Chicago late
today,

If the man proves to be the fu-
gitive comptroller it will mark the
end of one of the longest and most
far-reaching man hunts Connecti-
cut police have ever engaged in.

Central Figure In Scandal

Leary was one of the central
figures in the famous Waterbury
municipal scandal in which 27
men prominent in Connecticut poil-
itics were accused of iring to
“cheat and defraud” the city.
Leary and 19 others, one of them
Frank Hayes, former mayor of
Waterbury and former leutenant
governor of the state, were con-
victed. Leary, on Aug. 10, 1939,
was sentenced to from 10 to 15
years in state's prison, the same
sentence Hayes is now serving.
Pending an appeal to the Supreme
court he remained at liberty under
bond posted by Hayes' mother.

The conspiracy case developed
after the Waterbury city election
in 1937 when Leary, a self-made

were missing from the comptrol-
ler's office,

His complaints led to the ap-
| pointment of & special prossoutor
-—~Hugh M. Alcorn, Sr., of Hart-
ford county-—and the impanelling
of a special grand jury which, in
May, 1838, filed a report asserting
i & “ruthless band” of conspirators
had robbed the city by means of
| rigged contracts, kick-backs from
| payments for services that never
were performed and by other
means,

On Murch 6, 1941, the Supreme
| court handed down the finding up-
holding Leary's conviction and
those of several other defendants,
State police, anticipating the de-
cision would be made that day,
were in Waterbury throughout the
day keeping watch of the defend-
ants while waiting for a radlo
fiash on the decision. When the
flash came they arrested all but
Leary.

Shortly before the flash came
Leary left his home and drove
downtown, the police following
him, He went into the Anchor
Grill and later went across the
street to the florist shop he op-
erated. The police waited on East
Main street In front of the shop,
While there they received the ra-
dio flash but when they went into
the shop he had disappeared.

This shop has a rear entrance
into the Jobby of the building. The
bullding has another entrance on
the South Main street side. It is
believed that Leary went out the
rear entrance of the shop into the
lobby, went upstairs and down the
Walrs on the South Main street
side and perhaps had a car wait-
ing for him there.

Circulars bearing his picture
and carrying the offer of & reward
of $3,000 were distributed through-
out the United States, Canada,
Mexico and South America. From
time-to-time reports came in that
Leary had been seen In Mexico, in
Chile, in Brazil, and occasionally
in Montreal and even in New York.
But, checking these reports to the
source, the police were never able
to get an authentic lead on the
fugitive.

State's Attorney Hugh M. Al-
corn, Jr., who helped his father
prosecute Leary and his col-
leagues, never doubted but that
some day the Tugitive would be
éaptured,

“T was confident that they would
get him sometime."” Alcorn said
iast night when informed of the
Chicago development. The state's
attorney indicated that with ghe
capture of Leary, the famous
Waterbury scandal was, for him
at least, a closed case.
