Tells of Jap  
Prison Camp

Missionaries Tell Ex­
periences to North End 
Congregation
Mr. aad Mra. Henry Bucher, 

mlastonariea'who were repatriated 
from the Loe Banos, Luaoa Jap 
prison camp by Amerlcaa troopa 
la February, 1948, wera the guest 
speakers at the* first of the Lenten 
midweek eervlcea lest night at the 
Second congregational ch u r^  

Mrs. Bucher was the first speak­
er, and after she was introduoed te 
the audience by the pastor. Dr. 
Ferris Reynold she gave aa ac­
count of the barrowing axpeiiaacca 
of the family during their intern-ly
meat, July 8. 1944, until their de-
Itvereace by American land and 
aky troopa on February 83,1948.

Housed la  Tokeroo Shed
Mra. Bucher Is the mother of 

four children and when they ar­
rived la the camp they were aa- 
algned to a small room. The bara- 
llke camp buildings of native ma- 
terlaU resemble our tobacco sheds 
and the limited space surrounding 
them wss like a jungla, sba said. 
The shelter on one aide vaa prac­
tically open to the elements. For­
tunately, In her hasty flight she 
bad packed a number at bed­
spreads and these served as 
screens, affording a degree of pri­
vacy.

Were Slewly Starved
Cooking neoesearlly waa done 

outdoors. Corn meal mush and rice 
with occasional almost meatlses 
stews were tbe principal diahea 
provided by the captors The stews 
ware prepared in a common kitch­
en by an American committee. 
Each family had a small garden 
spot where they raised vegetables 
to augment the limited diet In 
their determination to decimate 
the prisoners by alow starvation, 
the Japa stopped serving lunch­
eons. Later they decided to cut out 
breakfasts; the head man evident­
ly was bent on making tba In­
ternees as miserable as possible, 
and not a few succumb^ from 
malnutrition. The Buchei* srere 
able te get a quantity of rice 
which tided them over the period 
until help came. Mrs. Bucher said 
when the final order came they 
were allowed only 30 minutes to 
pack whatever belongings were ab­
solutely necessary, and her recit­
al of the events which followed as 
they climbed into the amphlbtoue 
tanka or “alligators" s t  Laguna 
Bay was dramatic, effected aa It 
waa amid gunfire from the enemy. 

New B ecndto Beady 
Rev. Bucher followed with a 

history of the expansion of Chris­
tianity from the 500 year 'period 
following tbe birth of Christ, tc 
the present day. Nothing tc 
equal the spread of Chrtatiaaity 
at that time occurred prevloua to 
Christ’s birth or since, he said. At 
present the mission boards ars 
ready to s<md hundreds of new re­
cruits to the mission fields, young 
men and women eapecially trained 
for the- work. The time haa come 
to advance, to expand Christianity 
once more. The world is g^ng 
to pay mora attention to what the 
Christian layman wlH do in the 
negt ten or fifteen yaara than tc 
mlaslonartea. Thera ara bright 
business prospects, he believed, in 
China, Japan and Southeast Asia 
for tha Ainarican buslnaaa man, 
declarad tha spaakar.

Tha spaakar made a pla* foi 
mora religion In the home, a return 
to the family worship hour that 
used to be the custom Of many 
Christian families.
, A delicious Lenten supper pre­

ceded the program, serv^ undei 
the direction of Mra. B. J .  Nichol­
son, chairman of the missionary 
committee and a number of will­
ing helpers, both adults and young 
folks.

Music for chorui singing was 
furnished by Organist Ernest Cos- 
man, and a male quintet from the 
choir aang.

Rationing News
By Stanley Crute, State Directdr

Rockville

An oM American adage tells us*These dlacusskms often result la
to "Take cars of the pennies and 
the dollars will take care of them- 
eelves."

Most Connecticut people realise 
fully the iaiportanoc at watching 
their pennies. Right now. It la 
mere Important than ever before 
that we aD "take care of the pen- 
pies" . . . becatue thoae pennies 
can help us defeat inflation.

Let's look at food for example. 
Food is under definite celling 
prices But rometlmes when we 
check the prices we paid for our 
groceries with the celling price 
lists, we find we have been over­
charged. Perhaps it'i no more 
than a penny or two . . . Docs 
that mater? It does! When these 
pennies in food overcharge* are 
added up all over the country, the 
total runs Into hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars. It hg* been eati- 
mated that theee one-cent—two- 
cent overcharges coat the Ameri­
can consumer around a billion 
dollars a year, overall, and as you 
know, the food bill Is about 40 
per cant of the average American 
family budget.

These dollars arc Inflationary 
dollars. They are a real threat to 
our hopes for a last prosperity.

In a new drive to keep these 
"dangeroue pennies" frr̂ m caus­
ing Inflationary food pricas here 
in Oonnecllcut. OPA recently filed 
liccnae suspension suite In Superior 
Court In Hartford against several 
food stores.

These stores arc alleged to be 
chronic violators of celling price 
regulations, if  found guilty by tha 
court they may be suspended 
from operation for aa long as 
twelve months.

The houBng ahortagSkhaa natu­
rally created great paaasurcs on 
the rente of existing dwellings 
here In Connecticut. Ou» OPA 
Area Rent offices throughout the 
State have beciF swampml lately 
with tenants and landlords mak­
ing applications for rent reduc­
tions or Increases and evictions. 
The huge numbers of people visit- 
tng these offices,has put a con­
siderable extra Ibad on the per- 
sormel of Uieae area offices, al­
though our rent officials have 
done their utmost to handle all 
cases as promptly as possible. I, 
therefore, wish to ask anyone who 
is seeking information about rent 
regulations to write a letter to hie 
nearest rent office, rather than im­
mediately appearing in person or 
phoning for an interview unless 
the case ia really urgent. This 
would simplify and s p ^  up the 
work of our rent offlcea and In 
the long run enable us to serve 
more tenants and landlords more 
quickly.

Holding retail food prices in line 
ia only one part of OPA’* year 
round effort to keep prices at 
Isvala where Connecticut people 
will be able to get what they 
need at prices they can afford to 
pay.

Last year, OPA volunteers and 
state snforcement officials settled 
nearly 1,000 price violation cases, 
covering the fields of food, cloth­
ing, consumer durable goods, serv­
ices and industrial materials.

into our Connecticut markets.

If you cash it now, you're cer 
tain to use the sugar before can­
ning time arrives, and you won’t 
have enough for your canning 
later.

I know that it’s a pretty strong 
temptation to resist when you 
have a valid stamp in your book. 
People have asked me why the 
stamp ia made good ao long before 
our New England canning aeason. 
Well, here's the reason: Canning 
sugar ia a national program and 
if we had drawn a line across the 
country and said all the states 
north of it could not cash the 
stamp until later, we would have 
caused a good deal of confusion, 
esproially on the borderline atatea.

Please hang on to that home 
canning sugar stamp until you’re 
actually ready to can! ‘

It is hot too 
satisfactory, however, since the 
combination causes had reactions

The third way it to disi'over new 
antl-hiotics. as penicillin is called. 
An example is strejitomycin. But 
streptomycin 1* subject to losing 
its effectiveness in precl.sely the 
ssme way as penicillin.

'I'he fourth way is to give ( hem- 
leal compounds that make the 
germs more sensitive to penicillin. 
Such drugs. Dr. Molltor said, are 
known. Some amino acids, for ex­
ample. increase this sensitivity of 
the disease germs. But this method^ 
is not easy, because the same acids 
sometimes have the opposite, e f­
fect on the germs.

Ii) announcing the new squash 
Tuesday,, tha state said that 
roasted peopoa "are a tempting 
nut food, exotic in flavor and high 
in nutritive value.”

Their ol) content, listed at 46 per 
cenC ia equal to that of peanuts, 
the station aald, and wperior to 
that o f soybeans.

The station's announceoent saya 
nothing o f the food value of the 
aquakh which Is described as being 
thin-fleshed, but it describes the 
peopoa as “naked," protected only 
by a thin, membranous green cov­
ering Instead of the hard shell that 
surrounds ordinary squash seeds.

The yield per acre Is set as high 
as 1,060 pounds, compared with 
from 600 to 900 pounds for pea­
nuts and 1,200 pounds for soy­
beans.

Once a week on a special day set 
aside for an assembly, a member 
of the senior class would give a 
three-quarters of an hour speech 
on a topic he himself picked out.

Now the Junior and senior class­
es are the only ones who have the 
privilege of picking class officers 
but back In 1925 all the classes 
from the freshman to the senior 
had their class officers.

The school hod many social 
functions os it has now. On 
many afternoons there was a so­
cial hour pT dancing for freshmen, 
sophomores, Juniqrs and seniors to­
gether. Occasionally however 
each close had a social hour by It­
self.

There are many o f  the same 
extra curricular activities that 
there are now plus a rifle club and 
a  tennis club. There were not as 
many activlUea for girls, as there 
were no Olrl Reserve* or Girls’ 
Lenders.

Qraduatlaih exercises were held 
In the assembly hall instead of at 
the State theater* Class day ex- 
eindses were given from the fire 
eacope on the west side of Main 
building. On that day many « f  
the same traditions the seniors 
still keep plus the planting of Ivy 
were carrtM out.

The Fabnc Blxhiblt at the Chen­
ey Technical School held a great 
deal of Interest for the Period Five 
Art I claae of Miss Hope Hender­
son which visited It on Thursday, 
March 8. These fabrics are from 
the Moore Collection. Yale Univer­
sity Art Gallery.

On display were various rem­
nants of silk, some dating from the 
11th or 12th century. To contrast 
this display of the old. were some 
of the more mode^ cloths recently 
developed.

To start off an entertaining and 
educational period a talk waa giv­
en by Mr. Kitchen of the Technical 
School to introduce the students to 
the different techniques and origin 
of the old pieces.

The speaker stressed the lasting 
quality ot tne material as well as 
the durability of the colors espec- 
Jally that of blue. Since most of 
the pieces were silk, the students 
were Informed that long ago silk 
worm eggs were smuggled from 
China and Japan into Persia where 
the silk industry then began to 
flourish.

One reason given for the lasting 
quality of the material was the 
slowness and thoroughness with 
which the old masters practiced 
their art. A weaver and five help­
ers would make a strip of cloth 
the width of a flfty-cent piece In 
one day’s work. No wonder the 
cost of. those materials was exorb­
itant—837.50 per Inch.

However, the perfect rhythm 
and-workmanship in designs seent- 
ed to make it worthwhile. 'The 
richly brocaded gold cloths with 
their pleasing designs were enough 
to catch tbe^eye of any lady of 
that by-gone^-S^e, despite the cost.

The art students decided that 
they'Were delightful materials of 
today, many fins examples of 
which were <m display In the mod­
em section of the exhibit. A  series 
of different doth*'’ were Miown 
Among these the pieces of spun 
gloss material, elastic and glow- 
cloth and feather fabric atood out 
oa uaual.

A  favorite In the old school of 
cloth was a compound twill bro­
caded seventeenth century master- 
pieces. The silver and gold strip 
was accentuated by an ’ exijulaite 
variation of the well-known rose 
and nightingale motif. This la very 
attractive to the eye even though 
the colors are aomewhat faded af­
ter the years.

"Food and vehicles are stolen 
every nlKht,” says P vt Kenneth 
Larson, M.H.S. ’45, now stationed 
in Vienna with the U. S. Army 
Quartermaster CJorps.
