Patterson told the House Mill-
tary committee, before which he
and Elsenhower testified yester-
day, that he and the chief of staff
now are agreed on & one-year con-
tinuance of the law, whicn expires
May 15.

Patterson said he and Disen-
hower were In full agreement that
length of service under extensiom
legislation should be limited to 18
months, that fathers should not be
inducted, and that all fathers row
in uniform should be releas»d by
late summer,

He is willing, Patterson said, to
accept a limitation that the induc-
tion be held to men between 18
and 25, both inclusive.
