He told the supervisors, said

In contrast to the large number 

of pickets that svere on the atrlka 
scene yesterday—police fixed their 
number at about- 1,000—only a 
akeleton force of 15 to 20 paraded 
before the factory gates today.

Itojrt however, reiterated that 
company officials would not at­
tend a conference scheduled for 
today and which Governor Ray­
mond E. Baldwin said he expect­
ed urould result in "an early ter­
mination'’’ o f tba long and bitter 
strike.

By Surprise by Sud 
den Action o f Presi 
dent; Some Comments
Wajihlngton, March 23 — tJF) — 

President Truman called the Pa­
cific atom bomb test o ff for six 
weeks and thereby set the capital 
buxxlng today over the reasons be­
hind hlB surprise decision.

Mr. Truman said merfely he was 
ordering the postponement be­
cause a "heavy legislative’’ calen- 
(ixr will prevent congressmen from 
Witnessing the experiments which 
were scheduled to start in the 
Bikini atoll on May 15.

Announcement of the postpone­
ment virtually on the qve of the 
UNO aession In New Tork arops- 
ed much conjecture, however, par­
ticularly since yesterday produced 
Generalissimo ^Stalin's public 
avowal of confidence in UNO's fu­
ture world role and hia statement 
he believed no nation waa seek­
ing war.

Some PusxUng Features 
Perpleting features in the pic­

ture were that the A-Bomb test 
task force already had been put in 
motion and that the UNO meet­
ing, as well as continued Oongres- 
aional seasiona, both have been 
fairly definite for some time. And 
Capitol Hill has not - noted any 
widespread clamor from legislators 
to witness the experiment.

Initial reaction waa that the 
prealdent’a unexpected decision 
was related In aome degree to the 
uneasy, recent state of interna­
tional affairs, the congressional 
controversy over the military’s 
role in future atonUc development, 
and also the administration’s dif­
ficulties in mustering sufficient 
votes in the House and Senate for 
ita program.

’Taken By Surprise

It/is part of the, democratic 
world’s crisis with' Russia that 
Dictator Franco should feel a re­
newed lease on life. There sre 
even those Americans who are 
proclaiming that the Imminence 
of m-ar with the Russian dictotor- 
ship makes it a very lucky thing 
that we can still have the Spanish 
dictatorship on our side. Perhaps 
our trouble with Russla,̂  say these 
sources, ywlll bring us to a thier 
appreciausn of Franco’s worth. 
For what.ls TTanco, they say. but 
an heroic champjon against com­
munism ?

It Is the fact that 'Fjanco hap­
pens, among other thin^^ to be 
a aclf-pronounced foe of cbmnui- 
niam, which la now axpectedxto 
save him. But It should be obvi­
ous that that fact is not enough 
Hiller and Mussolini were also 
self-proclaimed foes of * Commu­
nism. So. was Japan. It .should 
be apparent enotigh from ' recent 
history tha^4:Mre are those who 
are against communism because 
they believe In democracy and 
those who are against cunuhuniam 
because they believe in totalitari­
an dictatorships of their own.

The communist issue cannot 
make Dictator Franco pure/^and 
spotless. He might, perhaps, de­
serve credit for his enmity to 
convnuniam if hia own regime. In 
Spain, were one of enllghtenei] 
progress for the Spanish people. I 
instead of what it is, which la a 
regime of benighted repression 
and oppression. He might be ac­
cepted aa a worthy foe of commu- 
iilam were it not for tbe fact, that 
the kind of regime he run* is. the 
exact kind of regime calCulkted to 
drive the desperate Spanlab peo­
ple Into the arms of some extrerne 
like commimiapr. If ve were to 
have thia wai- with Russia which 
is now sô  lrominent. Franco would 
be a lijablllty for ua, not an aaaet. 
For he Is the living symbol of the 
^ihd of thing which, not only in 
Spain, but in other feudal coun-| 
tries of Europe, gives communism 
its natural chance.

An American correspondent just 
out of Spain made a very elgnifl- 
cant observation the other day. 
He said - that if Russia really 
wants to conimunlze Spain, Rus­
sia. is mi.stakefi in favoring the 
ousting of. Franco. ‘ For Franco, 
be said, is speeding Spain towards 
communiani more efficiently than 
Russia ever could.

Could Do On His Own 
Now a sparrow has little need 

to Imitate a woodpecker. He to 
well equipped to look after bis 
own needs In hia own w'ays. One 
of these. If he is of the English 
variety, is to watch for the dlecov- 
ery of a food supply by a bird or 
birds of some other species and 
then gang up on the discoverers 
and browbeat ami bully them into 
abandoning tbe aeeda, grain, 
crumbs or whatever, leaving the 
field and the loot to the Intruders. 
But when a spaiTOw or even a 
gang of sparrows come across a 
woodpecker atterfblng to his own 
knitting they .know better than to 
try any such tactics. The wood­
pecker’s beak Is harder than that 
of any spafrow; the beak 1*. too, 
provided with a bhlsel-like cutting 
edge. Also he Is, for his site, a 
particularly muscular creature, 
with a neck and shofildera that
