sengers 60 miles above the earth
to obtain mysterious air samples
that hold the key to better weath-
er forecasting and radio commu-
nications, it was disclosed today.

Rex of
the Navy’'s Office of ‘Research and
Inventions told this reporter that
the Navy hopes to begin Iaunch-
ing experiments in the fall with
rockets that will carry meteoro-
Iogical instruments away beyond
the stratosphere and concelvably
enable collection of data hitherto
elusive to science.

Development of an lonosphere
rocket by the California Institute
of Technology at Pasadena, Calif.,
was announced March 21 by the
Army Ordnance department, which
said the rocket had been turned
over to the Signal Corps.

Rex added that a contract now
is being negotiated with the Aero-
jet Corporation of California for
procurement of 15 rockets, each
weighing 2,600 pounds, costing
$20,000 aplece, with an overall
measurement of 24 feet and hav-

The fear is, of course, that Tito,
with! tacit Russian support, will
use force either to anticipate the
decision of the Allled commission
un Trieste, or to upset the deci-
slon if he does not like It This
fear was recognized by Geneéral
Morgan this week when he ip
sued a special communique em-
phasizing the fact that the United
Btates would tolerate no attempt
to penetrate into the zone its
troops are occupying. Let Tito
try to come shead, in other words,
and there will be shooting.
