New York, April 12.— (A») 
— The mounting controversy 
over the Franco government 
in Spain, which is expected to 
reach the floor of the United 
Nations Security council next 
week, was swelled today by 
an exiled Spanish Republican 
leader’s assertion that Gener- 
aliaaimo Franco haa 450,000 
troopa maaaed menacingly on the 
French border.

Ctolma Docnmentar>- Proof 
Dr. Fernando de Ion Bloa, for­

mer dean o f the Unlveralty of 
Madrid, one-time ambaaaador to 
Washington and pre-ClvU war 
cabinet member, told a press con­
ference last night he had docu­
mentary-proof of the existence to 
Spain o f “ an aggreaalve spirit and 
an aggreaalve plan agalnat 
France.

"Spain now haa an Army aupe- 
rior to that o f France numerically, 
and perhaps to the quality o f arm­
ament, too,” said de loa Rtoe, who 
arrived here from Paris We»lneB- 
day aa the exiled Republican re­
gime’s observer at the Security 
CouncU aeaalons.

He expressed hope the document 
to which he referred—suppoaedly 
found la Spain by Republican ag- 
cats— would be presented to the 
council When it takes up Poland's 
ebargei that Spain la a threat to 
world peace and that France la 
harboring German acientista ex­
perimenting on new atomic weap­
ons.

Charges Called PoUttcal 
De loa Rloa made hia aevusationa 

against the Franco regime only a 
few hours after President Truman 
had told a press conference to 
Washington ^ t  the Polish’ charg­
es were political. The president did
not elaborate. ^ ______

The PoUah indictment was ^ s e ­
ed on the CouncU’a provisional 
agenda last night for consideration 
next week immediately after Rus­
sia's demand for dlsmiasal o f the 
Iranian case is disposed.

Washington, April 12*-  ̂ (/P) —

poned atoniic bomb tests in the 
Pacific, said today these tests are 
of vital importance and he . had 
been assured the new target dates 
would be met.

He issued a formal statement 
on the subject, but without any 
explanation of why he selected this 
particular time to g ive hls views. 
However, Senator Huffman (D- 
Ohio) directly introduced a rcsolu 
tlon calling for cdhcellatlon 
testa.

Mr. iivuman said the experi­
ments at Bikini atoll should pro­
vide information "essential to in­
telligent planning in the future and 
an evsJuation of the effect of 
atomic energ^y on our defense 
establishments.”

Postponed for Six Weeka
The first o f two testa of the 

bomb against warships was set 
origtoslly for May 15. Mr. Tru­
man postponed it for about six 
weeks, saying that many congress­
men wanted to witness the .trials 
but <i?ould be unable to do ao at 
that time.

The Joint Army-Navy task force 
conducting the teats expects to 
hold the first one on July I  or as 
near that date as the weather per- 
mlta. The initial experiment In­
volves the explosion of an atom 
bomb in the air above the target 
ships. The second will be an un­
derwater 'explosion.

The text o f Mr. Truman's state­
ment today follows:

"Preparations for the atomic 
bomb tests to the Pacific are be- 
tog- pressed forward and 1 have 
been assured that the present tar­
get dates for the explosions will 
be met.

Testa Of Vital Importance
•T am to complete agreement

When and If the time comes 
when commercial or industrial itse 
o f atomto energy Is deemed prac­
tical. the commission will have 
power to license auch uses, but 
only after Congress has had a 90- 
day . period to consider the social 
and eopnomic consequences of auch 
an action.

On the President’s orders, the 
commission would produce atomic 
weapons and tqm them over to the 
armed forces livsuch numbers aa 
he directed. 'rna bill would not 
ban military research on atomic 
weapons.

To inaure security of >l^e nation’s 
interests, the measure \provldes 
stiff penalties— up to S20.0M fine 
and 20 years Imnrisonmentv^or 
dissemination of infprmanon 
placed ta a restricted category p 
the commission. ’The heUviesi 
penalties would be resei-ved for 
those whose Intent waa to Injure 
the Uirited States or secure an ad­
vantage^ to a foreign nation.

American Military government 
attempts to increase production 
are hampered by the boundary line 
and a ahortage of auppliee. So 
far. only a minor quantity of 
go<^ haa cogpe in from the 
United States.

Army authorities recently an­
nounced plans to Import commodi- 
t iu  from the United Stales, but 
the quantity and method of pay­
ment have not been announced. 
Meanwhile, 'Korea has a problem 
at home—inflaMan.

• Prices of many commodities are 
! more than 1(X) timea what they 
' were in 1937. Koreans complain 

that they ere going up every day. 
The Military govemm«nt saye it 
ie doing everything it can to 
e'abilize them.

In an analysis of the economic 
situation; Dr. Al.efl Loren, .econo­
mic adviser to the military gov­
ernor, attributed inUatlcn not only 
to the huge inciease in currency 
hut to a scarcity of goods, aitd a 
number of aubsid.ar.y factors.

"At the time of Korea’s llbara- 
tlon, there was fear and uncertain­
ty among the Japanese la Korea,’’ 
he said. "Japanese companies 
paid huge bonuses to their officers 
and many officials withdrew com­
pany funds for their own use."

Deposits Withdrawn
He said the people imagined the 

banks would be closed and with­
drew their deposits. / Bank of 
Chosen (Korea) notes in circula­
tion doubled from the end of July, 
1945. to Oct. 1. The people didn’t 
hesitate to spend and prices sky­
rocketed.

To add to the situation, Ameri­
cans, shortly after their arrival, 
declared an Open market, 
discarding all former price 
controls. Military o f f i c e r s  
now concedet that this was a 
mistake which they still are try­
ing to correct by such measures as 
fixed prices on the basic com­
modity, rice.

The dally rice ration has been 
doubled. That forced a slump in 
black market prices from 450 
yen ($30) to 180 yen ($12) for 
nine quarts, says a report of 
Maj. Carrol V. Hill, Pittsburgh. 
Pa., national food administrator 
for thi Military government.

WashluKton, April 12 — (J*i — 

Bresident Truman says “We are on 
the way toward a balanced bud­
get.” He- doesn't mean this year. 
Maybe in 1947,

But what does a budget—bal­
anced or unbalanced -^mean to 
you, an individual, ift-your dally 
Ufe? ,

For one thing: If the budget gets 
balanced, Congress may decide to 
lower your taxes. The budget has** 
been unbalanced since 1930.

The budget is the amount of 
money the government figures it 
must spend in any one year.

To get that money for expenses, 
the government must do one of. 
two things:

1. Get income—or revenue— in 
the form of taxes.
...2. Borrow from banks or indi­
viduals by selling bonds.

WbiBa Budget Balsawed
In a year when the govern­

ment's income - Is equal to— or 
greater than — its expenses, the 
budget la balanced.

When the expenses -are greater 
than . Income and the government 
has to borrow.to make up the dif­
ference, the budget is unbalanced.'

This unbalance is called a bud­
get deficit.

When the budget went out of 
balance in 1930 we were* heading 
into a depression, with miJHons of 
people becoming unemployed.

The government * not only 
couldn’t expect taxes from unem­
ployed people but decided it had 
to spend money, to make jobs for 
them.

So the government's Income 
sank and it had to borrow. Then 
the war came.

Government expenses — even 
though everyone was working and 
taxes went up—skyrocketed far 
above government income.

Forced to Borrow Huge Sums
‘ The government was forced to 

borrow huge ŝ iims and the budget 
deficit during" the war yeara be­
came wider and wider, year after 
year.

The budget is always the budget 
for S'fiscal year which begins July 
1 of one year and ends June 30 of 
the next year.

Elvery January the ~ifresldent 
sends Congresa z mezsage ex­
plaining what the budget will be 
for the following fleczl year. For 
example:

1^45 President 
Roosevelt sent Oongreaz the bud 
get for fiscal 1946 which began

But yesterday, because of con­
tinued drops in government ex­
penses, Mr. Truman said. the 
deficit for fiscal 1946 probably 
would be only $21,700,000,000.

This was good hews. When Mr. 
i Truman delivered his own budget 

message last January fo r , fiscal 
1047. he thought the deficit —or 
budget unbalance—In fiscal 1947 

I would be at least 83,000,000,000.
May Not Be Deficit Next Year
But now, it appears, maybe 

there won't be any deficit in fiscal 
1947 and. fqr the first time since 
1930, the budget will be balanced 
—if government expenses can be 
held down.

’That doesn’t mean, however, 
that Congress then can cut taxes 
dhuitically. For this reason:

EStor since 1930—with all 'those 
successive years of unbalanced 
budgets—tlML public debt piled up. 
Which m cansf'

Since In those years government 
income wasn't enough fo meet 
governrgent expenses, the govern­
ment had’ to borrow money.to keep
going. '

It continued to borrow more aftd
more and during the war years it 
borrowed huge sums, principally 
from banks.

That debt—called the public 
debt, because. R’a money which- we, 
the American people, owe through 
our government—ie now about 
$274,000,000,000,

/A b le  Only to Pay Interest 
'The government wasn’t able to 

pay off any of the .debt. It was 
able Only to pay interest on the 
money it owed.

So when the budget g^ts bal­
anced—of rather when revenue 
starts to  exceed expenses—the 
government will start paying off 
that public debt.

For that reason—to help pay 
off the debt—taxes still will be 
kept pretty high although Con­
gress probably will cut them be­
low present levels.

but one of the big post-war ad­
justment labor disputes had been 
settled.

The . bulging Pearl Huhoi' record 
was expanded today t^inchide a 
new account of how 'President 
Roosevelt reacted In the I w  hours 
of peace to Japanese diplqnaatic 
maneuverings.

Admiral J. R. Beardall, White 
House Naval aide at the tlto^, 
supplied the details to the Sena 
House Investigating committee' 
b e f ^  it suspended hearings and 
tooK an Indefinite recess late yes­
terday.

On the fateful morning of Dec. 
7, 1941, about 10 a. m., Washing­
ton time, Beardall related, be 
took to Mr. Roosevelt in hla bed­
room the final section o f a 14-part 
Intercepted Japanese message.

"It looks ss though ths Japa­
nese are going to break off rela­
tions,” Beardall quoted the presi­
dent aa saying.
. Representative Murphy (D.. 

Penn ), asked whether there was 
anything in the preoldent’s man­
ner which indicated that he ex­
pected any attack “withiit' a peri­
od of hours.”

Attack Not Expected 
“ There was not,” the admiral 

replied. ”There was no alarm, 
nothing about This means war,! 
nothing showing he expected an 
attack.”

Thjs part of BeardalTs testl- 
mep^y caiqe in connection with 
previous testimony by Comdr. L. 
•R. Schulz. An assistant to Bear 
dall, Schulz had testified that the

Thsre seems small likalihood 
that the Security Ooimctl will vote 
to act on the Polish charges. That 
la so becauae the United 
and Britain do not seem to favor 
say ateps beyond their origianl 
statement of dsauncintlon of 
Franco—n statement wpich car­
ried with it no action or threat of 
action wlnitaoevor. ,

But, although the Spanish issue 
does not seem to be going any­
where inside the Security Council, 
it is an issue which is dally gain-. 
JIng la explosiveness and In its 
power to creat division through­
out the world.

This is so because it is sn issue 
which involves religious allegi 
snces. There has grown up about 
Spain a  series of.what seem to us 
to be extreme assumptlone. On 
one aide, there is sn extreme as­
sumption that the Catholic Church 
is irrevocably wedded to the de­
fense of Dictator Franco. And on 
the other aide, many leaders of 
the Catholic Church aciem to make 
the extreme assumption that there 
is only one possible alternative to 
the Franco dictatorship—and that 
that one possible alternative ia a 
communist dictatorship. Tblfr-divi' 
Sion of views goes back to the cir­
cumstances in which Franco ar­
rived in-power. To o n s id e , be is 
an unspeakable dictator, who was 
placed on his throne by Mussolini 
and Hitler. To the other side, be 
is the hero who prevented the con- 

 ̂iquest of 3pain by communism.
So long as the ' outside world 

views the Sp.anlsh issue from su?b 
extremes, the outside world tends 
to divide Itself irrevocably, and to 
engage in more and more section 
al warfare between the various di­
visions 01 tbi? Christian Church.

No t-sadcr of the news df the 
world'for the past few weeks can 
have failed to note the beginning 
of open criticism of the leadership 
of. one religion by ? leadership of’ 
anbther religion. And it is’ prima- 

. rily the difference in methods be­
tween these religions for dealing 
with the problem of Spain, and 
for dealing with the problem of 
communism which ia responsible 
for this beginning of open oratori­
cal warfare between them.

One of the great questions be­
fore US today is, then, whether the 
problem of Bpain and the problem 
of communism can be divorced 
from rsligioua cbntroversy. If 
they cannot .be so divorced, a 
backward and repressive dictator­
ship iii Spain and' communism in 
general ^rc both going to have an 
•say Uine perpetuating- and ex­
panding ttaamaelvel in a world too 
divided within itself to Oppose 
them affecUveljr. Divide and con­
quer ia the perennial and always 
trteiously effective strategy both 
FtBRcu and communism are 

iwlUISf to amplojr in their

osvn IntereaU. Have it considered 
that every one who ia against 
Franco la a communist, and that 
is safety for Franco. Have it con­
sidered that communism has a 
fight only with the Catholic 
Church, or have it considered that 
the Catholic Church alone chal­
lenges communism, or have it con­
sidered that a Franco is the only 
weapon with which communism 
can be fought, and that will be the 
biggest break comfnunism has 
ever received.

Must there be a choice between 
Franco and communism? Is there 
no middle ..ground called democ­
racy ?

Muat American democracy, 
which has flouriahed because ' it 
hail demonstrated and improved 
the ability of races and' religions 
to live together in mutual free­
dom, divide Itself into Its <nmpo- 
nent and rival parts when com­
munism,sounds its challenge?

If such a thing must happen, we 
in America can soon be so busy 
fighting one another that we will 
have no time or energy left for 
opposing communism. Our very 
(Itvislon will Invite communism to 
Nourish and grow in our midst, la 
it not possible for American unity 
and American tolerance to pre- 
aer\’e themaelvea while commu­
nism is regarded as a common Is­
sue, and not a sectional laaue?

These are all questions to which 
there la no certain answer in ad­
vance. But they are que.stlons 
which will be answered, one way 
or. another, in the days ahead. 
They will be answ’ered in the 
stateniaiita and actions of leadera, 
and in tha. thoughts and opinions 
of many pao]^^ But In these an­
swers there wltM^ an'all impor­
tant decision aa to' Hie survival of 
American democracy.

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He Grvc Th* World Hope
Today, the firat anniversary of 

the death of President Roosevelt, 
finds some partisan bitterness sur­
viving. There will be some, we 
suppose, who will carry a baUed 
of the man himself and of all the 
thinga they thought he stood for 
to their own gravea.

But these have, with the pass­
ing of time and the growth of per­
spective, become a dwindling mi­
nority.

For most Americana, and for 
that good part of the outside 
world which was usually more en­
thusiastic about him than we 

States I Americans ourselves were, the fig­
ure of President Roosevelt has 
come to stand for 'two main 
things. ~

First, he was eternaiiy con­
cerned with the welfare of the 
common man, the ordinary cltl- 
aen, the individual who i i u  tradi­
tionally, perhaps because he him­
self baa never possessed the abili- 
Uea to claim and win more for 
binnaelf, taken the short share of 
the good thinga of life on. this 
earth. For this average, individ­
ual, {^resident Roosevelt proposed 
more security, more freedom, 
more economic independence.

During b|s lifetime, while he 
was fighting fOr such aims, there 
was violent controversy over the 
methods he employed and over 
the precise natureNpf programs he 
recommended end instituted 
There was even a time when so­
cial security was regarded, by 
some, aa a horrible fraud being 
foiated upon the people. It has 
turned out to be a great blessing.

But whatever controversy there 
was over his methods, his career 
did achieve the creation of a 
greater solicitude on the part of 
society in general for its own less 
fortunate members. More impor­
tant than any individual measure 
or policy he ihaugursted is the 
fset that he achieved .a'revolution 
in human thinking, so that today 
most men and all parties are con­
scious of the ideal that the good 
life of Arherica should be the good 
life for all Americana.

Second, President ^ Roosevelt 
was the leader of America'a. evo­
lution from iaolatlonism tcT full 
participation and acceptance of 
responaibiUty in worjd alfaira. He 
considered this necasaary not only 
for our aecurity, but for Uie build­
ing of the great ideal he^inw be­
yond America's abandonment of 
isolationism—the ideal of a durgr 
ble world peace. Toward this end 
he worked with his greatest skill, 
both at home and abroad. The 
greatest part of hi; skill at home 
was that, unlike Wilson, he re­
fused to try to patent any “Roose­
velt plan" for world peace, but 
waited until the people of his 
own,.,coUJ?ti:y, Including even his 
own political opposition, were de­
manding that he move in the dl- 
rwtion in which he himself want­
ed to move. When he did tiien< 
move, he moved with a remark­
ably united America behind him, 
as the ̂ rMiticsIly unanimous Tati- 
fication of the United Nations 
Chartar by the Senate iUuatrated.

Hla akiU inroad consisted of 
binding the nations of the world 
into a United Nations organiza­
tion while they still had. tli ’■ com­
radeship of arms fo unlit them

McFarland was awaiting execu­
tion for the rape-elaying of an 
18-year-old gpvernment girl in 
Washihgton in 1944 when he and 
Medley made their daring break 
from the jail.

McCabe s»ld two sgenTs'ln An 
automobile saw McFarland, stand­
ing on a street corner” like he was 
Waiting for s  car," and added that 
"they stopped immediately and 
took him into custody."

New Concussions Technique 
At the same time, , Dr. M. 

Spiegel-Adolf and a group of col^ 
leagues from Temple university 
announced a new technique for 
detecting brain concussions.

It consists of employing in­
visible, ultra-violet light rays, 
directed against a sample of 
cerebrospinal fiuid tapped from a 
patient thought to have a concus­
sion.

i f  a concussion is present, cells 
in tbe sample of spinal fiuid will 
be disturbed in such a way as to 
absorb rays of the ultra-ylolet 
light—and this absorption'can be 
measured, the doctors said.

If there is no concussion, the 
cells In the fiuid will absorb none 
of the invisible rays.

The reason visible light can not 
be employed for such tests is that 
cerebrospinal fiuid is colorless and 
does not show optical absorption 
in visible light.'

The Latest Method 
Blocked off from excessiva 

sales, due to the scarcity of tene­
ments, local realtors are now con­
ducting a campaign to Ideate fam­
ilies that are planning to . piove 
away froijj town, contacting them 
lor the exclusive' privilege to sell 
their home. Often this informa­
tion leaks out and aeveral dealers 
scramble to the owners simultane­
ously, to the embarrassment of 
owner and realtors alike.

How to Get Real Values 
One of the ways in which to de­

termine the extent of the local 
selling "boom” is to scan the 
stjimps affixed to the deed then 
look up the current assessora val­
uation on the property in ques­
tion. which approximates 80 per 
rent of the actual value. Word of 
mouth statements regarding 
prices being paid for local real es­
tate are'not reliable in general.

•If one were to rely upon atate-  ̂
ments given by either the owners 
or pu:-^aser$, we might listen to 
something like this one: 

Th^pw ner of a not too well 
kept twd-gpartmeht flat had been 
trying to dispose o.f It for several 
months for $$|,500, without suc­
cess. Maintaining his price, he 
shopped around ror quicker ac­
tion. A Ideal dealer Ivith Hartford 
connections came into tlie picture

houses, there never was a time In 
the history of the town when store 
space on Main street and office 
space in buildings along the street 
waa so limited.

Buying Blocks o f Lots,
A recent inspection of the maps 

of available lots tor Irome con­
struction revealed that riealtora 
have been conducting a ayatematic 
search of available lots suitable 
for small bomt. and have quietly 
bought up blocks o f lots that have 
been on the market without a 
glimmer of sale tor from ten to 
20 years.

They stand to piick up a sice 
profit on these lots too, for in 
many instances the lots were orig­
inally offered for sale '-for from 
$250 to. $400 and now these same 
lots have price tags o f from $800 
to $1,000 on them. *

The housing situation is still 
bad and it looks like at least- a 
year or more of good profit for 
the local dealers jui’ho have the 
proper contacts and connections.

History Of Court 
In 1922, Walter Olson, then

On Saturday evenings the 
bigger fellows with Olson would 
bring out the piano from the West 
side Rec and dances were enjoyed 
on the clay court.

The condition of the court today 
Is still good after 24 years. How­
ever there will be nd tennis thia 
year at the West Side because the 
Rec budget has no available funds 
for the erection of poMs, wire and 
the rolling of the courts. The 
courts at the West Side were 
abandoned during the war years.
