When the strike opened as
schedvled on April 1, and the
miners went home fo do their
spring cleaning, spring ploughing,
and enjoy the spring sunlight, the
negotiations between Mr. Lowis
and the owners had the reality of
a strike Iy the background. Still,
however, there was little getting
down to cases; and it was openly
reported that Mr. Lewis was wait-
ing for the public to get excited
over the fact that he was once
more hamstringing this nation's
Induetrial system. But such pub-
lic excitement came slowly. On
April 10; Mr, Lewis apparently de-
cided that it would still take some
time for the emergency he has
