The administration wants this
passed, but there's a chance 'the
House may skip final action on
it.

2. The draft law ends this May,
15 unless Congress extends it. The
and the Army
want it continued at least until
May 15, 1947, but the House has
voted to end it Feb, 15, 1947,

Further, the House has voted to
stop any drafting between May 15
and Oct. 15 of this year. So it's up
to the Senate now to vote to bring
the draft law more into line with
the wishes of the adminisiration
and the Army.

Whele Thing Cloudy

The whole thing I8 cloudy. If
the Senate votes differently from
the House, then Senate'and House
conferees will have to get togeth-
er to try to work some compro-
mise acceptable to both houses
and the president.

3. OPA. It dies automatically
June 30 unless continued by Con-
gress. President Truman wants it
continued till June 30, 1947. The
House already has voted to end it
March 31, 1947,

Additionally, the House shoved
in amendments to knock off a
bunch of price controls,

Now it's up to the Senate. It's
too soon to say whether the Sen-
ate will vote to continue OPA till
June 30, 1947, whether it will
leave OPA with o price con-
trols, or whether it tag along
with the House action.

Walk-Out .in Rockville
Affects 1,200 Workers
~Reason for Strike

Rockville, April 30— (Special)—
Following a dispute involving 18
girl’ burlers at the Minterburn
Mill of the M. T, Btevens & Sons
Company in Rockville, a meeting
of the local Textile Workers Unlon
was held last night at the Town

Hall at which time they voted to
go on strike until the differencea
were settied. The action affects

about 1,200 workers.

Joseph Bouchard, president of
the 7local, stated, “A atrike was
called over the discharge of 10
Burlers. It was voted unani-
mously tonight to continue the
strike until these girls have been
reinstated or an adjustment made
in the wage rate for the Minter-
burn buriers, Several other is-

It was siated that representa-
tives of the union took up with
the management on Monday the
question of adjustment of
wage rate for the burlers and the
request was denied.
